Rentzel was never sentenced
in phe St. Paul incident, but Mu-
nicipal Judge James Lynch or-
dered him to seek psychiatric
care,

At the time, Rentzel was on
the Minnesota Vikings football
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team. He was traded to the
Cowboys on May 4, 1967, in ex-
change for Dallas’ No. 3 draft
choice.

Born in Flushing, N.Y., Rent-
zel grew up in Oklahoma City
where he was a high school All-
American football player at Cas-
ady High School. He played for
Oklahoma and was named an
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All-Big Eight halfback.

Rentzel is active in the Fel-
lowship of Christian Athletes, a
national organization to promote
Christianity.

He holds the Dallas Cowboys’
single game record of 13 catches
for 233 yards and ranks fourth
in all-time Dallas receivers.

Not Plain,
FBI Insists

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP)
—The FBI is looking for a red-
hjcnred pilot who stole a twin-en-
gined plane from Jacksonville
Airport, flew it to Puerto Rico
by way of Venezuela, and aban-
doned it outside San Juan.

The agents also would like to
talk with four passengers he
picked up somewhere along the
way. Where they got on or off
was unknown.

The aircraft is a $250,000 tur-
bojet which had been used as a
company plane by the Lehigh
Cement Co. and was being of-
fered for sale.

Pilot Sherrell D. Roberts said
the young thief came to look at
it last week and said he would
be back.

A man who identified himself
as an airplane broker called the
airport Friday and said the
young man had bought the
plane.

A few hours later, the mys-
tery man showed up at the field,
boarded the plane and flew

away.
He next appeared at Fort
Lauderdale where, authorities

said, he bought gasoline with a
bogus credit card and filed a
flight plan for San Juan.

His next known stop was at
Grand Turk Island, about 50
miles northwest of San Juan.

Air Force personnel at a U.S.
base there refueled the plane,
and, after the pilot remarked
that he wasn't exactly sure of
the way to Puerto Rico, pointed
him in the right direction. Air-
men said the pilot by then had
acquired four Spanish-looking
passengers.

Some hours later the plane
showed up in Caracas, Venezue-
la, about 500 miles south of San
Juan. The pilot used his bogus
credit card again for more gas,
and headed north.

This time he landed at an
abandoned airport outside of
San Juan. He abandoned the
airplane and has not been seen
since.

Meanwhile, the airmen at
Grand Turk had become suspi-
cious and contactec the Federal
Aviation Administration in Mi-
ami. The FBI was called in.

The Coast Guard had been
searching for the flyer because
he failed to show up in Puerto
Rico on time. The search was
abandoned when the FAA found
that the aircraft number on the
flight plan belonged to a single-
engine plane sitting in a hang-
ar in Texas.

Bourbon Back
In Jail Again

BROWNWOOD — Rae Bourbon, 76, convicted
earlier this year as an accomplice in the murder
of a Big Spring resident, escaped from the Brown
County Jail Sunday night and was captured 1%
hours later just across the street.

Brown County Sheriff Joe Townsend said that
Charlie Klinger, the jailer, had let Bourbon walk
from his second floor cell to the first floor to make
a phone call about 8 p.m.

As Klinger was escorting Bourbon back to
his cell, another prisoner called for Klinger’s atten-
tion, the sheriff said. Bourbon apparently went
back downstairs and walked out of the jail through
the jailer's apartment.

Bourbon was found about 9:30 p.m. lying in
the front seat of a pickup. The sheriff said Bourbon
was ‘“‘about to freeze to death” and offered no
resistance. Bourbon was clad only in a T-shirt
and a pair of slacks, the sheriff said.

Bourbon has been in the Brown County Jail
since February awaiting the outcome of an appeal
on a 99-year sentence handed him in the shooting
death of A. D. Blount, owner of the Big Spring
Pet-A-Zoo. He was tried in Brownwood on a
change of venue.

Bourbon was charged with hiring two other
men, Bobby Eugene Chrisco, 23, and Bobbie Ran-
dall Crain, 23, to shoot Blount after a disagreement
over a boarding bill for more than 50 animals
left by Bourbon at the Pet-A-Zoo.

Chrisco was sentenced to life in prison by
a Howard County Jury in September, 1969. Crain
pleaded guilty earlier this year in Ector County,
where he had been transferred on a change of
venue. All three men are from Kansas City.

