WASHINGTON (AP) I'he Con
gressional Budget Office says the
United States will have to spend at
least $5.9 billion — and possibly more
than 10 times that much over the
next eight vears before NATO can
defend Europe against Soviet attack

The agency, in an analysis released
Tuesday, said NATO forces are now
inadequate to defend against a con
certed Soviet attack, even with the
use of tactical nuclear weapons

The analysis said almost three
months would be needed to mass
enough allied troops to thwart an
attack by Warsaw Pact forces, with
the Soviets holding.the edge most of
that time

The inadequacy of NATO forces to
respond to a surprise attack would
suggest “‘an early resort to nuclear
weapons,” the study said, predicting
that NATO would make the first nu
clear strike

But the study said nuclear weapons
would provide only ‘‘a temporary res
pite’’ from attack. The Soviets would
respond with their own nuclear weap
ons, the analysis said, and NATO
installations are far more vulnerable
to tactical nuclear attack than their
Soviet counterparts

The anglysis was requested by the
Senate Bidget Committee as part of a
review of U.S. defense needs. The
study laid out six possible options for
beefing up defense forces in Europe
gnd elsewhere, at costs to the United

Jack Merritt, the late Midland
County constable and pioneer law-
man whose compassion far exceeded
any proclivity to “‘slap leather,” was
lauded posthumously Tuesday by the
Midland County Commissioners’
Court

In a resolution signed by the four
commissioners and County Judge Bill
Ahders, Merritt was cited as a “*high
ly respected’’ lawman who was trust.
ed and respected as a officer, hus-
band and father. Merritt, who had
served as constable for more than 20
years, died last June at the age of 76.
He will be succeeded by Constable-
elect Tom McGinnis Jan. 1

In a brief cetemony, Ahders pre-
sented the signed resolution to Mer-
ritt’s widow, Hattie

“We've all known Jack for a hun-
dred years,” the judge told the con-
stable’s widow. ““And he was a fine
person. We miss him a lot.’

“Thank you,”’ Mrs. Merritt said
modestly.

The resolution reads:

‘Whereas, Jack Merritt was al
ways a trusted, friendly, cooperative
and loyal officer, husband, and fa
ther;

“Now therefore be it resolved, that
the...members of the Midland County
Commissioners’ Court wish to adopt
this resolution honoring Jack Merritt
for being an outstanding human being
and law enforcement officer.”

‘Carlucci the Cutter’ will face pack of jackals if nominated

WASHINGTON Power is heady
stuff and can make jackals out of
people who suddenly find themselves
wielding it. This verity might explain
why some jackals on the far right are
out to stop the nomination of Frank
Carlucci, 50, a seasoned federal offi
cial, as Caspar Weinberger's deputy
secretary of defense

Carlucci, now deputy director of the
CIA, served in the Nixon and Ford
administrations in top policy-making
jobs. Much of his experience was in
working as right-hand man to Wein
berger when he was director of the
Office of Management and Budget
and as secretary of health, education
and welfare

Indeed, Weinberger and Carlucci
were a team, known for fixing gimlet
eyes on budgets, and for manfully
struggling against waste and ineffi
ciency: If Weinberger earned a repu
tation as ‘‘Cap the Knife," his youn
ger aide deserved to be called “‘Car
lucci the Cutter.”” It seemed natural
for Weinberger, once nominated to
secretary of defense, to ask that Car
lucei, with nearly 25 years in public
service, be his right-hand man
again.

But now a document is ¢irculating
in Republican circles describing Car-
lucci as “‘an obstruction, rather than
an asset, to Reagan’s interests,’” and
leveling heavy criticism against him.
This document, prepared for the Sen-
ate Republican Steering Committee,
but conveniently distribyted else-
where in Washington, claims that
Carlucci, as the CIA's No. 2 official,
helped impair U.S. intelligence capa-
bility, assessment and product, and
ave “active support” to a 1978 presi-

tial order on lntelligence commu-
nity conduct. )

This broadside also charged that
Carlucci refused to comply with De
partment of Justice requests for CIA
cable traffic and other information
relating to Billy Carter’s involvement
with Libya. The paper-also claimed
that Carlucci refused to publish an
estimate of Soviet intentions and ob
jectives after the Afghanistan inva
sion

Now, Frank Carlucci is a conserva
tive, a Republican, a patriot, a bright,
hard-working public official, and
hardly the unreliable fellow that the
far right-wingers would have Presi
dent-elect Reagan believe he is. But
ultra-right senators, and a clutch of
Hawks determined to greatly in-
crease the defense budget, see a
Weinberger-Carlucci team as likely to
be too diligent in cost-cutting at De-
fense

They want an outright militarist to
be Weinberger's deputy. It is signifi
cant that the paper damning Carlucci
originated in the office of the Defense
Department transition team, headed
by William R. Van Cleave, who sees
himself as the sort of deputy Wein-
berger needs for balance.

