EL PASO — Amelin Earhart,
dipinutive flyer, landed in El Paso
at 2:08 p. m. Wednesday afler fight-
Ing & blinding dust storm nearly all
the way from Dallas. Flying south
from Tulsa Wednesday morning to
avoid the storm, Mis Earhart found
to her chagrin, she said, that lhl."l;
storm had followed her,

Bo Intense was the dust, Mis Ear-|
hart related In her room at Hotel
Paso del Norte Wednesday after-
noon, It was not until she flew over
Guadalupe Pass 100 miles enst of
El Paso that she was able to see
the ground. At one poaint during
the flight she turned back for sev-
eral minutes, fearing that the swirl-
ing dust would damage her plane.
But hoping that soon she could fly
out of the storm, she declded to
continue her trip to El Paso,

“The weanther I encountered from
Dallas to El Paso was much worse|
than that I found on my roecent
Pucific flight,”" Miss Earhart sald.
“On my trans-oceanic flight, 1 en-
countered beautiful weather all the
way, with a bright moon and stars
to light my course.

Flew “‘Blind’ ‘

“I was forced to fly blind nearly|
all the way to El Pa#h, Dust and
clouds mingled in a thick  yellow
hasze."

The storm reached up 12,000 feet,
in its upper level a blinding mixture
of sand and clouds. Miss Earhart
flew the entire distance at an altl-
tude of 9000-10,000 feet.
