“I am not now referring to the
objections of those who think of
régimentation as an interference
with their robber-baron privilege of
private exploitation and oppression,
but to those who sincerely believe
that there is danger of sacrificing
something that is valuable in civil-
fzation.”

Agriculture was brought to the
Dakotas by a people now extinct
about the time the Normans con-
quered England.
