Twenty-six years after the|
eclipse, a British sclentist was at
work in his laboratory. He was Sir
William Ramsay, and was study-
ing the results of heating a’ miner-
al.
strange gas from the hot mineral.
This gas provided a bright yellow
line when it was studied under a
spectroscope! Ramsay and his
friend, Sir William Crookes, later
proved that the gas was the same
as the helium which had been dis-
covered on the sun!

Time For Overstatement

WASHINGTON @ — Democrats
and Republicans will adorn ordi-
nary ideas in grand clothes and
otherwise overstate their case in
this campaign where the issues
run pretty thin. They'll make the
most of what they have to work
with,

Adlai Stevenson this week got
headlines with his call for an end
to the draft. This may have
seemed startling at quick glance.
But, on examination, all he really
said was: The draft should be end-
ed when it's safe to do so.

It took him four paragraphs to
get to.the point. But a Republican,
Arthur Larson, has just taken 210
pages to make this point: That
the Republicans can run the pov-
ernment better than the Demo-

crats.

This was in his book “A Repub-
lican Looks at His Party.” Be-
cause of the book Larson, under-
secretary of labor and -a law
school dean onJedive, has been
mentioned as the kind of Republi
can likely to attract intellectuals
to the party.

But even a nonintellectual is apt
to think Larson overstated his
case in this one-sided political doc-
ument which credits Republicans
with a new kind of wisdom and

brushes lightly over the achieve-
ments of the Democrats.

An intellectual would certainly
know that in the vastly complicat-
ed business of government the
two parties have had their hands
in too mahy pies over too many
years for either to claim the
lion's share of credit.

Larson says: “It is the genius
of the Eisenhower administra-
tion's achievements that it has
merged and brought into balance
all the positive forces in cur
country. It is not against any of
them . . . It has found a way to
encourage them to work together
for a common benefit.”

This he calls the “New Repub-
licanism” and a new “philosophy”
of government.

Eisenhower very guardedly says
the book represents his philosophy
generally. But not all Republicans
think like Eis_ahower any more
than all Democrats think like
Stevenson.

Time may show, therefore,
when Eisenhower is out of the
picture and other men run the
party, that the “New Republican-
ism” was strictly Eisenhower's
philosophy, or perhaps a reflec-
tian of his personality, and not a
lasting party philosophy at all

Quickest Way To Wealth

NEW YORK P—The surest way
to quick wealth in America is to
find out what the public wants
~ and give it to them first,

A 39-year-old entertainment gen-
jus who made a fortune giving
the public what it wanted in the
way of comedy and fictional crime
is now rapidly enlarging that for-
tune by satisfying the rising public
interest in religion.

He is Bernard L. Schubert, pro-
ducer of “‘Crossroads,” an ABC
network show that has clergymen
as its heroes. The show, now in
its second year, was the first com-
mercially sponsored national in-
terfaith religious program on tel-
evision. Its spontaneous success
surprised most people in the in-
dustry. But not Schubert himself.

“After all, more Americans are
deeply interested in religion today
than at any time in history,” he
remarked. “Some 60.3 per cent of
the population belongs to churches
now as compared to 49 per cent in

1940 and a mere 16 per cent a
bundred years ago.”

Until less than two years ago
Schubert had only a layman's in-
terest in religion. He had won rec-
ognition as coproducer of the
“Topper” programs and crime
series, such as “Counter Spy,”
“Adventures of the Falcon,” and
“Mr. and Mrs. North."™ -

Larson in his book clairded too
much exclusive credit for his
party:

He said: *“The Republicans set
up the first bureau of labor.” Not
altogether. This was in 1884, un-
der Republican President Arthur.
But the bill creating it was passed
by a Congress where Democrats
ran the House and Republicans
the Senate.

He credited the Republicans
with creating the Department of
Labor. Not altogether. The bill to
create it was offered by a Demo-
crat, William Sulzer of New York,
at a time when Democrats ran
the House, Republicans the Sen-
ate. can President Taft
signed bill into law in 1913
as one of his last official acts.

Larson credits the Republicans
with passage of the Norris - La-
Guardia Act in 1932, Not altogeth-
er. The Democrats controlled the
House, the Republicans the Sen-
ate. Herbert Hoover was the Re-
publican President.

The bill's authors were Repub-
licans—Sen. Norris of Nebraska
and Rep. LaGuardia of New
York—but Norris in his autobiog-
raphy says Hoover gave no help
and that neither did his Depart-
ment of Labor. That act, breaking
up the age-old practice of court in-
junctions to stop strikes, was a
milestone for American labor.

Reds Reverse
Refugee Policy
In S.E. Asia

By LEONARD LEFKOW

HONG KONG @ — In Eastern
Europe, the Communists build in-
genious barriers to keep the dis-
content ringed in. In Southeast
Asia the Reds in some cases de-
mand the right to allow their dis-
contents to flee. And here the
West slams the door.

This week Britain, owner of this
island on the rim of Red China,
closed a rickety border bridge to
the thousands on the other side.
She said she couldn't help it—Ref-
ugees are choking the colony and
hundreds were coming in every
day. Water and rice are scarce.

Bed, to many, is a piece of side-
walk. Home to hundreds of thou-
sands is a hut of rotting wood and
cardboard. A score -of discarded
bodies is picked up nightly by
street patrols. The tally goes high-
er when winter comes.

