USDA To Okay

Peanut Transfers

The United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA)
has announced that the East-
land County Committee of the
Agricultural Stabijization and
Conservation Services (ASCS)
may begin approving trans-
fers of peanut acreage for the
1976 crop year. An earlier
announcement had prohibited
the ASCS County Committee|
from approving such transfers
citing that changes in the
peanut program are under
consderation by the peanut in-
dustry which may lead to new
peanut legislation.

The ASCS County Commit-
tee has been instructed to
notify parties involved in the
transfer that in the event Con-
grss changes the present law,
the acreage transferred may
be different. No timetable was
given as to when any change
could be expectd.

Panut transfers, which the
announicement  authorizes,
may be transferred within the
same county by lease, "sale,
or owner transfers. Peanut
acreages are transferred on a
poundage basis wth adjust-
ments made for differences in
productivity of the farms in-
volved. .
The authorization by USDA
to allow peanut transfers also
authorized the reapportion-
ment of peanut acreage re-
leased to the ASCS County
Committte. USDA had previ-
ous|y denied the reapportion-
ment of released peanut acre-
age citing the same reasons |
as for prohibiting the transfer
of peanut acreage.
