HUNTSVILLE, Sept. 13+{#)—Though
Warden E. P. Harrell bélleves him
be insane, Bill Smith is t0 be electro-
cuted at the state penitentiary near
here after mid-night tonight for the
slaying of a sheriff and deputy nea
Raby, Flsi.ar county, last year, unless
he gets further gubernatorial clemen-
oy.

After Smith had been convicted of
the slaying he feigned Insanity. Once
in the jaill at Dallas he went on a
hunger strike and was forcibly fed.

“Smith has feigned insanity until

The sheriff and his deputy had ar-
rested SBmith and Lloyd Conaster for
theft, and were taking the suspects
to the Roby jall without having sear-
ched them.

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Gas Line Work
Ahead of Schedule

BARTLESVILLE, Okla., Sept, 13—
(Bpecial)—The three main line gangs
now engaged in the construction of the
132-mile Wichita to Ottawa extension
of the Qities Service Gas Company's
20-inch Panhanpdle natural gas pipe-
line have laid a total of B0.56 miles of
pipe and with the project 6.2 per cent
complete are operating in excess of
their required schedule. The original
estimate called for the completion of
this work hy October 1st, but the con-
tractors, the Oklahoma Contracting
company of Dallas, Texas have organ-
ijzed new gangs and increased others
in an effort to have this line com-
pleted and service established before
the advent of cold weather,

The Ottawa, Emporia and Wichita
gangs have cleared a total of 121980
miles of right-of-way, strung 11680
miles of pipe, opened 88.15 miles of
ditch, painted 8576 miles of pipe
head welded 9650 miles end backfilled
8056 miles.

Good progress Is also being made on
i the White Water and Neosho river
crossings, esch of which will be cross-
jed with four 12-inch and two 16-inch
lines, On the Neosho crossing, 7,000 feet
|of 16-inch and 4,000 feet have been
laid, 28 river clamps have beéen in-
'stalled and the four 12-inch lines have
been pulled across the river. Two 13-
inch lines have been pulled across the
White Water river, six 12-inch clamps
installed and 1,200 feet of 12-inch pipe
laid.

Preliminary work is progressing rap-
idly on the construction of the third
16-inch line between Ottawa and Kan-
sas City where it will tle into the
present system at the Glavin station
| This wil be a welded line 38.8 miles long

vin loop. The contractors, Kelly-Demp-
sey company of Tulsa. estimate thal
this loop will be comp.eted about Oc-
tober 3.
