LONDON, May 9 (AP)—The house
of commons recessed today until
May 21, leaving the Chamberlain
government apparently determined
to remain in office on the strcng‘th
of yetserday’s slim margin of a
vote of confidence,

Meanwhile, Britain’s war effort
was accelerated by a royal degree
making 2;500,000 more men avail-
able for military service.

Chamberlain and members of the
war cabinet and opposition leaders
reported in secret consultations the
government was also prepared to
dleal sternly with spying, sabotage
and “fifth column” activities, the
death penalty for grave cases being
included in a bill prepared. for pre-
sentation to parliament.

LONDON, May 9. (AP)—Neville
Chamberlain remained the master

of Britain's war government by the
natrrow margin of 81 votes last
night after beating off for the mo-
ment the thunder of criticism which
. in two days of historic house of com-~
mons debate had threatened his
ministry for- its surrender in Cen-
tral and Southern Norway.

The government carried a vote on
a question of confidence at con-
clusion of First Lord of the Ad-
miralty Winston Churchill’s calm,
firm, almost deprecatory speech, by
281 Tory votes to 200 for the com-
bined opposition.

The conservatives’ posmon was
elouded, however, by the 134 absen-
tees or abstensions, who, with those
voting in opposition, make a maj-
ority’ of the 615 members.

Moreover, an estimated forty
members who normally are govern-
ment supporters voted with the op-
position.

Some political observers speculat-
ed on whether the 7l1-year-old
prime minister, chastened by the
unexpectedly large opposition vote,
might follow the example of the
former premier of France, Edouard
Daladier, and resign, There was
nothing, however, to confirm any
such intention.

.Men who had hammered at the
government for two days took the
vote as a victory rather than as a
defeat. Jubilantly they sang, Rule
Brittania, and shouted “Go, Re-
sign!” as the gaunt Chamberlain
left the house.

Should the man who led Britain
to Munich and then to war to des-
troy “Hitlerism,” actually go to the
king to resign, his most likely suc-
cessor would be Churchill or Fore-
ign Secretary Lord Halifax, possib-
ly at the head of the government of
all parties.

But the political situation was in
a great state of uncertainty.

One possibility, however, was' that
Chamberlain would now attempt to
form a national government of all
parties, inviting lahor and liberals
to 'take portfolios in his cabinet.

The labor "party convention on
Monday may decide to reverse its
decision not to participate in the

government.
It was evident the opposition ex-
pects Chamberlain — a picture of

weariness ‘at the end of the seven-
hour tumult—at least to reconstruct
his cabinet to satisfy their scorn-
ful condemnations of ‘muddling.”

Sir John Simon, chancellor of the
exchequer, Sir Samuel Hoare, air
minister, Oliver Stanley, secretary
for war, and Leslie Burgin, supply
minister, were members mentioned
as likely to go.

A day of drama and excitement
such as ancient Westminister has
not witnessed in years was capped
when Churchill, a Tory ‘“rebel” who
fired many a barb at the Chamber-
lain escutcheon in the days of ap-
peasement, rose to make the clos-
ing speech for the government.

Accepting “full responsibility” for
the admiralty’s decision not to at-
tempt, to force Trondhenm fjord—a
blow which Admiral of the Fleet
Sir Rogers Keyes said would have
left Adolf Hitler holding losing cards
in Norway—Churchill said Brit-
ain had 12,000 troops facing 120,000
Germans and had the choice of
getting them out or “leaving them
to be destroyed.”

Britain’s surface navy
have invited losses amounting to
“disaster” from the German air
fleet, he said, had an attempt been
made to cut German communica-
tions to Norway in the Skagerrak.

Moreover, he warned British in-
feriority in the number of war-
planes “will condemn us for some

Fifth Victim of
School Shooting
Dies in Hospital

LOS ANGELES, May. 9 (AP)—
The death toll of Monday’s South

B. Sturgeon, arts teacher, died of
wounds.

Her death came shortly before a
session of the coroner’s jury and
grand jury had been called to form-
ally launch an inquiry into the story
of jealousies, friction and intrigue
in the administration of South
Pasadena junior high school that
preceded the shootings.

The tragedy occurred during a
school board meeting “when Verlin
Spencer, junior high school prin-
cipal, went beserk.

“I don’t know why I did it,” Ver-
lin Spencer moaned again and again
Wednesday as he gave officers his
first statement of the killing of
three other school executives and a
tacher in a wild burst of revolver
fire last Monday afternoon.

