mileage. This is one amendment.
The others are as follows:

To provide that the supreme court
may be open the year around rather
than be forced to take a three
months vacation every year.

To provide that the regents of the
university may invest the huge per-
manent building fund in good secur-
ities, such as county municipal and
school bonds. At the present time
they may invest only in U. S. bonds.

To provide that West Texas coun-
ties may tax university lands for lo-
eal purposes at the same rate and
valuation as other land owners pay.
Governor Moody has endorsed this
amendment, as well as the board of
regents of the university . It is
grossly unfair to these communities
to force them to pay for highways
and roads through the university
property and receive no taxes from
the state.

The News believes that all of the
amendments are good and should be
approved by the voters in the No-
