Fred Clifford and the Clifford Grocery
Partnership were the recipients this week
of the latest cash award from the Clarendon
Economic Development Corporation’s Fagade
Grant Program.

The CEDC Board at its regular meeting
last Monday approved Clifford’s improve-
ments to this historic Stocking Building at 116
S. Kearney

The project consisted of replacing broken
windowpanes and giving the storefront a fresh
coat of paint.

The project received $1,142.61 from the
CEDC, which is half of the amount of the
improvements. Chris and Terri Ford of Finders
Keepers did the work.

Clifford said he had been planning on
doing some work on the building but then went
with a bigger project.

“l was just going to fix the windows,”
Clifford said. “That’s all I was going to do, but
then I found out about the grant.”

Clifford appreciates the CEDC'’s efforts to
improve Kearney Street.

“I think it's great. You've had good luck
getting some things done.”

Preserving the history of the Stocking
Building was important to Clifford, who says
he purchased the building several years ago
after having his eye on it for many years.

“I wanted it even when I was in the gro
cery business next door,” he said, “and I got out
of that in 1979.”

Clifford said his building is probably
one of the oldest operational buildings in the
Panhandle,
with the area’s pioneer doctor, J.D. Stocking.
When the town moved to New Clarendon in
1887, the building followed the townspeople.

“The rocks and bricks and everything
were carried here from the location in Old

Clarendon,” Clifford said

Dr. Stocking practiced medicine in the
building for many years, and his family con-
tinued Stocking’s Drug Store into the early
1970s

Since that time, the Stocking Building
has housed a variety of businesses and is now
home to Clarendon’s municipal court and
Judge Jimmy Johnson.

Clifford says he wants to make one fur-
ther improvement to the building. During the
recent project, the awning collapsed and had
to be removed. Flashing was put up afterward,
but Clifford says he wants to replace that with
something that looks better. He just hasn’t
decided what yet.

The CEDC has again budgeted $10,000
for this fiscal year’s Fagade Grant Program,
which provides fifty-fifty matching grants up
to a maximum of $2,000 per project for proper-
ties on a three-block stretch of Kearney Street
between First and Fourth Streets

Projects eligible for consideration could
be anything from a coat of paint to new sig-
nage to a complete rehabilitation of a store-
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AUSTIN - Clarendon’s sales
tax revenues look better this month
after Texas Comptroller Susan
Combs delivered allocations to local
governments Friday.

After October’s rebate plum-
meted nearly 16 percent from 2007's
allocation, the city’s November
allocation was less than one percent
down from the same period last
year.

Clarendon received $32,455.58
this month, which was 0.85 percent
down from $32,733.88 in November
2007.

The city is now running 0.95
percent ahead on year-to-date collec-
tions at $278,008.59.

Howardwick had another big
month, bringing in $1,492.87 and
posting a 30.04 percent increase
over the same time last year. That
city is now 14.57 percent ahead on
the year-to-date at $13,651.19.

“Sales tax collections grew in
the first two months of fiscal 2009,
however, at slower rates than gener-
ally seen over the past three years,”
Combs said.

“Collections have continued
to increase overall, but remittances
from the key retail trade sector have
begun to decline slightly as consum-
ers grow increasingly cautious and
confidence erodes.”

Combs sent Texas cities $373.8
million in sales tax allocations, up
4 percent compared to November
2007. So far this calendar year,
city sales tax allocations are up 5.2
percent compared to the same time
period last year.

October state sales tax col-
lections and November sales tax
allocations to local governments
represent September sales reported
to the Comptroller in October by
monthly tax filers and July, August
and September sales reported to the
Comptroller in October by quarterly
tax filers.

The Comptroller’s next local
sales tax allocation will be made on
Friday, December 12.

But that’s just the beginning of the right’s chal-
lenge as we enter the Age of Obama.

Everywhere today politicians are
blaring that they must save America’s
financial institutions, alleging cata-
strophic risk to the economy were any to
fail. Paulson and the entire Bush admin-
istration, in a discernible panic, are now
pouring $700 billion into the big banks,

| having already bailed out AIG, Fannie
| Mae, Freddie Mac, and Bear Stearns to
| the tune of $300 billion.

Capitalism doesn’t work, they

| declare, but fortunately the government
| is here to rescue us.

Sadly, they have it all backwards.

The credit crisis is just more evidence
| that whenever the government sup-
| plants the free market and attempts to
| “manage,” i.e., control, the economy

- disaster ensues.
Overlooked here is that in a free

| market business failures are not just
| normal, they're crucial for the best prod-

ucts and ideas to emerge. Most restau-
rants fail in their first three years because
customers have other preferences. Many
mom-and-pop grocers go out of business
because Walmart offers better selection
and lower prices. Even whole industries
— think typewriters, 8-tracks and horses
and buggies — vanish because new inven-
tions and competitors arise.

None of these failures are a prob-
lem, nor do they threaten the system. On
the contrary, they are an inherent part
of the progress which only capitalism
makes possible.

So why would failures in the finan-
cial industry be any different?

Typically, the answer given is also
the one used to rationalize the creation
of the Federal Reserve, the FDIC, the
FSLIC and any number of other govern-
ment agencies and regulations intended

to “manage” the banking system: finan-
cial firms carry systemic risks for the
nation’s economy and therefore can't

be allowed to fail. As evidence, bank
failures from 1870 to 1913 (pre-Fed) are
cited, followed by the assertion that their
number was simply “unacceptable.”

