indemnities and fmmunities as if they had
testified under oath and compulston.

“But the situation of Henlopen became long a sub-
ject of serions, protracted and expensive litigation,
particularly after the death of Penn, 1718, and of
Lord Baltimore in 1714, till John and Richard and
Thomas Penn (who had become the proprietors
of the American possessions of their father William),
and Cecilus Lord Baltimere, grandson of Cecilus, the
original patentee, entered into an agreement on the
10th of May, 1722, To this agreement a chart was
appended, which ascertained the site of Cape Henlo-
pen. and was delineated a division by an east and
west line, running westward from that cape to the ex-
act middle of the peninsula. Lord Baltimore became
dissatisfied with this agreement and he endeavored
