A 39-year-old man was in-
dicted by a Howard County
Grand Jury Thursday for ag-
gravated sexual assault with
a deadly weapon, a first de-
gree felony, after an alleged
incident that occurred back
in September 2015.

Zyon Gonzalez of 811 Debra
Lane was arrested in Septem-
ber 2015 by the the Howard
County Sheriff’s Department
on a charge of aggravated sex-
ual assault.

According to a press release
from the sheriff’s office at the
time of the arrest, the Sher-
iff’s Office responded to Sce-
nic Mountain Medical Center

in reference a alleged aggra-
vated sexual assault.

“Upon arrival contact was
made with a female victim,”
Howard County Sheriff Stan
Parker stated in the release.
“The victim stated she gave a
male subject aride home from
a local establishment. When
they arrived at his residence,
he forced her inside his resi-
dence using a knife. Once in-
side his residence, the victim
was sexually assaulted.”

If convicted, Gonzalez could
face a sentence from five to
99 years in prison and up to a
$10,000 fine.

Bryant: Plan ‘way
bigger than 11-1°

ARLINGTON, Texas
(AP) — Dez Bryant and
the Dallas Cowboys
are on the verge of the
team’s longest winning
streak in any form —
better than the carry-
over run in 1968-69 af-
ter already topping the
playoff-included surge
from the proud fran-
chise’s first Super Bowl-
winning season in 1971.

There’s something
else a 12th straight win
would do when the Cow-
boys return from an
extended break with a
visit to the New York
Giants on Dec. 11. It
would give Dallas (11-1)
a firm hold on the No. 1
seed in the NFC.

Now that’s progress

toward where the Cow-
boys hope they’re head-
ed. Dallas could clinch
a playoff spot as early
as Sunday with a Tam-
pa Bay loss or tie or a
Washington loss.

“The plan is way big-
ger than being 11-1,”
Bryant said after Thurs-
day’s 17-15 victory over
Minnesota. “It’s a pret-
ty cool situation but
there’s more ball left.
This success thing is
kind of tricky. You can’t
get too high. That’s the
beginning of falling off.
That’s something that
we are not going to do.”

The win over the Vi-
kings was the rough-
est of a run that started
after a season-opening

loss to the Giants. Dal-
las had season lows in
points, yards and first
downs along with penal-
ties that contributed to
just one third-down con-
version in nine tries.

The Cowboys needed
their punt coverage
unit to provide prob-
ably the biggest play of
the game, when Kyle
Wilber forced and re-
covered Adam Thielen’s
fumble in the fourth
quarter. Bryant scored
the go-ahead touchdown
on an 8-yard catch on
the next play.

Leonard hits late
shot to lift Spurs
over Wizards

SAN ANTONIO (AP)
— The San Antonio
Spurs are still not sure
why they’re playing so
poorly at home.

They certainly aren’t
panicking, though. A
16-4 start, including an
11-0 road record, will
soothe most fears.

Kawhi Leonard scored
23 points, including the
winning jumper with
6 seconds left, and the
Spurs overcame anoth-
er sluggish start in their
own building to beat the
Washington @ Wizards
107-105 on Friday night.

After matching an
NBA record with a 40-1
mark at home last sea-
son, San Antonio has
already lost four times
at the AT&T Center and
was seconds from drop-
ping a fifth.

“We can’t get it going,”
said super-sub Manu Gi-
nobili, whose efforts en-
ergized the Spurs. “It’s
taking us a while to get
into the rhythm, into
the aggressiveness that
we need to get leads.
Yeah, we are not play-
ing well, but the good
thing is that meanwhile
we're getting wins and

we're maintaining a
good record.”

LaMarcus Aldridge
added 19 points and
Pau Gasol had 19 points
and 10 rebounds for San
Antonio, which won
its 17th straight home
game against Washing-
ton.

Bradley Beal was 5 for
5 on 3-pointers in scor-
ing 23 points for the
Wizards.

Beal’s final 3 gave
Washington a 103-102
lead with 53 seconds
remaining. Danny
Green’s 3-pointer, his
first points of the night,
put San Antonio ahead
105-103 with 19 seconds
to go.

John Wall tied it at 105
with 11.2 seconds left on
a driving layup against
Ginobili before Leonard
rose for a 20-foot jumper
at the top of the key.
Otto Porter Jr. missed
a 9-foot runner off a
Washington inbounds
play that would have
tied the game.

“The first look was
(Beal) coming off of the
curl,” Wizards coach
Scott  Brooks  said.
“They did a good job of

switching. But we
had a good look.”

