Price Squeeze On Jaycees Hear Talk
Farmers Seen For On New Legislation 
Some Time Yet At Tuesday Meet
Texas farmers will continue to 

be In a price-cost squeeze dur­
ing 1957 although crop restric­
tions and increased agricultural 
exports may tend to relieve pres­
sure created by large surpluses 
of cotton and wheat, says exten­
sion economist, John G. McHan­
ey.

Overall large supplies of ag­
ricultural products w ill prevent 
any great price increases to 
boost farmer income and produc­
tion costs may even average 
slightly higher than 1956 figures, 
McHaney added.

Additional funds may still be 
in the farmer's reach, however, 
in view of a scheduled govern­
ment agricultural expenditure 
rise from 4.9 billion dollars in 
1955-56 to 5.7 billion for 1956-57, 
as a result of the Soil Bank Pro­
gram. With a fair amount of rain 
in 1957, McHaney says the Tex­
as farmer can expect a better 
year than 1956. The Suez situa­
tion and other world trouble 
spots will not tend to decrease 
the agricultural export market 
and a general level of good eco­
nomic activity is predicted for 
the new year by McHaney.

Government economic and f i ­
nancial policy will definitely 
play a leading role in the 1957 
picture, he points out, and 1956- 
57 total outlay scheduled by the 
federal government is up 2.7 bil­
lion dollars over a year ago 
chiefly because of national se­
curity programs. Tighter credit 
and higher interest rates will 
probably make for a firmer 
check on expensive forces, but 
won’t seriously affect a contin­
uing strong demand for 1957 ag ­
ricultural products.

Johnson Proposes 
Plan To Restore 
Drought Hit Ranges
Senator Lyndon B Johnson, as 

one of his first actions in the 
85th Congress, last week intro­
duced in the Senate a bill pro- j 
viding immediate additional as­
sistance to farmers and stockmen 
in drouth areas and setting up a 
program to restore drouth-hit 
pasture land to productivity.

As immediate assistance, the 
Senator's proposal instructs the 
Secretary of Agriculture to give 
assistance in providing cotton­
seed meal to cattle owners.

The second section of the pro­
posed program calls for con­
ducting an extensive soil con­
servation program through the 
use of a deferred grazing plan. 
"This would make it possible 

for stockmen to give their land 
a chance to recover from the ef 
fects of the drouth, once it 
breaks,” Senator Johnson point ‘ 
ed out, "The bill would require j 
the Department of Agriculture j 
to make payments, at normal 

nnual rental value to land- j 
owners agreeing to, dqfer tin ttse 
of their depleted pasture lands 
for periods of not less than 12 
months.

“ In other words, the plan j 
would make it possible for our j 
stockmen to do what they know 
is sound from a conservation 
standpoint but what they cannot 
afford to do unless an adequate 
Government program is provid­
ed", Senator Johnson said.

An identical bill was introdue- | 
ed in the House of Representa I 
tives by members of the Texas 
Delegation.

Are Highest of 
Human Values
TESUS was .the guest in the 
"  home of a prominent Phari­
see on the Sabbath. Present were 
others who were spying on Him. 
And, among the company, was a 
man who had the dropsy.

Jesus realized that these nar­
row-minded people, knowing His 
reputation for healing, were 
wondering whether or not He 
would heal the sick man.

So Jesus took the initiative 
and asked them, “ Is it lawful to 
heal on the Sabbath Day or 
not?” They ignored His question, 
but Jesus went ahead and healed 
the man anyway.

Jesus, realizing the thoughts of 
the company at the table, asked 
them a further question, “Which 
of you shall have an ass or an ox 
fall into a well and will not 
straightway d r a w  him up?” 
Again, they did not answer. But 
silence evidently did not indicate 
consent or approval of the fine 
act of healing Jesus had done.

What is the highest thing in 
personality? Jesus here suggests 
that a very high thing—if not the 
highest—is humility. The more a 
man feels the height of great 
standards, the more the glory of 
the moral law appears to him, 
the less he will be disposed to 
overvalue himself.

Warning Issued 
About Cotton 
With Blight
Farmers who had blight in 

their cotton in 1956 are warned 
not to re plant the seed in 1957, 
county agent J. K. Adams said 
this week.

Adams said the latest thinking 
on the subject is that blight w ill 
carry over in the seed from one 
year to anotiier, regardless of 
how the seed are cleaned.

If it is not practical to change 
land where blight has been pre­
valent, pre-planting irrigation 
w ill tend to wash some of the 
blight fungus out of the soil, the 
agent said.

A new blight-resistant variety 
of cotton has been developed by 
the experimental station at Lub­
bock, called Blightmaster, which 
is suited for growth in west Tex­
as.

The 
next logical step for the farmer 
is to get increased egg produc­
tion through efficient manage­
ment.

Windbreaks And 
Grasses Included 
In SCO Proiects
The annual plan of operation 

for 1957 by the Blaekwater Val­
ley Soil Conservation District 
pinpoints the need for more 
farmstead windbreaks and the 
continued seeding of range and 
pastures in utility grasses.

