Week Is Coming

No action followed recent dicussion of
closing Deaf Smith County offices on Saf-
urdays, thus shifting county employees to
o five-day week. Many people, we feel

mixed emotions.

The shorter work week seems inevitable
in years to come. Many oldsters, however,
just cannot accept the shorter week on the
local level — and would view its adoption

‘by county officials with some disfavor. All

will agree, of coure, that the five-day week
had no part in the spirit which placed
our nation out in front; neither was it what
the Pilgrims had in mind when they landed
off the Mayflower, or what the pioneers
expected when they traveled west in cov-
ered wagons.

Already, many local merchants are re-
porting that business is so slow on Satur-
days af to lag behind other week days,
and numerous Hereford firms are beginning
to close, especially Saturday afternoons,
How much work needs to be done seems
to have no part in determining length of
the work week, especially so long as the
pay check remains the same as for six days.

Sponsored by unions os a means of
distributing wealth and maintaining jobs,
the short week also fits nicely in with the
working housewife,  who needs the addi-
tional time with children and home duties.
Free enterprise, occasionally pops up in
spots when ambitious workmen take two
jobs, instead of one, as ‘the work week
drops to four days.

Meanwhile, machinery continves to re-
place workmen at a rapid pace and em-
ployers complain ‘more and more regarding
the type of help they employ these days,
all of which indicates that the work week
will continve to become shorter and shorter.

. Huge Swimmihg Pool
Is Approved By State

25 YEARS AGO

A huge swimming and wading pool is to be built at
the state park. Approval of the project came this week
from federal and state authorities. It is to be constructed
in the creek bed at the east end of the park site.

Water is to be compounded by building a combination
dam and road crossing where the present temporary cross-
ing is now. It will be about four feet high. Water in the
pool will range from a few inches to six foot depth, pro-
viding o large and amply deep hole for wading and
swimming. ;

At present, the creek is being detoured around the flat
that will be the pool. Crews of men are removing soil
from the flat: They will take out all the reeds and grass,

as well as the rich soil, Jeaving a gravel bottom for the

pool. ,

The pool will be more than 300 yards long and almost
150 yords wide at the widest point. A bath house with
showers is planned near the pool by Superintendent How-
ard Trig. i ‘
. Tree locations in the park have been worked out from
the soil survey which is being wound up, A complete soil
map of the entire site is being made. It will determine
the location and nature of trees to be planted. Park of-
ficials are asking that citizens of the city and surrounding
area who have trees, sprouf, sapling, seedlings, shrubs,
vines, evergreen or any plant of this nature give them to
the park rather than destroy them. A card or telephone
call is sufficient notification that the plants are available.
They will be called for later. '

Road work is taking up most of the time of the ccC
men at this ftime.

The Texas Employment Commission Friday estimated
2,740 bales of cotton have been ginned in Lamb County
since the start of the 1959 harvest season. That figure is
less than two per cent of the county's expected produc-
tion in 1959, the TEC's Carl Pillion reported. Pillion said
the local TEC office has set its production estimate for

.lamb County 'this year at 160,000 bales. County Agent
'8ill Kimbrough earlier had estimated a 150,000-bale

production for the county this year. A recent Plains Cot-

‘ton Growers, Inc., prediction set the county figure at

165,000 bales. Pillion said the. crop over most of Lamb
County is in good condition, with .15 per cent of it open
and -ready for harvest. 'Cotton is opening rapidly -now

“with the warm dry weather we've been having," he said.

He estimated that the county ginned more thn 2000 b;les
ar-
vest season. On the weather front, Pillion said the only
recent damage to crops in the counly came Wednesday
night to the area between Hart Camp and Olton, which
got rain and light hail. From reports he had, he didn't
believe the latest damage in that area to be severe. The
TEC now has openings for 650 hands and expects to
have openings for 1,000 by the middle of next week.
Pillion reminced farmers that the TEC is operating a farm
labor lot at the Santa Fe depot and a farm labor office
at Olton. The labor lot at the depot is for cotton pullers
ond their vehicles only, Pillion said.

BEAN GROWERS APPEAR PLEASED

Harvest of the 1959 bean crop is almost complete and
most producers seem to be pleased with the results. Al-
though this was not a particularly \good year for pintos,
many growers feel that the yield netted them at least
as much cash as would have grain sorghum. And they
learned something about bean growing in this area to
boot. Processors say about’ 3,000,000 pounds of beans
were processed from the Olton crop. This represented about
$175,000 in cash. Prices ranged from $5.70 to $6.00 per
hundredweight, accordiing to James Cowart, pariner in
operation of Cowart and Hodges cleaning plant nor
of Olton. Allen Johnston, manager of Sanders-Paris Com:
pany, soid yields varied from 300 pounds per acre to
1,700 pounds per acre, Johnston said about 5,000 acres
were planted to pintos this year and he expects at least
that acreage next year. Olton Chamber of Commerce and
Agriculture will help promote a bean festival next year in
an effort to publicize this area's beans. Among other things,
growers and processors alike appear to concede that the
Idaho F-111 is the bean for Olton, Cowart and Johnston
agreed that it turned out better yields and is. a preftier
bean. Cowart soid that when the chips are down ond the
buyer has a choice, he will go for the F-111 every time.
Processors like the F-111 because they believe it cleans
out easier. Olton beans found wide acceptance this year,
Johnston said he shipped beans to Matamores and Nuevo
Laredo in Old Mexico and to various points in Texas and
lovisiona. Olton cleaning plants: still ~are processing
beans from lazbuddie and Bovina. Most of Olton beans,
except for late crops, already have been harvested. There
is considerable late acreage in the Hart area. Cowart
said that there have been some kidney beans here this
year.' Melvin Hines reported a yield of 900 pounds per
acre. Kidney beans are going at $9.00 per hundredweight.
