Raises Storm Criticism

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WASHINGTON (AP» — A Su­
preme Court ruling striking down 
the saying of official prayers in 
public schools has s tirr^  a caul­
dron of criticism from churchmen 
and members of Congreas.

Many of them asked. *‘How far 
does it go?”

“The next thing you know, 
they'll be telling us we can’t open 
our daily House sessions with 
prayer,” said Rep. Howard W. 
Smith, D-Va. A Jewish leader, 
who hailed the decision, felt it 
made clear that federal funds 
could not be used to aid parochial 
achoola.

Specifically the court ruled Mon­
day that it la a violation of the 
Constitution for New York State 
to authorize the saying of the 
following prayer in public scbools:

‘Almighty God. we aduowledge 
our dependence upon Hwc. and wa 
beg lily Measingi upon os. our 
parents, our teachers and our 
country.”

M  DECISION
In a S-1 daciaioo tha court 

said the Firat Anteodinent'a ban 
against eatahlishment of a religion 
means that “it ia no part of the 
buainess of government to com- 
poae official prayara (or any 
group of American people to re­
cite aa part of a religioas program 
carried on by government.”

The decision—written by Jnatice 
Hugo L. Black—Uely have 
b ro ^  impact.

Some atatee require public 
achoola to begin c a ^  day with 
the Lord's Prayer.

ing officially espoused anthems 
which include the composer's pro­
fessions of faith in a supreme 
being or with the fact that there 
are many manifestations in our 
puUic life-of belief in God"

While there were many expres- 
sions of protest, there were also 
voices raised in approval of the 
ruling.

Leo Pfeffer. general counsel of

the American Jewish (Congress, 
■aid he feels it was consistent with 
earlier Snpreme Court decisions 
‘that the Constitution requires an 
absolute separatKMi of church and 
state and a secular public school 
system.”

Pfeffer went further In his in­
terpretation of the decision, saying 
that it ‘‘makes it clear that fed­
eral funds may not be used to 
finance parochial school educa­
tion.”

This was in reference to the 
administration's legislation for aid 
to public schools with parochial 
schools excluded.

•NO ANALOGY’
Roman Catholic Church leaders 

have contended that church 
schools should also receive aid.

President Kennedy has taken the 
podtion that It would be unconsti­
tutional to grant aid to religious 
sdMols.

Rep. Frank Thompson, D-N.J., 
a supporter of the Kennedy school 
aid bill—now bottled up in the 
House Rules Committee—said “I 
can see no analogy” between the 
prgyer decision and the constitu­
tionality of federal aid to church 
schools.

The same view was expressed 
by House Republican Leader 
Charles A. Halleck of Indiana. The 
issues were not the same, he said.

Hard thundershowers and occa­
sional hail pelted other areas of 
the state, and still more scattered 
showers were in prospect for all 
sections Tuesday.

Hitting near dusk, the Carriao 
Springs twister ripped the front 
off a produce shed owned by Na­
than Stein and hurled it 60 feet. 
The tornado likewise damaged a 
gasoline station in the business 
district, snapped power lines, 
shatter^ dozens of third floor 
windows in a grade school and 
smashed a bam on the George 
Morris farm m  miles north of 
town.

Light hail and .M Inch of rain 
followed the tornado at Carriao 
Sprinp. ■*

At Richardson on the north edge 
of Dallas, a Sudden downpour 
turned loose 110 inches of mois­
ture within an hour. On the oppo­
site of Dallas only .14 inch fell.

Tahombe told newsmen much 
remains to be done and that the 
negotiations would continue. He 
said he had every intention of 
meeting again with Adoula in 
Leopoldville or “some other 
place.” He gave no indication of 
when.

U.N. officials broke into smiles 
of relief as Tahombe's U.N. plane 
took off without incident, lest 
time be left Leopoldville, in 
March, the Congoleae authorRiea 
made a clumsy attempt to atop 
him by blocking the runway.

Today the U.N. had three truck- 
loads of Nigerian troops discreet 
ly standing by to prevent any In­
terference with the departure 
There were no Congolese troops 
in sight and all went smoothly.

JACKSON, Hia*. (AP)—“A man 

with a mission and with a narvous 
stomach."

That's tbe way U.S. Circuit 
Judge John Minor Wisdom de; 
scribes James H. Meredith, who 
has come closer than any Negro 
in cracking Mississippi’s school 
segregation barrier.

Wisdom wrote the 5th U.S. Cir­
cuit Court of Appeals deciskw is­
sued in New Orleans Monday 
which ordered U.S. Dial. Judge 
Sidney Miae to issue an injunc- 
tioo forcing the white University 
of Mississippi fo adnnit Meredith.

It took more than a year for 
Meredith to get the order. Mite. 
74. an Ole Mia graduate, reject­
ed his suit several times.

Tbe soft-spoken Meredith, an 
Air Force veteran, is a snudl man 
with a thin mustache.

NO ARGUMENT
"I have DO argument, flght or 

struggle with segregation,*’ he 
said. *T seek only to find a com­
mon ground for settlement of our 
mutual problems. My relationship 
with whites goes no further."

Meredith described tbe appellate 
court decision as a good birthday 
present. He turned 29 Monday.

Meredith said his ambition ia 
best described by Ole Miu regis­
trar Robert B. EUlis, who once 
said: "This man has a minion in 
Itfe to correct aU the ills of the 
world.”

Attorneys for the state of Mia- 
sissippi used Ellis' description as 
one reason why Meredith should 
not be admitted to the 129-year- 
old uDiversity.

Wisdom commented on Ellis de­
scription and noted that the de- 
fcaae made atrong issue of an Air 
Force paychiatrist’s report that 
Meredith suffered occasional nerv­
ous stomach and was extremely 
eoocemed with radal prohlenns.

The Judge wrote: "R is certain­
ly undantandabie that a aeoaitive

Negro, espedaily one overseas, 
might have a nervous stomach 
over the racial problem. ^ 

"Tliere must be a good many 
Negroes atateside with similar ab­
dominal reactions."

LOSE CREDITS 
Meredith is only six credit hours 

away from graduation at Jackson 
State (Negro) College. Ole Min 
officials say be will lose half his 
credits by transferring to the uni­
versity, must take a full year's

courn to graduate, and will lose 
his GI educational benefits.

Meredith says he is financially 
staMe and doesn’t mind the de­
lays. Married and the father of a 
3-year-old son, be owns three 
farms near bis native home of 
Kosdusko in centrM Mississippi,

Ole Min authOTities and. state 
officials had no comment on the 
appeals court decision. They al­
most certainly will appeal the de­
cision to the U.S. Suprame Court, 
which recessed Monday until 
Oct 1.
