from time to time as In other ma­
chinery until they do become next 
to perfect.
. A further development that has 
come along wdth the advent of the 
cotton harvesting machine la the 
riscovery that the heavT foliage on 
the cotton can ge removed at wU’ 
by chemical treatment at reason­
able expense, a process which great­
ly facilitates the harvesting of the 
.crop by machinery.

So, if there is a good crop nexi 
year, it may be expected that 
iliere will be a lively demand for 
hane.tm g machines, and It Is 
probable that within a few yeal.  ̂
they may take the place of Mexi­
can labor altogether. '

This presents a  rather gloomy 
prospect for Uie Mexicans and for 
the business men of the county, 
who sell so many goods to the 
Mexicans each fall aivd winter, but 
-It will be quite a boom for txie 
cotton raisers.

Gem and Abraalva
The garnet is a member of the 

mineral family that varies in use 
from a gem, worn for personal deco 
ration, to an abreaive, utilized In 
lndusti7 . Although widely distrib 
uted, garnets are found in only a 
few placea la suiUcient quantities 
to.make their commercial recovery 
profltable.

Best known are the wine-red 
gems, others ranging from light 
browns and red through the darker 
shades to black. Some epecimens 
have measured over two feet In dia­
meter, and 6 to IX-lnch crystals are 
commonly found.

Because garnet is very hard and 
can be broken Into angular grains 
with sharp chisel-like edges, it Is 
well adapted for use as an abrasive. 
Abrasive cloth or paper made from 
crushed garnet la excellent for 
smoothing wood surfaces before ap­
plying varnish or shellac, also for 
flniahing bouts, shoes and many arti­
cles made of rubber, leather and 
plastics.

Dr. James A. Baber, of Cornell 
university, haa damonatrated that 
this res^ratory disease of eats la 
due to a fliterabla virus capable of

Wo d as p.'esident. which was the 
Lynn ocunty agent of the Federal 
I and Bank of rtouston Mr. Nowlin 
continued to serve in this capacity 
until June 1. 1943. when his work 
had become so heavy and his 
health so bad that he had to glv« 
up this work. His health continued 
to fall until finally he was com- 
p 1 cd to go to a hospital.

He was one of the most energetic 
and proficient busln'eas men the 
town has ever had.

In addition to his other duties. 
Mr. Nowlin .was elected mayor of 
the city of Tahoka and took office 
on Apnl 12. 1937. and has been 
re-elected without opposition at 
every mayoralty election since.
