Uncooked Pork Dangerous
Unless Safely Processed

Eating of uncooked pork, always a
dangerous method of using pig meat,
still goes on despite the Innumerable
warnings of health experts of the dan-
ger of trichinosis, This parasite dis-
ease Is often fatal to human beings
and particularly so when the disease
gains somewhat of a foothold before
being diagnosed,

Federal inspection of pork products,
both raw and cooked, provides safe
guards against the parasite of trichi-
nosis. These processes, whereby un-
cooked pork is rendered safe, are care
fully tested before the stamp of gov-
ernmental approval is given. Each is
tried out in the laboratories with rats,
guinea pigs and other test animals be-
ing fed the meat,

For the householder, however, the
only safe method of preparing pork
is through thorough cooking and the
emphasis is decidedly on the word
thorough.—Washington Star.
