ment praetice bill, rather than one
of compulsion which is advocated
by President Truman.

The Southern Demoncrats joined
with the Republicans in killing the
compulsory or “police state” type
and then the Northern
Democrats turned around and form-
ed a coalition with the Republicans
to pass the watered-down measure
over the united opposition of the
Southerners.

But, thanks to the power of the
Senate filibuster, it remains very
doubtful that any type of an FEPC
will be enacted at this session of
the Congress. The bill may be
| called up for debate in the Senate

The House version would create
a new bureau composed of five
Commissioners, authorize them to
subpoena witnesses to testify when
disgruntled job seekers file com-
plaints claiming discrimination be-
cause of race, color, religion or na-
tional origin. The Commission could
then make findings, but would
have no authoritye to force com-
pliance by the use of injunctions
and jails.

It is obvious, of course, that any
version of FEPC is vicious and con-
trary to the traditional American
,way of doing things. It would per
mit substitution of the biased judg-
ment of bureaucrats for that of em-
ployers in deciding who is the best
fitted person to fill a particular po-
sition.

As pointed out by Donald Rich-
burg, a noted lawyer, if the Gevern-
|ment can by law force an employ-
ler to hire A, how long will it be
before the Government will want
authority to force A to work for
that employer! Both are forms of

involuntary servitude, yet one
would seem to be as fair as the
other.

new cook book called FAMILY
FARE, food management and re-

cipes. It offers a selection of more
than 200 recipes from mainstay to
special dishes. The cooking prin-
ciples are modern—designed to con-
serve the nourishment as well as
the appetite appeal in foods. While
I haven't found any modern re-
| cipes that can compare in taste and
appeal with the old-fashioned
dishes of our mothers and grand-
mothers, the new publication claims
to have some good advice on food
planning so as to provide meals
that contain the nutrients'in the
quantities that different individ-
uals need, sections on food buying,
storing, measuring foods and me-
nu ideas.

NOW IT FIGURES that by this
time you're bustin' to know some-
thing about the owner of the Hope
Diamond shooter, and how the
fabled marble happened to wind up
at the feet of a bunch of kids on the
day of the big tournament. Well, for
you to get the complete picture, it
is necessary for me to sketch in
some of the background of the
shooter—a story which, I might
add, in many respects, parallels
the history of its super-jinxed
namesake.

broke a couple of ribs falling off the
back of an ice truck.

The easiest thing, of course,
would have been to throw away the
hex-heavy shooter but, as you know,
the ways of men and urchins under
the spell of superstition are hard to
explain. Harry Winston’'s Hope
Diamond, too. is supposed to carry
a curse with it, but as you may have

noticed, Harry hasn't
away either

AND SO, five minutes before the
contest, Chavrlie Hersch, Whitey's
closest friend, dropped the Hope
Diamond shooter in front of the
contestants with the dire words,
“Wizcoczki says anybody wants it
kin have it, only he oughta make
sure his family kin afford the doc-
tor bills."

Eleven of the players regarded
it with awe and distrust, but the
twelfth—a dark horse from the
swanky Riverdale section—was not
impressed. He picked it up, tried
a test shot, and said, “If nobody
wants the Diamond, ['ll use it."”

The Red Cross Home Service work-
er looked up from her desk to find an
old man holding a telegram and
twenty-five dollars.

“My boy wants to come home, but
he hasn’'t got the money for such an
expensive trip,” the old gentleman
said. “He has just returned from 2
years overseas service and is getting
a leave before reassignment. His
mother has been very sick and 1 think
he might help her to get well. We
are living on our family allowance and
whatever money my son can send, but
I've scraped together this $25. Can
you give me enough more to bring him
home?”

After verifying the facts, the Home
Service worker sent a telegram to the
Red Cross field director at the boy’s
camp, telling of the father’s request
and of the offer of the twenty-five
dollars he could so ill afford.

This home was designed with |
alternative exteriors and interi- |
ors, enabling the owner to choose
the combination which suits his
own needs best. Because of these
optional major features, the dwel-
ling has been selected by Amer-
ican Builder magazine, 30 Church
St., New York 7, N. Y, as its
Plan No. 38.

The two exteriors are the same
except that one has a steeper roof
pitch than the other. The house
as shpwn above has the more
gently sloping roof. The steeper |
roof provides an expansion attic
where rooms might be added in
the future. For either type of
roof, Walter T. Anicka, the archi-
tect, suggests that the color of the
shingles form the basis for the
entire exterior color scheme.

The floor plan shown would be
used with a basement. For a base-
mentless house, the stairway
would be eliminated. This would
