In many sf.ates seals have been 
abolished. In all states, the ten­
dency is to lesesen'their effect. 
The principal reason that makes 
the seaJp of comparatively little 
import IS that it is required only 
on the .most im|:>ortant and 
formal of contracts, as deeds. 
The printed forms provided for 
these instruments include a seal; 
and further, these are instru­
ments of an impoi tance that re­
quires the services, o f a compe* 
tent attorney who is familiar | 
with the requirements of the 
particular state and will see to 
it that the necessary formalities, 
are complied with. The simple 
legal scroll (L . S.) has now b^n 
generally substituted for the 
more formal wax seal. Seals 
used were not necessary, are 
merely superfluous.

It should be remembered that 
all contracts need not be in writ* I 
ing. The general rule is that 
i f  no statute reguires thatn 
the particular kind o f contract
