Additional Funds 
Available lor 
Farm Loans Here

An additional $50 million has 
been made available to the Far­
mers Home Administrtion for 
farm housing loans, Homer P. 
Cole, the agency’s county super­
visor announced today.

He said that the new loan funds 
assure an adequate supply of this 
type of credit for eligible farm 
families during the bulance of 
the fiscal year. Loans made so 
far this year plus those being pro­
cessed had practically exhausted 
the funds previously available.

Farm housing loans are made 
throughout the rural areas of the 
United Sttes. The loans provide 
farm families with an opportunity 
to acquire an adequate house and 
efficient service buildings.

Applications for farm housing 
loans may be made at the local 
office of the Farmers Home Adm­
inistration, Mr. Cole said. The 
loans bear 4 percent interest and 
ure repayable over periods up to 
33 years.

The major demand in Eastland 
County is for loans to construct 
and modernize farm houses, and 
most of the funds are used for 
new construction.

Improvements financed with 
the loans include the installation 
of central heating, and pressure 
water supply systems, the addition 
of bathrooms and the modernizat­
ion of kitchens.

Many local farmers also use the 
loans to adjust their service buil­
dings to the changing requiremen­
ts of agriculture.

To he eligible a fanner must 
own a farm that will annually pro­
duce for sale or home use at least 
$400 worth of commodities based 
on 1944 prices and be of suffici­
ent value to adequately secure the 
loan. In addition, he must lack 
the resources needed to obtain 
credit elsewhere and have suffici­
ent income to pay farm operating 
and family living expense and 
meet payments when due on his 
debts.

So you’ll like to use the new 
streamlined version of the regular 
tax Form 1040—the 1040-W? 
Fogle says the 1040-W is a time 
saver for wage and salary earners 
who can’t use Form 1040-A be­
cause they want to itemize deduc­
tions, ciuim the "sick-pay”  exclus­
ion of estimated tax payments, or 
have $10,000 or over of income.

The IRS representative says you 
can use 1040-W, if your income 
consists o f salary and wages re­
gardless o f amount, and not more 
than $200 of dividends and iti- 

* terest, and m  other items of in 
come.

Fogle also gave an important 
tip to taxpayers deducting medical 
expenses on their 1960 tax re­
turns.

He said: “ I f  you deduct medical 
[ expenses, be sure to attach an 
itemized list to your tax return.

“ This list should show the na- 
i ture of expense, name ami address 
of each person whom payment 
was made, and the amount and ap­
proximate date of actual puy- 

| ment.”
The IRS representative remind­

ed taxpayers that helpful informa­
tion on medical deductions and 
other tax problems is contained in 
the instruction booklet that ac­
companies each tax return form.

This 
Bill has been referred to the 
Committee on Judiciary. A hear­
ing has not been set for this
Bill.

‘ I shall keep well posted on 
this bill and when this bill comes 
before the committee, I will vig­
orously oppose it. At this time l 
am having information assembled 
that will, in my opinion, cause 
the committee to kill this bi;l in 
the committee before it ever 
comes out on the floor for a vote.

" I  feel that this measure has 
strong political implications due 
to the fact tiiat there have been 
many recent attempts to devest 
many of our small towns and dis­
tricts of their political and econ­
omic sovereignty. A recent exam­
ple of this may be noted in an 
Abilene Reporter-News article 
which suggests that Callahan 
County might be taken from the 
76th District and added to Taylor
