District attorney George Mahon 
talked with the youth in his jail 
cell Saturday morning, telling him 
other charges are also filed against 
him.

“I ’m not pleading guilty to any­
thing else.” he declared.

He said he had been more closely 
confined in the Nolan county jail 
than in any in which he had ever 
been placed (He’s been in a number 
of them), but that he would rather 
be kept here than anywhere else. 
He showered praise upon Deputy 
Red Pool, jailer.

“ Red could turn me out and send 
me to the grocery store for a stock 
of red candy and I ’d bring it right 
back to him,” the desperado said. 
“ E'Ut I wouldn’t do that for any­
body else.”

At the North ward school, eight 
children who do not get enough food 
at home are being given two sand­
wiches each a day, apples and or­
anges on alternate days, and a half 
pint of milk each during the morn­
ing. Actually, milk is being given 
to several students who do not get 
sandwiches.

This condition obtains, too, at the 
South ward school, where sand­
wiches and milk are given to a 
greater number. The South ward be ­
gan serving students this morning 
and will give soup in another 
month.

“ Our organization had to begin 
this necessary work without having 
money to support the move,” said 
Mrs. King. “ Our responsibility is to 
the students first, and to means for 
supporting the move, second. We 
must have money.”

Mrs. Link echoed the sentiment. 
Both women asked The Reporter- 
Telegram to inform the public of 
the necessity for complete support 
of PTA drives for money. The Ritz 
theatre Tuesday and Wednesday is 
giving a percentage of the box of­
fice to the organizations, and sup­
port is being urged.

The president of an oil company, in 
reporting “a very extensive adver ­
tising campaign,” wrote; “Our va­
rious departments are increasing 
purchases of materials considerably 
in advance of onr national require-1 
ments.” A nationally known carpet 
manufacturer wrote: “We are con- 
plying and as suggested. We find 
there is a tendency for the consumer 
to buy better merchandise than has 
been the case during the past 3 
years.”

In promising “increased merchan- 
dising activity,” a large tea com-1 
pany said: “We believe the turning1 
point is past and that business is 
really on the up-grade out of Clio 
doldrums.” Every state in the un­
iion is represented in these respon ■ 
ses, even to the least populous. The

LEDGER SHOWS MUCH 
BENEFIT IN RECOVERY

WASHINGTON, Oct. -16. (UP).— 
An informal balance sïiegt by the 
United Press today showed that the. 
Roosevelt recovery program has cost 
the federal treasury about $750,000 
since it was initiated four months 
ago, it has put about 2,000,000 men 
back to work, has put over $10.0,- 
000,000 cash in the pockets of farm­
ers; placed 340,000. young men in: 
forest camps, enabling them to 
send $40,000,000 home to their fam­
ilies.

The program, the survey showed 
has paved the way for releasing 
deposits in closed bank amounting 
to millions of dollars, has placed 
the nation in a “go-getting” frame 
of mind, increased farm prices, hik­
ed the purchasing power of the 
farmer’s dollar. It has stimulated 
industry, raised standards of busi­
ness ethics, largely eliminating child 
labor; has accelerated relief to the 
needy, aiding in feeding 15,000,000 
on relief rolls, the statement said.

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A  TRAGIC MISTAKE

The approach of prohibition repeal offers dry organ­
izations a chance to make a tragic mistake; and there are 
indications that at least a few of them are all set to take 
it.

An official of the Ohio Anti-Saloon League, for in­
stante, remarked the other day that his organization can 
holdr.no views as to the sort of liquor control system it 
woul'd like to see adopted once the dry law dies.

“That,” he said, “ is impossible because the league 
does not admit defeat, will not concede anything, will not 
discuss possibility of repeal, will not give any attention 
to any questions of what may be done after repeal and 
will not prefer any particular form of liquor control, since 
it does not believe in anything except complete prohibi­
tion.”

-.Die-hard fidelity to a principle is always admirable. 
But the drys could render a useful public service right 
now- in helping their fellow citizens to find a practical 
method of controlling the liquor traffic. It is disappoint­
ing to see that some dry leaders are washing their hands 
of"that problem.
