VIENTIANE. <AP)—Two I and depemh on air drops for sup-

chartered planes with American 
and Chinese pilots hsvt arrived 
in Laos to fly supplies to hard- 
pressed government troops in Sam 
Neua provinoa.

SURVEY TO BE MADE

Economic Impact Of Steel 
Strike On U. S. Stiffening

WASHINGTON fAF)-Sacretary 
of Labor James P. KOtchdl an­
nounced Saturday a spedai sur­
vey win begin next week on what 
effects the steel strike b  having 
on employment in construction, 
mining, and the metal working 
sector in manufacturing.

Proposed New Reservoir To 
Be Twice Size Of J. B. Thomas

E. V. Spence, manager of the 
Colorado River Municipal Water 
Authority, appeared before mem­
bers of the American Business 
Club at their regular luncheon 
Friday at the SettlM Hotel to dis­
cuss the lake which the CRMWD 
has proposed to buik) in Mitchell 
County.

Spence said the lake, which 
would hold twice the water that 
Lake J. B. Thomas is capable of 
retaining, is needed if the area 
is to continue to ^ w .

The new reservoir would be be­
tween ten and 12 miles in length, 
he added, from two to three 
miles wide in some places, up to 
32.4 feet deep in some places and

would cover approximately 16,- 
000 acres.

He estimated it would r^uire 
between $1.25 and fl.S million to 
acquire the land needed for such 
a project and added the water 
shed for such a body of water 
would cover an estimated 2.400 
miles, whereas the water shed 
for Lake Thomas encompasses 
only about 1,000 miles. .

He conceded there were many 
problems still to be met and con­
quered before the lake would be­
come a reality but added none was 
too big to be overcome

Spence also revealed the dis­
trict had spent an estimated $60,- 
000 the past two years mapping 
the proposed area.

By the time tha well was brou^t 
under control, every house In 
Beaumont was coated block, the 
town's population had jumped 
from 0,400 to 40.000, and land in 
tha area was aeUing for a millioo 
dollars an acre.

Avoid run-over heels, wrinkles 
in hoae or shoe linings, and other 
creases which may cause friction 
or pressure.

Children’s feet should be exam­
ined regularly by a podiatrist 
Have them walk and stand with 
the toes pointed straight ahead.

It appears that Egyptian women 
as far back u  3,200 B.C. were 
old hands at the art of hair dying.

Remains of mummies recc'Hy 
discovered in a tomb in n̂  
Helwan had golden hair while 
era bad fiery red hair. Since gen­
uine Egyptian blondes and red­
heads are a rarity today, the 
chancea are these ladies of an­
cient Egypt were no strangers to 
the tricks of hair dying.

Anciant Egyptian women also 
seem to have been experts on all 
kinds of cosmetics, parlicuierly 
eye shades, or what is known 
her# u  kohl. Pots of black, green, 
grey and brown kohl were dis­
covered in the Helwan tomb.

Numerous vases were also found 
in the tomb containing several 
kinds of perfume and cosmetics. 
Analysis showed the cosmetics 
were mainly composed of fatty 
matarial mixed with red oxide of 
iron and ground limestooe.

In tba same tomb a copper mir­
ror w u found with a wooM han­
dle. When well polished tbe cop­
per apparently gave a very good 
reflection, and theu nolrrors were 
much superior to any used by the 
ancient beauties of Rome.

Ancient Egyptian women were 
also sticklers for jewelry. There 
were many varieties of necklaces 
but a popular design w u several 
rows M small cylindrical beads 
covering almost the wboU upper 
part of the boeoro. Each row of 
beads w u  a different color. Also 
popular were semi-precioas stones 
An average aodant Egyptian lady 
apparently had u  many u  seven 
necklaces and nine bracelets.

The Egyptian ladies of 3.000 
years ago wort long robu reach 
ing to the (eat. Tha upper part 
of tba robu varied ia design 
Soma had sleeves while othm  
were attached at one shoulder, 
in most cases the left, by a rib­
bon. Tbe shoulder knot doa aot 
differ (ram the bow knots we 
make today. Some of theu robes 
had braces, which made tbe robe

bang below tbe shoulder display­
ing a great deal of tbe back, like 
a modem evening dreu.

