While 
sitting here in my pup tent I  can 
hear the waves slaping the beach as 
the ocean is just a little ways from 
us. There's a nice large river also 
close by. There are rivers all over 
the place since it rains 60 much and 
it runs down out of the mountains;

Crabbing 
about butter shortages, lack of meat 
points, not enough shoe coupons, no 
train reservations, too little gasoline, 
is just as plentiful now as when it 
first started to affect the great Am­
erican public. The chap who sorrow­
fully bemoans the lack of thick 
steaks and the one who laments long 
automobile trips for vacations that 
used to be. are not rare cases of 
complaining. There are always those 
who would chaff when limited, who 
would protest the need of such lim­
iting and rationing, if he himself 
was pinched. But also there are here 
about us those who quietly and pa­
tiently accept a reduction of goods 
and count it well that they aren't 
suffering the deprivations of other 
countries. They are co-operating and 
waiting that day when the war ends 
principally to call a halt to blood 
shed sather than a return to a heav­
ily stocked larder and new auto tires 
The war's end will not bring an im­
mediate end to rationnig. we are ad­
vised. The British people don't ex­
pect a normal supply of milk until 
1948. of eggs, tomatoes and candy in 
1949 and of meat and butter in 1950 
We may have a bit of waiting to do 
on our own part, over here, who can 
tell!

Ace Went s
There is a reduction of 7 per cent 

in the taking of lives by accidents 
and it is reassuring to know that 
certain precautions on the highway, 
in the home and factory, can mean 
this much. Present highway laws 
may make travel more secure but 
it takes the co-operation of the peo­
ple to reduce traffic accidents 42 per 
cent. There is still a need to lessen 
the accidents in war industry and 
the Secretary of Labor asks that 
management and workers reduce the 
number by one million this year. Ac­
cidents cost the country 100,000 
deaths annually. 350.000 permanent 
disablements. 8.500.000 temporary in­
juries. 350.000.000 man-day s of work 
lost and in money. 5 billion dollars. 
Half a million people are taxing the 
crowded medical and hospital facili­
ties of the nation and if the time 
alone lost is added in just working 
hours, they could produce 17.500 navy 
bombers or 300.000 light tanks. What 
price caution!

There is more talk being done now 
about post-war plans and possibilities 
than there is in getting this war ovei 
and bringing the boys back home 
There are more plans for post-war 
than there are seeds in a carload of 
pomegranates, and there are as many 
different ideas as there are plans.

It is well to think of post-war 
plans and possibilities of the other 
countries of the world as well as our 
own. but we don't want to lose sight 
of the fact that we yet have a war to 
win, that about 12 million boys in 
uniform will have to be placed back 
into civilian clothes and more than 
30 million essential war workers 
must be reconditioned to their form­
er way of living and occupations.

Wartime Living Outlook
Uncle Sam has not forgotten that 

good old institution— Monday wash 
day. Production of galvanized tubs, 
wash boilers, pails, and buckets for 
home laundering will continue at a 
high level for the benefit of Ameri­
can homemakers, the Bureau of Hu­
man Nutrition and Home Economics 
has notified the Texas A. and M. Col­
lege Extension Service.

Here are other bright and dark 
spots in the family living picture: 
Wire clothes hangers will continue 
scarce, despite a recent increase in 
production. There will be more re­
pair parts available for electric refri­
gerators, but no metal beds or inner- 
spring mattresses will be made for 
civilian use. Farm-type radio batter­
ies will be even more scarce this year 
than last.

Manufacturers currently are warn­
ing of an impending match shortage, 
because of a lack of paper, glue and 
lumber. But the prospects for in­
creased soap production are bright, 
since 50 million pounds of lard were 
released to soap manufacturers last 
month.

In the foods field, homemakers can 
expert a small reduction in the ceil­
ing price of enriched flour — 5 cents 
per hundred pounds. Packers soon 
will release four million pounds of 
dried apples to the public, and nearly 
a million pounds of dried currants 
will make their way to the grocer’s 
shelves. This will be the first size­
able quantity of dried apples avail­
able to the public in two years. Ex­
perts in the Bureau say there will be 
slightly less pepper in the months 
just ahead but an increase in the 
supply of other spices. Currently the 
supply of seed potatoes is the largest 
in history.

Babies have not been forgotten by 
the WBP's office of civilian require­
ments. They soon will have new sup­
plies of teething rings and rattles 
made from plastics.

Texas sponsored ship and from the 
five leading the name of O. B. Martin 
was chosen.

Mr. Martin, who was director of 
the Texas Extension Service from 
1928 until his death, was born on a 
South Caroline farm in 1870. During 
a six-year term as superintendent of 
education in his native state, Mr. 
Martin put agriculture into the; 
course of study in the common 
schools and in other ways displayed 
interest and leadership in agricultur­
al education. March, 1909, he was 
called to Washington to promote 
boys’ demonstration work in the 
South.

His first task in the new position 
was to instruct county farm demon­
stration agents in the technique of 
organizing and conducting boys’ corn 
club. Subsequently he started girls’ 
tomato clubs as a “direct attack” on 
the problems of the farm home, and 
introduced demonstration work with 
farm women. Moving to Texas, he 
set himself resolutely to making this 
state "the center of real farm and 
home demonstration work.’’

For Wartime Housewives
“Grow more in ’44" is this year’s theme song. Everyone who experi­
mented with a Victory garden last year should expand his efforts 
this year. Everyone who didn’t raise a Victory garden last year 
should plan one. It is the one sure way to obtain fresh vegetables 
for use this summer — and canned food for use next winter. The 
gardening information set forth below will come In handy. More 
information may be obtained on the display floor of this Company.

♦ TOOLS
Digging Fork
Spade
Rake

Hoe
Cultivator
Trowel

The tools listed above are considered essential for a small 
garden. By keeping them clean and sharp, you will prolong 
their life over a period of years. Be sure to polish metal 
parts with emery cloth or steel wool each time after using. 
Sharpen cutting edges by filing. Repair broken tools by 
having metal parts welded and purchasing new handles.

♦ HINTS FOR GOOD GARDENING
1. Plan your garden early, and use the plan at planting

time.
2. Select good seed of dependable varieties, and treat the

seed.

3. Rotate the different vegetables within the garden area 
each year— if possible, plant the garden in a new location 
each year.

4. See that garden soil is well drained.

5. Pulverize the seedbed well by thorough raking.

6. Plant the garden where vegetables will receive at least 
6 hours of sunshine during the day—away from trees 
and shrubs.

7. Thin seedlings to proper spacing while they are small.

8. Destroy weeds by frequent shallow cultivations.

9. Make several small plantings of quick-maturing vege­
tables rather than large single plantings.

10. Plant a summer garden.

11. Give heavy applications of water, if available, once or 
twice a week during hot dry periods.

12. Control garden pests.

HOW TO PLANT
Straight rows make cultivations easier and can be assured 
by stretching a cord tightly between two stakes. For fine 
seed, make shallow furrows with the end of the hoe handle. 
For large seed, deeper furrows can be made by drawing the 
comer of the hoe blade along the ground. Cover the seed 
with soil and firm it with rake or foot. With heavy soil, 
cover seed with a small amount of soil and firm it; then 
cover to proper depth with loose soil without firming it.

♦ FOR A SMALL GARDEN
Small garden plots should be devoted to growing only the 
most productive crops and those that take up the least 
room. Examples of such crops are lima and snap beans, 
beets, cabbage, carrots, onions, parsnips, peas, radishes, 
Swiss chard, tomatoes and turnips. To increase production 
further, plant two kinds of seeds in the same row—one 
quick-maturing, the other slower.
