The Houston Post and ex-Governor
Hogg are engaged in a controversy re-
garding the effect of the bull pool's
manipulation o6f the market.
The ex-Governor contends that the
corner in the staple has benefited the

cotton

producer as well as the speculator. Thel

Post says this is a mistake, and adds:

Surely no person who is disinterest-
»d, as well as thoroughly informed,
will assert uneguivocally that the
larmers have been helped in any ap-
yreciable degree up to the present
{ime. We aze told on good authority
that the profits of the speculators who
engineered the corner are in the neigh-
borhood of $10,000,000. Does Mr. Hozg
or any other sensible man imagine for
sne moment that the farmers have par-
ticipated in this profit? Do not the
facts indicate an exactly opposite con-
dition of affairs? Is it not admitted
that practically all the cotton in the
sountry had passed out of the hands of
the farmers before the bull deal was
put through?

We do not pretend to assert that the
corner will not bring some benefit to
the grower in the future It is quite
possible that for a few weeks the level
of prices will remain materially higher
than usual and that the farmers who
own the new crop will thus get some
of the advantage of the higher figures.
EBut we do not share the optimistie be-
lief that the statistical position of the
staple is such as to maintain prices at
the present level irrespective of the
actions of the speculators. So far as
this particular phase is concerned, the
matter is purely one mere opinion
and one which only time can perma-
nently decide.

Our position has been, and is,
far the speculators alone have profited
from the corner and that manufactur-
ers, mill employes and consumers of
cotton goods, inecluding the farmers
and others among the laboring classes,
have lost in more ways than one. It is
absurd for Mr. Hoge or anyone else to
assert that the speculators of New Or-
leans are any more interested in the
welfare of the cotton producers than
are the speculators of New York. Spec-
ulators are speculators. wherever lo-
cated, and Mr. Hogg knows it as well
as any of us. Mr. Brown and his
friends, in cornering the market, had
exactly the same object in view as Mr.
Sully and his friends, and that object

HAILROAD NEWS

Texas and Pacific Dispatchers

and Trick Men to Receive
Increase in Salaries

One of the most important increases in
wage scales which have been of such fre-
quent occurrence on the various railroads
of the country during the past six months,
has been announced by the Texas and
Pacific Rallroad Company, in effect on
and after Sepetember 1.

By the advance, which is confined to the
dispatchers In
pany, all chiefs and trick men will receive
@n increase of $15 per month beginning to-
morrow. The advanee will bring the sal-
ary of chief dispatchers up to $150 per
month, and the salary of all trick men to
$135 per month.

PULLMAN CAR REGULATIONS

At the meeting of oflicers of railroads
operating west of Chicago, to be held in
that city Wednesday, one of the most im-
portant questions for consideration will
be that of some method of
persons engaging berths in sleeping cars
for some future date and then failing to
use the same.

The present custom premits a person
when even contemplating a tripg to ar
range several days ahead withaut posting
any form of a forfeiture in case he does
not go. In the meantime, the company
has probably had several opportunities to
dispose of the berth, and, probably has
lost a passenger because of the fact that
by going some other route they were en-
abled to get sleeping car accommodations.

A local passenger man this morning, in
speaking of the coming meeting at Chi-
cago, said: *“I am glad to see the rail-
road companies take up this matter. [t
is one in which railroad officials and pas-
senger men in all department are much
interested, because of the trouble that is
daily experienced by this practice.

“It is & movement which I hope to see
extended to Texas, As far
there bas not been any attempt to change
the present syvstem in this state,
quite certain that if such a reform is in-
pugurated in Chicago, I* will be but a
short time until it extends ‘to this state
The practice here is just as common as it
iz in Chicago, or any other city in the

north. with, perhaps a smaller percent-
age of such cases in proportion to the re-
intive amount of travel in the two

places,

“The custom of engaging berths in ad-
vance and then not using them s =0
prevalent that it has grown to be an
abuse of a privilege which will have to
be corrected by the enactment of entirely
new rules regulating advance reserva-
tion. It is not infrequent that we have
someone telephone to our office that on
such and such a date they expect to de-
part over our line for such and such a
piace, and they want a berth reserved for
that train. The space Is marked ‘sold’
and no matter hdw many more persons
call and want space on that sleeper, that
particular berth is considered disposed of.
The day arrives for the departure of the
passenger who telephoned for the reserva-
tion. The person in the mean time has
changed his mind and has not notified the
ticket office. It comes time for the train
to leave-and the space reserved in advance
is still unsold, and in many cases, the car
goes through to its destination without a
demand for that berth, after that made in
advance of the train’'s departure.
