Dear Friend: f :

The great peril to this Nation
lies abroad.

It is spawned by the Soviets
and symbolized in @ Berlin.

It is' united behind and in sup-
port of the President of the
United States in the policy and
doctrine the . Commander -in -

one firm, clear voice speaking
for this. Nation in relation to
other nations.

We must look to the whole
struggle. We must seek the total -
solution—not the giving away
by bits and pieces of our heri-

“tage of integrity and freedom.

We ¢an no longer sit by and
see our ' strength—military, mor-
al or economic—weakened by
delay, deteat or retreat.

We must trim from the Na-
tion’s - waistline any bulge of
wasteful fat. We must tighten
our moral, ' spiritual,
and military’ unity so as to
squeeze out @any waste of dol-
lars, of manpoyver or of resourc-
es.
The question is: Shall Berlin
be, remembered as the deathbed
of democracy—or as the grave-
yard of aggression?

Several farmers have come in-
to the office during the past two
weeks asking about the possi-
‘bilities of feeding hogs for added
income from their farming op-
erations. About all I can give
them is encouragement because
when the facts are examined it
all looks good. The main reason
for this trend toward more hogs
on the farm is the possibility of
selling the 1959 grain sorghum
crop for about $1.31 per hundred
pounds. The lowering of the loan
rate has put some farmers to
figuring. :

Here is the hog feeding pic-
ture as I see it. Producing hogs
on the farm is a big risk, The
main reason for taking a lossin
the hog business is bad manage-
ment. Disease .and parasites can
cause the hog man to lose mon-
ey but disease can be prevented
and parasites can be controlled.
So when disease and parasites
are the cause of a loss, it just
has to be called poor manage-
ment. Market fluxuations can
cause a loss and when a farmer
goes in and out of the hog busi-
ness because of market changes,
he increases his risk which . a-
gain can be called poor manage-
ment.

The best money to be made in
hogs is made by feeding the very
thrifty weaner pigs up to the de-
sired market weight. The , price

of feeder pigs go up and down
with the price of market hogs
and the demand for feeder ani-
mals is what sets the price. The
only way to be assured that you
will have a constant supply of
feeder pigs is to produce them
on the farm. When you produce
your own feeder pigs you can
be sure the pigs are as thrifty
as possible. If they are unthrifty
then you know who was at
fault.

If a farmer has enough grain
storage facilities on his farm to

,hold a one year supply of hog

feed he has met the first wre-
quirement. The question is, how
many hogs would he. need to
take care of his home grown
feed. My thinking is that he
needs ten brood sows and‘® one
boar for each 100 acres of dry
land "grain sorghum on his
farm. Each sow should produce
two litters a year with an ave-
rage of seven pigs per litter.
Each year he would produce 140
pigs from the ten sows. For the
140 market hogs, the ten sows
and the.boar, the farmer would
use about 100;000 pounds of
grain plus the necessary protein
supplement. His 100 acres
would have to make 1,000 pounds
of grain per acre. He would have
a little over §1,300 worth of
grain to feed his hogs .and the °
protein feed would cost = about
$700. If he sold the market hogs
for 15¢ a pound ' weighing 200
nounds each his income would be
$4,200 a year from hogs. His ‘to-
tal cost was about $2,200"so by
selling his grain through hogs
he received an additional $2,000.
By feeding his grain to hogs
his land made $20 an acre more
than it would have made by
selling the grain as a cash crop.

When the market drops - and
hogs sell for 10c a pound he still
makes $6.00 an acre. If the mar-
ket is up and hogs sell for 20¢
a pound the per acre increase
jumps to. $34.00. It is easy to
make money with a pencil and
paper. Some people actually
make their figures with their
operations. When a farmer wants
to feed home grown grain to
hogs, all T can do is encourage
him. I cannot tell him that it
will not work because all he has
to do is get prepared for it and
take good care of his livestock.

Commemorative
stamp on Arctic
issued April 6

The Post Office department
will issue a special 4-cent stamp
to mark the conquest of the Arc-
tic area by surface and by sea
through the Cresson, Pa., post
office on April 6, 1959.

The stamp will be .84 bv 1.44
inches in dimension, arranged
horizontally, printed by the rot-
ary process, electri-eye perforat-
ed, and issued in sheets of 50.
The color of the stamp will be
blue.

The design features the upper
portion of the globe, with the
North Pole area emphasized. The
globial area is divided horizontal-
ly, with the light upper segment
indicative of surface transport-
ation, and the dark lower portion
representative of underwater ex-
ploration. Superimposed on the
upper portion of the design is a
man and his dog-drawn sled. Be-
low is a view of the nuclear-
powered USS ‘Nautilus”. Across
the top of the design, against an

uncolored background, is inscrip- -

tion “Arctic Explorations” and
directly below, to the right, is
“1909”, in dark Roman lettering.
Above the “Nautilus”, to the
left, is 1959, and below the sub-
‘marine is' “U.S. Postage,” both
in white Roman. The value ‘4c¢”
appears at the lower right, in
dark Roman with white outline.

In actuality the stamp marks
the fiftieth anniversary of the
arrival of Adm. Robert Edwin
Perry at the North Pole. It also
notes the history-making feat of
the U.S. Navy’'s “Nautilus” al-
most 50 years later in making
the first under the sea -crossing
at the North [Pole.

Collectors desiring first day
cancellation of the 4-cent Arctic
Explorations commemorative
stamp may send addressed enve-
lopes, together with remittance
to cover the cost of the stamps
to be affixed, to the Postmaster,
Cresson, Pa. A close fitting en-
closure of postal card thickness
should be.placed in each envelope
and the flap either turned in or
sealed. Envelopes submitted
should be of ordinary letter size
and each must be properly ad-
dressed. An envelope must not
be sent for return on first day
covers. The outside envelope to
the postmaster should be en-
dorsed “First Day Covers Arctic
Explorations Stamp”. Orders for
covers must not include requests
for uncancelled stamps.

These stamps may be purchas-
ed at the Plains Post Office
April 7, 1959.
