Hurt British Shipping.

The Germans said Nazi warplanes 
were aheady taking a heavy toll 
of British shipping, sinking or dam­
aging 28 vessels totaling 146,000 tons 
in the pa,st two days.

“It will be a little more lively 
next week,” Nazi quarters in Berlin 
declared.

In addition the aerial toll, tlie 
German high command said 22,000 
tons had been sent to the bottom by 
a Nazi submarine.

Britons inteipreted their govern­
ment’s warning to Bulgaria yester­
day to void any act which might 
lead to a diplomatic break as an ef­
fort to force Germany’s hand and 
disclose whether the Nazis meant to 
fight in the Balkans or are merely 
throwing up a smokescreen to veil 
an attempted invasion of England.

Tile British minister in Bulgaria, 
George W. Rendel, said the “fore­
runners” of a German invasion of 
Bulgaria already were present by 
“thousands” and hinted at an immi­
nent break between Britain and 
Bulgaria.

Spain Succumbs 
In Italian Exile

ROME, Feb. 28— (AP I—Alfonso 
x r i l ,  54-year-old former monarcli 
of Spain, died at 11:50 a. m. (3:50 
a. m. CSTi today in the hotel room 
which had been his iiome in exile 
for a decade.

He suffered a series of heart at­
tacks beginning on Feb. 13 and had 
been .sittting in a chair for tire last 
seven days, too weak to be placed in 
bed. His mind was lucid and he was 
clieerful until the last.

At his side when he died were his 
Queen, Victoria from whom he had 
been estranged for many years; his 
.son and designated heir to the 
Spanish throne, Don Juan, anotlier 
son, Don Jaimei; a daughter, Be­
atrice: three doctors: and a Spanish 
Jesuit Priest, Padre Ululpiano Lo­
pez, who administered the last rites 
of the Catholic Church when death 
seemed inevitable Feb. 22.

Another daughter, Maria Cristina, 
w'as summoned from Turin but was 
unable to reach Rome. She is ex­
pecting a child.

South’s opening bid of one no 
Iriunp was iiurely a psychic. Wliile 
his hand is of the No. 1 sub- 
minimum type with which McPher- 
ran makes this opening bid. it is 
weaker tiian is usual in this sys­
tem. ’Tlie partner, however, tand of 
course the opixinents, too), are al­
ways aware that the opening no 
trump bid may be very sub-mini­
mum indeed!

The opening bid did not deter 
West from bidding his clubs, nor 
did it affect North’s call. North 
would have bid lour spades at first 
opportunity in any event.

But East’s decision was not so 
easy to make. Should he bid five 
diamonds? South’s no trump hand, 
even though weak, might very 
well furnish just enough defensive 
strength to defeat the contract, and 
if it happened to be a good hand or 
well supplied with diamonds, it 
might slaughter a five-diamond bid.

East’s two aces, plus West’s 
strength shown by his overcall, 
pins the certainty that South’s 
hand was not a powerhou.se in 
top cards, made it look much bet­
ter to double four spades. East 
can scarcely be blamed for his 
choice.

It is ea.sy to say, after seeing 
the North hand, that he sliould 
have been warned by North’s pre­
empt that he was up against a 
terrific spade suit. But it must be 
remembered that East' has to fig­
ure that ijerhaps North stretched 
his hand in bidding spades, hoping 
tliat South held more top cards 
than he actually furnished.

Of course. North wrapped up his 
contract of four spades doubled, 
while BX)st could have made seven 
diamonds.

Britain Strives 
To Unify Balkans 
Against Germany

Associated Press Staff Writer

Announcement in Ankara that 
British and Turkey liave reached 
“ full agreement on all points” 
concerning the Balkans and the 
Mediterranean is calculated to con­
vey the impression that the two 
have decided to work as a unit in 
meeting any German military ad­
vance down tlie Peninsula.

Quite possible that is the exact po­
sition, and it  undoubtedly is sig­
nificant that they have reached full 
accord in such a short time. It 
strikes me, however, that we need 
more information before assuming 
that the 'Turks have promised to re­
sort to arms to meet any and evei7  
Nazi threat.

The whole tense situation has for 
the moment resolved itself into 
high-powered diplomatic attack and 
counter attack by Germany and 
England in an effort to line the 
Balkans up. ’The British warning to 

ulgaria that she will turn her 
ountry into a tlieater of war if 
;he allows the Gemians to occupy 
iier teiTitory, appears to be an cf- i 
ort to squeeze the Bulgarians out' 
f tlie Nazi orbit.

Russia. Advised Bulgaria 
With this, Russia now is said to 

have advised Bulgaria to go slow 
in agreeing to German occupation, 
thereby reversing what is reporUxl 
to have been the Soviet’s previous 
position. All this naturally has turn­
ed attention to Yugoslavia as the 
possible German alternative route 
for an attack on Greece, and the 
Yugoslavs are rushing to arms for 
defense.

The sum and substance of all this 
is that Britain is trying, over Ger­
man opposition ,to line up all the 
Lower Balkans in a bloc to resist 
the Nazis, and possibly to open up 
a new battle front in this sti'ategic 
zone, thereby relieving pressure in 
the battle of Britain.

’The other critical situation of the 
moment rests in Japan’s ultimatum 
to Fi'ance that the Japanese propos­
ed settlement of the Fi'ench Indo- 
China-Thailand (Siam) border war 
must be accepted as final. I t  is re. 
liably reported that the ultimatum 
was accompanied by a threat of 
“ forceful action” if rejected.
