tor Tillman. After the report was
read Mr. Tillman called a‘tention to
the fact that his name was not at-
tached. He presented and defendel
it, he said, at the request of the re-
publican senate conferees, but he said
he was opposed to the agreement in
regard to one amendment to which he
would later move that the senate dis-
agree. He has reference to the Mc-
Laurin amendment divorcing the car-
rying and producing business, which
was amended so that it does not apply
to pipe lines. The change in this
amendment “in plain English,” he said,
*“means that Stanflard Ofl had got in
its work.”

The agreement in regard to this
amendment, he said, relieved the
Standard Oil Company from the con-
trol and regulation of the Interstate
commerce commission,

Suspicion Becomes Aroused

When the bill was sent to the con-
ference the second time Senator Till-
man said he found an entirely differ-
ent atmosphere from that of the first
conference, as the house conferees In-
cgisted on opening up the whole sub-
ject, including all matters to which
an agreement had been reached.

“Then 1 began to smell a mouse or
something,” he salid.

Continuing Mr. Tillman said any
wayv he became “more or less skepticil
as to the motives, as one ijs likely to
do after service in the senate.” He
contended that the change of the
words *“common carriers” to ‘“rall-
roads’ simply destroys the effect of
making pipe llnes common carriers

“There vou see the result of this ad-
ditional deliberation,” he added.

‘“The house had us up a tree and in-
gisted upon taking the senate plipe line
amendment as was originally Inserted,
thus making effective this change on
the commodity.

“By this change the divorcement of
the transportation from production
would be confined to rallroads, thus
relieving the Standard Oil Company
from the provision requiring that
transportation companies shall not
carry articles produced by them-
selves.”

So firmly was he convinced of the
fnstrumentality of the Standard Oil
Company in securing this change that
in his estimation, “every senator who
voted for the conference report would
have ‘S. O." branded on his forehead.”
He did not mean to vote for it, be-
cause he did not want anybody s=ay-
ing, “You've got ‘S. O branded on
your forehead, Ben Tillman.”

He considered the independent com-
panies whose Interests are suppgsed
to be involved to be myths.

Qenator Culberson Insisted that the
word “company” should be insgerted
after the word “railroad.” otherwlse
the railroads themselves might be re-
lieved from the operation of the law,

Bailey Opposes Amendments

Senator Bailey took the position that
the change made by the conference
committee in the commodity provision
would nullify the pipe line provislon.
It wes equivalent to making the Stan-
dard Oil Company the one exception
to the requirement that producers
shall not transport thelr own articlea.
He did not charge the Standard Oil
Company with a direct effort to In-
fluence legislation, but to frighten In-
:lflporvlwh companies who, it had
transpired, sell their oil to the Stand-
ard Oil Company.

“It.” he sald, *“the Standard Oil
Company wishes to be a producer, a
transporter ar a refiner, let it engage
in either of those lines of effort, but
do not let it monopolize all those
branches of the oil industry.”

He thought the independent com-
panies should embrace the opportunity
tn free themselves. Why should oil
be preferred over coal or any other
commodity? He also referred to the
fact that lumber had been relleved of
the commodity requirement, saying
that it was unfortunate in view of
the fact that our forests are rapidly
vanishing. With these two changes
only coal. is left of the commodities
whose producers cannot carry them.
This he thought makes the legisla-
tion of little avail.

contractors, the McQuatters Machine
and Plumbing Company, will be be.

To this
amount must be added to get at the
total cost of the jimprovement the
amount paid ont for engineering work.
This expense has been something over
$6,000, making the total cost to the
city $115,000,

There have been laid in |l over
thirty-seven miles of pipe, as follows:
20,372 feet of 15-inch, 4,362 feet of 12-
inch, 8,735 feet of 10-inch, 30,666 feet
of 8-inch and 132,050 feet of 6-1nch
pipe. There are thirteen manholes and
eighteen lampholes in the systemn,

Work Quickly Done

The construction of the system has
been accomplished in rapid time. Ac-
tnal work bezan on Feb. 6 of the pres-
ent year, and many obstacles have
been encountered in the way of bad
weather, shortage in material and rock
in unexpected places. In making the
estimates the engineers Jiguges on
1,000 feet of rock excavation, but as a
matter of fact the contractor has had
to excavate 6,000 feet,

The remarkable time in which the
contractor was able to complete the
job is accounted for by the use of the
big steam ditching machines. These
machines were able under favorable
circumstances to dig as much as 1,300
feet of ditch per day and did the work
of several hundred men.

The cost of the improvement
cseem rather large, but when the ad-
vantages which acerue from It are
taken into consideration the cost must
be of minor importance. The import-
ance of such a system of sanitary
sewers cannot be reckoned in dollars
and cents, because it is a matter of es-
timating the value of human life. The
physicians of the city are a unit in
declaring that the use of this sewer
will be the means for the prevention
of much gickness In the city and It
will probably lessen the city’'s already
low death rate.

