The same quick and easy me-
thod made possible by modern
computer technology will be in
effect this year as it has been
in the last few years.

Vehicle owners can save time
that used to be spent waliting
in long lines at county tax of-
fices throughout the state by
ordering their 1974 license pla-
tes by malil

All that must be done is to
send the entire three-part ap-
plication by mail to the county
tax assessor collector in the
owner’s home county, enclosing
the registration fee plus $1 for
each vehicle to cover handling
and malling.
