ermine its ripeness is the tr=

aditional method of cutting a
‘plug’ out so you can see the
flesh and test the tastes How=
ever, your neighborhood pro=
duce market manager may
frown on this ‘taste and)see’
tests

But, there are some out=
side indications of the ripeness
withine Ripe melons, for in=
stance, have a symmetrical
shape and :a velvety bloom,
with a dull ratherthan shiny
surfaces Also, the underside
of a ripe watermelon is apt
to be turning from white or
pale green to alight=yellowish
colors

There are four ways to pick
out a good cantaloup. First,
look for a smooth shallow stem
scar, says the U. S. Dpear=
tment of Agriculture. Second,
check the netting or veininge
It should be thick, coarse,
high=ridged, and stand out in
bold relief on the surface.
-Third, check the ‘groudn’ co=
lor between the netting., As
the melon ripens, the color
will change from green to a
yellowish = buff, yellow = gre=
ay, pale yellow. Fourth, check
firmness, gently, Wwith both
hands. The melon, especially
the blossom end, should yi=
eld a little, It is best to se=
lect melons ripe enough to be
eaten, rather than trying tolet
them ripen at home.

Rattlesnakes, copperheads,
and the Wwater moccasin are
included in the pit vipers., Co=
ral snakes are the Texas re=
presentatives of the cobra like
snake family,

If you are bitten by a sn=
ake youcan tell by the teeth
marks if it is poisonious. The
poisonious snake leaves one
row of teeth marks with two
fang marks. None poisonious
snake bites leave two row of
teeth marks.,

Keep the victim laying down
and as quiet as possibles Th=
ere are three emergency tr=
eatments for snake bites. l.
Snake bite kit with a cord to
rpake a tournequent with a sh=
arp cutting instrument and a
suction device to use. This
method can be dangerous as
you may cut to deep and so=
metimes cause more troubles
2, There is antivenium serum
for snake bites This serum
is dated and is supposed to
be good for five years. This
can be carried in your pick=
upe. A test should first be
made to see if the victim is
allergic to the serum. This
serum is for the pitviper bite.
3« The bite should be emm=
ersed in ice water. Put a
tourniquet several inches ab=
ove the bite, It should be ex=
tremely tight and released ab=
out five minutes after it has
been in the ice water of 50=
50 ice and water, It is most

Immerse the partbitten well
above the bite site, for ex=
ample to the knee in case of
a bite on the foot, and to the
elbow in a bite on the hande
There is pain due to the cold
for about five minutes, after
that there is no pain from the
bite or the colds

The ligature must be re=
moved Wwithin three to five
minutes after the immersion
in the ice water. After three
or four hours of this therapy
it is then possible to pack
the extremity Wwith ice bagse
(Plastic bags of crushed ice)
For the next 24 to 36 hourse

George stated that
although he was not a mem=
ber of the House State Af=
fairs Committee Which will
hold a public hearing on
HoB. 465 at its meeting s=
cheduled at 7:30 P,M. Mon=
day (May 15, 1967), that he
Was greatly encouraged by the
opposition to the milk price
fixing bill,

‘The consumers should wr=
ite their legislators and voi=
Ce their objections to' this
price-fixing bill which will
take money out of their po=
ckets just as much as Would
a tax bill, 'George saide
‘Every hospital and rest he
ome that is struggling now
to meet its bills would be
hard pressed to meet rising
payrolls and higher costs
without the burden of high
er milk and dairy food pri=
ces fixed by this proposed
law,’

George pointed out that
the bill had apparently been
passed by the Senate before
the public had been told a=
bout its effect in increasing
milk pricess ‘It not seems
that the members of the
House are better informed
as to the unfair price inc=
reases Which this bill would
cause, since no House mem=
ber has yet agreed to han=
dle the bill,’ he said.
