Go over and see the work well 
done.

So much for the team and 
what they are going to do, so 
let me, as Coach, call to your 
minds a few things.

First, is the team worthy of 
your support? Have you ever 
thought about the need of sup­
port on your football team? And 
it is your team as much as it is 
any one’s. What have they done 
in the last three years to merit 
your support? How much has it 
cost each player in that time to 
play and fumish you people the 
greatest, cleanest and most ex­
citing entertainment? Do other 
teams have the same things to 
contend with that your team 
does? Do other boys have to buy 
their own etjuipment? Do other

Are other 
towns proud of their teams? 
Have other towns in this district 
the record that Merkel has?

Why 
can a little place like Roby have 
a good ball park to play in and 
we can not? Why do other towns 
praise their teams and pull for 
them, and the Merkel folks give 
them credit for great teams 
when we beat them out? You 
sjiy we were “ lucky.”  \\’hy is it 
we lose money on games here 
when we have to guarantee only

these questions? BECAUSE— 
most oi these are answered with 
the blame on the folks in town; 
and also to shoy you that may­
be we have something to "gripe” 
about. We lose money on home 
games and make very little on 
trips. We have not lost a game 
at home in 3 seasons, yet the 
people will not pay to see the 
team in action. This year 1 stood 
responsible for the eiiuipment oi 
over 20 boys in order that we 
might have them out to p la y -  
something never done before in 
this town. I bought the best— 
it is cheaper— and it costs on an 
average $35.00 to out-fit one 
man. Some of the boys paid foi 
their own uniforms. Where ai-e 
we to raise the money to pay I 
for this if the people will not p<iy 
to see the games? The athletic 
association promised to pay 
$100.00 toward equiping a dress­
ing room here for the boys— 
something we have never had 
before this year. How can we 

•  meet this obligation when we 
lose money on the home games ? 
What would you say if you were 
selling tickets and some one 
came up and when you asked 
him to buy a ticket, would say, 
“ Oh I just wanted ,to see the . 
game, I don’t want to buy a I 
ticket.”  And still you wonder^ 
why the one who is responsible | 
hasn’t the sweetest temper in 
the world.
