The Communist world of 
Eastern Europe not only is not 
the monolithic structure it once 
was. it remains split by tribal 
feuds going back more than 
1,000 yean .

Greek Macedonia was the 
scene of bitter fighting against 
Communist guerrillas in the 
Greek dvil war of 1947-48 and 
(he abduction of some 23,(X)0 
Greek children to Communist 
countries nearby.

Today. Macedonia Is the 
name given to one of Yugosla­
via’s six republici.

This week. Miso Pavicevk, 
Yugodav acting foreign minis­
ter, called on the Bulgarian 
ambassador, reportedly t o 
proteet a mounting Bulgarian 
prase ( campaign which tba 
Yugoslavs interpret as a 
renewal of Bulgarian claims to 
Macedonia.

The Bulgarian argument ,is 
that the Macedonians are really 
Bulgarians and their langua^  
only a dialect of Bulgarian.
