In the coal 
mines, something that is dangerous­
ly akin to Slav? labor policy has 
gone into effect. Government of­
ficials, with staffs of spies and 
police, tell the farmer what he may 
and vvnat he may not do with what 
he produces. England has not of 
course, emulated the frankly bru­
tal methods employed in Russia, 
but the trend is ominously clear.

That Is always what happens 
when people suffer freedom In ex­
change for dubious promises of 
econondc security. Any form of 
totalitarism economics, whether be 
socialist, communist or fncist, must 
inevitably pursue the same policies. 
The State must be organized like 
an army, and orders must be obey­
ed.

It must have a legion of inform­
ers to turn in delinquints. It must 
have tin* power to reach into every 
segment of national life and a- 
dapt it to its own purposes. It can­
not brook an opposition that might 
upset the government.

13,150 Employed 
Under S5 Program 
Covering 4 Counties

Over 13,150 workers are employ­
ed in Callahan, Jones, Shackelford 
and Taylor counties on jobs cover­
ed by the federal social security 
program, Itay L. Miller, Dallas 
regional director of the Depart­
ment of Commerce reported today. 
The report made public by the De­
partment of Commerce reveals the 
annual pay roll in these four 
counties covered by social security 
taxes amounts to $20,300,000.

The figures do not include non- 
taxable wages, nor do they include 
wages drawn by workers in indus­
tries or occupations outside the 
social security law. (Taxable wages 
under the old-age and survivors in­
surance program are limited to the 
first $3,000 which a worker re­
ceived in a year from any one 
employer in covered industries.)

The report was the first made 
available on social security tax 
data broken down in detail by 
states and counties. Mr. Miller said 
the basic data presented in the 
bulletins ure “of prime value in 
deriving and analyzing market po­
tentials and sales quotas, in the 
measurement of efficiency and ef­
fectiveness of sales operating and 
advertising efforts, and in the 
planning of sales territories.”

In Texas 1,224,135 workers are 
employed in jobs covered by social 
security. The total pay roll in the 
state from which social security 
taxes are drawn amounts to nearly 
$2,250,000,000 a year.

The statistics were compiled as 
a joint project by the Department 
of Commerce, Federal Security 
Agency, U. S. Employment Service 
and other Interested government 
agencies. The information was 
taken from social security tax re­
ports by 2,254.445 American em­
ployers in 1946.

Throughout the nation almost 
31,000,000 workers are employed on 
jobs which fall under the social 
security law. Their pay roll, from 
which taxes were deducted in 1946, 
amounted to more than $65 billion 
dollars.

Of 1840 employers in the four 
counties making reports for social 
security tax purposes, only 20 had 
more than 100 employees from 
which the tax was deducted, and 
only 36 had more than 50 em­
ployees. 1721 employers, or 91 per 
cent of the total had fewer than 
20 employtes.

The report may be consulted by 
businessmen, at the field offices of 
the Department of Commerce and 
at business libraries.

The Texas Safety Association is 
cooperating in a nationwide "Know 
and Obey Traffic Laws” program 
during February, and Clarke said 
that accidents involving pedestrians 
are one of the biggest killers. He 
pointed out National Safety Council 
statistics to back up this assertion.

Pedestrians at intersections ac­
count for 28 per cent of all urban 
fatal accidents, and 35 per cent 
of all fatal accidents are non in­
tersection pedestrian mishaps. In 
addition, 27 per cent of all pedest­
rians killed in cities were crossing 
at intersections* without signals, 
and 38 [ier cent were crossing be­
tween intersections.

Clarke empasized the following 
things to remember for the driver 
in giving pedestrians the right-of- 
way :

When pedestrians are crossing at 
unsignalized intersections, drivers 
must give them the right-of-way if 
they are walking in the crosswalk 
or where a crosswalk might be.

You Have To Keep 
Left To Be Right

Mr. farmer, what’s your profit 
on farming? You might figure your 
profit in terms of grain, or live­
stock, or produce, or cash. But 
when you come right down to it, 
what you call profit,” It’s what 
you have left after all your cost, 
expenses and taxes are paid.

Like you, the manufacturer has 
a big investment in “plant” , tilings 
like lands and building, machinery 
and the folks who put up the 
money to pay for those things de­
serve a fair return out of the 
profits.

Running a farm is much like 
running a business. Yon know 
that a well managed farm has 
a better chance to earn a reason­
able profit. Tiie same thing is true 
in industry. And the farm or the 
firm that can’t earn a profit soon 
changes hands.

On top of that, profits are some 
times effected by conditions be­
yond anyone’s control. In your 
case it may he the weather. In 
tiie ease of the manufacturer it 
may lie a sudden change in style 
or demand.

What’s left after all your work 
and managing and risk, is sup­
posed to tie your profit. But you 
know even that is not quite so.

