today by the Veterans Administra­
tion.

First VA said, don't send cash 
through the mail when paying pre­
miums Use a check or money order 
pnyahle to Veterans Administra­
tion Your canceled check or money 
order stub will serve as a receipt 
for you rrecords. I f you spnd cash, 
it may he lost or stolen and you 
thus will run the risk of lapsing 
your policy

Second, get into the habit of 
paying premiums when they are 
due Although the law allows a 
grace period of 31 days during 
which the policy remains in effect, 
even if a premium due is not paid, 
you should consider this provision 
an emergency privilege and should 
u*e it only for emergencies

Third, be sure you have named 
the beneficiary or beneficiaries 
to whom you want your policy paid 
in event of death and in what man­
ner This information should be 
recorded xvith v.\

Fourth. If you are laying pre­
miums monthly, you should check 
the advantage of paying your pre- 
ntiams quarterly, semi-annually, 
or annually.

Presence of Molecules 
Explains Expansion

SCHENECTADY, N Y  -  Why 
due« heat make thing« expand’ 

Matter Is made of molecule« 
which are in constant motion, and 
the higher the temperature, tha 
faster they move. If you hava a 
volume of gas in a rubber balloon, 
the prenure of these molecule« 
against the rubber 1« balanced by 
its pull. Warming the gas makes 
the molecules move faster, ao they 
push hardCT against the rubber It 
yields a little, and tha gaa ex­
pands.

With cooling, their motion Is 
slowed, they exert less pressure, 
and the volume of gas gets small­
er Something simtlar occurs in a 
liquid, and also in a solid. although 
the molecules are held more tight­
ly together The amount which a 
solid expands for the same rise in 
temperature is considerably laas 
than with a gas or liquid.
