Death Of Officer In Denver Monday

With the death of W. H. Reno in
Denver Monday, one of the most
picturesque peace officers of the
southwest passed from the scene
of action—and plenty of action
back in 1900.

At that time “Dad” Herrington,
wellknown conductor on the Den-
ver became a party to a hold-up on
that road. “Black Jack” Ketchum
and his band of train robbers har-
riedthe Denver road quite fre-
quently, robbing mail cars as often
as they wished. v
On the night of August 16th,
Black Jack attempted to hold up a
Denver train single handed near
Folsom, N. M. During the shooting
“Dad” Herrington took an active
part and was in close quarters
when the conductor leaned around
the corner of the mail car with a
sawed-off shotgun and shot Black
Jack in the arm.

Black Jack escaped every effort
to trace him that night, but was
captured next day wandering near
the scene in a delirious condition
from loss of blood.

Black Jack was turned over to

of that town that had a famous
wild west reputaticn some thirty
years ago.

Other members of the gang had
been captured by Reno, a special
railway officer and his men in
Cimmaron Canyon, 25 miles west
of Springer, N. M. on July 17,
1899. Sheriff Ed Farr of Colorado
was killed and Reno was wounded.

Reno followed Sam Ketchum,
the only one to escape, and over-
took him at a nearby ranch,

Black Jack was the son of a
Texas minister and came of a good
family. How he came to outlaw,
was never known.

When the editor of the Leader
rode to Amarillo with “Dad” Her-
rington recently, he got the full
story. “Who shot you in the leg?”
the writer asked. ‘Never got
shot,” “Dad” replied. “I got that
leg hurt when it became entangled
in a cultivator on my farm north
of Clarendon,” he said. So all the
stories about Herrington being
made a cripple by Black Jack
Ketchum is hokum. “Dad” never
got a scratch in the gun battle
near Folsom, though gun fire lit
up the country until “a fellow
could read a newspaper,” as he ex-
pressed it.

An event of unusual import to
those who would tinker with the
United States Constitution has
occurred recently in Pennsylvania—
the state wherein our National
Charter of Liberties was conceived
and written.

There, for the first time since
recent efforts to remould our Federal
Constitution along the lines of the
newer political philosophy glined
national prominence, the peo‘;
themselves were given opportun
to say what they thought of that
sort of thing.

Emphatically they rejected the
idea.

Dominated by the vote from rural
districts and the smaller cities, they
decided that this was no time to
risk the possible writing into funda-
mental law of various unproven theo-
ries now being urged throughout
America as a substitute for crystal-
lized experience.

The people of Pennsylvania, of
course, voted only on the question
of revising their own state constitu-
tion. But fundamentally—and de-
spite whatever political spokesmen
on either side may claim-—some of
the principles involved were com-
parable to those brought into promi-
nence by the nation-wide efforts of
certain groups to remould our Federal
Constitution into a form more
readily influenced by passing fears
and passions.

In the response may be read a
heartening message of encourage-
ment to all who oppose efforts to
scrap certain essential elements of
our American system of government
in favor of new and untried theo-
ries. It is:

That the great body of the people
—~men and women who constitute
the backbone of America—are not
at this time in sympathy with a
policy of sudden changes. They
realize that while it was the Declara-
tion of Independence that proclaimed
personal Liberty, it is the Federai
Constitution that assures it. They
do not intend to surrender that

“There are some awful looking
phantoms”, said he, “running a-
round the country posing as school
busses. Here and there you will see
a few fine busses, with all steel
bodies and the latest trappings.”

Of the 65,000 odd school busses
in use in the United States today,
thousands are known to carry
bodies of flimsy wood construction,
offering slight protection in case
of upset or a crash.

I have before me a list of re-
ported injuries in consolidated
school transportation in Minnesota
(where the system is considered
better than average) during the
seven year period from 1928 thru
1934, It designates 16 causes of ac-
cidents, and shows the number in-
jured, as follows:

1. Bus hit by train—24 injured.
2. Bus upsetting—20 injured.
3. Being hit by passing vehicle
when crossing road after alighting
from bus—11 injured.
. Collision—11 injured.
. Door or entrance—9 injured.
. Skidding of bus—7 injured.
. Falling against bus—3 injured
. Slipping under bus—4 injured
. Bus turning to. avoid collision
injured.

10. Bus backing up—2 injured.

11. Broken glass due to rough
roads—1 injured.

12. Bus stopping too suddenly
—1 injured,
13. Being wedged between buss-
es at school—1 injured.
14. Getting off busses before it
comes to fullstop—1 injured.

15. Falling out of window-—1 in-
jured.

16. Walking
injured.
