CROWELL ’8 AVAILABLE
SCHOOL FUND ABOUT $7,000

Something like *5,000 have been 
collected for taxes in the Crowell in- 
depeudent school district according to 
figures given out by the tax collector. 
Of this amount about *2,150 goes to 
the sinking fund, which leaves ap­
proximately *3,000 for the mainte­
nance of the school. From the state 
we get about *3,500, which added to 
the *3,000 gives us between *6,000 
and *7,000 for the running of the 
Crowell school. Figuring that it re­
quires * 1,000 per month to operate the 
school we will lack *3,000 after the 
taxes have all been paid. This is an 
amount equal to the taxes already 
collected from the residents of the 
district. So the school board must 
have been about right last week when 
it stated that we would have to dou­
ble our valuations in order to get 
money enough to operate our school 
for a period of eight or nine months.

For the present term, of course, 
this has been remedied by collection 
of tuition from the pupils at the be­
ginning of the term, and it is that 
very bad arrangement which the 
board would correct and which many 
of our citizens would have corrected 
by raising the valuations in order to 
provide sufficient funds for the 
school.

W e have been talking about affil­
iating the Crowell school with the 
State University. I f  we would have it 
affiliated we must have a school fund 
that will provide a free school for 
nine months. So we had as well sense 
talking about affiliation unless we 
provide the funds. The only course to 
pursue in order to reach that end is 
plain. And in addition to this there 
must be specified equipment, etc., 
which will require a little money.

SCHOOLS AND ROADS
TO THE CROWELL SCHOOL

BOARD AND TH E PUBLIC 
Gentlemen:

You asked for an expression as to 
rnuing the taxes to provide more 
funds for the school. As I see it, we 
can never have a first class school 
with part pay and part free school. 
Furthermore, it is not equitable. For 
several years we have been having to 
subscribe by public donation and then 
not getting 9 months school. By all 
means raise the taxes to such amount 
that we can have a 9 months free 
school and also raise the teachers pay. 
I maintain that we should have none 
except good teachers and if she is 
good enough to reelect as teacher for 
the next year she is good enough for 
a raise in pay for each year she re­
mains.

Now I wish to express myself a lit­
tle strongly about roads. Every per­
son you see has some abuse about our 
roads and incidentally cuss the com­
missioners. Farmers are and have 
been for some time very busy with 
their crops when it is dry enough to 
work tho roads. The overseer warns 
out the hands to work, but the hands 
being fanners end their chops going 
to waste pay their dollar and don’t 
go but try to save some of their crops. 
Most people say why don’t they fix 
the rouds, when they should say why 
don’t are fix the roods. Let us not 

the hack to the other fellow.
I take it the commissioners would 

like to fix the roads and hope they 
can do so but things cost very heav­
ily and taxes are the same values.

As I ’ook at the matter there is 
one of three things to do. First, go 
down in our pocket and help with 
money and labor too. Second, raise 
the taxes, or 3rd, let the roads go.

Now if we wish to remain in the 
county, and I take it most of us would 
like to do so, we can’t let the roads 
go. Now if we wo down in our jeans 
i..m1 contribute there are some who 
give liberally and some who won’t 
give anything except complaint.

Now grading the roads will be much 
more expensive than formerly but the 
taxes ore the same.

It is easy to cuss the commissioners 
but do you know how much money 
they have? On Jan. 31 the following 
was in the treasury:
Gen. Road and B. fund________ *131.79
Com. Precinct N o .l_________ *1,400.75
Com. Precinct No. 2__________ *492.50
Com. Precinct No. 3_____  *1,404.64
Com. Precinct No. 4 -------------------- *33.34
Gen. Third-class f u n d ____ *20,827.58

This does not include the Jan. col­
lections which will be about *20,000 
but we owe the state 30.000 under the 
drouth relief act.

Now there is one other item which 
amounts to *7,787.39. I refer to the 
auto license money (does not include 
any of 1920 collections). This is a 
sore spot to some and a little “ touch- 
eous” to speak of.

Under the law this, seemingly, can 
be spent only by a county engineer 
under the direction of the State High­
way Commission for road mainte­
nance. Now we will have to have 
roads before we can maintain them.

I do not know much about grading 
roads but I know more than the aver­
age, I think and it seems to me that 

should employ a county engineer 
who knows road construction, put 
them up right and then keep them in 
shape.

