' Grocery bills jumped by 
almost 2+i percent last month 
— ste times faster than they 
did in October, an Associated 
Presa marfcetbasket survey 
shows.

Economists, meanwhile, 
are warning that the worst is 
yet tocóme, as the full impact 
(É the summer drought makes 
itself felt at the supermarket.

Tht AP survey covers 14 
food and non-food items, 
selected at random. Prices for 
the items were checked at one 
supermarket in each of 13 
cities on March 1, 1973 and 
have been rechecked on or^ 
about the start of each suc­
ceeding month. A 15th Item, 
chocolate chip cookies, was 
dropped from the list after the 
manufacturer discontinued 
the package size used in the

survey.
November brought higher 

prices up and down the aisles. 
Eggs increased at the 
checklist store in 12 cities; 
milk went up in seven cities; 
sugar and pork chops each 
rose in six cities. Coffee — 
which dropped in price at the 
checklist store in Mven cities 
— provided the only bright 
spot. * ■'*

The AP found that the 
marketbasket bill went up at 
the checklist store in 10 cities 
during November, rising an 
average of 3.2 percent. The 
bill decreased at the checklist 
store in only one city — 
Atlanta, where it dropped half 
a percent. The total was un­
changed in two cities. On an 
overall basis, the average cost 
of the items in the AP 
marketbasket was 2.4 percent 
higher at the checklist stores 
at the start of December than

it was a mpnth earlier.
During October, in contrast, 

the marketbasket bill in­
creased in six cities and 
decreased in seven, for an 
overall rise of only four-tenths 
of a percent.

November’s retail price 
flu c tu a tio n s generally  
reflected changes at the farm 
and the wholesale level. Milk 
prices, for example, have 
been boosted by an Oct. 1 
increase in the government 
price support level and by 
higher m arketing costs. 
Coffee roasters have reduced 
wholesale prices several 
times in recent months

Comparing prices today 
with those at the start of the 
year, the ^P found that the 
marketbasket increased at the 
checklist store in every city 
surveyed, rising an average of 
13.4 percent During the same 
period of 1979, the market-

basket total went up. an 
average of 7 percent.

No attempt was made to 
weight the AP survey results 
according to population 
density or in terms of what 
percent of a family's actual 
grocery outlay each item 
represents. The AP did not try 
to compare actual prices from 
city to city. The only com­
parisons were made in terms 
of percentages of increase or 
decrease.

The items on the AP 
checklist were: chopped 
chuck, center cut pork chops, 
frozen orange juice con­
centrate, coffee, paper towels, 
butter, Grade-A medium 
white eggs, creamy peanut 
butter, laundry detergent, 
fabric softener, tomato sauce, 
milk, frankfurters and 
granulated sugar. The cities 
checked were: Albuquerque, 
N.M., Atlanta, Boston,

Chicago, Dallas, Detroit, Los 
Angeles, Miami, "New York, 
Philadelphia, Providence, 
R.I., Salt Lake City and 
Seattle. „

In Dallas, the m ark e tb as l|^  
bill for 13 available items 
jumped 5.7 percent, from 
$19.24 to $20.33. Chopped 
chuck, pork chops, eggs and 
sugar went up; coffee and 
tomato sauce went down.

Karrie Palmer, the operator 
under a contract with the city, 
immediately gave noiticc that 
she planned to terminate the 
contract on Dec. 31 after the 
council again turned down her 
request for an additional $500 
per month subsidy.

tie of 2-2 in opposition to the 
subsidy increase. Councilmen 
John Best and Joe Reaves had 
favored the increase, while 
(Councilmen Rod Waller and 
Ed Thrift opposed it. Coun­
cilman Don Greasett ab­
stained and Councilman 
David Holt was absent

bilng welcome relief to those who are wary of late-year actions 
of law-makers.

The present Congress is sprinkled with “lame ducks" ( those 
isbe J rs rs  defeated-«,Ahe Movember-geoeraL election) sod 
sente are worried that they may try to push through some 
fOohsh legislation at the last-minute, since they won’t be around 
next year to face any consequences.

Actually, a lame duck official should be in a position to make 
the most objective decisions of his career. The election is 
already over and he has lost. He doesn’t have to worry about 
the public opinion and popularity polls any more. He can sit 
back and take a clear view of the situation and then move as his 
conscience dictates without any concern about the reaction of 
variooi groups.

Of eourse that is not the way it works, and that may be one 
lea tWk that we haven't already changed our system to limit a 
prenMent to a single term. Once elected, he would immediately 
become a lame duck.

