Busy
weekend
for local
police

Local law enforcement offi-
cers and hospital staff were kept
busy this past weekend in a vari-
ety of incidents.

On Saturday evening officers
were called to the 200 block of
Wood Street where Clint Johnson,
20, was found.

An al-
tercation had apparently taken
place resulting in one man being
injured. He was taken to North
Runnels Hospital by ambulance
where he was treated and released.
No charges have been filed at this
time.

On Sunday at approximatcly
7:00 p.m., Winters police re-
sponded to a call for assistance in
the 500 block of Wood Strect.

Upon arrival, Officers Keith

officers and family members to
subdue the victim.

Board approves girls’

In an emergency meeting of
the Winters ISD Board of Trust-
ees held February 5, a unanimous
vote gave approval for a high
school girls' softball team. Par-
ticipation this year will be contin-
gent on approval from all other
teams in District I, Region .
Schools in this region include
Hermleigh, Merkel and West-
brook.

The Board instructed high
school principal Charles Kidwell
to attend a meeting of representa-
tives from each of these schools
on February 10th in Sweetwater.

At that time, a unanimous vote by
all three representatives must be
received to allow Winters to par-
ticipate in this season's schedule
which had already been set by the
three schools. The first game of
the season had been set for Febru-
ary 15.

Firearm ordinance
proposed by City

The Winters City Council has
heard a request from the Police
Department foranupdated firearm
ordinance.

In the regular meeting of the
City Council on Monday, City
Attorney Ken Slimp presented a
proposed ordinance concerning
fircarms, stating that the Police
Department had requested it.

This ordinance, if approved,
would not allow the firing or dis-
charging of any instrument used
in the "propulsion of shot, shells,
bullets, pellets, BBs or arrows"
within the city limits. Law en-
forcement officials and animal
control officers would be ex-
empted.

Also exempted would be the
rightof aproperty owncrto defend
himself or his property.

The City Council approved a
motion to publish the ordinance
and have a public hearing.(Notice
appears in classified section.)

Dub Davis came before the
Council to discuss Marcus TV
Cable. Mr. Davis objected to the
price increase and the added
channels.

Davis stated that the channels
added were of nouse to him buthe
got a price increase anyway. He
had called the cable company and
talked to a lady that said the cable
company's COSLS were going up so
the consumerprice had toincrease.

The City had aletter from Mark

V. Poche', the Group Manager for
Marcus Cable. Mr. Poche' had

appeared at the last City Council
mecting and some questions were
unresolved. This letter answered
those questions.

The firstquestion answered was
about the market research and the
results. Marcus serves about
32,000 customers in S different
communities. Of those 32,000
customers, 302 were interviewed.

"In the case of Winters, the
customers in your market consti-
tute 3% of the overall base, there-
fore 8 interviews were conducted
inthe market," stated Poche'in his
letter. Ballinger had 13 inter-
viewed and Miles had 3.

Theinterviewslasted anywhere
from 30-45 minutes per person.
Eleven potential channel additions
were offered and the following
three were chosen: (in order) 1.
Country Music Television 2. The
Leaming Channcl and 3. The
Weather Channel.

Davis, Councilman Randy
Loudermilk and Councilman
Manucl Esquivel stated they had
talked to over 200 people and had
found none that had been inter-
viewed.

Communist refugee

Diem Truong from Vietnam,
now a United States citizen, is
here visiting the Catholic priest,
Father Hoorman.

A formerhelicopterpilot, Diem
came to the U.S. right after the
war ended. He was 21 years old.
He lived in South Vietnam and
had been training as a pilot for
three years. He knew he would be
put in prison or killed by the
Communists if he stayed where
he was.

A message came over the wire
from American sailors out in the
Pacific Ocean offering to take
those to America who could land
onthe carrierof their ship. He was
glad to accept. The chopper is put
out to sea, to be picked up.

Diem was placed in a school to
study English for six months until
he was interviewed for a job. He
was employed as a mechanic's
helper at a Chicago air base for
three years before he returned to
school to get his B.S. degree in
computer science.

Diem comes from a Buddhist
background. He became ac-
quainted with some young Catho-
lics in 1985 while he was in Chi-
cago. In 1987 hebecame amember
of the Catholic Precious Blood
Society in Kansas City, where he

eamed his B.A. degree in philoso-
phy in the summer of 1992.

This year he is spending his
time ir San Angelo studying
Spanish. About ten days a month
he visits the parishes in this area.

Following closely on his
Against the Grain proposals to
make $4.5 billion in additional
revenue available during the next
two-year budget period, Sharp
urged low- and moderate-income
working families to give theirlocal
economies a further boost by fil-
ing for the federal income tax
credits during the next few weeks.

"At least 1.3 million working
Texas familics may qualify for
the Earmmed Income Credit this
year, pumping more than $1 bil-
lion into communities all across
our state," Sharp said.

For the second consecutive
year, Sharp is chairman of the
statewide Eamed Income Credit
(EIC) campaign, assisted by Part-
nership for Hope, a San Antonio-
based non-profit organization.

The EIC, a littde-known fed-
eral tax refund program, returns
money to working families who
camed less than $22,370 in 1992
and had a child living at home for
at least six months. Eligible fami-
lies may receive up to $2,211.

Last year, the Texas EIC cam-
paign helped 1.3 million Texans
receive a total of nearly $1.1 bil-
lion in federal tax refunds.

"This money belongs to the
people of Texas," Sharp said. "But
one of every five eligible families
won’t apply because they don’t
know the program exists. And if

"Because families tend to spend
their EIC refunds on bills and
local purchases, communities
across the state stand to benefit,”
Sharp said.

