* As a fitting climax to Gorman’s
First Annual Peanut Festival, the
Gorman Panthers presented the
festival goers with a neat football
package to edge Early High of
Brownwood in a hard-fought
game, 7 to 0. The game was as
close as it's score. Each team
made six first downs, and Early
made 121 yards rushing while
Gorman made 117-

The game was scoreless for the
first three quarters. Early’s quart
erback, Jerry Lancaster, had been

| stopped at the two yard line on

a one-yard gain late in the first
half. This was Early's only threat
to score. They lost the ball on
downs. However, Early had out-
gained Gorman in the first half
since they made 72 yards rushing
to 33 yards rushing for Gorman,
and had made 5 first downs to
Gorman’s 2,

The Panthers started to claw in
the second half as they outrushed
the Longhorns 84 yards to 49.
Gorman also made 4 first downs
to Early’s 1.

In the fourth quarter the Pan-
thers started a march toward the
goal which ended with Max
Pierce, Gorman’s quanterback, go-
ing eight yards around left end
on a keeper play for the lone
touchdown of the game. There
was only about two minutes left
to play in the game, The march
covered about 60 yards and re-
quired about ten plays, Four con-
secutive first downs were chalk-
ed up in this march. It was spark
ed by a 17-yard scamper by Max
Pierce. All of the backs, however,
Welch, Snider, Brown, and Pierce,
shared in moving the ball behind
sharp blocking by the Panther
line. Pierce also converted for the
extra point. .

Harry Cralg, halfback, was good
on both offense and defense for
Early. He ground out 61 yards in
13 carries to lead Early's offense.
He also made numerous tackles
on defense. Jerry Lancaster, Ear-
s |ly’s quarterback, made 33 yards
in 10 carries. He also threw the
only complete pass in the game, a
26-yard pass to Craig.

All of the Panthers showed
much improvement. It would be
hard to single out any outstand-
ing players as they all were try-
ing to do their best, Since statis-
tics are hard to keep on linemen,
one must settle for watching the
backfield. .

Here are the figures on the
backs:

Pierce made 49 yards in 8 car-
ries; Brown made 27 yards in 8
carries; Snider made 19 yards in
4 carries; and Welch made 17
yvards in 7 carries. Pierce aver-
aged a little over 6 yards each
time he carried the ball; Brown
averaged 3.4 yards per carry;
Snider averaged almost 5 yards
per carry; and Welch averaged
2.4 per carry.
