lK>ubt may arise in the I
minds of some people as t o ' 
whether a (lag can be won by a | 
county only, or by a particular 
community. The feeling o f the 
(.lovernment about the matter 
is that where a town or city is 
large enough to have a .separate 
quota assigned to H, that city 
or town can hav’e an Honor 
Flag for itself. For instance, 
the County Executive Commit­
tee will assign a separate quota 
for Denison and Sherman in 
(irayson County, Texas. This 
illustration will give .some idea 
of how the matter will l>e ar­
ranged. The rules governing j 
th* question o f what communi­
ties shall have the right to t*arn 
and fly an Honor F'lag must 
necessarily be somewhat elastic. 
You mii|r be sure o f one thing: 
that wherever a community de­
termines to go “ Over the Top" I 
with the Third Liberty l/>an, 
provision will be made by the 
Federal Reserve Bank, as 
agent for the Covemment, for 
rt*cognition o f the patriotism of 
that conununity by awanling j 
an Honor Hag.

The Honor Flag measures 
36x54 inches. It has a ryd bor-
vitFi aiiu a «¥iiii.e vnuver, aim |
three vertical blue «tripes. As 
an additional Honor emblem, a 
blue star, to be sewn into the 
white field o f the Flag, will b** 
awardtxl to communities every 
time they increase their quotas 
by a hundre<i per cent. In oth­
er words, i f  a town’s quota i.s 
$100,000, it will l)e entitled to 
an Honor Flag when its sub­
scriptions reach this amount, 
and when the sub.scriptions 
reach $200,000 it will be en­
titled to one blue .star.

Every hank will l»e supplied 
with window cards 7x0 indies, 
which will show a reproduction 
of the Honor Flag, and have a 
••race for the sub.scril ers name. 
1'’ 'c si l)scri.>«r will write his 
name on the window card and 
di lay it in his residence or 
iit his place of bu.sine.ss.

The raising o f the Honor 
Fl:vr in any community, should 
be made the occasion of a great 
. ati iotic demonstration, and le  
made one of the greatest events 
in the life of the community.

In many communities tiiere 
Will be used in connection with 
the Honor Flag system, the 
“ Conor Roll.” This will give a 
li it o f the names o f sub.scrib- 
■ms to the Third Liberty Loan.
T o list will be placat'd in the 
'io;;t prominent position in 
town, outside o f the Liberty 
Loan headquarters, or possibly 
the postoffice in smaller com­
munities, and the list will be 
added to frequently and kejit 
up to date. Every man who 
• alucs his self-respect and the 
opinion o f his neighliors will 
want to have his name appear ' 
'•n the Honor Roll.

Hunger i.s on in Europe— it’s 
no statement, but a terrible fact. 
We can ship non-perishables 
abroad, but we can’t ship per­
ishables; and the more potatoes 
we cat in Tcixa.s and the less 
flour, tin- quicker the hunger of 
lilurope will be placated and the

'i’here was a little lump of coal 
which reposed on a shelf in front 
o f the stove. She burned twigs 
and looked at the coal to keep 
warm. One day she dug down 
behind some papers In a cup­
board and pulled out an egg, 
which she showed me with all 
the pride in po.ssessing a dia­
mond necklace. She said she was 
saving it for j^ome day when she 
was sick.

We have in Texas today 2,000,- 
000 pounds, or fifty  carloads, o f 
potatoes that are rotting, when 
Belgians atarve.
