Because I have been In the 
army the past five years and 
absent from the dls'.rlct, It is 
necessary, in announcing as a 
candidate for the cfflce of 
District Judge of the 69th Ju­
dicial District, to Introduce my­
self to many of you by briefly 
relating my background and my 
qualifications for that office.

I am nearly 44 years old, 
married and have one daugh­
ter. I am a Presbyterian, and 
have been a resident of Dal- 
hart the past 23 years. While In 
my second year of high school 
it was necessary for me to take 
a night job with the Rock Is­
land Railroad in order to help 
other members of my family 
and to continue my schooling. 
I am still on the roster of it's 
employees. In my spare time I 
pursued my Interest In law by 
home study. With such money 
I could save and borrow I at­
tended Cumberland University 
Law School at Lebanon, Tenn­
essee, and then was admitted 
to the bar In Texas In 1926

Soon thereafter I started to 
practice law. The people of Dal­
lam County have been moo: kind 
to me by electing me four times 
as their County Attorney, and 
once as their County Judge and 
Ex-Offlck) Superintendent of 
Schools. Meanwhile I had also 
become Interested In military 
law. By several hundred hours 
of home study I qualified for 
and was commissioned In 1936 
as a Reserve Officer In the 
Judge Advocate General’s De­
partment: of the U. S Army. The 
commission obligated me to 
serve on active duty In the ar­
my for the duration of any 
emergency or war.

When the national emergency 
developed In 1941, 1 was order­
ed to active duty In the army 
In the month of May. This ne­
cessitated my resigning as 
County Judge of Dallam Coun­
ty. The national emergency 
conditions that have still existed 
since the fighting ended are 
now rapidly coming to an end.

For nearly two years I ser­
ved as Staff Judge Advocate at 
Camp Wolters, and the past
three years I have been staff
Judge Advocate of the 2nd. 
Infantry Division. My duties 
have always been those of
legal advisor to all military
personnel—from the newest 
private to Lieutenant Oeneral. 
During this time the ' Indian - 
head Division'* served about two 
years In the E. T. O„ and It was 
In combat from D Day plus one 
• D plus li to V. K. Day. On V 
J .  day we happened to be In (tie 
United States enroute to Hie 
Pacific theater to help wind up

Following the ceremonies at 
the park, there will be further 
ceremonies at the Friona Cem- 
e ery, with Rev. North, pastor 
of the Congregational Church, 
and Rev. Houlette, pastor of 
the United Pentecostal Church, 
delivering the addresses.
The services at the cemetery 
will Include decoration of the 
graves, which will conclude the 
Memorial Day program.

A disastrous hall storm that 
cut a 15-mile wide swath across 
the Parmer, Deaf Smith, and 
Castro, county wheat belt last 
Sunday night caused damage to 
crops estimated at a million 
dollars.

Estimates place the prospect­
ive wheat yield destroyed In the 
three-fount# area at half a 
million bushels. Probably 40 to
50 thousand acres of wheat was 
wiped out.

Only a small percentage of 
the destroyed wheat was in­
sured, a check-up discloses, and 
most farmers in the hailed-out 
area report a total crop loss.

The hall started locally In the 
northwest part o f Deaf Smith 
county, and swept southward In 
a wide arc to the south and east 
Into Parmer and CastTO coun­
ties, the central path of the 
storm lying between Summer- 
field and Friona and fringing 
both communities.

The T E. Selgler farm, 27 
miles northwest of Hereford, 
was approximately the northern 
limit of the storm, and the hall 
cut a 15-mlle wide path south­
ward from that point to a dis­
tance of at least 20 miles, wiping 
out virtually everything In Its 
path.

Farms lying on the east edge 
of Summerfleld community, and 
west of Friona, received only 
light damage.

Although .40 inch of rain fell 
In Hereford, and half an inch 
of rainfall was reported at Dawn 
during the storm, little moisture 
accompanied the hall storm to 
the west.

The storm which struck this 
tri-county area was according 
to reports, part of a major hall 
storm which started at Tu- 
cumcarl. New Mexico, and swept 
in a southeasterly direction In­
to the southeastern part o f 
Hale county.

Ben Taack, one of the bigger 
opera: ors In Deaf Smith coun­
ty, reports 3500 acres of wheat 
completely wiped out, and es­
timated that the yield from 
this acreage would have been 
between 50.000 and 60,000 bu­
shels.

Part of the Cecil Guseman 
acreage in that area was de­
stroyed.

Syd Maxfield reports that the 
grass In a pasture which had 
not been grazed for three years 
was mowed down and beaten 
into the ground by the hall 
storm.

Bill Edelmon reports the loss 
of 3 sections of wheat south­
west of Summerfleld.

Practically all the wheat 
crop in the Summerfleld, Ranee, 
and Black communities was re­
ported to be a total loss

All gardens In the area were 
ruined, and most of the fruit 
destroyed.

Windows and screens were 
broken and torn up, on some 
houses, and tanks and bams de­
stroyed A number of farmers 
reported house roofs damaged 
by the hall.

Very little hall was reported 
north and east of Sum merf laid, 
the major damage lying to the 
west and south of that com­
munity, and Westway commun­
ity reported little damage east 
of the schoolhouse, the main 
storm sweeping through the 
west tm edge of the community.

Many farmers In Deaf Smith, 
Castro and Parmer counties who 
had wheat crops completely 
hailed out In Sunday’s storm are 
planning to seed considerable 
acreage in vegetables under 
contract to the new canning 
plant which will go Into opera­
tion In Hereford this summer, 
according to Worth Ware, man­
ager of the plant.

The plant Is offering to fur­
nish seed to all farmers who 
want to plant, and will contract 
for the entire yield, Ware said.

Although the plant, which 
will operate under the trade- 
name of Deaf Smith County 
Food Products. Inc., had planned 
to confine Its planting to 
Deaf Smith County, the dis­
astrous hall storm which wiped 
out many farmers In neigh­
boring counties Sunday night 
brought about an Immediate 
change hi policy.

‘ We have decided to extend 
aid to all who want it this 
year,” Ware said, 'by offering a 

, cash crop which can be market­
ed this summer.”

Enough black-eyed peas to 
seed 1500 acres arrived In Here- 

i ford Tuesday Li response to a 
hurry-up call by Ware Sunday 
night, and additional seed for 
planting carrots, beets. and 
green beans should arrive this 
week, he said.

” We don’t expect to be able ;

to can the yield from all this 
acreage this year,” Ware said, 
‘ but due to this emergency, we 
intend to buy the entire crop 
and market the surplus on the 
fresh vegetable market."

The plant Is trying to stagger 
planting of vegetable crops so 
that a harvesting schedule can 
be worked out. Black-eye peas, 
Ware pointed out, can be plant­
ed through the next 60 days. 
Carrots and beets can be plant­
ed up to June 10th or 12th.