LOST HIS PANTS,
TRUCK TO GIRL

COTULLA, Tex. (AP) — A 42-year-old truck
driver lost his pants and his truck on Interstate
35 north of San Antonio Sunday night when he
gave a girl hitchhiker a ride.

Officers said he told them that, after a wayside
halt in a wooded area, the woman drove off in
his truck, leaving him minus most of his clothing
and his billfold containing $200.

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WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Census Bureau, releasing final
figures on the 1970 census, said
today the total population of the
United States as of April 1 was
204,765,770.

The figure includes U.S. serv-
icemen stationed abroad and
federal employes overseas.

Ten years ago, In 1960, the fig-
ure was 180,007,000

As a result of the new census,
California will gain five seats in
the House of Representatives.

Representation in the House is
based on population.

The bureau said the five-seat
gain by California will move it
into the lead among the states
and in House representation,
with 43 members.

New York will lose two seats
as a result of the census, drop-
ping it to second place with 39
representatives.

Also gaining seats are Flori-
da, three; and Arizona, Colora-
do, and Texas, one each.

Pennsylvania will lose two
seats and Alabama, Iowa, North
Dakota, Ohio, Tennessee, West
Virginia and Wisconsin will lose
one each.

The new apportionment of
House seats will be effective
with the 93rd Congress which
convenes in January, 1973.

The Census Bureau said Cali-
fornia gained 4.2 million in pop-
ulation in the last decade, the
largest of any state. Florida
gained 1.8 million, Texas 1.6
million and New York 1.4 mil-
lion.

The bureau said the 1970 resi-
dent population, excluding U.S.
servicemen abroad, was
203,184,772. In 1960, the resident
total was 179,323,175.

The bureau said more than
three-fourths of the national
growth between 1960 and 1970
occurred in metropolitan areas,
with suburban rings showing the
fastest gains. It said suburban-
ites outnumber those living in
the central cities for the first
time.

But the population in many
central cities declined sharply.

James Park, San Quentin as-
sociate warden, said the prison
had to expect its chaplains to be
part of a functioning organiza-
tion.

“Having this facility is not
enough — it must be used,”
he said.

POTENTIAL FOR BREAKING
THE POVERTY CYCLE’

‘Kids’
‘Only Way Out
Of Rat Race

‘ONLY THE CHILD OFFERS REAL

(Editor’'s Note: Aid to dependent chil-
dren has been subject of some court dis-
putes, although of all the welfare progroms
it seems fto fouch the hearts of taxpayers
most. This aid is the topic of this second of
four onalytical stories on the Senate Welfore
Reform Committee report, just out.)

AUSTIN (AP) — Hardly anyone
argues against aid for dependent
children. There are some disputes
about who should qualify for help but
no one advocates that youngsters go
hungry.

Fairly recent court decisions have
expanded the lists of children quali-
fied for this aid. These resulted in
a Texas constilutional amendment to
allow the money to be paid to them.
Still, it seems, not enough money is
available.

Thoughtful men say help for the
children is the only way out of a
perpetual welfare rat race.

The Senate Interim Committee on
Welfare Reform has just issued a
report on the whole welfar2 package.
It says aid to families with dependent
children rolls are rising/at the rate
of 7,000 children a month because of
the federal court decisions.

But it found that of all welfare
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recipients, only the child offers real
potential for ‘breaking the poverty
cycle.”

“If there is any hope for reducing
the welfare rolls for the future, it
lies in wise planning for the one
salvageable group,” the committee
declared.

27 Per Cent Unmarried

There were 199,504 children on the
welfare rolls June 1, the latest date
in the report, and the average
children’s aid family received a
monthly welfare check of $118.84.

More than a third of the families
— 354 per cent — received some
outside income, including earnings
and Social Security payments. The
average child aid family had 4.3 per-
sons, including 3.2 children.

Of all aid children 18 and under,
11.97 per cent are Anglo, 36.44 per
cent Mexican-American and 51.44 per
cent Negro, the committee said.

The group also analyzed the child
welfare rolls by the sta}ms of absent
fathers.

It found 27 per cent of them
“reported themselves as unmarried”
— that is, their children are illegiti-

ae

mate. Another 15.5 per cent had de
serted, 15 per cent were separated

from the children’s mothers, 12.9 per .

cent were divorced, 12.5 per cent had
an “incapacity” that kept them from
supporting their families, 4.9 per cent
were dead, 3.8 per cent were in prison
and half of 1 per cent were either
in institutions or absent for some
other reason.