Most people who closely observed
the trials and tribulations of the CIA
— and I include myself in that group
— feel that Carlucci has helped pre-
serve a sense of rationatity at the

agency particularly durir
carter vears

It is absurd to charge Carlu
taking actions weakening our intel
gence capability, and whatever work
he did in carrying out a presidential
directive on CIA conduct was in line
with following the law. The charges
that he covered up for Billy Carter
are rubbish, and so is the claim that
he was derelict on Afghanistan

Carlucci is a professional publi
servant, the kind Republicans need to
run the government. He served as a
State Department official in South
Africa, the Congo, Zanzibar and Bra
zil. As assistant director of the Office
of Economic Opportunity under Pres
ident Nixon, he had to fend off hold
over Democratic liberals, and, at one
point, directed that all Xerox ma
chines be locked up in the basement in
order to prevent documents from
being copied and leaked to congres
sional Democrats

Weinberger, aware of Carlucci's
good work at OEO, took him to the
White House for the OMB job, and
then to HEW. In 1975, Carlucci be
came ambassador to Portugal, ar
gued against Henry Kissinger's incli
nation to write off that nation to the
revolutionary movement, and did
much to maintain U.S. credibility
during that turbulent time. Carlucci
worked closely with Gen. Al Haig,
then commander of NATO forces, to
keep Portugal in the alliance

By any measure, Carlucci is a valu
able asset, and no wonder Weinberger
wants him as his deputy at Defense
Carlucci's friends say that if he is
nominated for the job, he would love
to confront his accusers in Senate
hearings. What his accusers are hop
ing is that such a day willmever come

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War helps anti-Persian campaign

NICOSIA, Cyprus (AP) — Iranian Arab national-
ists from Iran’s il province of Khuzistan say they
are getting “‘unlimited and unconditional support”
from Iraqi troops who have occupied much of the
province, and claim the Iran-Iraq war is helping
their fight for autonomy from Iran’s Persian
rulers.

(‘alling themselves Arabistani revolutionaries, the
Arabs spoke'at a news conference Tuesday in the
Iraqi capital, Baghdad. Their statements were car-

ried by the official Iraqi news agency, INA, and

monitored here

INA quoted one of the Iranian Arabs, identified
only by his code name Abu Karama, as saying the
Iran-Iraqg war was ‘‘an opportunity for Arabistan
revolutionaries to escalate their operations’’ against
Iran’s revolutionary regime of Ayatollah Ruhollah
Khomeini.

“It is a natural thing that a coordination takes
place between the Arabistan revolutionaries and the
Iragi army,” Karama was quoted as saying

He reportedly said the Arabistani revolutionaries,
seeking “‘legitimate nationalist rights on the land of
Arabistan within the framework of a free democratic
state in Iran,” supported the Iraqi territorial claims
that sparked the border war

Arabistan is the Arabic name for the southern
province of Khuzistan, site of fierce tank, infantry
and paratrooper battles during thg 93-day-old war
Khuzistan forms the eastern bank of a 60-mile
stretch of the Shatt al-Arab waterway, the disputed
border between the two warring oil nations

Iraq has gained control over the waterway which
provides its inland cities access to the Persian
Gulf

Iraq’'s Arab troops, who invaded Khuzistan on
Sept. 22, have called on its Arab minority to rise
against the Persian regime in Tehran. Both Iran and
Iraq are Moslem nations but ethnic differences have
sparked centuries of bitter rivalry

Abadan Radio reported a ‘‘mercenary acting as a
fifth column agent for the (Iraqi) enemy’ was
executed Tuesday after confessing that he had infil
trated Iranian ranks and spied for Iraq. The report

. did not identify the ethnic origin of the executed

person, but six people, believed to be Khuzistan
Arabs, were executed by Iran on similar charges last
week :

Military communiques from both sides indicated
increased air and land attacks, but none of the
reports could be confirmed since Western reporters
have been kept away from actual fighting

Iraq reported its first nighttime air raid against
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-Iran in the three-month war, hitting the giant oil
refining complex in the beseiged city of Abadan on

the northern tip of the Persian Gulf.

Iran confirmed the raids against Abadan and its
gulf island of Minu, and said its forces downed three

of the attackers.

In addition to the
five-inch cookies, she also bakes cin
namon rolls, poppy-seed cakes,
cheese pies, brownies, angel food and
carrot cakes, kolaches, and bread
She also makes egg noodles and jala
peno jelly.