Peiping gave these people a
free pass to leave Red China and,
for the sake of face, a re-entry
card.

The government estimates 81
000 have walked over to Hong
Kong since the entry restrictions
were eased last February, Only
15,000 went back.

The other 66,000 let the time lim-
it run out on their permits and
melted into the teeming slums.
Many are misfits, some too old
to work. Others are men and
women carrying their children
and possessions on their backs,
hoping to get a hand from rela-
tives, Some are lame.

Demand For Coal Shows Red Problems

The other day Nikita 8. Khrushchey
dropped into the Donets Basin to make
a speech. That's tantamount to President
Eisenhower’'s taking the platform in the
high school auditorium in a bituminous
coal town in Pennsylvania, or German
Chancellor Adenauer’s getting off a train
to talk to coal miners in the Ruhr.

Khrushchev, who bears the modest title
of First Secretary of the Communist Par-
ty of the Soviet Union, was simultaneous-
ly sarcastic and hortatory. Soviet coal pro-
duction is lagging. For want of a ton of
coal, a sixth five-year-plan goal might be
Jost. Why, Khrushchev wanted to know,
didn't the 19800 technicians, who plan
and direct mining production, get off
their fannies, out of their comfortable of-
fices and into the pits?

As a spur to miners, Khrushchev prom-
fsed better housing, with this threat: If
a miner leaves the mines, he should give
up his home to someone who will dig coal.

His listeners shouted: “Right, right.”

Khrushchev's not relying solely on ex-
hortation, incentive, or. threats, Some 45,
000 Komsomols (members of the Young
Communist League, generally between 18
and 26) have been induced to go iato the
mines — to raise output. And so once
again the youth battalions are rushed to
stop the plague of Soviet shortages

Russia’s labor shortage is often a source
of boasting: “We have no unemployment
in Russia.” This is a sly reference o
recent layoffs in the auto and agricul-
tural equipment industries in the U. S.
The head of the state bank said to me,
“We can’t have overproduction here. Weo
can always sell what we produce by re-
ducing prices.” Again, a sly, superior
advertence. In the U. S., we have capital-
ists — profiteers — who charge too riuch.

The Russians kid themselves about ne
unemployment. Why did Khrushchev
make his sudden trip to the Donets? Be-

cause workers were idled in some fao
tories for want of coal. Russia has stand-
around unemployment. Workers stay on
the payrolls, but can't work — for lack

of parts or coal or something 2lse. But
it isn't called unemployment. Unemploy-
ment is a capitalist monstrosity, the re-
sult of overproduction and high profits.

In the Soviet Union of today, never is
there too much. Goods have 'to be ra-
tioned — by high prices. A man's suit
costs one and one-half months’ work: a
woman's rayon dress, about halfl a month's
salary. If a man wants to buy a shirt in
Russia, it takes 74 rubles and a family
conference. The price is onetenth of a
month’s salary. In America, the average
worker just pops into a haberdasher's:
Price, about $3.50, two hours’ work.

The Soviet leaders, themselves, are re-
sponsible for these prices. They empha-
size producers’ goods — more machinery
~ for the dual purpose of creating mili-
tary strength and building up productive
capacity for the future. They do not, as
in the U. S, produce for consumption.
The consumer gets what the planner de-
cides is good for Communism

Today everyone in the Soviet Union, from
Khrushchev down, is an expediter, a spur-
rer-upper. When everything's scarce, over-
production’s impossible.

But what happens when the planters
approach their goal? If they approach
making enough freight cars, do they cut
down output and employment, or do they
just go on? If they produce plenty of type-
writers so that all stenographers have
reasonably new ones, what then?

It isn't easy to send skilled typerwriter
machinists to the coal mines? And nce
you move them — assuming they're will-
ing to be moved — how will you get
them back when you need typewrite-s
again?

PRINCETON, N. J.—One big advantage
that the Democratic party cor.. ues lo
have over the Republican party, at least
up to this time, is that it is better or-
ganized at the “grass roots” level. .

There never has been a 221 B
Baker St., but the dead letter of-
fice, instead of tossing away the
envelopes or returning them to
their senders, posts them to
Greaves. His office in Baker Street
is on the spot where the Holmes
flat would be if the address ex-
isted.

As conscientiously as if he were
Holmes' faithful accomplice Dr.
Watson, Graves reads all the let-
ters and carefully answers them.

Some of the letters are from un-
ashamed pranksters, but the vast |
majority are from children, adults
or such nethusiastic Holmesians
as the Speckled Band of Boston,
the Scandalous Bohemians of Ak-
ron and the Danish Baker Street
Irregulars.

Eight - year - old Betsy Rus-
asco, of Indianapolis, a Holmes
addict, but obviously not a pro-
fessional one, wrote:

“You're quite clever at solving
cases. My sister and I play Sher-
lock Holmes but 1 have to be Wat-
son, I know a man who has a
pipe like yours,

“We have two long-haired dach-
shunds and when we play Sher-|
lock Holmes we pretend they are
bloodhounds. A magazine said you
went to Indianapolis. did you?”
Greaves replied:

“Mr. Holmes had to vacate his
flat and unfortunately I do not
know his present address, so he
may have gone to Indiana. I am
sure he would have been most in-
terested to hear about your
games ., . ."