He was questioned as he was mov-
ed in an ambulance from a Pasa-
dena, hospital to the prison ward
of the County Hospital, where he
was booked on four murder charges.
“I don’t know how it started,”
Spencer declared, and insisted he
could remember nothing since he
went to the home of Dr. George C.
Bush, superintendent of schools, last
Sunday morning.

Asked if he remembered shooting
any of his six victims, Spencer de-
clared he did not.

“I just came to in the hospital
Wednesday,” he said. “How long has
it been?”

BUDAPEST, May 9 (AP)—It was
learned authoritatively early today
that a Yugoslav military mission
headed by Gen. Vojin Maximovic,
of the national defense,
will leave Belgrade shortly for Mos-
cow to hold military talks with
Saviet Russian officials.

Authoritative sources in Belgrade
made this disclosure shortly after
it was reported in diplomatic quar-
ters that Britain and France were
offering Yugoslavs the assistance of
troops, air forces and naval:forces
and a guarantee of Yugoslav inde-
pendence and territorial integrity
in an effort to seal a Balkin alli-
ance against German or Italian ag-
gression in Southeastern Europe.

An offer of military aid reportedly
has been made also to Hungary and
Bulgaria by the Allies.

However, these two countries are
said to have been reluctant to ac-
cept promises which might com-
promise their neutrality in German
or Italian eyes.

In recent weeks bhoth Yugoslavia
and Bulgaria, Slavic nations, have
been showing an inclination to lean
toward the big Slav nation, Russia,
for support, rather than to the
Western powers.

The belief was expressed in quar-
ters close to the Yugoslav govern-
ment that the Yugoslav-Soviet mili-

tary alliance might result from the
military mission’s journey to Mos-
COW.

Alert Women
Give U. §. Key
To Bank Raid

BY SANDOR S. KLEIN

WASHINGTON UP—The U. S.
Secret Service has revealed how the
altertness of a group of elderly wo-
men working in a sub-basement of-
fice of the treasury led to the solu-
tion of a Kentucky bank robbery.

The women, most of whom have
been with the treasury for several
decades, are employed in the cur-
renicy redemption division. Their
task is to piece together 'damaged
or mutilated fragments of cur-
rency. If they can reconstruct at
least 60 per cent of the original
note, the treasury can issue a new
bill tio replace the damaged one.

Although the story goes back to
Jan. 29, 1939, when the Morgan
county National Bank at Cannel
City, Ky., was burglarized, it was
not, until now that the means by
which the crime was solved were
revealed,

Batilk Notes Buined

The thieves wu sed acetylene
torches to force their way into the

bank vaults. In the course of their
operations, they burned a consid-
erable number of $5 and $1 notes.
They left some in the vaults and

took some of the burned currency
with them. Their 1loot totaled
$1,732.

The partly burned notes left
behind were forwarded to the cur-
rency redemption division of the
treasury where the veteran em-
ployes put the pieces together so
that they could be redeemed.

During their work, the women
discovered that the $5 notes were
all of the same hundred group of
serial numbers. They = reported
their finding to the Secret Service
which immediately deducted that
some of the stolen bills were part
of the same sequence of numbers.

In .July, 1939, several shipments
of notes were received by the re-

demption division from various
banks throughout the country,
containing a number of partly

burned $5 bills bearing the same
serial numbers as those previously
redeemed.

Couple Traced Down

Not long afterward, the redemp-
tion division received a direct
shipment of nine burned $5 - bills
with affidavits from a I.ouise Roe-
mer of Elmwood Place, O. She
wrote that the notes were . acci-
dentally burned and asked that
they be redeemed.

All this information was sub-
mitted to the Secret Service. After
a careful checkup, Secret Service
agents and other law-enforcement
officers arrested Charles A. Roe-
mer and his wife, Louise, at Elm-
wood Place, O., for making false
affidavits to claims on the treas-
ury. The Federal bureau of inves-
tigation also preferred burglary
charges against them.

9. Thou shalt have a serving of
green leafy or yellow vegetable
daily.

3. Thou shalt have a serving
of citrus fruit or tomato daily.

4, Thou shalt have a serving
of raw fruit or: vegetable daily.

5. Thou shalt have a serving
of other fruit or vegetable daily.

6. Thou shalt have an egg daily
when possible, otherwise three or
four times weekly.

7. Thou shalt have at least one
serving of whole grain cereal or
bread daily. ;

8. Thou shalt have one serving
of meat, fish, poultry, or meat sub-
stitute (legumes) several times
weekly.

9. Thou shalt have enough fats
and sweets to meet daily the in-
dividual requirements.

10. Thou shalt have at least five
or six glasses of fluid daily (wa-
ter, tea, coffee, broth).

It is not necessary that the milk
be used as a beveragé. It may he
used in soups, sauces, gravies, pud-
dings, ice cream or served as
cheese. One ounce of chedder
cheese is approximately equal in
food value to five ounces of milk.