But every business forms part of
the economic system and thus has “sys-
temic” impact. If Microsoft were to fail,
thousands of suppliers, customers, and
workers would be affected, as would
their customers, suppliers, workers, etc.
Yet this would be no reason to bail them
out. We know that new businesses would
arise to fill the void, better for having
learned from Microsoft’s mistakes.

And as a historical fact, the U.S.
economy during the period 1870-1913
grew significantly faster than it did after
the Fed was established. True, there
were many bank failures in this period,
but there were also many business fail-
ures in general: banks were actually less
likely to fail than were other businesses.
The number of bank failures speaks
to the dynamism of the period, not to
anything fragile in the financial system.
Precisely because market mechanisms
were permitted to work, depositors,
creditors and counterparties all kept a
close eye on banks, monitoring leverage
and withdrawing funds at the first sign
of problems.

When the free market functions
— and failure is allowed - people become
viscerally aware of risk, with the result
that they voluntarily assume less of it.

Conversely, when the government
tries to “manage” the economy — when
the consequences of risky behavior are
shifted from self-interested actors to
taxpayers, as was done by the creation
of the Fed and its various insurance

programs, or when weak financial

firms are propped up rather than being
allowed to fail - people take on risks
they would not otherwise. Banks are less
careful, depositors no longer evaluate
their institutions, and risks are concealed
and amplified until they become cata-
strophic.

So pre-Fed we had runs on banks,
some undoubtedly severe — but with the
Fed we've had the Great Depression,
the S&L meltdown and now perhaps the
greatest worldwide credit crisis ever.

An analogy may be helpful here.
Historically certain types of forests natu-
rally experienced frequent, but small,
wildfires. Because their frequency kept
deadwood at a minimum, the fires never
grew into large conflagrations. However,
when government forestry services
instituted fire suppression policies, they
eliminated most small fires, but caused
deadwood and other fuel to accumulate.
When at last a fire came that could not
be suppressed, it grew into a devastating
inferno.

Learning from their errors, forestry
services have abandoned fire suppres-
sion policies.

It’s time for our government to do
likewise. First, by immediately aban-
doning its bailout binge, and then by
phasing out all of the economic controls
by which it attempts to “manage” the
financial system — from the FDIC to the
Federal Reserve itself. Nothing less can
reestablish the freedom essential for a
sound and vibrant economy.

As Congress and the next Administra-
tion consider health policy solutions, we
must guard against abandoning the free
market principles that will help keep
quality, affordable health care choices
available to our citizens.

The next Administration will be
tasked with the urgent national priority
of pursuing American energy indepen-
dence. President-elect Obama has set a
goal of reducing American imports from
the Middle East and Venezuela. We share
this goal.

In January,
Senator Obama will assume the solemn
duty of commanding our Armed Forces
and overseeing the administration of the
Global War on Terror.

He has promised a phased reduction
of American troops in Iraq. As our forces
are drawn down, it is important that our
commanders on the ground continue to
be consulted in order to avoid microman-
agement of the war from Washington.

NOTICE OF SOUTHWESTERN ELECTRIC POWER COMPANY’S PETITION
FORAUTHORITY TO IMPLEMENT INTERIM FUEL SURCHARGE

On October 28, 2008, Southwestern Electric Power Company (SWEPCO) filed a petition
with the Public Utility Commission of Texas (Commission) to implement an interim fuel sur-
charge under Texas Utilities Code § 36.203 and Commission Substantive Rule 25.237. If the
Commission approves this petition, all of SWEPCO’s Texas retail customers who pay fixed fuel
factors will be affected. SWEPCO's petition affects only the fuel portion of the rates that
SWEPCO charges for electricity in Texas and does not affect non-fuel base rates. SWEPCO’s
fuel surcharge will be subject to final review by the Commission in SWEPCO’s next fuel recon-
ciliation case.

Because SWEPCO materially under-collected its fuel costs for the period February 1,
2007 through September 30, 2008 and projects that it will continue to be in a state of material
under-collection, SWEPCO seeks to implement a fuel surcharge. Specifically, the fuel under-re-
covery balance that SWEPCO seeks to collect through the surcharge is approximately
$50,861,354, including interest, through the surcharge collection period. To mitigate the impact
on customers’ monthly bills, SWEPCO has asked to implement this surcharge over a 12-month
period, beginning no later than the January 2009 billing month. If the surcharge is approved, a
residential customer using 1000 kWh per month will see an increase of $7.11 in their monthly
electric bill.

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New Drug Approved for Enlarged Prostate

A new medication has been approved for enlarged prostate
(medical term BHP, which stands for benign prostatic hyperplasia).
This condition affects millions of men and the likelihood of its
occurrence increases, such that most men over the age of 80 are
affected. With BHP, the prostate gland gets larger and begins to
press against the urethra. The pressure makes it difficult for urine
to flow from the bladder through the urethra. Symptoms include’a
feeling of the need to urinate more frequently especially at night,
urine retention, increased risk of urinary tract infection, and the
potential for kidney damage

One group of drugs used to treat BHP is referred to as alpha
blockers. These drugs, which include Flomax (tamsulosin), and
Hytrin (terazosin) block special receptors located in the prostate
gland, bladder, and urethra. Blocking these receptors relaxes
smooth muscles around these glands and improves the flow of
urine. The FDA recently approved a new alpha blocker called
Rapafio (silodosin). In two different 12 week studies, compared
to placebo, Rapaflo significantly improved BPH symptoms and
urinary flow rate.