Washington has just
onevictory in eight road
games, but its fortunes
were lifted by the Spurs’
struggles at home this
season.

San Antonio trailed
after the first quarter

for the fifth time in
nine home games. The
Spurs scored only 24
points, falling behind
by as many as 11 before
closing the first quarter
trailing 28-24.

“It seems like in the
second half our defense
always picks up and we
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get back into the games
because of the defense,”
coach Gregg Popovich
said. “That’s a good
thing, I guess, that it
gets better as the game
goes along, but we've
started out poorly here
at home quite often.”

Harden scores 20 as Rockets down Denver

DENVER (AP) — The
Houston Rockets sure
didn’t look — or play —
like a tired team.

James Harden scored
20 points and the Rockets
led from start to finish in
beating the Denver Nug-
gets 128-110 on Friday
night.

Eric Gordon and Ryan
Anderson had 18 points
each and Sam Dekker
added 17 for Houston,
which completed an im-
pressive back-to-back
road sweep that began
with a 132-127 win over
Golden State in double
overtime Thursday.

The latest victory came
despite the Rockets’ 5
a.m. Friday arrival in
Denver. Most of the play-
ers and coaches got little
sleep before playing the
Nuggets.

“It’s a good win for us,”
Harden said. “Last night,
double-overtime game,
getting in at 5 a.m. and
not really sleeping. ... We
got off to a really good
start, guys knocked down
shots and just rode that
wave the entire game.”

Rockets coach Mike
D’Antoni said the win
was especially gratifying
because of the circum-

stances and the way his
team played.

Wilson Chandler had
24 points to lead the Nug-
gets, who had won three
straight against the Rock-
ets. The Nuggets have lost
four of five overall and
fell to 3-7 this season at
home, the high-altitude
venue where they once
routinely dominated.

Moreover, coach Mi-
chael Malone lit into his
squad after the game
over its lackluster perfor-
mance.

“It’s one thing to lose
games but when you're
outworked on your home

floor — Miami did it,
Houston did it — I have
no explanation,” Malone
said. “All I know is that
it is unacceptable and
that’s why I do apologize
to our fans because they
deserve better.

“We're a bad team right
now and I have to start
doing a much better job
because the direction
we're headed right now
is in a bad, bad place.”

Up by 10 points at half-
time, the Rockets took a
99-84 lead into the fourth
quarter and kept the
pressure on the rest of
the way.

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Paul Chryst and
James Franklin left the outside world behind
Friday.

As college football pundits debated whether
two Big Ten teams should make the four-team
playoff, the two coaches vying for a Big Ten
championship Saturday night trained their at-
tention on something less nebulous: Winning
one more game.

For No. 6 Wisconsin and No. 8 Penn State, it’s
not the selection committee that matters right
now. It’s taking home the trophy and winning
the title.

“The only thing
that exists for us
is Wisconsin and
the Big Ten cham-
pionship game,”
said Franklin, the
Penn State coach.
“I’m not going to
sit here and make a case for us. Our whole focus
will be on Wisconsin and getting ready for this
game.”

That may sound good in the confines of a locker
room or in a stadium decked out in cardinal and
blue. Or at least until Sunday afternoon, when
the playoff choices become final.

But even inside Lucas Oil Stadium, it’s hard to
move beyond the resumes of these teams.

Wisconsin (10-2, No. 6 CFP) earned its fourth
division crown in six years with six straight
victories and by posting a 3-2 mark against top-
10 teams. The only stumbles were a seven-point
loss at No. 2 Michigan and an overtime loss to
No. 2 Ohio State.

“I think one quality of this team that I’ve ap-
preciated a ton this year is their ability to make
the most of the moment,” Chryst said of his Bad-
gers. “They’ve done a good job of that. So I don’t
spend any time thinking about what you’re ask-
ing about (the playoffs). It’s not a big deal right
now. We’d be doing this game and this team a
real disservice if we didn’t put all of our energy
into it.”

When the curse
starts to affect the islands food supply (coconuts are
blighted, fishing yields fewer fish), Moana suggests
fishing outside the lagoon in the open sea, but her
father, Chief Tui (Temuera Morrison) shoots down
the idea as too dangerous. Moana's grandmother
Tala (Rachel House), the "crazy lady" of the island,
encourages her to pursue her dreams, and shows
her some giant canoes hidden in a cave; the island-
ers used to be travelers and explorers. Moana has
a vision urging her to seek out Maui and get him
to restore the Eye of Te Fiti to the goddess and lift
the curse. Even after discovering the demigod, she
must convince him to return the Eye, help him re-
trieve his magical fishhook from a giant crab (Jer-
maine Clement of "Flight of the Conchords") in the
Realm of Monsters, and face the evil fire demon Te
Ka.