The plan calls for the secur­
ing and distribution of at 
least 3,000 Arizona cypress 
trees fo r  farmstead wind­
breaks. The board of supervis­
ors of the district has pledged 
its cooperation with the Lub­
bock SCD to make small potted 
seedlings available to coop­
erators.
At least 36.000 acres to be plant­

ed in beneficial grasses is also 
fisted as one of the aims of the 
district for 1957. These grasses 
include blue gramma, side oats 
gramma, Indian grass, switch 
grass, weeping love grass, sand 
lovegrass, blue panic, sorghum 
almum and sand bluestem.

The district will encourage 
cooperators to sow the grass 
seed under irrigated and dry­
land conditions to supply the 
needs of the district.
Committees w ill be appointed 

for the annual field day tour and 
booperators banquet, as well as 
an informational committee for 
the tour and other district pro­
jects.

Outside help will be develop­
ed by encouraging the coopera­
tion of ministers with soil stew­
ardship week, and the Lions club 
with the awarding of the out­
standing conservation farmer 
award each year.

The annual land judging con­
test for FFA and 4-H club boys 
w ill again be sponsored by the 
district.

related to the bird’s comfort. An 
extra two dozen eggs per layer, 
a saving of one-half pound of 
feed per dozen on all eggs pro­
duced, and a reduction irr mor­
tality of 5 percent can moan 
$120-$150 extra Income per 100 
laying hens.

One items often overlooked is 
ventilation. Proper ventilation 
of laying houses is necessary 
for providing fresh air and re­
moving excessive moisture. 
Faulty ventilation can result 
in wide variations in house 
temperatures which will affect 
feed consumption and egg pro­
duction.

Insulation of the poultry house 
makes ventilation fairly easy 
and helps: (1) Conserve heat in 
winter, (21 Keep houses cooler 
in summer, (3» Prevents extrem­
es in temperature changes, 
/l) Promotes better circulation

because of temperature differen­
ce between inside and outside 
air.

The tendency Is to under-ven- 
tilate in cold weather to avoid 
chilling the birds. Reports from a 
number of experimental stations 
show that "comfort zone” of lay­
ing hens is between 40-65 de­
grees.

As a rule, inlets for bringing 
fresh air through openings not 
less than two feet above the 
floor.

Windows and other openings 
should be adjusted to protect 
birds from direct drafts. In gen ­
eral, ‘'top tilt” windows are most 
satsifaetory and they should b<j 
protected with side shields. Out 
lets for foul air should be at the 
highest point of the ceiling and 
should he designed to permit 
closing to stop drafts or exces­
sive heat losses.

Attention to these factors will 
help reach the goal of a more 
profitable laying flock.

Lower Insurance 
Rates On Autos 
Sought In Bill
A bill that would permit com­

panies to charge lower automo­
bile insurance rates has been in­
troduced in the Texas Legisla­
ture by Senator Jarrad Seerest of 
Bell Counity (Temple).

This would be possible when, 
as the legislation proposes, a 
flexible rating system is substi­
tuted for the present antiquated- 
ly single or uniform rating sys­
tem for determining rates for 
surety and casualty (including 
automobile) insurance.

“ Many insurance companies 
now are in a position to charge 
lower rates for insurance, but 
are not permitted to do so be­
cause the State Board of Insur­
ance Commissioners must under 
the present law name the same 
rate for all companies,” the sen­
ator explained.

Other advantages of the pro­
posed law were listed as:

A buyer of casualty and auto­
mobile insurance can s h o p  
around to find the lowest rates 
and best coverage— something he 
cannot do under the present law 
because all companies must 
charge the same rate.

Tiie careful driver is penalized 
under the present rating system. 
Rates are determined by the 
State Board of Insurance Com­
missioners on an average basis. 
Thus, the careful driver pays the 
same late as the careless driver. 
This would not be true under the 
flexible system

The present system is nothing 
more than “ fair trade” applied 
to the insurance business, with 
the State fixing the price 

The State is losing nearly $6, 
000,000 in taxes each year now 
because much insurance busi­
ness that should go to companies 
authorized to operate in Texas 
is going to “ non-admitted" corn- 
panies that pay no State taxes.
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Introduce Bill To 
Give Assistance In 
Drouth Areas
Rep. George Mahon of the 19th 

District has joined with several 
other Texas Congressmen and 
senators in introducing legisla­
tion in the new session of Cong­
ress designed to bring early ’ as­
sistance to the drouth-stricken 
areas of Texas and the South­
west.

The proposal as worked out 
and presented was termed a 
‘two fold approach to the drouth 
problem.”

Another feature o f the bill 
would instruct the Secretary of 
Agriculture to assist in provid­
ing protein feed concentrates 
such as cottonseed cake. Mem­
ber* x>f the group said they felt 
thebeke was needed immediate­
ly lo' maintain the range herds 
of the Southwest and that type 
program would be cheaper and 
more effective than the hay or 
grain seeding program n ow  
being carried out.