Re>earcber Ebubeth M. Drews 
of Michigan Slate University, who 
has been talking to some of tha 
most gifted girls in her state, says 
the reluctance of brilliant women 
to discloae their intellect to men 
has "appalled and fascinatad" 
her.

Convinced that it is most iiiv- 
portant to find a husband, she 
says, many of thcoe girls of un­
usual intelligence ere ready to 
scrap it all becauaa that's wlwt 
they think men want

Most of tha top talaot girla sha's

interviewed—thoec nnisfaing jun­
ior and senior high school and 
college in the top S per cent of 
their classee—agree th ^  could be 
doctors, lawyers, scientists. But 
they don't think society or their 
future husbands would let them.

“I don't know how they get this 
feeling so soon, and I don't think 
they are r ig ^ ” lamenta Dr. 
D rm , who has successfully com- 
bined career, ntarriage and moth­
erhood.

With a 16-year-old daughter of 
her own, she says. “You can see 
why I'm so interested “

worrying so about finding a hus­
band has Dr. Drews stumped, too.

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Industrial Picture Slows 
Down; Many Factors Seen

NEW YORK (A P)-Strikei, va- 
cations and auto model change- 
overs slowed the option’s indus­
trial machine this week. Most 
other lines of business activity 
barreled along at a fast clip.

Hopes for a quick setUement of 
the five-and a-half-week-old steel 
walkout blew hot and cold.

The White House, through Sec­
retary of Labor James P. Mitch­
ell, sought to build a fire under 
the .strike negotiators.

Mitchell released a 4,000-word 
report crammed with statistics on 
wages, prices, profits, productivi­
ty and other matters in di.spute. 
These statistics, he said, "may 
serve to indicate the area which 
exists for a settlement in which 
the public's interest is taken fully 
to account”

And, he said, the steel negotia­
tors could reach an early settle­
ment if they got down to brass 
tacks at the bargaining table.

The stock market seemed to like 
Mitchell's remarks;—the next day 
the market scored its biggest ad­
vance in 21 months, with steel 
shares leading the way.

Stock sales totaled 11,762,210 
shares in the latest week, com­
pared with 13.879,81$ shares in the 
previous week and 12.270.245 
s h a r e s  m the same week last 
year Bond sales had a par value 
of $24,811,000 m the latest week 
against $30,325,200 the week be' 
fore and $24,130,700 in the same 
1938 week 

Mitchell's report was followed 
by a rash of rumors that agree­
ment had been reached to end the 
strike. And )ust as promptly came 
emphatic denials from top indus­
try and union negotiators 

But, as the dreary negotiations 
reces.se<l Friday afternoon, there 
were signs that the White House 
warning might have been taken to 
heart. Both .sides promised to 
work separately over the week­
end. seeking out points they might 
agree on.

.Monday they'll meet face to 
face again to hammer out the 
language of a new wage contract.

Effects of the steel shutdown, 
already apparent in a sharp drop­
off in coal production and rail 
freight traffic, reached into the 
giant auto industry this week.

James Roche, boss of General 
Motors Cadillac Division, said

Cadillac will run into aerioui pro­
duction problems if the atrike isn’t 
settled soon.

The 1960 Caddies are sdieduled 
to go on public display Oct. 2. If 
the manufacturer doesn’t get 
some steel in the next few weeks, 
Roche said, Cadillac dealers may 
have nothing l« sell but samples.

Cadilac, like most other Ameri­
can automakers, has s t o p p e d  
building 1999 cars. Some, notably 
Chevrolet, are already making 
I960 models.

For the buyer interested in a 
1959 car, dealers this week had 
a wide assortment. Inventories 
were around the 900,000 mark. 
Sales moved forward briskly.

New car prices have been go­
ing down a bit, as they normally 
do toward the end of the model 
year.

Used car prices—and prices of 
just about everything else you 
buy—have risen slightly.

The trend is mirrored in the 
government's latest cost-of-living 
index, announced Friday. The in­
dex—which measures living costs 
for July—edged up to a new peak; 
124.9 per cent of the 1M7-49 aver­
age.

This means, according to gov­
ernment cakkilations, that you 
need 91.29 to buy what $1 would 
have boufdit 11 yeara ago.