Some facts in connection with the
cvonstruction of the sewer may bhe of
interest. The engineering work hasg
been in charge of Engineers W. A.
Cunningham and Frank Van Zuben,
under the general supervision of Clty
Engineer J. B. Hawley. Mr. Cunning-
ham Is an expert in sewer construc-
tion and had charge of the work on
the systein installed at Amarillo last
year. The engineering work began one
year ago last May. It was necessary
first for the engineers to drive over
the district to be served by the sewer
and Inspect the ground with a view
to locating the mains. When the gen-
eral route had been selected the tran-
cit gang went out and staked off all
lines, placing stakes fifty feet apart
and marking on each the distance from
the starting point. This required sev-
eral months' of work and necessitated
driving some 4,000 stakes on the thir-
tv-seven miles of liens. After the
transit gang had surveyed the lines the
elevation of every one of those 4,000
stakes remained to be taken by the
leveling crew. These elevations were
recorded in proper books and from the
data thus obtained a draughtsman pre-
pared profiles of the entire system,
showing the elevation of every point
on the line. From these profiles the
grades were determiined and the denth
to which excavation would be requlired,
The number of houses that would be
gerver was determined in order that
the proper number of joints for con-
nections could be ordered. 'There still
remained the task of estimating the
number of joints of pipe of each sizc
necessary, several bridges had to be
planned to cross runs and many other
ftems had to be considered in getting
the estimates ready to be used by the
expected bidders,

Nine Bids Made

Bids for the work were opened Sept.
15, 1905, there being nine bidders., The
lowest bid was submitted by the Mc-
Quatters Machine and Plumbing Come-
pany and was approXimately $81,000.
The highest bid was near $100,000.

The system of sewers is built to care
for the sewage of a population of 50,-
000, there being two mains, each main
being capable of disposing of the
waste from 25,000 people. There are
at present something over two thou-
sand houses in the district served, rep-
resenting a populatign of 10,000 per-
gons. Thus it is seen that the sewers
can care for a population five times
the size of that already resident in
the district,

The average depth of the sewer (s
four and a half feet, the minimum thee
and a half. In many places the pipes
are laid at a depth sufficlent to serve
basements on adjacent property. While
the greater part of the pipe laid is
but six inches in diameter, there is a
large amount of eight,-ten, twelve and
fifteen-inch pipe.

The west side main empties into the
old twenty-four inch main of the old
sewer system at the foot of West
Belknap street, while the east side
main empties directly into the Trinity
river just northeast of the point where
East Front street leaves the city llin-
its,

It was necessary to use 154200
pounds of iron pipe in crossing bridges
over runs and other places where
heavy strain is apt to come upon the
pipe from without. There are thirteen
manholes in the mains,

TERRITORIES BUSY
NAMING DELEGATES

Constitutional Convention Will
Be Called in October

Special to The Telegram.,

MUSKOGEE, I, T., June 26.—A great
many conjectures as to how late the
election of constitutional delegates may

“be delayed are due to familiarity with

the statehood act: The governor of
Oklahoma and Judge Clayton, senior
judge in service, must issue the proc-
lamation for the election by October
15, setting out the apportionment of
delegates made by the two districting
boards. Consequently this work must
be completed and communicated to
these officials before that date. The.
election of constitutional delegates can
not be held later than Dec. 15. The
error has arisen in construing the act,
which as to this reads as follows:
How Act Reads.

~ (These officials) shall by
proclamation, in which apportionment
shall be fully specified and announced,
order an election of the delegates
aforesaid in said proposed state at a
time designated by them within six
months, after the approval of this act,
which proclamation shall be issued at
least sixty days prior to the time of
holding sald election of delegateg.”

It is against the context as well as
comimon sense (o construe the six
months as referring to the date of the
proclamation. To =o hold would mean
that the officials could make the proc-
lamation not less than sixty days be-
fore said election without any limita-
tions in the world on the postponement
of the election. It might even be years.
Clearly the election must be held withi-
in six monhs from June 16 and called
at least sixty days prior to that time.

MONEY SWAMPS
INDIAN AGENCY

Many Settle Up Back Pay-
ments on Town Lots

Bpecial to The Telegram,

MUSKOGEE, 1. T. June 26.—The
townsite division of the Indian agency
in this city is literally swamped with
money each de-
ferred payments on in the

different nations. According to the
provision in the Curtis bill relative to
the final settlement of town lots in the
different nations, all deferred pay-
ments must be made within sixty days
after the approval of the act and any
one failing to pay same forever forfeits
his right and title to the lots that he
holds and the property reverts to the
nation or tribe of Indians where the
town is located,

Large Amount Due

The gale of these lots were made on
the basis of 10 per cent cash, 15 per
cent within ninety days, 25 per centl
annually until paid without interest.
Many of the lots sold have only had
the 10 per cent payment made oOn
them and the entire amount is due
and payable. Many of these lots are
owned by people who live in the states,
and it is quite likely that many of
these purchasers do not know of the
provisgion in the bill and will in all
probability lose what they have put
into the lots, as well as all of the taxes
that they have paid the town govern-
ment in which the lots are located. The
receiptg at the agency daily average
£12.000, which in all cases are in certi-
fied checks, New York exchange or
postoffice money orders.