Everyone is working for wages. 
The man in business, what he has 
left after expense is his wages. 
Tiie man on the farm, what he 
has left is his wages. Then if the 
wages on the farm is not on a 
parity basis, tlien there is some­
thing wr mg. If earnings are not 
equal the farmer can not purchase 
the manufactured goods which is 
the case at the present time. V. heu 
the farmer goes to buy industrial 
goods it is necessary to give more 
than two days of his work to pay 
for one days wovk of the indust­
rial worker. Labor cannot be ex- 
changiHl on that basis. There luia 
been the ’trouble all along, is 
labor lias kept demanding more 
wages and as wages went up the 
price of goods also went up and 
labor gained nothing because its 
extra wages were eaten up by the 
rise in food prices and all other 
classes were injured.

Wage demands by irresponsible 
labor leaders and increasing prices 
will finally run this country into 
a totalitarian' government. If it 
isn’t, stopped C ingress will have 
to pass laws putting labor und in­
dustry in a straight jacket, fix­
ing wages and profits putting this 
country under a czar.

Pointing out that about twice 
as many turning accidents involve 
left turns as right turns, Clarke 
listed five rules to remember in 
making a left turn.

1. Keep next to the cemerline 
or center of the roadway, so that 
uo enr will approach from behind 
on your left as you turn.

2. Turn around two points, one 
where the center of th« street or 
road you are on meets the cross­
walk or property line, and the 
other where the center of the street 
or road you are turning into leaves 
tiie crosswalk or property line.

Spring Gardens Coming Up

The Spring garden situation is 
running a little behind schedule In 
soil preparation due to the recent 
horticulturist of Texas A&M Col­
lege, and most gardeners have not 
been able to get their soil ready 
at the right time. January’s weath­
er brought soil temperatures down 
pretty low, and in many localities 
the soil is extremely wet.

At the first chance, when the 
sun warms up things a little, the 
soil should be plowed into beds; 
wait several days, then rebed to 
increase warmth of the soil, and 
to serate the soil through plowing.

Commercial fertilizer should be 
applied seven to ten days before 
seed planting time, five to six 
pounds of 5-10-5 to 100 feet pf 
row is good, will provide a quick 
meal for the young plants and 
stimulate early growth.

Barnlot fertilizer is a good sub­
stitute for commercial fertilizer in

There Is Still Time

“There is still time to buy and 
plant shrubs or shade trees; in 
fact, this is a very good season to 
transplant your trees to the home 
landscape from either the nursery 
ot the woods,” Evelyn Wieland 
points out.

A tree with a relatively smooth 
bark is a good choice, us the smooth 
bark usually means that it is a 
rapidly growing tree. Most trees 
grow faster if they're taken while 
young and when the trunk is not 
larger than an inch or two in 
diameter.

In taking the tree, take up as 
i much as possible of the root 
system. Nearly all trees which 
drop their leaves in winter can 
be taken up bare-rooted, hut the 
roots should not be allowed to dry. 
Miss Wieland suggests that the 
root system he covered with wet 
straw, leaves or ’.vet sacks to keep

which make a good growth are 
box elder, ash, pecan, walnut, elm, 
cedar elm, cottonwood sycamore, 
redbud*, maple and huckberry, Miss 
Wieland says. Liveoak, magnolia, 
cedar and holly are good for 
screens or background planting, 
and are evergreens which must be 
taken up with a ball of earth. 
Pruning at least half of the top 
growth and picking off about half 
of the remaining leaves will help 
the plants to establish themselves.

Peanuts, Once Slave Crop, 
Now Yield Growers Millions
One of the romantic tales of 

history is how peanuts came to 
the United States.

They came in slave ships.
They grew from a few bags 

used as forage into a crop that 
last year totalled 1,12*5,000 tons. 
The men who cultivated them 
got $213,000,000.

The man who buys a 10 cent 
bag in a baseball park reaches 
dear down to the Incas for his 
pleasure. /

Peanuts began in Peru. The 
■"Conquistadors found the Incas 

munching them between meals.
The Spaniards took them in 

.their treasure galleons back to 
Spain, where they flourished.

Then they took them to Afri­
ca. where they got tied in with 
the slave trade.

The slavers fed them to the 
natives because they were cheap 
and easy to grow. The natives 
called them “goobers.”

When the slavers crammed 
the natives into holds and be­
gan the long journey to Ameri­
ca they used peanuts as slave 
food.

Upon landing, tlie slaves built 
rude cabins, and planted pea­
nuts near their cabin doors.

Gradually peanuts spread 
through the South and chang­
ed from a slave to a money 
crop.

They continued as a Southern 
specially inltH the Civil War. 
The Yankees captured large 
stores of them and took them 
North, where they became popu­
lar and confectioners recogniz­
ed their value as an ingredient 
in sweets.

In the 1890’s a doctor at 
Battle Creek, Michigan, named 
Kellogg, crushed the nuts into 
a creamy mass and called it 
peanut butter.

Peanuts now are a price- 
supported crop. They grow in 
three principal areas through­
out the South and Southwest. 
The average price per pound 
in 1947 was 10.2 cents.

About 200,000 tons of the 1947 
crop will t>e needed for farm 
consumption and to seed this 
year’s croi>s, the department of 
agriculture said.