Austin, Texas.—Thoughtlessness is 
one of the great causes o f the spread
o f tuberculosis, declares D. E. Breed, 
executivt secretary of the Texas Pub- 

i lie Health Association.
"This r ay seem to be a peculiar 

statement,”  said Mr. Breed; "but you 
often hear people say: ‘Why should 1 
help to prevent tuberculosis? 1 
haven’ t the disease; and I won’t get 
it.’ But these people do not know 
that they are liable at any moment 
to contract the ‘white plague’ if it is 
allowed to spread. Their thoughtless­
ness and heedlessness may allow tu­
berculosis to enter their homes and at­
tack their wife and children. This 
disease is preventable and curable.” 

The census of 1910 showed that | 
there were over 000,000 negroes in 
Texas in that year. The tuberculosis 
death rate among the colored race is 
estimated to be 450 for every 100,- 
000 yearly. This would mean that 
there are over 3100 deaths from this 
disease among the negroes of Texas 

! every year. The death rate among 
the Mexicans is very' high on account 
of the bad living conditions under 
which many of them exist.

‘ ‘ It is the duty of every Texan to 
help drive the ‘Great White Plague' 
from the state and the thoughtless­
ness which says: ‘ I haven’t the dis­
ease so why should I help?’ allows tu­
berculosis to spread," said Mr. Breed. 
“ The dread disease which causes such 
ravages among the people of our 
state must be checked; the negroes 
must be helped as well as the whites.” 

The Texas Public Health Associa­
tion which has been fighting tubercu­
losis for over eight years is sending 
a negro lecturer. F. R. Barnwell, 
among his race to lecture and teach 
thi lesson of good health. He is 
teaching health habits as prevention 
for disease.

Arkansas, and Texas have been given 
instructions to give preference and ( 
priority in the furnishing of box cars ! 
for bulk grain loading from February 
eighth to eighteenth inclusive after 
providing for the loading of less than 
carload merchandise, print paper, 
wood pulp and sugar.

This means that to the extent nec­
essary to fill requirements all avail­
able box car equipment suitable for 
the use in handling these commodi­
ties will be confined to this class of 
traffic. Railroads have also been in­
structed to secure the full cooperation 
o f grain dealers, farmers, commercial 
organization and others interested in 
order that this special movement may­
be as successful as possible.”

A new strike menaced the health

UNIVERSAL TRAINING FLAN
LIKELY TO FAIL

It is now said that the determina­
tion of House leaders to keep public- 
expenditures down so as to avoid the 
necessity of another bond issue is 
likely- to defeat the universal military 
training plan r.ow pending before 
Congress.

It is argued that, in the present 
state of finances of the country, with 
a prospective deficit o f $3,000,000, it 
is unwise to incur the additional ex­
pense of $700,000,000 per annum 
which would be necessitated by the 
inauguration of the universal military 
training plan.

In a speech delivered in the House, i 
Representative Moncell, the Republi- j 
can floor leader, stated that the cost 
of the proposed regular army o f 275, 
000 officers and men will amount to 
from $425,000,000 to $475,000,000 per 
annum, and pointed out that even the 
lower figure, together with the $700,- 
000,000 estimated cost o f universal 
training, would run the cost of our 
military establishment up to $1,125,- 
000,000 per annum, or more than the 
entire cost of running the Federal 
Government before the World War.

Mr. Moncell urged that, in view 
of the present urgent need for econo­
my in Government expenditures, the 
decision of the question of universal 
military training should be deferred 
“ until we shall find ourselves in bet­
ter financial condition.”

! merce, Stamford.
Mrs. J. L. Landrum, Field repre­

sentative of the W. T. C. C. and the 
1 State Department of Agriculture, 
Home Economics Division, is at pres­
ent traveling in all parts o f the West 

I to organize poultry clubs. She will 
give instructions upon her arrival, or 
through letters to inquiries sent to 
her at Stamford.

Another plan suggested: Let mer­
chants of each town buy a few pens 
of chickens to lend to their farmer 
friends from which to increase the 
poultry flocks of their sections. Dur­
ing the fall have the farmers bring 
their old pens and increase to the 
town poultry show to compete for 
prizes. Let the merchants retain 80 
per cent of cockrels and 20 per cent 
of pullets and the old pens and give 
the farmer the remainder. This will 
stimulate repoultrization of West

Still another plan: Have the banks 

and merchants finance the purchase 
of settings of eggs for children to 
raise large flocks. At the conclusion 
of the season have each community 
hold a poultry show where the in­
crease may be brought in to compete. 
Banks and merchants who made possi­
ble the financing of the repoultrixa- 
tion campaign may then be rewarded 
with a portion of the increase to care 
for their expenditures in the begin­
ning.