But lame duck public servants move in various ways. There 
aM BMse who make vigorous efforts to push across pet projects 
that they might be reluctant to bring up otherwise. Then there 
dN-UiBBe who use their lame duck status as an excuse for doing 
nMMng. They take the position that “we should just sit here for 
the rtkt of our term and leave the decisions to our successors.” 
Or, *‘We shouldn’t saddle our successors with this,” which in 
tiBmH means "We're going to pass the buck."
‘ Anyway, don’t expect any miracles during the last week of 

this session of Congress, and if anything of consequence is 
enseted, don’t count on it until the new Congress has a chance 
M look it over. The newcomers might want to nullify it, or 
ita lse it, that is, unless It enhances the status of their pocket- 
bóoks

Palmer said she needed the 
additional $500 per month to 
keep a third person employed. 
She said that three full-time 
persons are required to 
provide the level of service the

Ham said that as mayor he’ 
expected the ambulance 
service to be operated as 
specified when the contract 
with Mrs. Palm er was 
adopted a little over a year 
ago This called for two full­
time persons to operate the 
ambulance service, and Ham 
said that the present subsidy 
should be ad^uate  for such 
service.

Iraq Said Poised 
For Final Attack

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) -  
Iraq said today its forces were 
poisied for a “final assault” on 
the three main cities of Iran’s 
oil-rich Khuzistan Provim^.

A spokesman for the Iraqi 
command said his nation’s 
infantry and armor were now 
in advantageous positions for 
a “final assault to overrun” 
Khuzistan’s capital of Ahwaz, 
the giant oil refining complex 
of Abadan and the army 
garrison town of Dezful.

“ Once the po litica l 
leadership of Iraq issues the 
order, forces in the battlefield 
are ready for, and capable of 
decisive action in Ahwaz, 
Abadan and Dezful,” the 
spokesman said

Abadan, on the eastern 
shore of the Shatt al-Arab 
estuary, has been besieged for 
the past six weeks. Last week, 
Iran claimed it broke the siege 
and Iran ian  P re s id e n t 
A b o lh a s sa n  B a n i-S a d r  
reportedly made a daring trip 
that included a motorcycle 
tour of Iranian fronUine 
bunkers to underscore the 
claim.

Iraq maintains artillery

positions three to six miles 
west of Ahwaz, 75 miles north 
of Abadan, and 10 to 15 miles 
west of Dezful, which is 70 
miles north of Ahwaz. The 
three cities control Iran’s oil 
refining operations plus 
distribution pipeline networks 
from the south to rest of the 
country.

Iraqi Foreign Minister 
Saadoim Hammadi said the 
72-day-old conflict could be 
brought to an end by an 
agreement to stop shooting, 
negotiate a delineation of the 
border and thbn withdraw 
from each other’s off-shcx'e 
and territorial boundaries.

NEW YORK (AP) — Chase 
Manhattan Bank today raised 
its prime lending rate to 18.5 
percent, the highest rate since 
May, as the surge in interest 
rates continued.

Chase raised its rate on 
loans to its best corporate 
customers from 17.75 percent, 
a level that was set last 
Wednesday. Until today. Wells 
Fargo Bank of San Francisco 
was charging the highest 
prime rate, 18 percent.

Interest rates have been 
rising rapidly in recent weeks, 
with the prime rising from 14.5 
percent in less than a month 
The ra te  on six-month 
Treasury bills rose Monday to 
14.554 percent, up from 14.03 
percent a week earlier.

As a result, banks and 
savings associations will be 
able to pay up to 14.804 percent 
on six-month money-market 
c e r t i f ic a te s ,  beginning 
Thursday.

Other costs of funds to banks 
have also risen in recent 
weeks, and a number of 
ban k ers  and an a ly s ts  
predicted that increases were 
inevitable. Some have said 
that the record 20 percent 
prime rate, set last spring as 
the economy plunged into a 
recession, nmy be broken.

The Federal Reserve has 
pushed up interest rates in 
re(^ent weeks in an effort to 
hold down the growth of the 
money supply and Tight in­
flation The Fed on Monday

reported that 
supply declined

the money 
in the latest

reporting week, after rising 
sharply in earlier weeks.

Winner Ineligible For Post
BROWNSVILLE, Texas ( AP) — Melchor Chavez spent about 

$12,000 on his successful campaign for state district judge only 
to find out he caniwt take office.

The three-term sUte representative became a certified 
candidate for the post despite a gUring eligibility problem that 
went undetected throughout his campaign.

The secretory of state’s office finally pointed out that Article 
3, Secüon 8 of the Texas Constitution prohibits a legislator from 
holding a public office that was voted a pay raise during the 
lawmaker’s term.