The Comptroller’s Office be-
gan an aggressive, bilingual out-
reach program in December. The
program will continue through
April 15, the filing deadline for
federal income tax returns. The
Comptroller’s outreach efforts
include:

* All 1992 recipients of unem-
ploymentcompensation were sent
information sheets in their year-
end statements from the Texas
Employment Commission letting
them know about the EIC refund.

 Nearly one-half million Texas
businesses received EIC informa-
tion sheets with their state sales
tax forms urging them to let their
employees know aboutthe refund.

» All state and higher-educa-
tion employees received infor-
mation sheets in their February 1|
paychecks. The average salary of
state employees is less than
$23,000.

Sharp said that Comptroller
field offices throughout Texas are
responding to the inquiries gener-
ated by these 1.4 million mail-
ings. Sharp is also coordinating
public awareness efforts with the
American Federation of State,

County and Municipal Employ-
ees (AFSCME), and with local
Texas Department of Human
Services and the United Way of
Texas field offices.

"But our campaigndoesn’t stop
there," Sharp said. "Houston
Lighting and Power, Central
Powerand Light in Corpus Christi
and West Texas Utilities in
Abilene are also helping us spread
the EIC word."

The Texas Senate has passed a

Stenholm calling

DISASTER PROGRAM

The final date to apply for 1990,
1991, and 1992 crop losses under
Phase I and Phase 1T of the disas-
ter program is Friday, February
12, 1993. Allinformation must be
turned in by this date. No late
filings can be accepted.

Producers who failed to tumin
their 1992 wool, mohair, and
unshorn lambs sales documents
by the January 31 deadline will be
allowed to late file these docu-
ments.

DAIRY REFUND PAYMENT
PROGRAM

Dairy producers who produced
less milk in 1992 than they did in
1991 are eligible to file applica-
tions for refund payments for the
1992 refund period. Applications
will be accepted from January 1,
1993 through March 15, 1993.
DRPP bases are the entire calen-
dar year immediately preceding
the calendar year for which a re-
fund is being requested. The 1992
refund period covers the 1991 milk
marketing year.

1993 FARM PROGRAM

SIGNUP

Signup for the 1993 Farm Pro-
gram will begin March 1, 1993,
and end April 30, 1993. Addi-
tional rules and payment rates will
be announced at a later date.

INTEGRATED FARM
MANAGEMENT PROGRAM

The Integrated Farm Manage-
ment Program (IFM) is a program
that allows producers to improve
and conserve soil and water on
farms by converting lands to Re-
source Conserving Crops (RCC)
and notreduce the amount of farm
program payments. Participating
producers must enroll the farm
for a period of at least three years
and all crop bases on the farm
must be enrolled cach year in the
Farm Program for the life of the
contract. A farm enrolled in IFM
must place at least 20% of the
bases in a RRC crop. The RCC
crop may be planted in place of
the program crop and earn defi-
ciency payments for the crop it
replaces. Approved crops to be
planted include legumes, legume-
grass mixtures, legume-small
grainmixtures, and legume-grass-
small grain mixtures. The Soil
Conservation Service will help
develop the type of crops and ro-
tations that will be maintained on
a farm enrolled in IFM.

Acreage planted to RCC crops
may be hayed or grazed except
from May 15 through October 15
of each year. ACR must be main-
tained for the crops enrolled in the
farm program even though the
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crops may not be planted. Fifty
percentof the ACR acreage thatis
devoted to RCC crops may be
hayed or grazed throughout the
year, the other 50% cannot be
hayed or grazed during the §
month non-haying and non-graz-
ing period. Signup for the IFM
program will be held March 1
through April 30, 1993 in con-
junction with the 1993 Farm Pro-
gram Signup.  Producer meet-
ings will be held to leam more
about this program. Dates and lo-
cations will be announced at a
later date.
1993 PAYMENT
LIMITATIONS

No 1993 program benefits sub-
ject to limitation may be provided
to any producer until the neces-
sary payment limitation determi-
nations are¢ made. The producer
will remain ineligible until all re-
quired forms are provided to the
county office. Payment limitation
and payment eligibility determi-
nations may be initiated by the
County Committee or requested
by a producer. If you request a
determination, the request may be
filed anytime before the final date
forsubmitting payment limitation
documents (CCC-502’s). Statu-
tory provisions require entities
caming benefits subject to limita-
tion to (1) provide the names, ad-
dresses, and ID numbers of the
entities” members of the require-
ments for designating “permitted
entities.” “Permitted entities” are
those entities that will be earning
payment for a program year and
must be designated on a CCC-
50IB by every member of the
entity. AllCCC-50I'sand CCC-
502’s submitted by producers are
subject to spot check through the
end of year process. The produc-
ers selected forend of yearreview
will be required to fumish de-
tailed information to the County
Committee 1o prove their inputs
uscd to determine significant
contributions to the farming op-
¢ration, contributions were com-
mensurate with the claimed shares
of the farming operation, contri-
butions were at risk, the “person”
determination was correct, per-
mitted entities were properly
designated, land ownership was
accurately reported, and any other
pertinent factors used in the origi-
nal determination were correct. A
determination of “‘not actively en-
gaged in farming” results in the
producer being ineligible for: de-
ficiency and diversion payments,
gains from marketing loans and
loan deficiency payments (except
honey), CRP annual rental pay-
ments, wool and mohair pay-
ments, and any benefit requiring a
determination of “actively en-
gaged in farming™.
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