One third of the children are age
5 or under, 41 per cent are age 6-12
and 24 per cent 13 to 18 years.

“The elements of a program to
break the cycle of poverty are fairly
simple,”” the committee said.

“Because an undernourished child
can scarcely be educated to the skills
he needs to become a self-supporting
adult, he needs more food.

If Mother Could Work

“If the mother could work, the
family perhaps need not be on welfare
at all. An adequate day care system,
itself providing employment to per-
sons now oh welfare, must exist be-
fore she cah work.

“For a child born into a welfare
ethos, a work-study program to instill
the attitudes of a work-oriented so-

-

clety with rewards and penalties is
clearly indicated.”

The committee recommended that
day care centers be provided for
these children between the ages of
2 and 5 whose mothers work. Centers
would have to meet ‘‘rigid standards
of operation and maintenance, with
emphasis upon nutrition, social ad-
justment, early childhood learning
and pre-school readiness prepara-
tion.”

‘Limited Dental Care’

Bi-lingual training should be given
in centers with many Spanish-speak-
ing children, the committee proposed.

“Childhood learning enrichment
centers” were suggested for after-
school care of children in the 6-12
age group.

Cost of day care to the state was
estimated at between $12 million and
$25 million.

Astate-financed work-study
program was recommended for these
children between 16 and 19 as an
incentive to stay in school and learn
a “‘marketable skill.” Such youngsters
would attend school five hours and
work three hours in jobs ‘“necessary

&

to day-to-day operation of the school”
and would receive not less than $1

per hour.
Plan To Provide Glasses
“Without specia! provisions to as-

sure their preparation for an industri-

al society, these children will reach
their 18th birthday and be cut off

from assistance, only to become addi- °

tions to ‘the working poor’ or ‘the

unemployables’ — unless plans, pro- :

'Pilot Doesn't

Know What
Happened”

ANCHORAGE; Alaska (AP)—
A federal official says the pilot
of a military charter plane has
been unable to tell investigators
what caused the DC8 jet to
crash on takeoff, killing 47 of
the 229 persons on board.

“The pilot doesn’t know what
happened,” said Rudolf Kapus-
tin, who heads the eight-man
National Transportation Safety
Board—NTSB—team investigat-
ing the Friday night crash.

Kapustin interviewed William

G. Reid, Napa, Calif., pilot of
the Capital International Air-
ways jet, at a hospital here Sun-
ay.
The Vietnam-bound jetliner
nosed roughly back onto the icy
runway while taking off, explod-
ed and burned before breaking
apart, investigators said.

“There is no evidence at this

time that the brakes were
locked and there is no evidence
at this time of fire prior to
breakup of the aircraft,”” Kapus-
tin said. He said Reid described
the takeoff as normal.
Kapustin said interviews with
the crew confirmed earlier re-
ports the plane was slow to ac-
celerate.

Ivan R. Stracenter, superviso-
ry air safety investigator for the
NTSB, said pieces of the plane’s
tires were found at intervals
from the beginning of the run-
way.

HOUSTON (AP) Movies
are advertised these days as
being shown on ‘‘giant screens”
and “‘wide, wide screens.”

How does one the size of a
15-story building grab you?

Some 35,000 persons are ex-
pected to attend the world pre-

Vets Erase

Mass Panic
After Crash

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — A sur-
vivor of an Anchorage, Alaska,
plane crash that took 47 lives
says more might have died but
for the clear thinking of veteran
military men aboard the craft.

“There was mass panic for
about 15 seconds,” Army S. Sgt.
Noe Galvan Jr., 23, recalled by
telephone from Anchorage Sun-
day.

“Then some of the old veter-

ans . . . some going to Viet-
nam for their second, third
and even fourth times .

calmed everybody down,” he
said. ‘“More lives might have
been lost if they hadn’t.”

Galvan, formerly of McAllen,
Tex., and now of San Antonio,
told the San Antonio Express
that he was only slightly in-
jured. There were a total of
229 servicemen and others on
board the plane.

When the plane crashed, he
said, the tail section ‘“broke off
just three rows in front of where
I was sitting.”

As he started to get out
through a gaping hole, Galvin
said, he spotted a trapped sol-
dier.