She jokes, however, that she al

“Fruitcakes made of 50 percent
nuts by a nutty woman," she said

Planetarium to alter program
to reflect study on Christ's birth

By LAURINDA KEYS

LOS ANGELES (AP) — For the first time in 50
years, the respected Griffith Observatory has al
tered its annual Christmas planetarium show to
reflect new historical research about the year Jesus
Christ was born

“Griffith is the first planetarium in the world to
make the change. We were the first to become
concerned, and since we're fairly prestigious, the
others are going to have to look at it, t0o,” said the
observatory’s programs supervisor, John Mosley

““A number of planetariums are changing this
year, and that's happening because we announced in
the summer that we were changing,” said Mosley,
listing planetariums in Athens, Greece; Muskegan,
Mich., and Redding, Calif., as some which have
incorporated the new research into their annual
demonstration of what the skies looked like when
Jesus was born

One purpose of the planetarium show was an
attempt to identify the star that the Wise Men saw in
the East, leading them to Bethlehem to worship the
child they believed had been born *'king of the
Jews.’

Church officials in Rome in A.D. 536 began dating
the birth of Christ at A.D. 1. But for at least 400
years, scientists and historians have believed that
Jesus was born seven years before that in 7 B.C.,

" because of the date given for the death of King

Herod, and because of spectacular d ays in the
heavens during that year, such as a triple conjuhc
tion of Jupiter and Saturn.that was assumed to have
been the “‘star’’ the Wise Men saw

“"Now, for historical reasons which have nothing to
do with the planetarium, the date has been changed
to'3 or 2 B.C.,” said Mosley It ties with an
istronomical phenomenon that is more spectacular
than the triple conjunction between Jupiter and
Saturn in 7 B.(

We're looking at astronomical events that are
even more exciting, two close « onjunctions Hf.luplh'r
and Venus and a triple conjunction of Jupiter-and the
star Regulus,’’ said Mosley. ‘*‘Most of these conjunc
tions took plaée in the constellation of Leo, which has
always been associated with the Jews

Fhese spectacular celestial displays of planets and
stars appearing to run into each other in the sky had

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for many years been in the charts for the year 3.to 2
B.C., but no one ever looked at them, Mosely said,
because it was believed that Jesus was born before
that year

That belief was based on the commonly held view
that King Herod died in 4 B.C., and Jesus must have
been born two years before that, because Herod had
ordered all the male children 2 years old and under to
be slaughtered in his attempt to destroy Jesus

But two years ago, Dr. Ernest Martin of the
Biblical Research Foundation in Pasadena pub
lished a book, ‘“The Birth of Christ Recalculated,”
which produced new evidence on the death’ of
Herod

I'he key to Martin's research that has changed
centuries of historical thinking is that Herod didn’t
die in 4 B.C., but only suffered a political downfall
By carefully tracing all the known events surround
ing Herod’s death, Martin has gained acceptance
from biblical history experts that Herod died in 1
B.C., thus pushing forward the date for Christ’s birth
to about 3 B.C

Dr. Martin approached us two years ago with
copies of his book," said Mosley. ““We always have
somebody coming in with something new that con
flicts with what we already believe. But then later he
sent us reviews of his book, favorable reviews, by
history experts.”

Mosley was the catalyst in applying this research
to the education of the public T'he idea had been
around a couple of years,”” he said.- “What was
needed was for a spark to ignite it rather than to let
g0 out. I became sufficiently interested that I
checked it out and got the planetarium committee
interested

Martin conjectured that Jesus was born sometime
in the late summer of 2 B.C. He says shepherds
wouldn’t have been in their fields watching their
flocks at night during the winter. By the time the
Magi had observed and interpreted the
signs and traveled from Jerusalem, Jesus
have been several months old, said Martin.

An Infant Stimulation Program provides home
teaching designed to augment parental skills needed
for the training of very young, handicapped chil
dren.

Four factors influence the design of Infant Stimu
lation:

—First, early identification and intervention in the
life of “exceptional’’ children can influence and
determine their future lives as productive citi
zens.