When churned buttermilk = or
skimmed milk is used it may be
necessary to include extra vita-
min A in the form of green and
yellow vegetables, liver, egg yolk
or fish liver oil. Evaporated milk
may be used for drinking. and
cooking since it has the same food
value as whole fresh fluid milk.

Vegetables should be prepared
carefully to prevent loss of the
many valuable food constituents
which are soluble.
vegetables in water, cooking | in
large quantmes, and overcooking.
Save the cooking water and use it
in soups and gravies.

Eggs are still eggs whether
scrambled, poached, in custards,
puddings, cakes or cookies.

The same rule holds for cereals
whether used in breakfast food or
meat stuffing.

Fats and sweets are
to this list only as fill-ins to meet
energy requirements or. satisfy the

palate. Stick to the. “Ten Com-
mandments” and the sweets will
take care of themselves.

NEW YORK.—One of the most
spirited Trojan Horses operating in
the United States will prance before
the judges in Washington when
Joseph E. McWilliams appears ho-
fore the Dies Committee.

McWilliams is chief of the Chris-
tian Mobilizers, which, if not an
actual Trojan Horse, is at least a
colt. McWilliams is also. taking
his horse for a trial heat by run-
ning for Congress from the New
York German district of Yorkville,
Bund stronghold. The “American
Destiny Party” is the name of the
horse’s silks for this race.

McWilliams welcomes investiga-
tion by the Dies Committee ‘“or
anyone else.” ;

“I've taken no foreign money,” he
says, “but if Hitler offered me a
million I'd take it. I'd use it to save
our country from Jewish-British
domination, and to make it a Na-
tionalist America.”

McWILLIAMS PHOTOGRAPHED
WITH FRITZ KUHN

CLAIMING to have been born in
Oklahoma of an Irish father and
an Indian mother, McWilliams
heads an organization whose mem-
bership is closely sympathetic with
the Christian Front as manifested
in the New York conspiracy case,
and with the Bund.

Many members have from time
to time been in and out of all three
organizations. McWilliams has been
photographed with Fritz Kuhn,
prison-sentenced Bund leader. His
late newspaper “The Christian Mao-
bilizer” received advertising from
sources largely German.

Most of the income of the Ma-

bilizers comes from their 75,000
members, McWilliams asserts,
though he says occasional large

checks drift in from rich men, es-
pecially after some particularly bit-
ter attack on the New Deal. The
Mobilizers have generally been
considered the “action arm” of the
Christian Front movement, though
both ,are so loosely organized that
the relationships, if any, are hard
to pin down.

“The first thing we must  do,”

“Our industrial plant has an
accumulated obsolescence of $15,-
000,000,000. We have plenty of
money and’ credit for this; we
have more than enough, Industry
cries out for funds.

“MUST THINK

OF 1950
“THE reason is plain — the at-
mosphere. Industry and investors

exist in an atmosphere of hostility
and uncertainty. This is a profit
system we live in. If it is no good
we ought to get rid of it. But if we
want to keep it—and we do—then
we must have profits.

ize him, disarm him.

“Who is the profitmaker? He is
the manufacturer, the storekeeper,
the rail and utility enterpriser
who must hire men and pay
before he can make a
profit.

“We must change the personnel
of the National  Labor Relations
Board, even if the act were not
changed ‘so that' an employer will
have a chance .for his life. Buj
‘'we must also..change the act to
make it fair .to both laborer and
employer. We must once and for
all put an end to all government
competition: with private business.

“WE’'RE ON THE
WHIMSICAL STANDARD"

“WE must end  not only . hostil-
ity to ‘business,. but uncertainty.
Therefore . we must repeal all the
floating. powers of the President.
Our currency now  is based not on
any metal, but on the Presideni’s
whim. We are not on the gold
standard, but on the r‘whimsical
standard.

“We must put an end to the
President’s power to change tariff
schedules at will. No business is
safe while this power exists. Con-

eres must. resume. the powers
which it has abandoned to the
{ President.

“We have to overhaul our fis-
cal system. We have put a huge
foundation of government spend-
ing under our system. We cannot
yank it out suddenly. But we must
build a new foundation under the
structure and remove the danger-
ous governmenti-ispending pillars
as quickly as possible. Hence we
must abandon pump - priming as
a policy at once.

“We must refuse to grant any
new bounties or subsidies, no mat-
ter how meritorious, until we
have found a way to pay for those
already established.