Alan Tudyk, "Firefly"s talented "Leaf on the
Wind" pilot Wash, lends his voice talents in "Mo-
ana" to a character of inspired and transcendent
idiocy, Heihei the rooster. Not that there's much to
voice, a few noises here and there, but Tudyk prob-
ably got a paycheck for it.

Like most animation from the major production
companies these days, "Moana" is a beautifully
drawn art piece. Characters are iconic and recog-
nizable, penned with a style that enhances the sto-
ry. The settings are well-conceived and interesting
to the eye.

The voice acting is well-done. Johnson's Maui is
annoying when he should be annoying (and some-

regains his magic hook.

One area that was a bit hit and miss was the mu-
sic. Disney animated movies are known for iconic
songs, from the beginning with "Snow White"'s
"Whistle While You Work" to "The Little Mermaid"'s
"Under the Sea" to the recent ubiquitousness of
"Frozen’s "Let It Go." When you see a Disney ani-
mated feature, you expect a big blowout song. Mo-
ana has some decent music, notably "Shiny," sung
by Clement's giant gold-encrusted crab; and "You're
Welcome," Maui's egotistical hymn of self worship,
ably voiced by The Rock. But the remainder of the
film's songs, including Moana's "inspirational"
song "How Far I'll Go" just seems kinda...blah. I
mean, it's competent, but kinda flavorless.

All in all, Moana is a good effort. Kids will like it.
Music needs work. Seven and a half stars out of 10.

Perica’s Terrace has a dining
room downstairs and a covered
patio in back, which has a color-
ful plastic parrot on a stand. A
stairway takes customers to the
upstairs area that has a comfort-
able atmosphere with cushioned
chairs and couches. Waitresses
don’t seem to mind the climb
when they’re delivering orders
of food or drink. From the up-
stairs terrace, patrons get a view
of the town.

“We pretty much established it
as a wine bar,” says Mike. “You
know, try to serve a good vari-
ety of wines. We also wanted to
offer a good variety of cocktails
and beer. We serve food, but it’s
not a full service restaurant. We
try to make something different
every day for lunch.

“It was the wind”
To the Editor:

He’d carved his name and dates on Big Spring
State Park roads as did almost everyone in those
early 1900 days. He walked the foothills and the
dam (behind Walmart) when it was unbroken, ex-
plored the caves of South Mountain and swam in
the historic spring.

This former Big Spring pioneer was to be quizzed
with a question about his reason for leaving Big
Spring when there (then) was good family business
at 3rd and Main. A new innovation - the automo-
bile - was beginning to make its presence through
his older brother. He departed to the Navy and the
battleship Texas than relocated to live at the edge
of Texas national forest in a small town. The town
he chose had lost its economic soul. The town that
would be little changed by the future Great Depres-
sion. No electricity in rural areas. Little more vari-
ety than arail depot, post office, service station, and
saw mill. No highway stop light. Speeding trains
threw incoming postal mail sacks to the ground for
pick up rather than stop. Once through, it had been
a premier, respect place known in New York and its
product highly esteemed as being number 1 in the
U.S. Decades of degeneration followed and it was
forgotten after the United States changed a tariff
policy. It would lose what was then called a college,
later to become a grammar school. A grand place
for growing up youngsters - free roam, vine swing-
ing into rivers, fields of red clover to the horizons.
A big event was turning out school to fight forest
fires. Fortunately, a major highway ran through its

middle and eventually became part of an interstate.
“What was it that caused that person to leave Big
Spring, a then good family business?” The reply
came back simple, trite, but startling. “It was the
wind.” Unfortunately, the pioneer didn’t live to see
his memorable wind dilemma become a Big Spring
economic friend nor his small town in regeneration
later supplying a president to the Texas Municipal
league - that guides all Texas towns and cities.

Coach Jim McElwain
joked that it might be best
to skip the filmwork this
week, just so his play-
ers wouldn’t realize what
they’re up against.

Some things to watch for
Saturday at the Georgia
Dome:

HURTS BLOSSOMS:
While defense is always
the name of the game at
Alabama, the development
of freshman quarterback
Jalen Hurts has been a ma-
jor part of the Tide’s suc-
cess. He took over the start-
ing job in Week 2 and gave
the offense a dual threat,
throwing for 2,454 yards
and 21 touchdowns and
running for 840 yards and

12 TDs. Saban is most im-
pressed with his maturity.
“He really has a resiliency
just to come back and fo-
cus on the next play,” the
coach said.