Amended Housing 
Standards For 
BracerosIssued
LUBBOCK, Jan. 15— More spe­

cific minimum standards for 
housing Mexican National Work­
ers, effective immediately, have 
been issued by the U. S. Depart­
ment of Labor’s Bureau of Em­
ployment Security under the 
authority provided by Public 
Law 78 and Migrant Labor 
Agreement of 1951, as amended.

Charles E. Johnson, Field Rep­
resentative for the Bureau here, 
received a copy of the amended 
standards yesterday.

“ Employers who do not meet 
these amended standards will 
get no more braceros,” he said, 
“ and those who now employ bra­
ceros must meet the revised

standards within a reason^Me 
time or lose their braceros.

The amended minimum hous­
ing standards include some 50 
items dealing wit hsix aspects ot 
brocero housing including living 
and sleeping quarters, cooking 
and eating facilities, sanitary fa ­
cilities, lighting, laundry, and 
general standards.

Regional Director Ed McDon­
ald of the Bureau of Employmjlit 
Security in Dallas is m a il in g *  
copy of the amended standards 
to all approved employers and 
associations of employers of 
Mexican National workers.

WHERE TO LIVE i

Babson Park, Mass.. Jan. 17. I am much inter­
ested in a Gallup Poll on six questions of where 
to live. I w ill not discuss the answers to three 
of these, namely — which is the “Most Beauti­
ful State” — or "which is the Healthiest,, — or 
“which is the best for a Winter or Summer Vac­
ation ” The answers to all these questions are 
most interesting. I, however, am not qualified 
to pass thereon.

THE TEN MOST POPULAR
Of the six questions, Mr. Gallup gives the 

ten first choices. Based upon the Law of Aver­
ages (in which 1 have great faith!, the follow­
ing nine states appear in the answers to most 
of the six questions. These are California, Flor­
ida, Colorado, Washington, Oregon, Texas. New 
York, Michigan, and New Mexico or Arizona.

Based upon my extensive travels and the opin- 
ons of thousands of friends. I honestly believe 
that every one of our forty-eight states possesses 
to some extent all the six advantages mentioned 
in this poll. This means to me that every reader 
should continue to live in the state where he is 
now located.

LET US LOOK AT THE RECORD
Statistics show that death rates and health 

conditions depend 90', on the heritage and ha­
bits of us individuals and NOT upon where we 
live. The joy which we get from a vacation de­
pends far more upon the people we meet than 
the scenery we see. None of the things which 
wc really want can be purchased with u rail­
road ticket!

1. however, should he an authority on the best 
places to get a job. If you mean NOW, the answer 
is "probably Southern California or wherever 
airplane plants are located.” But, when the fear 
of World War III is over, these same sections 
will suffer much UNemployment. In fact, directly 
after a previous World War, 80', of the bus and 
taxi drivers of Los Angeles were said to be col­
lege graduates.

WAGES AND INVESTMENTS
Wages are higher when work is plentiful in 

some cities, but such work is likely to fluctuate 
more. Statistics indicate that the total yearly

"take home" wages, adjusted according to living 
costs, are about the same in all 18 states. Again 
I say that in the long run a family does not 
better its total income by moving. One can get 
more comforts in Miami, Florida, than in Bis­
marck. North Dakota; but I am sure the latter 
is a better place to bring up a family of children.

Of course the future value of land varies with 
different states. Probably the best purchases for 
speculation are in the West Coast States and the 
Southern States. In making purchases of homes, 
however, put more money into the land rather 
than into the house. Well-located land in any 
part of this wonderful country should continue 
to become more valuable from y'ear to year; but 
any house is becoming less valuable each year 
unless money is constantly spent to keep it up 
to date

THREE RECOMMENDATIONS
To those who are determined to move. I sug­

gest you consider for investment or employment 
a capital city of one of the -18 states. None of 
these -18 cities have ever defaulted on their mun­
icipal bonds. Owing to the large number em ­
ployed by the various state departments, there 
is very little unemployment even during a de­
pression. Due to pension systems — which most 
states have adopted —  almost every family feels 
secure about its old age or the possibility of 
sickness. Most important of all is the fact that 
taxes can be collected from the entire state to 
support the capital city, whatever general bus­
iness conditions may be elsewhere.

Cities having Stale Universities are also to 
be chosen. These likewise are supported by taxes 
from all the state. They are rapidly growing. 
Your children get a college education at a low 
cost — as well as a good "boy or girl friend.” 
I also Dkg cities which have nonfluctuating but 
constantly growing industries. The insurance bus­
iness is a good illustration. Business is always 
good in such cities as Hartford, Conn. Every 
state has one or more of such cities. However, 
your future depends upon you. rather than upon 
where you are located. Hence, my advice is to 
avoid being a “rolling stone” ; but make good 
where you now are.