The index for June was 134.9 
per cent. In July last year it was 
133.9. About one-fourth of the June 
to-Juiy rise was accounted for by 
state and local taxes—mainly tax­
es on cigarettes and restaurant 
meals.

German royally, in the persons 
of the Prince and Princess of 
Ysfnburg-Rudinger.. makes an ap- 
pearnnee in Iowa next week to 
join in a salute to some old friends 
of the family—the Amana Church 
Society

Amana. which began as a tight 
little religious commune and sur­
vived by separating church from 
state, observes its 100th anniver­
sary Monday in its seven small 
villages about 20 miles southwest 
of Cedar Rapids 

The visiting prince is a de 
scendant of an earlier German no­
bleman. a prince of Hesse, who 
gave refuge to the artcestori of 
the Amanisls when they were per­
secuted as enemies of the estab­
lished church.

The Amana Church Society, al­
though it wa-sn't called .that then, 
actually dates back more than 100 
years It began as a pietistic, 
.separatist movement in Gernvany 
in the early 18th century

Presecutions drove members to 
the United States where they set­
tled first near Buffalo as the Eben 
tker Society and then in Iowa as 
Amana. which meant "believe 
faitMuliy ’’

The 100th anniversary observes 
the day when thq state of Iowa 
granted a charter to Amanists 
who founded the towns of Amana; 
East, Middle, High, South and 
West Amana — and purchased the 
nearby village of Homestead 

Early Amana, like many other 
religious comrounibes that later 
withered and died, was ruled by 
a board of elders who were all- 
powerful in both spiritual and 
temporal affairs.

AU property was held in com­
mon. Clothing worn by men and 
women was plain and sober in 
color The people ate communally 
in mess hall-styk buildings, the 
food prepared by the women 

Religious services, the most im­
portant events of the week, were 
held in meeting hou.ses with white­
washed walls, bare floors and un­

painted benches. Members wei 
required to attend 11 services a 
we^.

Gradually, as changes in the 
outside world made themselves 
felt on Amana, the sober exist­
ence began to palJ on its mem­
bers. The communities began to 
lose people, particularly young 
people

Similar religious communities 
faced with the same problem have 
either let the young peopk go and 
become ghost towns of old men 
and women or have disbanded 
completely. Not so Amana.

LOOKS AT BOOKS

ADVISE AND CONSENT by
Allea Dmry. PahlUhed hy
DaaMeday ft Co.
Allen Drury came to Washing­

ton in 1943 as a foumalist cover­
ing naUoaal politics and the Sen­
ate for the United Press Within 
live or six years there began to 
stir ui hU mind the vague outlines 
of a book in which he would ex­
press his philosophy about Cong­
ress. about America, and about 
the Amencan people in relation to 
their times and to each other.

As Drury himself put it in a 
recent talk before Washington 
booksellers' "I do not contend that 
this government or this country 
or this people are perfect. for they 
are not They are human institu­
tions and human beings, rather 
more idealistic and good hearted 
and well-meaning than most on 
this globe, in my estimation, and 
while they are sometimes venal, 
aomelimes w e a k .  sometimes 
short-sighted and sometimes cor­
rupt, they al.so possess a funda­
mental duality which permits them 
to be on other occasions, and 
aometimes at the very same time, 
noble and generous and forward- 
looking and kindly and decent and 
good "

When Drury finally came to 
write his book the result was a 
vigorous and dramatic novel. Ad­
vise and Consent, in which, though 
teeniuig with towering and force­
ful personalities, the true hero is 
the U S. Senate. The action spans 
slightly more than two weeks, dur­
ing which the President of the 
United States nominates for Sec­
retary of State, and the Senate 
renders judgment on a highly 
controversial public servant, Rob­
ert A. Leffingwell.

The ramifications of the L«ffing- 
well nomination become more and 
more involved, eventually raising 
questions as to the integrity snd 
motives not only of the President 
but of the Majority Leader of the 
Senate, the sorely tried Robert 
Munson of Michigan: of Scab 
Cooley, senior Senator from South 
Carolina ' Leffingwell's—and the 
administration's m o s t  implaca­
ble opponent): of Brigham Ander­
son. senior Senator from Utah, 
chairman of the subcommittee of 
the Senate Foreign Affairs Com­
mittee before whom Leffingwell 
must testify; and finally of the 
most powerful member of the Sen­
ate the vigorous and volatik Or- 
rin Knox of Illinois. But it it only 
the Senate as a group who can 
finally resolve the dilemma, who 
can "advise" the President and 
either "coasenl” to the nominar- 
tkm of Leffingwell, or decline to
do so. , .