THE MOVEMENT OF SOUTHERN CATTLE *

The movement of southern cattle to the range coun-

Stand;

the history of the great live stock Industry. It was
freely predicted at the beginning of the season that
there would be a large falling off, but it is hardly prob-

able that those who were figuring on the situation

were prepared for the big slump that actually occurred. |

George Moorehead, a prominent northwestern ranch-
man who deals extensively in Texas steers, has just
_returned to Omaha from Denver, where he received
a considerable string of Texas stuff purchased earlier
in the season to go to the Montana range, and in
speaking of tne southern movement he said:

“The movement of southern cattle Nortaward has
been much smaller than usual this year, and for sev-
eral reasons. In the first place, the Texas men did
not have the two and three year old cattle to offer,
as they were pretty well cleaned out of yearlings last
year. Prices were generally neld at a prohibitive figure
and as grass was exceptionally good in the southwest
the soutnerm men were in no hurry to make conces-
gions. Northern Dbuyers also are becoming scarcer
every year and the business of maturing south~2rn cat-
tle on northwestern ranges is becoming smaller cvery
year as the country settles up.”

It is a well known fact that Texas was remarkably
fghort on the usual supply of steers, such as is wanted

by the northwestern ranchmen this year, but vhen |

such a suggestion was made at the beginning of the
Beacon the buyers then In the state affected to discredit
it. They came foiWard with the suggestion that it
was the usual argument put up by the Texas pro-
ducers to warrant an advance in prices. But the Tcxas
men knew what they were talking about, and as Mr.
Moorehead says, stood pat for pretty stiff prices and

got them. It is a fact that practically all the offer-

ings above the state and federal quarantine line wera |

taken. One of the leading cattlemen of that section

stated a few days ago tnat everything was very well |
cleaned up in spite of tane limited demand, and it seems |

to be a case of limited demand and short supply that
fitted the occasion to a nicety.

There is one fact that should be borne in mind by
those of our northwestern friends who expect to per-
hape continue the purchase of Texas steers for several
years yet, that is while the ranges of the northwest
are being continually curtailed tarough settlement and
the demand for steers consequently lessened, down here
in Texas the producing area is undergoing identically
the same Kkind of a transforpiation. Texas will never
again produce the quantity of range bred stuff that she
has in the past. The range cattle industry in this state
is rapidly being reduced to a stock farm form of pro-
duction, and that means smaller and better buches
of caftle.

And as the demand from the northwest has been
annually falling off for several years, tne Texas pro-
ducer has been compelled to look for other avenues
as outlets for his surplus. The corn belt feeders have
provided a very respectable and growing outlet, .and
one that is worth much to the producers of this state,
but that is not all. It is dawning upon the Texas pro-
ducers if baby beef can be bought in Texas and fin-
ished in the corn belt at a profit it is an event that
can also be safely accomplished at home, and taere is
elready something of a turning in that direction. It
is an open secret that this is what lt\is coming to in

" the end. Texas is the greatest producer of beef cattle

of any state in the union, and the time must soon come
:hen she will be the greatest finisher of beef cattle.

There are problems in this matter of feeding and
finishing cattle yet remaining to be solved in Texas,
bu! they are not insurmountable. Intelligent effort is
being directed in the proper direction, and thinking men
are continually devoting muca time to experiment 19

an effort to bring about results that will bear investi-

gation. These men are engaged in a great and not
work which will not be without its aultimate reward.
mesas s an empire within herself. There is nothing
capable of consummation in any other state that can-
not be accomplished here. It has already been demon-
strated that corn is not tne only feed that can be used
to advantage in the ITnisahing process,.and the time
§s near.at hand now when the problem will be satis-
factorily solved.

This in turn will solve the problem of the southern
cattle movement. Instead of the surplus going to the
northwest as twos and threes to mature on the range,
or to the feed lots of the corn belt as calves and
vearlings, all Texas stuff will pass out to market

“I said to Thaw, ‘Did you do it " and
he replied: ‘Yes, I did it.

Is he dead” I told him he was and he

said he was ‘damn glad of it and he
was glad he ‘made a good tob of {t.’
Wife Kisses Him

“When I arrested Thaw, a woman,
who Manager Lionel Lawrence told me
was Mrs. Thaw, rushed up to Thaw
and Kkissed him and said

“I did not think you'd do it in that
way'’ ‘It's all right, it's all right,
Thaw told ber.

White Family Noted

Stanford White was the son of Rich-
ard Grant White and Alexina B. Meas.
Hls father was well known as a critic,
Journalist and essayist, and for more
than twenty years served as chief of
the United States revenue marine bu-
reau for the district of New York.
The American head of the family was
John White, whao came to this coun-
try in 1632 from England, a passenger
ou the ship Lion, and settled at Cam-
bridge, Mass.