Crushed peanuts produce an 
oil that is excellent substitute 
for olive oil. It is used extens­
ively in cooking and as a salad 
dressing. The pressed cake and 
meal that remains is sold us 
cattle fodder.

Peanut hay, which is the 
dried top of the plant, is n 
source of important income to 
peanut growers, who bale it 
and sell it for stock feed. Hay 
proceeds often pay. the expense 
of harvesting the crop.

EL l»ASO, Tex., Feb. 12,—The 
border city of El Paso, Texas, is 
about to have its face changed.

In one of the most important 
municipal projects in the South­
west. since the war, EL Paso will 
lower its railroad track system 
through tin* heart of the city to 
eliminate traffic congestion, a 
headache for the townspeople of 
this far West Texas community 
for forty years.

The project will involve an ex- 
peud'turo of $«,000,000—of which 
the city of Ml Paso wl.i pay $2,- 
000,000, The trucks of the South­
ern Pacific and the Texas and 
New Orleans railroads are involv­
ed, and those of the Texas and 
Pacific to a limited extent.

Total of H,17ft tons o f steel sheet 
piling amt fabricated corners will 
be ship|H*d to El Paso by Carnegie- 
lliinois SiiH'l Corporation, a U. H. 
Steel subsidiary, for tin* project. 
The shipments will In* inaugurated 
late next summer and will be com­
pleted at the rate of approximately 
1,000 tons i>er month.

The track depression project and 
relocation of the railroad yards 
comprise only a portion of the pro­
ject.

Later an overpass of consider­
able dimensions ‘is planned.

The double track ground level 
systems at El Paso have for many 
years separated the business and 
hotel sections from the residential 
sections.

Iron A Shirt In Five Minutes

Homemakers who spend fifteen 
or twenty minutes ironing each 
shirt cun save time and energy 
by learning the “new way” , says 
Florence Low, extension home 
management specialist for Texas 
A&M College. In a new publication 
“Ironing A Shirt” she explains bow 
to iron a shirt in 5 minutes and 
turn it only three times.

Mrs. Low gives two suggestoins 
in preparing to Iron each shirt. 
The first is to use an ironing board 
20 inches wide and a comfortable 
height. She says that sitting to 
iron .saves much energy. The see> 
olid preparation is to dampen and 
roll the shirt so it will be in u 
good position for ironing.

The rolled shirt is placed at the 
left end of the ironing board so 
the tail will fall over the side of 
the board and the yoke toward 
the person ironing. The right, sleeve 
is ironed first and both hunds a- 
roused to shift the iron over the 
surface. As the shirt is front side 
up on thn board, the top of the 
collar ar.l band are ironed next. 
The shirt is turned and the left 
sleeve, the back of the collar and 
band ironed.

The next ixisition is to put the 
yoke in position to iron and with 
a one-fourth turn the shirt is 
placed lengthwise of the board. 
The inside of the left side and back 
and yoke are ironed. The unironed 
left front is folded over the ironed 
back, smoothed and ironed. The 
buttonhole band is given an extra 
pressing on the wrong side.

The shirt is shifted slightly to­
ward the back of the board and 
the inside of the right hack iron­
ed. Then the right front is ironed 
over the hack and the button band 
pressed on the wrong side.

Folding is done without moving 
the shirt from the board so. that 
the finished shirt is ready to lie 
put away. The bulletin is avail­
able in the home demonstration 
agent's office.

Veterans and dependents of de­
ceased veterans of the Indian Wars 
will receive a 20 percent increase 
in their service pensions effective 
with payments for the month of 
March, the Veterans Administra­
tion has announced.

The increases are provided in 
Public Liw 398 of the 80th Con­
gress approved January 19. They 
affect about 750 living veterans, 
2.10O widows and some ftO helpless 
children of deceased Indian War 
veterans.

ruder the increased rates, which 
followed the granting of similar 
increases for pensioners of other 
wars, the veterans will receive 
from $24 to $120 a month, d e lu d ­
ing upon extent of disability, age 
and qualifying statute. Widow's 
rates will range from $-10 to $00 
monthly, with additional allowances 
for children.

VA said the average age today 
of Indian War veterans is 85

years, and that dependents aver­
age 80 years of age.

More than half-million World 
War II veterans in 1047 bought 
homes of their own with the aid of 
Government-guaranteed loans under 
the GI Bill, VA reports.

VA sai l 540,000 GI home loans 
were made to veterans during the 
years compared with 410,000 in 
1940. This brings to 1,050.771 the 
total number of GI home loans ap­
proved since the program started 
late in 1044.

VA found that the average home 
bought by veterans in 1947 carried 
a price tag of $7,300. About 290,- 
(XX) loans were for existing homes 
and 100,000 for newly-constructed 
houses.

An estimated 14,000,000 veterans 
still have nearly 10 years in which 
to exercise their loan guarantee 
rights under the GI Bill. Heal es­
tate loans carry a Government 
guarantee of 50 per cent of the 
amount of the loan, up to a maxi 
mum guarantee of $4,000.