The Harlingen lawyer served in the 1979 Legislature that 
gave district judges a pay raise from $35,700 a year to $42,500.

“It’s unfortunate. Apparently no question was raised during 
the campaign,” said Jim Cicconi, general counsel to the 
secretary of state. He informaUy told Chavez last week of the 
problem, then wrote him a letter telling him of the official 
decision to deny Cteyez the bench

Peanut Imports Advised
WASHINGTON (AP) — The peanut production pinch in the 

United States could be eased by allowing 200 million more 
pounds in imports without threatening the price support 
program for the crop, the Agriculture Department says.

The department is urging the U.S International Trade 
Commission to support a relaxation, but not a suspension, of the 
strict quota on peanut imports.

An additional 300 million pounds of peanuts would allow 
domestic producers to churn out peanut butter and candy 
products without undermining the economic stability of peanut 
growers, the department said

Harold W Hjort, the department's chief economist, tesUfied 
before the trade commission that “the 1980 shortfall in 
domestic peanut prtxIucUon Is severe and the destrsMIity of 
relieving that shortfall through addiUonal imports is clear.

Autos For Sheriff

S cu rry  County Com­
missioners approved the 
purchase of five automobiles 
for the sheriff’s department 
Monday after studying bids 
from three firms.

Total cqst of the five new 
vehicles is 132,945 

Commissioners also heard a 
request from Phil Ragland, 
nunager of the Scurry County 
Coliseum, for a project to. 
provide a protected entrance 
on the north side of the 
coliseum and for additional 
dressing room space for 
basketball teanu.

Ragland said that a f(>yer- 
type entrance adjacent to the 
manager’s office is needed to 
facilitate heating of that area 
of the building. Com­
missioners Monday afternoon 
went to the c<4iseum for a

personal inspection, and in 
comments later indicated that 
both proposals had merit.

However, Hassie Sneed, 
commissioner in Precinct 3, 
said he would be reluctant to 
attach any “shed rooms” on 
the coUseiun building, which 
might be one method of 
providing more dressing 
rooms.

Ragland said that the 
coliseum is woefully short of 
dressing room facilitiea, now 
th a t m ore and m ore 
doubleheader basketball 
games invotvinglbams of both 
women and men are being 
scheduled there. It has been a 
problem for some time during 
tournaments, he said.

Texas national forests hosted 799.851 during the January- 
August period, up one percent.

Six F'lags Over Texas amusement park, with a count slightly 
over two million, was seven percent under what it did a year 
ago. Visitors at the Johnson Space Center hosted only 826,912 
visitors this year, whereas it had over a million callers in 1979 
Eight other attractions drew more, however.

Traders V'illage in Arlington was up a whopping 37 percent, 
while Ashton Villa in Galveston gained 32 percent. Also posting 
increases were Astrodome tours. Astroworld, Gladys Porter 
Zoo in Brownsville, .Natural Bridge Caverns, Sea Arama 
Marineworld and Tower of Americas in San Antonio.

The museum showing the biggest gain in visitors was Amon 
Carter in Fort Worth (61 percent) Most others were up. 
however *

The oount was down 35 percent in Big Bend National Park 
The prolonged heat wave no doubt was a factor here It is to be 
noted that seven of the 10 Department of Interior tourist 
refuges are located in remote areas

But tourism is one of the major reasons Texas is experiencing 
an unprecedented growth period.

The White House identified

The White House proposed 
an across-the-board reduction 
in funding of personnel, with 
the heads of each government 
departm ent and hgency 
responsible for deciding which 
programs or units under their 
supervision were to be af­
fected
,^'The first approach has been 
regularly thwarted through 
lobbying efforts mounted by 
bureaucrats who lined up an 
imposing array of political 
allies, usually including the 
congressional subcommittees 
and special-interest groups 
with which they earlier 
developed a sym bio tic  
relationsiqp

The second approach has 
been frustrated through an 
equally sophisticated gambit 
described by Charles Peters, 
editor of The Washington 
Monthly, a highly respected 
magazine, as the "firemen 
first" technique 

That phrase refers to the 
response offered by municipal 
officials who warn fhat if 
forced to comply with citizen 
dem ands for reduced  
government spending, they 
will have to make the first and 
deepest cuts through drastic 
reductions in fire and police 
budgets and staffs 

At the federal level, that 
might mean the Justice 
Department proposing that 
its required reductions be 
made by slashing the number 
of guards at maximum secur­
ity penitentiaries or the Inter 
ior Department threatening 
to board up the Lincoln 
Memorial.