“lI don’t think he made it
. His leg was pinned, and
while I was trying to free him
I was pushed outside and fell
about eight to 10 feet. He was
sitting in the row where the
plane cracked open.

“We also lost a stewardess
from the tail section. She was in
the far back and I was told she
never came out.”

Galvan told the Express that
one soldier in the tail section
went to the cockpit and tried to
help the crew out of the torn
aircraft.

“Jet fuel spewed everywhere.
At first I thought it was
water Somehow 1 got
soaked with jet fuel.”

Galvan, son of Mr. and Mrs.
Noe Galvan Sr. of McAllen,
has been in the Army five years.
He left San Antonio on Thanks-
giving Day for his first full tour
of duty in Vietnam. He was sent
there on temporary duty in 1966.

Oh, For The Good Old Days

Rep. Omar Burleson (see his col-
umn on this page today) has joined
his voice in the chorus of complaints
about mail service, and in the charge
that the Dallas region (five South-
western states) has been used in a
cost-cut experiment through reduction
of service.

Another Texas congressman, Rep.
Graham Purcell (formerly of Big
Spring) earlier took on the postal
department, and despite denials, held
his ground on the experiment charge.
Rep. Burleson's view confirms this.

Rep. Burleson is quick to point out
that the deterioration of service is
not the fault of local post masters,
but of the postal department in
Washington, which has ordered the
reductions and the experiments which
have slowed service and, in many
instances, increased costs.

Most patrons are annoyingly fa-
miliar with some of the steps, such
as reduction or elimination of box
deliveries on weekends; curtailment
or elimination of residential mail on
weekends, and sharp curtailment of
weekend parcel service.

One of the most frustrating things,

as Rep. Burleson points out, is the
“managed mail process,” which
means that all mail is sent to a cen-
tral sorting station instead of letting
the point of origin do the sorting.

The result, the congressman points
out, is that much of the mail takes

three to five days to be delivered -

instead of the once overnight service.
Newspapers sometime take three
days to go 10 miles. And, instead
of cutting costs, this has rocketed
them. Thus, the purported reforms
have achieved the ultimate - in-
creased inefficiency at greater costs.

Most of the local postal workers
chafe at this and are frustrated at
the regulations, particularly the old
hands who had been imbued with the
tradition that the mail must go
through. Perhaps the impending
quasi-private postal corporation can

restore that old-time service when we

didn’t know anymore than to sort the
mail, dispatch it and get it on its
way. A few more modern improve-
ments, and there will be a boom in
carrier pigeons and cross-country
ponies.

You Can Buck The Quarterback

Walter Hickel has been fired as
secretary of the interior.

This has seemed likely — at least
a nicely-arranged resignation — for
months. Mr. Hickel, resisted fiercely
by conservationists at the time of his
appointment, had been such a staunch
defender of environmental protection
that he became a thorn in the flesh
of many major interests. This doubt-
less put President Nixon in an un-
comfortable spot, but the wedge
which widened the breech was Mr.
Hickel's letter to the President con-

tending that the administration wasn’t
listening to what young people were
trying to say. From that point, the
situation worsened. In the end, the
President said there was a mutual
lack of confidence, and, after all, he
is the quarterback. Into the post he
will put Rep. Rogers Morton, now
chairman of the National Republican
Committee, a gentleman who at least
knows the nuances of practical poli-
tics and the wisdom of following the
party line — at least publicly.

Postal ‘Experiment’ Is Expensive

WASHINGTON — For the past
several months numerous complaints
have been received about mail serv-
ice

The United States Post Office exists
for one purpose and that is to provide
prompt and dependable mail service.

Mail service has obviously
deteriorated in all parts of the nation
but it seems that the area served
by the Dallas regional office, which
covers five states, have especially
been chosen for an experimental plan.
The plan includes the elimination of
window service on Saturday, cur-
tailment of distributing mail to boxes
on weekends, elimination of parcel
post delivery on weekends, drastic
cuts in collection services — all of
which have resulted in a slowdown
in deliveries.

IT SHOULD BE pointed out that the
local postmaster is not at fault. The
Post Office Administration in
Washington has ordered the cutbacks
through the regional office. The policy
indicates that individual postmasters
are granted a certain amount of
discretion in implementing changes in
service and personnel practices but
that discretion has not been broad
enough to permit an operation which
would not only be cheaper but provide
better service.