—Second, provided with proper resources, parents
can be their child's most effective teacher

—Third, the warm, nuturing hpme creates the
most productive atmosphere for learning and pro
vides the best opportunity for individualized in
struction and parental involvement

—Fourth, assisting parents in locating other
sources of help in the community will decrease
parental anxiety, confusion and frustration

The Infant Stimulation Program serves children
from birth to three years of age who have been
identified as high risk children due to the fol
lowing disabilities: speech and language deficit,
physical disability, hearing impairment, mental re
tardation, visual impairment, emotional distur
bance, developmental delay and/or any other condi
tion that may be viewed as high risk. Abused and
battered children may also be viewed as high risk

Children who are mentally retarded comprise a
large number of infant stimulation clients. Accord
ing to the American Association of Mental Defi
ciency, mental retardation refers to significantly
sub-average intellectual functioning which mani
fests itself during the developmental period and
is characterized by inadequacy in adaptive behav
ior. Although over 200 causes for mental retardation
have been identified, it is often difficult for a physic
ian to pinpoint the specific cause of a child’s retai
dation

Parents of high risk infants are parents at risk
They are at risk bécause of the uncertainties posed
for the future of their high risk child, their lack of
knowledge for meeting new and unusual problems in
child rearing, and because of the stress high-risk
infancy so often imposes on family life. Parents are
essential to early intervention efforts in two major
ways r

First, during the first two years of life, they are the
people who best know their own child and who are
most sensitive fo early signs of developmental disor
der. It is through their guided interactions with their
child that the benefits of early intervention are most
likely to be achieved. The parent is able to enrich and
stimulate the child’s environment with toys, experi
ences and careful training

Second, it is parent leadership which historically
has led to major advances in the establishment of
programs and policies serving developmentally dis
abled children

The Permian Basin area is served by Infant
Stimulation Programs in Midland and Odessa. They
are associated with the Permian Basin Community
Centers for Mental Health and Mental Retardation
The services provided by the Infant Stimulation
staff are predominantly on-a home visit basis

Contacts are made with each family once a week
either in the home or in Infant Stimulation classes
The range of activities taught include self-help skills
language development and behavior management
principles. Each program is designed to meet the
child’s needs as the parent and trainer see them

The Midland and Odessa centers will provide
services for at least 35 infants this year. In Midland
alone, there were 1,400 live births last year, and of
these births, approximatley 3 percent or 42 infants
will have some type of mental retardation. In ad
dition to these 42 infants, there will be babies born
with other conditions that will warrant Infant Stimu
lation services

The Midland program also provides a day care
center for mentally retarded children. This facility is
the Opportunity Center and is staffed by pe;
trainéd to deal with children with special needs

The technology will de-
pend on modeling of the

“This hypothetical de-
vice would take a series
of measurements of elec-
trical potential over a
patient’s entire body,”
explained Brosnan, a
Texas A&M President’s
Scholar and National
Merit Scholarship recipi-
ent. ““The machine would
require many more sen-
sor connections than a
standard ECG. The pro-
cess would likely never
be 100 percent accurate,
but probably close
enough to make the test
worthwhile.”

Each NFL
club draws about $5.2 million a year from the
league’s network TV contract while baseball teams
take about $1.2 million a year from its network
TV deal. Baseball, however,. supplements its TV
revenues with local contracts that range from the
New York Yankees' and Montreal Expos’ $5-6

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Jailed leftists turning on comrades

ROME (AP) — Some jailed Italian terrorists have
turned on their comrades, tipping police to the
whereabouts of suspected Red Brigades’ urban
guerrillas and confirming officials’ long-held suspi
cion of a'link between Italy's most feared terror
group and Palestinians radicals, police sources
say.

Because of tips from ‘‘repentant’’ guerrillas, the
sources said, police have made new gains in their
war on terrorists, including last weekend’s arrests of
a man and a woman described as two of the Red
Brigades’ top killers

Police arrested more than 300 left-wing extremist
suspects last spring after the first jailed guerrillas
began to talk, but that didn’t stop the terrorist
killings and abductions :

Red Brigades’ guerrillas broke a five-month lull by
murdering two Milan business executives in Novem
ber. Two weeks ago they claimed responsibility for
kidnapping a Rome judge on Dec. 12 the Red
Brigades’ first abduction since its members seized
former Premier “Aldo Moro in 1978, held him for
seven weeks, and killed him

I'he kidnappers have not yet delivered terms for
the release of Judge Giovanni D'Urso, whose duties
include assigning convicted terrorists to maximum
securily prisons

Pressing their search for the judge, police began a
new crackdown, arresting 17 alleged left-wing guer
rillas in northern Italy on Tuesday

Last Sunday, seven plainclothes policemen in
Turin seized Vincenzo Guagliardo, 32, and Nadia
Ponti, 31, described a$ two of the Red Brigades’
“*historic leaders

After assembling slowly outside a Turin coffee
shop here the suspects were sitting, the officers burst
in with pistols drawn. Both suspects were armed and
Ponti had a hand grenade in her purse

When questioned about D’Urso, they
wered only: “‘We are in the Red Brigades
prisoners of war