LOCKDOWN CORNERS:
Hurts will have to contend
with two of the country’s
best cornerbacks. Teez Ta-
bor has four interceptions,
Quincy Wilson has three,
and both have returned a
pick for a touchdown. If
the Gators are to have any
chance against Alabama,
it’s likely that either Ta-
bor and Wilson will have
to come up with a game-
changing play.

KIFFIN’S FUTURE:
There’s plenty of specu-
lation about how much
longer Lane Kiffin will
be Alabama’s offensive
coordinator. He’s been
mentioned for head coach
openings at Oregon and
Houston, and LSU new
coach, Ed Orgeron, report-
edly wants Kiffin as his
offensive coordinator. “I
know nothing about it,”
Saban said. “He’s never
mentioned it to me. I'm
sure he would if there was
something out there.”

DAVIS RETURNS: Flor-
ida linebacker Jarrad Da-
vis, the team’s defensive
leader and second-leading
tackler, returned to prac-
tice this week after miss-
ing three games with ankle
injuries. He’s a senior and
Georgia native who desper-
ately wants to play in the
title game. “If you can give
the team one play, what-
ever that play might be,
that’s what it’s all about,”
McElwain said.

STORIED RIVALS: It’s
only appropriate that Ala-
bama and Florida meet
in the SEC’s 25th annual
championship game. They
played in the first three
contests, and this will be
their ninth meeting overall
with the title on the line.
In a nod to the inaugural
game in 1992, the coin
toss will be conducted by
Spurrier, former Alabama
coach Gene Stallings and
Roy Kramer, who was SEC
commissioner at the time.
“It’s two storied programs,
two programs that year in
and year out expect to be in
Atlanta,” McElwain said.

Big 12:

Bedlam rivalry reaches new heights

NORMAN, Okla. (AP) — It’s
another high-stakes Bedlam
game for Oklahoma and OKla-
homa State.

The Cowboys have emerged
in the past decade under coach
Mike Gundy, turning the
showdown into much more
than just a yearly meeting be-
tween schools from the same
state.

Oklahoma leads the series
85-18-7, but Saturday’s meet-
ing will be the second straight
that will decide the Big 12 title.
A win for the Cowboys would
be their second over the Soon-
ers in three years and second
straight in Norman, and it
would give them their second
conference title under Gundy.
Matchups in 2008, 2010, 2011
and 2013 also affected the con-
ference title race.

“I think what’s encouraging
for the state of OKklahoma is
that for a considerable number
of times over the last six years,
these two schools have gotten
together to decide a conference
championship, and I don’t

think we can ask for anything
else,” Gundy said.

Seventh-ranked Oklahoma
(9-2, 8-0, No. 9 CFP) has won
eight straight since a rough
start, while No. 11 Oklahoma
State (9-2, 7-1, No. 10 CFP) has
won seven in a row since los-
ing to Baylor. Both teams still
have an outside shot at reach-
ing the College Football Play-
off.

“The only thing that we can
control is how we play Satur-
day,” Gundy said. “What I told
them is that I wanted them to
play how they’ve played the
last two months because as a
coach it’s enjoyable to watch
them. They play for each other.
There aren’t any selfish play-
ers on the field, and I would
fully expect them to play that
way Saturday. Then, we can
worry about the playoff system
next Monday.”

Oklahoma State quarterback
Mason Rudolph has much
to gain against the Sooners.
While Oklahoma quarterback
Baker Mayfield has been men-

tioned in the Heisman Trophy
race and is the defending Big
12 Offensive Player of the Year,
Rudolph could shake things up
by outplaying his more deco-
rated counterpart and getting
a win.

Rudolph barely played dur-
ing Oklahoma’s 58-23 win last
season . But he is healthy this
season.

“It’s what you look forward to
all season long, and last year, I
kind of let it slip through my
grip,” he said. “Injuries hap-
pen, but I was kind of angry
thatI wasn’t able to play and be
at 100 percent. I've got a com-
pletely different mindset this
year, and I’'m ready to get out
there and play in the game.”

Here are some things to
watch Saturday:

MAYFIELD TO NY? May-
field, who leads the nation in
passing efficiency, could make
a serious statement to Heis-
man voters with a strong per-
formance. He wasn’t invited to
New York for last year’s Heis-
man ceremony.

Five things to know about
the first ACC title matchup be-
tween Clemson and Virginia
Tech since 2010:

ASK ME LATER: Swinney
was asked how he feels about
the prospect of second-ranked
Ohio State receiving a spot in
the CFP without playing in
Saturday’s Big Ten champion-
ship game, possibly over the
winner of that game or anoth-
er league champion. “Ask me
that on Sunday. Right now, it’s
about beating Virginia Tech.
That’s really all that matters
to me. I could care less about
Ohio State or any of the rest
of them. We’ve got to focus on
what we’re trying to do,” the
Clemson coach said.