Inevitably readers will seek to 
Identify characters in Drury's nov­
el with politicians who have domi­
nated headlines during the past 
decade—highly respected figures 
like Robert A. Taft of Ohio, or 
others less revered like Joseph 
R. McCarthy of Wisconsin.

Similarities esn be found, but 
as the aulhor himself has romark- 
ed: "There are people and evenU 
In this book, as in any book, 
which are akin to peopk and 
evenU In reaUly, but they are not 
the people and avenU of reality. 
The important thing, and the only 
thing that really matters. Is 
whether they are roal for this

book snd for this story. If they 
sre, then the writer knows he is 
quite safe, becau.se their reality 
here has taken thmn many, many 
miles awsy from the reality they 
may once have had somewhere, 
sometime in some other existence 
far from the purview and Uie pur­
pose of this book "

Advise and Consent it Die Au­
gust Selection of the Book-of-the- 
Month Club, whose judges found 
it "vast in scope, urgent in topi­
cality, courageous in statement.’* 

Before the plot for his novd be­
came firm in hit mind. Drury lived 
through s period of frustration, 
convinced only that he wanted to 
write a book which would show 
American citizens as well as the 
world at large how the American 
system of government operates 
(^rs IS a difficult age in which 
to concentrate, however, particu­
larly if one lives and works so 
near the heart of to many of its 
crises. But then suddenly in 19.S0, 
Drury was abk to envision the 
over^ pattern of the book he

WASHINGTWf (AP)-The safe., 
deliberata lift of rural America is 
beiiig replaced by the hurry, the 
urgency and darqfers characteris­
tic of dty life.

Not only are ways of doing 
things on the farm (hanging, but 
so are family relatloaahipo, social 
pattema and rural institutions 
such aa the school and the church.

No one is more aware of this 
quickened and — to aome — dis­
turbing way of life apparently 
than rural church leaders.

Thean Waders, aome quite dia- 
turbed, have appealed to the Agri­
culture Department for help in un- 
derstMtkng what's going on in 
farming communities throughout 
the la ^ .

This appeal has been met with 
the issuance of a report entitled 
'Keeping Abreast of Change.** 

The document is described as an 
im’entory of a rapHSy chMIing 
rural America. It was prepared 
by Phillip F. Aylesworth. a career 
offidal of the department now 
serving aa an assistant to the a ^  
ministrator of the Federal Exteu- 
skn Service.

‘The technological revohitioo In 
agriculture,'* the report says, ‘‘ia 
resulting in many changes in the 
structure of fanning. There arc 
fewer farms with larger, more in­
tegrated boainess operations—in-

crenaad capital requtramenta — 
greatar dependence on servicee off 
the farm—more apecialiiafton — 
increaaed mechanliation — great 
inrrnaaea in productivity.

‘‘Chnngea mu also taking place 
ia community institutions and 
servicas. There are larger and 
more complex InsUtutionB—great­
er dependenep on services beyond 
the immediate locality — an in­
crease in the number and kinds 
of organisatWas — membership in 
special interest groups ia increas­
ing — consolRiation of schoola — 
changes in communication and 
transportatioa — malndjustmenu 
of community services and Weal 
government.'*

‘The pace and tempo of family 
life has increased tremendously,*

the report said. ‘The diversity of 
family Interests pulls the family 
apart, with the various members 
pursuing their in d iv it^  activi­
ties. Tensions mount, and family 
freedom is crowded aside in a 
seemingly relentless schedule.” 

“People are turning to new out­
lets and new forms of recreation 
and social life, especially young 
peopW (away from home and local 
community.)'*

Yet the educational level of 
rural people was said to be in- 
creasing, bringing a deeper inter­
est in public affairs not only of 
the community, but the nation and 
the world aa well.

The rural family waa said to be 
striving as never before for t  high- 
er standard of living.