The pos.sibilities _are en­
dless Nobody, of ccxirse, ever 
suggests abolishing the Paper 
Shuffling Section or the 

—D ivision  , B u re a tir ra l ir  
Perpetuation

But a little-noticed ex­
periment conducted earlier 
this Administration suggests 
the possibility of a third 
approach. FDA officials con­
ducted a survey based on 
response to this hypothetical 
question:

Assume that the FDA has 
been abolished, but Congress 
has authorized establishment 
of a new agency to take 
jurisdiction over some of the 
FDA’s old functions The new 
agency, however, may begin 
only five new programs each 
year Which programs should 
be picked up immediately, 
which can be delayed for 
several years and which are 
least important^

Participating in the project 
were consumer organizations, 
t r a d e  a s s o c ia t io n s ,  
professional groups, state 
officials and th FDA’s field 
officers. More than 400 
questionnaires ranking the 29 
program s offered were 
returned.

The survey was more than 
a popularity contest because 
it d ir^ tly  inolved 'the FDA’s 
constituents - as well as its 
employes in assigning priori­
ties to the agency’s work.

If adopted on a government 
wide scale, the .'technique 
.would -give those directly 
affected by each department’s 
work the opportunity to 
participate in the winnowing 
process instead of grudgingly 
respondng to an order from 
above

Participants in the pr4|ram  
would have to be carefully 
selected to insure that all 
legitimate interests were 
represented and to avoid 
rigged results leading to an 
untenable "firemen first" 
situation

Finally, those involved 
would have to agree in 
advance that - unlike the FDA 
project - the results would 
lead directly to the drastic 
reduction or abolition of func­
tions and programs deemed to 
be the least appropriate, 
effective and necessary.

DEAR READER -  
Remember that hemorrhoids 
are just varicoK veins of the 
rectum Those veins will pop 
out and dilate if they are 
under pressure A good way to 
put pressure on the rectal 
veins is by straining and by 
passing hard stools So poor 
Dowel habits do contribute to 
some cases of hemorrhoids

You are right about preg­
nancy. As the Daby grows and 
the heavy uterus presses on 
the deep veins which drain the 
pelvis, that stretches the rec­
tal veins because they can't 
dram as easily Then during 
the passage of the baby a lot 
of pressure is placed on all the 
pelvic structures so hemor­
rhoids are a common post­
pregnancy complication.

A fissure is a crack Usually 
the skin ir  cracked superfi­
cially And the most common 
cause is difficult bowel move­
ments A tight anal sphincter 
contributes to the problem 
Often a fissure can be man­
aged without resorting to 
surgery

There are many different 
approaches to treating hemor­
rhoids In any case, good 
bowel management is impor- ‘ 
tant to both hemorrhoids and 
fissures

Here is a brief explanation, 
in question-an-answer form, of 
how China’s “trial of the 
centufy” is conducted.

Q. Who is on trial?
A. Ten Chinese — the "Gang 

of Four” led by Chairman 
Mao Tse-tung’s widow,'the 
“Lin Piao Clique” of five 
“ coun ter-revolu tionaries” 
and Chen Boda, Mao’s former 
political secretary who had 
ties to both groups.

Q. What is the “Gang of 
Four?”

A. It is composed of Mao’s 
widow, Jiang Qing, former 
Politburo members - Zhang 
CTiunqiao and Yao Wenyuan 
and form er party vice 
chairman Wang Hongwen. 
With the exception of Jiang 
Qing, the “Gang” defendants

logistics chief

Q. What is the basis of their 
trial?

A. 'A 20.000-word indictfhent 
th a t lis ts  four m ajo r 
categories of charges and 48 
specific charges of crimes 
committed during the 1966- 
19?6 "Cultural Revolution” 
aimed at purging revisionists

Q What are the four major 
charges?

A The Mao assassination 
charge against the “Clique” 
and the Shanghai rebellion 
charge against three of the' 
“Gang" defendants are two. 
'The third is the frame-up and 
porsecuUaHpf party and state 
leaders andplotting to usurp 
political power, the fourth is 
the persecution and sup­
pression of large numbers of 
cadres, or leaders, and the

masses The third and fourth 
charges applies to all 10 
defendants.