ONE GLARING example of the
inadequacy of these tests programs
is what is referred to as ‘‘managed
mail processing program.” This 1is

of sorting letters at the point where
they are mailed. Mail that previously
could travel overnight to virtually any
place in the nation now takes from
three to five days and particularly
if the mail travels less than 750 miles.
In some instances it would appear
that deliveries could be made more
quickly by pony express.

WHEN THE POLICY of the Post
Office Defanment was inaugurated,
it was alleged that there could be
expected substantial cuts in cost.
From investigations it appears that
such is not the case. As a matter
of fact, investigators from the House
Post Office and Civil Service Com-
mittee report that the experimental
system in Texas is actually resulting
in added costs. They found for
example that 1st class mail from
California destined for El Paso is
airlifted to Fort Worth, 600 miles
farther east, where it is then
dispatched to El Paso — a total of
1,200 miles in additional transporta-
tion costs.

IN  INSTANCES, newspapers
require up to three days for delivery
10 miles distance from the mailing
point. The elimination of window serv-
ices has precluded patrons from
purchasing stamps. In many places
vending machines are often left
empty or broken.

In some places banks are having
trouble in check returns because of
insufficient funds due to mail delays.

The Congress has voted to create
a government-owned corporation with
the authority to impose a $40 billion
indebtedness on the government for
handling our mails. There is little
doubt that the price of postage will
be increased and, of course, it
remains to be seen whether the serv-
ices will be improved. Those of us
who voted against this measure
wanted more answers than were
given.

THE VAST MAJORITY of people
employed in the whole Post Office
operation are dedicated and want to
do the best possible job. The fact
that in the supervisory area it is
about impossible to get rid of the
inefficient, the strikers and goof-offers
is another impediment to the service.

There is no need to look for blame
but with all the money spent on the
postal service, the deficit of which
is staggering, there is little excuse
for not having better service, whether
under the present system or by the
new organization.

The Soap Opera Called Wall Street

NEW YORK (AP) — The bi-
zarre soap opera called Wall
Street provided its fans with an
unusually rich diet of imagina-
tion and emotion during the past
week, leaving them thoroughly
wrung out and nervously ex-
hausted.

Some typical scenes:

—Two brokers were fined for
rumor mongering.

—Employes of a large firm
rebelled against taking lie de-
tector tests, leading to the possi-
bility of a massive union inva-
sion of the citadel of capitalism.

—It was disclosed, reluctant-
ly, that the New York Stock Ex-
change had prepared a confi-
dential report on the possibility
of merging with its rival, the
American Stock  Exchange.
Ralph Saul, Amex president,
was sent a copy.

Earlier this month, you may
remember, the NYSE was
scathingly indicted by Robert
Haack, its own president, who
made references to ‘‘inept man-
agement,”’ ‘“blatant gimmick-
ry,” and “intrigues and machi-
nations.”

Haack's speech followed a
milder reproach to the industry
by Saul, said by gossips on The
Street to be interested in
Haack's job.

But all that was material for
writers of the Wall Street script
and it does no good to try and
reveal the plot in advance. As in
any soap opera, there might not
be any plot, just an endles se-
ries of incidents.

To refresh your memory, the
series includes collapsing bro-
kerage houses, lost stock certifi-
cates, collapsing prices, frantic
trading, collapsing customers,
thefts . . .

Always sufficient drama. But
last week, unexpectability was
given a new refinement when
two unnamed members of the
Amex were censured and fined
$1,000 each for circulating ru-
mors ‘“‘of a sensational charac-
ter which might affect market
conditions.”

Who could have anticipated
that twist?

Oldtime brokers on the Big

Board who long have been de-
crying change—change that de-
stroys their private club and
makes of it a public institution
—were certain that the hand of
Bolsheviks was involved.

How, they asked, can you fine
a broker merely for indulging in
his stock in trade? Without good
rumors, they observed, one
would be forced to depend on
facts to elevate prices. And
facts, they added, are notorious-
ly undependable; they are very
difficult to work with,

The explanation, in part, ap-

To Your Good Health
Keeping Watch For A Bleeding Ulcer

By G. C. THOSTESON, M.D.

Dear Dr. Thosteson: My
husband is 43 and has suffered
bleeding ulcers three times with
no warning of the ulcer being
present.