Guagliardo and Ponti are believed to be in charge
of Red Brigades operations in the Veneto region in
northeast Italy. They were sought in connection with

both ans
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a half dozen separate murders, including the shoot
ing of prominent Turin journalist Carlo Castalegno
in 1977

There are only two other Red Brigades suspects at
large considered more important than Guagliardo
and Ponti. One of them, Mario Moretti, was allegedly
the *“*brains”’ behind the Moro kidnapping. The sec
ond is Barbara Balzarani, another of the gang's
original chiefs

According to reports in two Rome publiguliuns,
meanwhile, two of the “‘repentant” leftist prisoners
have told investigators that the Red Br_lgud_vs obtain
most of their arms from extremist fatl'tmns in Yasser
Arafat’s Palestine Liberation Organization ,

Italian police have long su.spt-cl_('d that Palvxlmum
groups have given arms Lo Italy’s urban guerrillas
but the new disclosures offer the strongest evidence
to date to support their suspicions.

Rail car pileup expected
at Texas-Mexico border

WASHINGTON (AP) — A federal
official predicts there will be a sub
stantial pileup of railroad freight cars
at the Texas border as an embargo
declared by the Mexican national
railroad takes effect

““At the moment, we're going to see
a hell of a buildup of cars at the
border crossing points in the next two
to three weeks,” an Agriculture De
partment spokesman, who asked not
to be named, said Tuesday

He said the embargo on all rail
commodity traffic at the Texas bor
der was announced to shippers Fri
day by Ferrocarriles Nacionales de
Mexico and went into effect at mid
night Monday

The Agriculture Department

» spokesman said the embargo was in

tended to last until a backlog of U.S
and Canadian boxcars in Mexico
could be reduced

“The numbers we've got to watch
are the number of empties coming
back out of Mexico,” he said. “I'm
sure they're going to make a concert
ed effort.”

The spokesman suggested that the
number of rail cars arriving at the
border would start to decline as the
effects spread further inland in the
transportation chain

The embargo applies at the Texas
border crossing points of Brownsville
Laredo, Eagle Pass; Presidio and El
Paso. The railroads affected are the
Missouri Pacific, the Santa Fe and
the Texas-Mexico, a short line that
does much of its business at Laredo

“It won’t affect any sales, The sales
will' stand as they are,” the spokes
man said. “It simply means a delay in
the shipping schedules for those com
modities

He estimated the embargo would

last between 40-45 days, even though
30 days had been mentioned as a
target for clearing the
Mexic

A State Department spokesman
who also declined to be identified
said the embargo was put into effect
only in Texas because most of the rail
traffic between the two nations passes

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Sen. Bentsen praises Texas' economy

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. Lloyd Bentsen says
the nation’s economy might be better off today if it
had followed Texas’ lead s

“Policymakers in Washington can learn from
what we've done in Texas," the Texas Democrat said
Tuesday after a congressional committee provided a
review of the state's economy that called it a pace-
setter for the nation during the past decade

“I have said over and over that more capital
formation and high technology firms will create
more jobs for Americans,” Bentsen said

T'he report by the Joint Economic Committee
noted that in the 1970s, for the first time, Texas
surpassed the national average in per capita per-
sonal income and in some other important economic
measuring sticks

If trends continue, the study predicted, the per
capita personal income in Texas could be 20 percent
higher than the national average by 1990

The per capita personal income for Texas in 1970
was 90 percent of the national average, $3,518 to
$3,909. By the end of the decade, the figure for
Fexas was $8,900, exceeding the national average of
S8 710

The report said the capital investment rate and
increasing employment in Texas helped the state's
growth rate of industrial production to exceed the
national growth rate in 1979. That rate for 1980 should
be about 3.5 percent, the report said, more than three
times the national rate

Manufacturing has been among the most rapidly
growing sectors of the Texas economy but growth in
non-agricultural areas will not be at the expense of
the agricultural sector, the report said

Texas is the third largest agricultural producer
among the 50 states and it ranks among the top 10
producing states for 14 of the 20 most valuable farm
commodities marketed in the United States. Gross
farm income in the state exceeded $10 billion in 1979
for the first time

The study by JEC staff members also noted the
rapid growth in the value of Texas mineral produc
tion during the past decadey The state was first in the
nation for 1970 with mineral production of $6.4 billion
and first in 1978 when its production had a value of
$19.6 billion

The review said the value will exceed $40 billion by
1990 :

The optimism of the report stands in sharp con
trast to a recently published federal study that said
the Southwest’s heavy reliance on the oil and gas
industry could lead to trouble unless diversification
prepares Texas and its neighboring states for the
time when resources are depleted