“When it’s over on Sunday, I
think it would be a very clear
picture. I think the committee
will get it right,” Swinney add-
ed. “But for us, we just want to
win and be there.”

HELLO, JUMBO: When

Clemson absolutely needs to
convert a short-yardage situ-
ation, it calls in the heavy of-
fensive artillery — namely,
310-pound defensive end Chris-
tian Wilkins and 340-pound
defensive tackle Dexter Law-
rence. The two typically pave
the way for a Tiger runner like
Wayne Gallman to get through
the stacked up front and into
the end zone. Clemson coach
Dabo Swinney said the pair of
defensive starters are athletic
and adept at moving their feet
to get in front of bull-rushing
defenders. Wilkins is so agile,
in fact, the Tigers have used
him as an offensive weapon.
He caught a fake punt pass
for a first down in the Col-
lege Football Playoff win over
Oklahoma last season. This
year, Wilkins caught a TD
pass in Clemson’s 30-24 win
over Troy in September. He
also converted a first-down on
a 10-yard run on a fake punt
against North Carolina State.
BUCKY FACTOR: The Hok-
ies always have a mismatch in
the passing game with 6-foot-7
Bucky Hodges, who has played
more wide receiver than tight

end this year. Hodges is third
on the Hokies with 42 recep-
tions, but tied for the lead with
seven catches for touchdowns.
He’s too big for cornerbacks
and safeties to cover one-on-
one, too fast for most lineback-
ers and a great attention-taker
to free WRs Isaiah Ford and
Cam Phillips to make things
happen.

WAIT FOR IT: Clemson re-
ceiver Mike Williams leads
the Tigers with 79 catches for
1,114 yards and 10 touchdowns.
He’s surpassed 1,000 yards in
receiving yards for the second
time in three full seasons, yet
was not in the mix for the Bi-
letnikoff Award given to col-
lege football’s best receiver.
Don’t worry too much, Swin-
ney told Williams, he’ll hear
his name called first when
it matters most at the NFL
draft. The 6-foot-3, 225-pound
Williams is expected to be a
first-round selection at next
spring’s draft. “I think he’s the
most complete guy that we’ve
had,”Swinney said of a list
that includes first-round picks
in Deandre Hopkins (2013) and
Sammy Watkins (2014).

It got here by winning eight straight
since a 39-point drubbing at the hands
of Michigan in late September.

house their furry friend, locally kenneling

or boarding your animal is a great option.

Still, the thought of leaving your family
pet with strangers can be worrisome. Whether
you're going out of town for just the Christmas
weekend or taking an extended
winter vacation, Better Business
Bureau advises you to do some re-
search to ensure your pet is in good
hands.

According to the U.S. Humane So- |
ciety, family, friends or neighbors
may not have the experience or
time to properly look after your pet.
It’s recommended that you leave pet
care to the professionals, such as a
pet sitter or boarding kennel. How-
ever, it’s important to know what to
look for when searching for trust-
worthy care.

Last year, BBB received more than 350 com-
plaints against pet day care, boarding, kenneling
and sitting services nationwide. Complaints al-
lege problems with billing, as well as concerns
about the treatment of their pet. Some owners al-
lege their pets were neglected and without access
to food and water for several hours after staying
with these facilities. A few even allege their pet
became ill after their brief stay at certain ken-
nels. For those looking to board their pets during
the holidays, BBB offers the following tips:

» Ask for recommendations. Turn to friends and
family members who own animals for recommen-
dations on where they take their furry friend. Do
your research, select a few kennels and confirm
that there will be availability for your pet when
you need it. Additionally, check out any recom-
mendations at bbb.org to see their BBB rating
and history of complaints.

¢ Schedule a visit. Ask to tour the facilities and
make sure the conditions are livable and in good
condition. Check for cleanliness outside and in-
side and note the overall safety of the kennel and
cages. If your pet is prone to running away, ask
about steps the kennel takes to make the facility
secure.

* Ask about inter-
actions between ani-
mals. Some Kkennels
let animals play to-
gether while others
keep them separate at
all times. Make sure

T the facility requires
that all entering pets
have proof of immuni-
zation. Also, ask about

* its policies regarding
flea and tick control.

e Take notice of the staff. Ask about the back-
ground and experience of company staff and take
a few moments to see how they interact with the
other pets that are being boarded. Find out who
will be feeding your pet and what they will be fed.
Also, find out if staff members play with or take
pets on daily walks, especially if you have a dog.