Q. What are the 48 specific 
charges?-

A They include such counts 
as trying to prevent China’s 
currently most powerful 
leader Deng Xiaoping from 
being named a first vice 
premier by Mao, trying to 
frame late Premier Chou En- 
lai. persecuting the late 
President Liu Shaoqi to death 
and persecuting 727,420 
persons. 34.274 of them to 
death

Q What is the punishment’ 
.All could receive death 

sentences, without possibility 
of appeal

Q. How is the trial Con­
ducted’

A. It is split into two parts, 
one for the military "Clique” 
defendants and the other for 
the civilian defendants who 
are the "Gang” and Boda The 
Supreme People’s Court, 
China’s highest, is conducting 
it through 30 special judges, 
not all with legal training. 
Half the judges preside at 
each trial, which are often 
simultaneous in separate 
locations — the police 
auditorium on Righteousness 
Road for the civilians and the 
air force auditorium for the 
m'ilitary defendants

Q. What are the defendants' 
rights? , . _

A. They are permitted to 
have attorneys and can make 
a final statement before the 
court.

Q. How long will the trials 
last?

A. They started Nov 20 and 
are expected to end in late 
December

Q. Is it open?
A. It is closed to the foreign 

press on grounds state secrets 
will be divulged.

He missed two sentencing

In passing sentence. U.S 
District Judge Halbert O. 
Woodward told King he 
neither suggested nor ruled 
out the possibility of King 
being prosecuted for fleeing

how he murdered his wife and" 
children. Basically he said he 
had murdered his wife in the 
shower while his children 
were outside.

“One by one, he brought the 
children inside, telling them 
he had a surprise for them,” 
Boles said. “As to why, he 
simply said he was depressed, 
that he did not feel his family 
could live through his 
suicide.”

After Walker, 36, was shot, 
officers located his address 
and kicked in the front door of 
his southeast Dallas home, 
police said.

Inside the bloodied home 
they discovered the body of 
Linda Jo Walker, 35, sprawled 
in the bathroom, and Traci, 14, 
Tammi, U, Tommy, 9, and 
Nicholas, 7, dead on the floor, 
Shaw said.

Mrs Walker had been shot 
twice in the face while she was 
in the shower.

Minority Hiring ̂ s e  Heard
BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) — Faced with tlie possible loss of 

at least $12 million in government contracts, Firestone Co. 
officials must now wait for a federal judge to d^ ide whether 
the company violated federal guidelines for minority hiring 
practices.

U.S. District 4udge Joe Fisher took the case under ad­
visement Monday after hearing arguments from the Labor 
Departpient, Firestone and Hoppers Co., a Pennsylvania 
company also embroiled in an affirmative action fight.\

During the 50-minute hearing, attorney Gerald George, 
representing the Labor Department and the Justice Depart­
ment, asked the court to uphold a controversial July 13 ruling 
against Firestone by Secretary of Labor Ray Marshjill.

Marshall overruled ah administrative judge's decision that 
the tire magnate had not violated regulations at its Orange, 
Texas plant.

The original complaint was filed by the Office of Federal 
Contract Compliance Program against the company. - ,

Marshall also ordered that no further government contracts 
be awarded to Firestone.

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) 
— The key resolution up for 
debate at the 19» Texas Farm 
Buriea^ convention is short 
and to the point; "We oppose" 
a l l  g o v e r n m e n t  f a r m  
programs."

The 1,2» voting delegates to 
the .convention are being 
askeirjto make up their minds 
once and for a ll: "whether we 
want more government in our 
lives or whether we want 
less," said state Farm Bureau 
president Carrol Chaloupka.

Chaloupka, who opened the 
convention Monday with a 
rousing call for farmers and 
ranchers to put their trust 
once again in the free en­
terprise system, said “we 
can’t have both of those 
worlds. We have to decide 
which we want to have. ”

"I think the time is right,” 
the Dalhart farmer later told 
reporters. ‘T think it’s time we 
make up our minds,^We.say it 
and we preach it in our 
oreamble, but we don’t always 
follow it in our. policies.

“ I think it’s time we decide 
which we want to change. 
Either we change it in our 
premable or we change it in 
our policies and go back and 
believe in the free enterprise 
system, and that will be less 
government in our lives if 
that’s what we want”

Another r^olution in a thick 
package up for debate the next 
two days says: "W e.urge 
abolition of the Federal

Government’s cheap food 
policy”

However, attached to the 
resolution is a long list of 
changes for the 1981 farm bill 
“if we cannot achieve this 
goal” of getting rid of 
government subsidi(K and 
controls in agriculture.

“The great majority of 
Texas Congressmen are on 
our side. Those that are, we 
need to back them up; those 
that aren’t, we need to replace 
them,” Chaloupka said in his 
annual address. "We now 
have within our grasp the 
opportunity* to return to a 
system where productivity is 
rewarded, where slothfulness 
is punished, and where in­
dividual  f reedoms 'hre 
protected.