Do you think he should have
X rays every year? Is there
danger of too much X ray?

Also, is it safe for him to
take phenobarbital and bella-
donna indefinitely?—Mrs. W.B.

Keep in mind, first of all, that
there are ‘silent ulcers,” just
as there are ‘‘silent gall stones"
and other conditions which
sometimes exist without any
symptoms noticed by the
patient. Sooner or later, such
conditions finally evidence them-
selves.

Thus it is possible, although
not the general rule, for an
ulcer to remain comfortable and
then, without warning, reach
the bleeding stage. Bleeding
ulcers can be sneaky.

X ray will disclose the scar
of an old ulcer, or the presence
of /an active one — with this
exception: blood in the crater
of a bleeding ulcer may not
permit the ulcer to be visible
in an X ray.

In your husbands case, I
would doubt that an annual X
ray is necessary or would be

particularly useful, although one
X-ray a year is hardly
dangerous. It does cost money,
though, and in any event, un-
necessary X rays should be
avoided but necessary ones
accepted without quibbling.

Since your husband and his
doctor are aware of the history
of bleeding, a careful watch for
blood in the stool would be a
more effective precaution. Your
husband should at once report
a black or tar-colored stool,
which would indicate bleeding
— or, obviously, any visibly red
blood.

But the physician also could
periodically have a stool
sample tested for occult blood
— that is, traces too small to
be visible. A simple blood count
also would be significant in dis-
closing subtle blood loss. Any
of these indications of bleeding
would then warrant another X
ray of the intestinal tract.

Your last question: taken as
prescribed, phenobarbital and
belladonna can be taken in-
definitely.

Dear Dr. Thosteson: Would
you print your advice for a
woman who has been married
three years and has never had

sexual intercourse — totally
frigid? Would psychiatric treat-
mi{nt, or even hypnosis, help?—
T.Y.

Probably psychiatry is the
only thing that can help her,
although  gynecologists and
other physicians sometimes can
help if they have some knowl-
edge of psychiatry.

Studies indicate that there is
no such thing as physiological
frigidity. It is a matter of at-
titude, emotional outlook or
fear. It can't, therefore, be
‘“cured” with pills, but can be
corrected by helping the woman
to accept a different viewpoint.
The role of the husband in this
case must also be considered.
His understanding — or lack of
it — could be a most important
factor in her problem.

The Wage-Price-Inflation Dilemma

WASHINGTON — The federal
government is up against one of the
most challenging dilemmas it has
faced since the Constitution gave it
the authority ‘‘to regulate interstate
commerce.” The economic condition
of the country has become a responsi-
bility of the chief executive, but
unless he can control the monopolistic
power exercised by private business
and unions in the fixing of wage
scales and prices, the all-important
problem of inflation will not be
solved.

YET TODAY in the government
there is a reluctance to impose wage
and price controls for fear of political
repercussions. Inflation cannot be
curbed except by drastic measures.
If wages and prices are not held
down, the inflation will get further
out of hand and the whole economy
can drift into a serious depression.

Inside Washington an undercurrent
of hopefulness prevails that somehow
the inflationary problem will
graduagf' be replaced by a condition
of stability. With so many large wage
increases being granted or being
demanded under the threat of strikes,
it’s difficult to see how any such sta-
bility can be accomplished unless the
government steps in with a firm hand.

THE NATION'S railroads agreed to
accept a labor contract, with a 37
per cent wage increase, which was
proposed by a government commis-
sion. The unions, however, immedi-
ately rejected the settlement, and
perhaps there will be a nationwide
rail strike on Dec. 11. The Ford Motor
Company is threatened with a strike
on Dec. 7 unless a new contract is
reached, and negotiations at Chrysler
are still under way, with a strike

deadline not set as yet.

THE TRUTH is that if one of the
labor unions gets a 30 per cent in-
crease, members of other unions want
to know why they can't have the same
thing. The pattern worked out in the
General Motors settlement is being
taken into the bargaining talks of the
United Automobile Workers with other
auto companies and the major manu-
facturers of farm equipment and
highway-building machinery.

Cost-of-living allowances are to be
the number one priority in the steel-
workers’ negotiations which are to
begin in a few months, and the union
members are reported ready to strike
to gain them. There are demands not
only for a “very substantial” wage
increase but also for bigger pension
benefits and longer vacations.