¢ Thoroughly read the boarding agreement. Ver-
ify it includes the feeding and exercise schedule,
as well as pick up and drop off hours. Some facili-
ties offer bathing, nail trimming and immuniza-
tion as additional services. Make sure these and
any other additional fees, like medical emergen-
cies or other care, are included in the agreement.

¢ Be prepared. Before you board your pet, make
sure that you have your pet’s medications and
special food (if any), your veterinarian’s phone

Nation’s largest
solar installer to
open Fla. facility

ORLANDO, Fla. (AP)
— The largest U.S. solar
panel installer is mov-
ing into Florida’s resi-
dential market after the
state’s voters last month
rejected a utility-backed
ballot measure that crit-
ics said would make go-
ing solar more expen-
sive.

SolarCity, a San Ma-
teo, Calif.-based sub-
sidiary of electric car
maker Tesla Motors,
on Thursday said it is
opening an operations
center in the Orlando
area and plans to ex-
pand into other areas of
Florida.

The company’s deci-
sion to enter the Flori-
da market was helped
by voters’ rejection of
Amendment 1 on Nov. 8.
If successful, the utility-
funded Amendment 1
would have opened the
door to new laws that
could have hindered the
growth of residential so-
lar power.

Lyndon Rive, the com-
pany’s CEO, said the
vote strengthened the
company’s resolve to
move into the state.

“It reinforces to any
policymaker or regula-
tor that when you're
making the rules, con-
sider that the voters
voted for competition
and energy choice,” he
said in a telephone in-
terview.

A typical SolarCity
operations center em-
ploys about 100 people,

a company spokesman
said, and the company
is hiring for sales and
installation jobs at its
Orlando area facility in
Clermont. Right now,
that facility has about
40 employees.

SolarCity installs cus-
tom solar systems that
it leases to homeown-
ers. It also maintains
and repairs them, a
business model that al-
lows property owners
who want to go solar to
do so without having to
buy and maintain an en-
tire system.

In some states, the
company also sells the
power directly to con-
sumers from the panels
it leases.

In Florida, however,
the law allows only util-
ity companies to sell
power directly to con-
sumers, so SolarCity
has been slow to enter
the state’s market even
with its abundant sun-
shine.

The company said it
will be serving custom-
ers of Duke Energy Flor-
ida and Orlando Utili-
ties Commission.

SolarCity was recent-
ly acquired by Tesla,
whose CEO Elon Musk
is also chairman of the
solar company.

Musk has said that
he wants to sell solar
panels through Tesla’s
stores so that customers
can use them to power
their electric vehicles
and homes.

House passes
$611 billion
defense policy
bill by wide

WASHINGTON (AP)
— The Republican-led
House on Friday over-
whelmingly backed
a $611 billion defense
policy bill that rejects
a number of President
Barack Obama’s key
proposals for managing
the nation’s vast mili-
tary enterprise.

Lawmakers passed the
legislative package, 375-
34. The bill now goes to
the Senate where a vote
is expected early next
week.

The bill, crafted after
weeks of talks between
House and Senate ne-
gotiators, prohibits
Obama from following
through on his long-
standing campaign
pledge to close the
prison at Guantanamo
Bay, Cuba. The bill also
bars the Pentagon from
reducing the number
of military bases even
though senior U.S. de-
fense officials said there
is excess capacity, and
it awards U.S. troops
their largest pay raise
in six years. Obama had
recommended a smaller
pay increase.

The bill would pre-
vent the Pentagon from
forcing thousands of
California National
Guard troops to repay
enlistment bonuses and
benefits they received a
decade after they signed
up to serve in Iraq and
Afghanistan. Soldiers
would have to return a
bonus only if a “prepon-
derance of the evidence”
shows they knew they
weren’t eligible to re-
ceive the money.

Even at $611 billion,
the Republican chair-
man of the House
Armed Services Com-
mittee lamented that
more money is needed
in the defense budget
to restock the U.S. ar-
senal worn down by 15
years of conflict. Rep.
Mac Thornberry of
Texas said he is hopeful
President-elect Donald
Trump, who pledged
during the campaign to
spend more on the mili-
tary, will ask Congress
early next year to boost
fiscal year 2017 military
spending even further.

During his 2008 bid
for president, Obama
pledged to close the de-
tention facility at Guan-
tanamo, which he called
a recruiting tool for ex-
tremist groups. But Re-
publicans and a number
of Democrats repeatedly
thwarted his goal over
the ensuing years, ar-
guing the prison was
badly needed for hous-
ing suspected terrorists.
The ban on closing the
prison also includes a
prohibition on moving
Guantanamo detainees
to secure facilities in
the U.S.