THE UNIONS seek major gains in
the can industry, and these will affect
bargaining in copper, aluminum and
basic steel, too. More than a million
workers, it is said, will be involved
in the steelworkers’ parleys.
~ So, with the threat of strikes, many
industries are confronted with the
necessity of doing their utmost to
meet union demands. Whether or not
their own prices will have to be raised
to absorb the new expenses is another
matter. The automobile industry has
already indicated that the cost of cars
will go higher.

Without rigid restraints on wages
and prices, the inflationary trend may
be expected to continue indefinitely.
This will mean that there will be
no lessening of demands for wage
Increases, and the economy will ge

adversely affected in the next two
years.

New Uplift {n Negro Education

WASHINGTON — Hell City not only
grows more hellish in the jungles it
calls streets, but our gleaming capital
now seems determined to subside into
complete idiocy in what might loosely
be described as the education field.

Today’s vicious sqquabbling is over
a plan drawn up by Kenneth B. Clark,
a black psychologist at the City Uni-
versity of New York, to raise average
reading and math scores in Wash-
ington schools to national norms
within a year. The plan would set
minimum reading and math achieve-
ment standards for grades 1 through
9, testing students to see how they
measure up, then classifying and
paying teachers partly according to
how much their pupils improve.

NOW THEN. Washington's public

schools are 94 per cent black, and
may be the worst in the nation in
terms of quality education. Yet there
are those in official positions who
seem determined to cling to the status
quo. One of them is a school board
member, Charles Cassell, black,
whose latest utterance would be in-
credible to anyone who has not lived
in this lunatic community.

CASSEL. HAS denounced Clark,

black and reared in Harlem, as a
racist for proposing that city schools
teach standard English to Negro
children who speak a ghetto dialect.
“That’s taking away what a black
child is,” says Cassell. “‘So much for
Kenneth Clark.”

So much for Charles Cassell. A
black child is not what his ghetto
dialect labels him. He is a child who
deserves the best education the
community can give him.

DESPITE ATTEMPTS to cheapen
it with lazy slan?, standard English
is what is spoken in the United States.
It is the language of the courts, the
legislatures and even some of our
universities. A knowledge of standard
English is imperative for the child
grown to manhood who seeks a decent
job and a chance for advancement.
Cassell is saying in effect that Negro
children be set apart from their white
peers. He is saying in effect that
children of Italian immigrants should
be condemned to spenkingu broken
English the rest of their lives, or
that the brogue and burr should be
encouraged among Irish and Scots
students.

THE TEACHERS Union, of course,
is protecting its own nest. Clark’s

plan puts sharp new pressures on
teachers to get them to the national
level. Today, they preside over a
system in which pupils are promoted
annually from grade to grade with
almost no regard to their achieve-
ment. The result is the production
in considerable volume, of higfx
school-educated dolts, sentenced to a
life of menial jobs or the relief rolls.

FORTUNATELY FOR taxpayers

everywhere — and, of course, for
Washington school kids — Hell City
now has a school superintendent
capable of taking a rational a proach
to the Clark plan. Hugh J. Scott, a
black, agrees with the plan’s goals,
but says they cannot be achieved until
teachers have received extensive
retraining in emphasizing the funda-
mentals of reading and math,

has been a symbol of Americana
for over 100 years, may be in
trouble.

Norman Karpf, executive vice
president of the firm which has
been making hats since 1865,
says closing the Philadelphia
plant is “‘among the alternative”
being considered by the board of
directors.

The hat business, Karpf says,
has been in a decline since
World War II because of more
casual styles. In the 1930s Stet-
son was No. 1 in the field and
employed more than 3,000 work-
ers at the Philadelphia plant.
Now the firm has slipped to third

might be willing to hold the line
on wages again this year in or-
der to save the Philadelphia op-
eration. Wages presently range
from $1.70 to $2.00 an hour.

Bernard Katx, lawyer for the
union, said the union’s bargain-
ing position “will depend upon
what Stetson in the final anal-
ysis decides to do.”

The plant here makes felt and
straw hats. Stetson also operates
a plant in New York City which
makes fabric hats. The firm also
owns 50 per cent of a hat fin-
ishing firm in Danbury, Conn.

John B. Stetson made his first
hat when he went out west in
the 1860s to cure himself of tu-
berculosis. In 1865 he returned
to Philadelphia and opened a