Trump has not only
pledged to keep Guanta-
namo open, he said dur-
ing the campaign that
he wants to “load it up
with some bad dudes.”

The defense legisla-
tion also authorizes a 2.1
percent pay raise for the
troops — a half-percent-
age point higher than
the Pentagon requested
in its budget presenta-
tion.

Stocks move mostly higher as

big dividend payers jump

NEW YORK (AP) — Stocks are mostly higher Fri-
day thanks to gains for companies that pay large
dividends. Real estate and phone companies are
rising. Banks are slipping after a huge rally over
the last few weeks. Bond prices rose after a string
of steep declines, sending yields lower. The Dow
Jones industrial average, which closed at a record
high a day ago, is down slightly.

KEEPING SCORE: The Dow Jones industrial
average lost 15 points, or 0.1 percent, to 19,176 as
of 10:55 a.m. Eastern time. Goldman Sachs, which
closed at a nine-year high Thursday, was respon-
sible for the entire loss as it fell $2.80, or 1.2 percent,
to $223.83. The Standard & Poor’s 500 index added 4
points, or 0.2 percent, to 2,195. The Nasdaq compos-
ite edged up 7 points, or 0.1 percent, to 5,258.

US JOBS DATA: U.S. employers added 178,000
jobs in November as hiring remained steady. How-
ever, fewer people looked for work and hourly
wages slipped. The results cemented market expec-
tations that the Federal Reserve will raise inter-
est rates later this month. A very weak jobs report
would have the last thing that might have stopped
the Fed from raising rates.

BONDS: Bond prices, which have been falling
sharply since the presidential election, rose in ear-
ly trading. The yield on the 10-year Treasury note
fell to 2.38 percent from 2.45 percent. That helped
utility and real estate companies, which are often
compared to bonds because of their big dividend
payments. When bond yields fall, those stocks be-
come more appealing to investors seeking income.
Public Storage rose $4.22, or 2 percent, to $212.08
and Exelon rose $1.09, or 3.4 percent, to $33.26.

US employers add 178K jobs as

unemployment sinks to 4.6 pct.

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S. employers added
a solid 178,000 jobs in November, reflecting the
steady economy President-elect Donald Trump will
inherit. The unemployment rate hit a nine-year
low of 4.6 percent, though mainly because many
people stopped looking for jobs and were no longer
counted as unemployed.

Friday’s report from the Labor Department re-
flected a resilient job market that is helping drive
the U.S. economy. Job gains have averaged 180,000
a month this year — more than enough to lower the
unemployment rate over time.

The pace of hiring keeps the Federal Reserve on
track to raise short-term interest rates at its next
meeting in less than two weeks.

“This jobs report paves the way for Fed rate
hikes,” said Jason Schenker, president of Prestige
Economics. “It also tops off a recent run of continu-
ally positive economic data.”

Still, sluggish pay increases and a decline in the
number of Americans either working or seeking
work point to longer-term challenges for the econo-
my that Trump will face.

Those same challenges bedeviled President
Barack Obama and might have helped lead mil-
lions of voters to choose Trump over Hillary Clin-
ton.

Ford recalls 680,000 cars;

seat belts may not hold in crash

DETROIT (AP) — Ford is recalling more than
680,000 midsize sedans mainly in North America
because the front seat belts may not hold people in
a crash.

The recall covers certain 2013 to 2016 Ford Fu-
sion, 2013 to 2015 Lincoln MKZ and 2015 and 2016
Ford Mondeo cars.

Ford says heat generated when the seat belt pre-
tensioners deploy can cause cables to break. If that
happens the belts may not hold people. Ford says it
knows of two injuries related to the problem.

Pre-tensioners tighten seat belts when they sense
that cars are stopping.

Dealers will inject insulation into the pre-ten-
sioners to protect the cables from heat at no cost to
owners. The recall is expected to begin on Jan. 16.

Most of the cars are in the U.S., Canada and Mex-
ico.

FCC: AT&T, Verizon shouldn’t

exempt own apps from data caps

NEW YORK (AP) — U.S. regulators are calling out
AT&T and Verizon for exempting their own video
apps from data caps on customers’ cellphones.

The Federal Communications Commission sent
letters to the country’s biggest wireless carriers
Thursday saying the way they handle the practice,
known as “zero rating,” can hurt competition and
consumers. The agency had warned AT&T in No-
vember and said Friday that AT&T’s response did
not ease its concerns.

Other services — say Hulu or Netflix — can pay
Verizon and AT&T so that consumers could also
use those apps without eating up cellphone data.
The FCC says that could harm the market for
streaming services as it makes it more expensive
for internet companies to compete with video ser-
vices that are owned by the carriers.

Mall of America, nation’s

biggest, hires first black Santa

BLOOMINGTON, Minn. (AP) — The nation’s
largest mall is hosting its first-ever black Santa
Claus this this weekend.

The Star-Tribune reports The Mall of America
in suburban Minneapolis hired Larry Jefferson to
play Kris Kringle from Thursday to Sunday as part
of its Santa Experience.

Santa Exnerience co-owner I.andon T.uther savs

they “want Santa to be for everyone, period.” With
that in mind, he tells the newspaper he launched
a nationwide search for a diverse Santa and found
Jefferson at a Santa convention in Branson, Mis-
souri, over the summer. He was the only black San-
ta among the 1,000 impersonators in attendance.

Jefferson tells WCCO-TV that playing the jolly
old elf is “no big deal” to him, saying “I'm still San-
ta, I just happen to be a Santa of color.”

Jefferson will return home to play Santa in the
Dallas-area after Sunday.

Denmark files charges against

Uber over ‘illegal’ business

COPENHAGEN, Denmark (AP) — Danish prose-
cutors have filed charges against Uber’s European
regional hub in the Netherlands with “helping to
commit illegalities.”

The move comes after a Danish appeals court in
November upheld a conviction against an Uber
driver, saying he lacked a permit to drive as an oc-
cupation and his car was not registered or licensed
as a taxi. He was fined 6,000 kroner ($856).

Chief prosecutor Vibeke Thorkil-Jensen said
Friday that the ruling established that Uber was
an illegal transport service. She said that she now
wants to have “the assessment of a court of law”
on Uber’s broader activities. No date for a trial has
been set.

She is filing the charges against Uber in Amster-
dam, the Netherlands, because drivers in Denmark
have contracts there.

Uber has been banned in several countries and
cities in Europe.

Speaking from Amsterdam, Uber spokesman
Daniel Byrne welcomed “the opportunity to clarify
our legal position to the prosecutor.” He said Uber
was “helping create opportunities for 2,000 drivers
and their families in Copenhagen.”

Breitbart urges Kellogg’s

boycott over pulled ads

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Breitbart is encouraging a
boycott of Kellogg’s products after the cereal maker
said it would no longer advertise on the news and
opinion website, formerly run by President-elect
Donald Trump aide Steve Bannon.

The Kellogg Company cited company ‘“values”

in explaining its decision; a spokeswoman said
Thursday it has “nothing to do with politics.”

Breitbart has been condemned for featuring rac-
ist, sexist and anti-Semitic content.

Breitbart said Kellogg’s decision amounted to
“economic censorship of mainstream conserva-
tive political discourse” and “as un-American as
it gets.” It launched a #DumpKelloggs petition
Wednesday calling for a boycott of Kellogg’s.

Breitbart said Kellogg’s decision represents “an
escalation in the war by leftist companies like Tar-
get and Allstate against conservative customers”
and their values.

Target and Allstate also have reportedly pulled
ads from the site.

Traditionally, news organizations maintain a
separation between their editorial and advertising
operations in order to avoid potential conflicts.

House bill would relax bank

rules aimed at averting crash

WASHINGTON (AP) — The House approved leg-
islation Thursday easing bank curbs that Demo-
crats imposed to prevent another financial crisis,
as Republicans offered a symbolic preview of regu-
latory changes they plan to pursue after President-
elect Donald Trump takes office.

The GOP bill targets the landmark Dodd-Frank
law, which President Barack Obama and Demo-
crats enacted to rein in Wall Street following the
financial crisis that struck in 2008. Trump urged
during his campaign that the 2010 law be disman-
tled, and his transition team has set that as a goal.

The House measure has virtually no chance of
passage by the lame-duck Congress, which could
adjourn for the year next week. For good measure,
the White House threatened a veto if it reaches
Obama, telling lawmakers in a letter that the law
has discouraged large banks from “engaging in the
risky behavior that precipitated the 2008 financial
crisis.”

Republicans, who overwhelmingly opposed
Dodd-Frank, will control the White House and Con-
gress in January and see an opening to go after key
parts of the law — such as the Consumer Financial
Protection Bureau.

“The No. 1 problem with Dodd-Frank is it’s way
too complicated and it cuts back lending,” Steven

Mnuchin, Trump’s choice for Treasury secretary.
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
