Crews search Ind. pond 
fo r to rn ad o  v ic tim s

EVANSVILLE, Ind. (AP) —  Crews 
began draining a pond next to a smashed 
mobile-home park in a search for bodies 
Monday after a twister ripped through 
Indiana and Kentucky and killed at least 
22 people.

The tornado struck early Sunday with 
winds estimated at more than 200 mph, 
reducing houses to splinters and obliterat­
ing mobile homes.

At least 18 petóle died at the Eastbrook 
Mobile Home Park in Evansville, and four 
others were killed in neighboring Warrick 
County. Dozens remained hospitalized.

A  list of some 200 people feared miss­
ing from the mobile home park had been 
whittled down to a couple of dozen by late 
Monday afternoon, Erk Williams, Vander­
burgh County chief deputy sheriff.
• After mming over debris in the mobile 

home park and listening for signs of life in 
the ruins, searchers turned their attention 
to the drainage pond, where four bodies 
were found over the weekend.

Crews broke the pond’s containment 
walls to lower the water level, finding one 
body around midday Monday.

T h e  Australian Federal Police said eight m en were 
arrested in Sydney and n in e in  M elbourne in the 
coordinated raids that also netted evidence including 
weapons, computers, backpacks and apparent bomb- 
making materials.

“I was satisfied that this state was under an imminent 
threat o f potentially a catastrophic terrorist act,” said 
New South  W ales Police M inister Carl Scully.

A ustralia’s Sky News reported th at a m an who

had been under surveillance was shot and wounded 
by police in the raids, w hich followed a 16-m onth 
investigation. Police did not immediately confirm the 
m an was a terror suspect.

A n  Associated Press photographer saw a bomb squad 
robot exam ining a backpack the m an was wearing 
when he was shot.

Amendment voting begins today

Voting in  the N ovem ber C onstitutional A m end­
m ent E lection s begin today amid controversy sur­
rounding an am endm ent that will decide the fate o f 
sam e-sex marriage in the state o f Texas.

Am endm ent Proposal N o. 2 would define marriage 
in Texas as only o f the union of 
one m an and on e w om an and 
prohibits the state from creating 
or recognizing any legal status 
identical or similar to marriage.

B etty  D otts, a spokesperson 
for Parents and Friends o f Lesbi­
ans and Gays, said the proposed 
am endm ent is discriminatory.

“It  goes against th e  B ill  o f 
R ig h ts ,” she said. “T h e  B ill o f 
R ights is supposed to ensure the 
rights o f all people. Putting a law 
like this in a precious docum ent 
like the Texas constitu tion sets a 
dangerous precedence.”

T h e  precedence, D otts said, 
could cause harm  to  the hom o- ^  
sexual community.

“In  a sense w hat they are saying by putting this 
law into the constitu tion  is that hom osexuals are not 
worthy o f  having the same rights as other citizens,” 
she said.

D otts said married couples have more than  1 ,000

Filibusters can be worthwhile 

weapon or needless nuisance

E v e n  th o u g h  W h ite  H ouse 
counsel Harriet Miers withdrew her 
nom ination for the Supreme Court 
O ct. 27 and President G eorge W. 
Bush nom inated Sam uel A lito  to 
the Court O ct. 31 , Senate Judiciary 
C om m ittee hearings are no t set to 
begin until Jan . 9.

A lito , if confirmed, will replace 
Justice Sandra Day O ’Connor, who 
announced her retirem ent in July 
but agreed to rem ain on  the bench  
until a replacem ent is confirmed.

C urrently  a judge on  the 3rd 
U .S . C ircu it  C o u rt o f  A ppeals, 
A lito , 55 , is a form er Reagan ad­
m inistration lawyer.

W h ile  it may be too soon to 
te ll, one D em ocrat on  the S e n ­
ate Judiciary C om m ittee said he 
doubts that the party will filibuster 
in an attem pt to block a confirm a­
tion  vote on  A lito , a conservative 
nom inee, according to The Associ­
ated Press.

A  filibuster is a way to block ot 
prevent legislation  from  passing

in the Senate  through a continuous 
speech by a Se n a to r in  opposition 
to the vote, allowing debate to last 
indefinitely.

Rule 22 , adopted in 1917, allows 
senators to  overrule a filibuster by 
a vote o f two-thirds, though it was 
changed in 1975 to make the vote 
req u ired  to  o v errid e  a f ilib u ste r  
three-fifths.

T h e  longest record  o f an ind i­
vidual sp eech  is he ld  by J .  S tro m  
Thurm ond, th en  a Sou th  C arolina 
senator, who filibustered against the 
C iv il R ights A c t  o f  1957 for 24  hours 
and 18 minutes.

D anny Kerr, a ju n io r com puter 
scien ce m ajor from  P lano, said he 
does n o t b e lie v e  th e  D e m o cra tic  
Party will filibuster against the nom i­
nee, though it is too soon to tell.

“1 th ink it’s effective, but n o t pro­
ductive. 1 think there’s a lot o f opposi­
tion for A lito ,” he said. “Filibustering 
will just delay an issue th at will have 
to  be addressed anyway.”

It would take 6 0  out o f 100 sena­
tors to  override the filibuster. Cur-

Study ranks Texas 1 1th most dangerous

G et your guns up —  in self de­
fense.

Texas is the 11th most dangerous 
state in the nation according to the 
recent release o f the 2005  Morgan 
Q uitno M ost Dangerous S ta te  Sur­

vey.
T h e  study, which considers crime 

in  six d ifferent categories such as 
murder and robbery, uses a formula 
that measures how a state compares 
to  the U .S . average for each crime 
category.

N orth  D akota took top honors 
wiiming the slot for 2 005’s safest state, 
and Nevada proved its tourist staple 
S in  City was aptly named by its rank­
ing as the most dangerous state for the 
second consecutive year.

In the 11 years Morgan Q uitno has 
been publishing its survey, Texas has 
bounced around the chart, reaching its 
lowest dip in 1994 when it was ranked 
the third most dangerous state and 
peaking in 2000  when it was charted 
as the 17th most dangerous state.

Texas’ recent rankings in the low­
est quadrant o f U .S . states when it 
comes to safety is urging some Texas
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T ech  students to  seek measures o f 
protection.

Derek Pope, a sophomore English 
and education m ajor from Garland, 
said he credits Texas’ ranking to high 
populations in its biggest cities.

“1 think it’s because Texas has a 
very dense p opulation w ith  many 
urban areas,” he said.

For people to protect themselves in 
dangerous situations. Pope, a third-de­
gree black belt in Tae Kwon Do, points 
to self-defense education as one part 
of the solution.

“Being able to defend yourself is a 
fundamental tenant o f life,” he said. 
“It ’s always better to have the skills 
and not to need them  than to need 
them  and not to have them .”

T h e desire for safety and security 
among students has caused a swell in 
the variety of self-defense classes avail­
able in college communities.

Schools such as Emory University 
pioneered self-defense programs that 
students can gain college credit for 
participating in.

Tech offers courses such as karate 
that fulfill the personal fitness and 
wellness requirement.

G h a n a  V an D eV ald e , m anager 
o f Lubbock’s T iger Clays Prem iere 
M artial Arts School, said the Krav 
Maga classes taught at Tiger Clays 
were designed by taking basic instincts 
and fine-tuning them  to make them  
more useful and effective in dangerous 
situations.

“A ll o f the techniques we teach 
were invented  for a hand-to-hand  
com bat situation,” she said.

VanDeValde said the college fe­
male demographic is more susceptible 
to being attacked than other female 
age groups become they are out alone 
more often.

O ne in four fem ale college stu-

jK a cfe to fa si.

dents has been  the v ictim  of rape 
or attempted rape, according to the 
Louisiana Foundation Against Sexual 
Assault.

In 2 004  there were 96  recorded 
rapes and 2 ,2 0 0  v io len t crim es in 
Lubbock, according to final 2004 FBI 
Crim e Reports. Both of these figures 
are above the national average when 
the per-capita ratio is considered.

L u b b ock ’s ov erall crim e index 
of 2004  was charted at about 7 ,200  
crimes per 100,000 people; this figure 
almost is double the national average 
of roughly 4 ,000  crimes per 100,000 

people.
R ob ert W isem an, a sophom ore 

m echanical engineering m ajor from 
Boem e, said he was surprised both by 
Texas’ ranking as the nation’s 11th 
most dangerous state and Lubbock’s 
status as a city with more crime than 
the U .S . average.

He said his impression of Lubbock 
was that it is a safe city to reside in.

“I guess there really are two sides 
to Lubbock,” he said.

French youths spread to  3 0 0  towns 
overnight and a 6 1 -year-old m an hurt 
in the violence died o f his wounds, 
the first fatality in 11 days o f unrest 
that has shocked the country, police 
said Monday.

A s urban unrest was reported in 
neighboring Belgium  and Germ any, 
the French governm ent faced grow­
ing criticism  for its inability to  stop 
the v iolence, despite massive police 
deploym ent and continued calls for 
calm . O n e rio t-h it tow n in suburban 
Paris said it was preparing to  enforce 
a curfew.

G ov ernm ents worldwide urged 
t h e ir  c i t iz e n s  to  b e  c a r e fu l  in  
France.

P re s id e n t Ja c q u e s  C h ir a c , in  
private com m ents m ore c o n c il ia ­
tory th an  his warnings Sunday that 
rioters would be cau ght and pu n­
ished, acknowledged that France has 
failed to integrate the Fren ch-bom  
children o f A rab and black A frican  
immigrants in poor suburbs who have 
been  participating in the v iolence, 
according to  Latvian President Vaira 
V ike-Freiberga, w ho m et w ith the 
French leader on  Monday.

S h e  said C h ira c  “deplored th e  
fa c t  th a t in  these  neigh borhood s 
there is a ghettoization o f  youths o f 
A frican or N orth A frican origin” and 
recognized “the incapacity o f French 
society to  frilly accept them .”

C h irac said unem ploym ent runs 
as high as 4 0  percent in some sub­
urban n e ig h b o rh o od s, four tim es 
the n ation al rate o f  ju st under 10 
percent, Vike-Freiberga said.

O n  Sunday night, vandals burned 
m ore  th a n  1 ,4 0 0  v e h ic le s , and

clashes around the country left 36  
police injured, setting a new high 
for overnight arson and violence 
since rioting started last m onth , 
n a t io n a l  p o lic e  c h ie f  M ic h e l  
G audin told a news conference.

A ttacks overnight Sunday to  
M ond ay w ere rep orted  in  2 7 4  
towns and police made 3 95  arrests, 
G audin said. T h e  Justice M in is­
try said M onday th at 27  people 
had been  convicted  in fast-track 
trials since the beginning o f  the 
unrest.

A u stra lia , B rita in , G erm any 
and Jap an advised their citizens 
to  exercise care in France, joining 
the U nited  States, Russia and at 
least a h a lf  dozen other countries 
in warning tourists to  stay away 
from v io len ce-h it areas.

F r e n c h  F o r e ig n  M in is te r  
Philippe Douste-Blazy sought to 
reassure his European counterparts 
about visiting his country, telling 
them  at a m eeting in Brussels that 
“France is no t a dangerous country. 
France is still a country where one 
can  go.”

T h e  v ictim  was identified as 
J e a n - Ja c q u e s  L e C h e n a d e c , a 
retired auto industry worker who 
died after being beaten  by an at­
tacker. H e was trying to  extinguish 
a trash can  fire Friday at his hous­
ing p ro ject in  th e  n o rtheastern  
suburb o f  Stains w hen an attacker 
caught him  by surprise and beat 
him  into a com a, police said.

In  the Paris suburban town of 
Rainey, the mayor was preparing 
to  en act a n ighttim e curfew e x ­
pected to  go in to  force M onday or 
Tuesday, said one o f  his top aides.

I really 
th in k  the m oney could have been  
better spent on  something that would 
actually generate revenue.”

Som e Lubbock natives and cur­
rent T ech  students remember visiting 
the park as children.

“M y parents used to take me to 
th e  park w hen I was a k id ,” said 
Jenn y  Lenly, a sophomore business 
m ajor from  Lubbock. “I rem em ber 
it being really excitin g  and fun to 
look at. I’m glad Lubbock has some­
thing like this but it seems kind of 
p athetic th at it is our N o. 5 tourist 
a ttraction .”

A n o th er part o f the renovation 
process was to  lower the prairie dog 
population from  20 0  to  40 .

“H av ing  th a t  m any dogs in  
such a sm all area m ade it hard 
to  co n ta in  them ,” Trusdell said. 
“A lso  by low ering th e  popula­
tio n  we can  n o t only keep them  
in check , but also supply food to 
them  better.”

T h e  park has been in existence 
since the early 1930s but has n o t 
received renovations o f this mag­
nitude until now.

“W e have had to make m inor 
adjustm ents to  the park such as 
replacing fence, but never have we 
done anything o f  this m agnitude,” 
said N an cy  N eill, public relations 
m anager and indoor recrea tio n  
coordinator.

N eill said she hopes by beau­
tifying the park, the prairie dogs 
will be more likely to stay w ithin 
the confines instead of overflowing 
into  the neighboring golf course.

“M ackenzie Park is a great park 
and we w ant citizens to com e out 
and see it. W e really  w ant th e  
com m unity to  en joy Prairie Dog 
Tow n and all o f the other renova­
tions we have m ade,” she said.

A bu  B akr to ld  th e  A B C  h e  is 
not involved w ith any terror cells in 
Australia. However, he said he sup­
ports al-Q aida’s aims and praised the 
group’s leader.

“Osama bin Laden, he is a great 
m an,” A bu Bakr said. “Osam a was

a great man before 11 September. 
T hey  said he did it and until now 
nobody knows who did it.”

A B C  reported that A bu Bakr 
had been under investigation by 
th e  A u stralian  Secu rity  In te ll i­
gence Organization, w hich accuses 
him  o f supporting Australian Mus­
lims who participate in insurgen­
cies overseas.

A ustralia  has never been  h it 
by a m ajor terror attack , but its 
c it iz e n s  h a v e  rep ea ted ly  b e e n  
targeted overseas, particularly in 
neighboring Indonesia.

Last year, the country’s embassy 
in Jakarta was badly damaged by 
a suicide bomber, and dozens o f 
Australians were killed in bom b­
ings in 2002 and last m onth on the 
Indonesian resort island of Bali.

Prime M inister Joh n  Howard’s 
opponents say his strong support 
for the U .S .-led  war in Iraq and 
decision to send troops there and to 
Afghanistan have made an attack 
on Australia inevitable.

Just last week, Howard warned 
th a t A u stra lian  auth orities had 
received specific intelligence about 
an attack on the country.
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w ould  n o t  say w h en  T h o m p s o n  
would arrive in  H ouston, adding he 
would n o t com m ent about anything 
related to  his return until the inm ate 
was back in the county ja il.

Extra security awaited Thom pson 
in  Houston.

“A n y tim e  h e ’s ou t o f  h is c e ll  
b lock , we will have a deputy w ith 
him  at all tim es,” M artin said. “A t no 
tim e will he be unattended outside 
his cell b lock .”

Thom pson faces escape charges 
in  H arris C ounty, w hich  m ust be 
dealt w ith before he can  be returned 
to  death row in  L ivingston, about 
75 miles northeast o f H ouston. But 
M artin  said it was unlikely the state 
would bother trying Thom pson on 
the escape charges because he already 
is condem ned.

B u t o n c e  b a ck  o n  d ea th  row, 
Thom pson faces reduced privileges.

H e w ill be housed under tight 
security w hen he goes back to death 
row w ithin a few weeks, said M ichelle 
Lyons, a spokeswoman for the Texas 
D epartm ent o f Crim inal Justice.

“M ost inm ates w ith  an escape

under th eir b e lt are housed under 
our highest level o f  security,” Lyons 
said.

T hose security measures include 
a reduction o f recreation tim e from 
one hour a day to one hour a week. 
Thom pson also will be banned from 
access to  such personal item s as a 
radio or typewriter.

Thom pson, 35 , was convicted  in 
1999  for the shooting deaths a year 
earlier o f his ex-girlfriend, D ennise 
Hayslip, 39 , o f Tom ball, and her new 
boyfriend, D arren K eith  C ain , 3 0 , of 
nearby Spring.

H e h ad  b e e n  b ro u g h t to  th e  
county ja il in  H ouston from  death 
row in  Livingston to be resentenced 
on the orders o f an appeals court. He 
was resentenced  to  d eath  on  O ct. 
28  and was awaiting transfer back to 
L ivingston w hen he escaped.

A fter m eeting w ith an attorney 
in  a ja il  v isitin g  room  Thursday, 
Thom pson managed to slip out o f his 
handcuffs and into civ ilian  clothes 
th a t au th o ritie s  b e lie v e  h e  w ore 
during his sentencing and somehow 
smuggled back to  his cell.

Thom pson left the locked prison­
er’s booth  in the visiting room and 
waved a fake ID  badge as he passed 
at least four ja il employees.

Filibuster
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rently, the Republican Party holds 55 
seats in the Senate.

“There’s no point in delaying ac­
cepting A lito,” Kerr said. “They might 
as well just do it.”

Even though the committee hear­
ings do not begin until January, the 
time between now and the confirmation 
vote will not be a factor in the filibuster, 
Kerr said.

“Politically, there’s not too much dif­
ference,” he said. “Unless there’s some 
huge uprising or something, filibustering 
is just beating around the bush.”

Meghan Denney, a freshman biology 
major from Austin, said a filibuster will 
not solve the problem.

“I think it’s a cop-out,” she said. “You 
just delay the inevitable.”

Denney said the country needs to 
unite in light of events such as the war in 
Iraq and Hurricane Katrina. A  filibuster 
at the current time would divide the 
country more than unite it, she said.

Sen. Joseph Biden, D -D el, said he 
believes A lito will get an up-or-down 
vote, but other Democrats on the judi­
ciary committee have voiced concerns 
about A lito’s conservative tendencies 
while on the bench, according to The 
Associated Press.

Senators on the committee are not 
required to recommend that the Senate 
confirm the nominee of a president. 
A fter questioning the nom inee and 
other witnesses about the nominee, the 
committee votes and recommends to 
the full Senate that they either confirm 
or reject the president’s choice.

T h e  only nom inee the judiciary 
com m ittee has voted to re jec t was 
Robert Bork, President Ronald Reagan’s 
first nominee in 1987. Bork later was 
defeated on the Senate floor by a vote 
of 42-58.

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Military duty conflicts 
with editorial decision
Fix your eyes on the greatness of 

Athens as you have it before you 
day by day, fall in love with her, and 

when you feel her great, remember that this 
greatness was won by men of courage, with 
knowledge of their duty and with a sense of 
honor in action. —  Pericles (431 B.C.)

I’ve been associated with this newspa­
per in some form or fashion since my first 
year at Texas Tech. First as a columnist, 
then as a member of the Student Publica­
tions Committee that hired the editor, 
and this year once again as a columnist. 
I’ve always placed a great premium on the 
importance of having an independent stu­
dent-run newspaper. I think The University 
Daily (now The Daily Toreador) has had its 
ups and downs, but I truly believe this year’s 
paper is the best I’ve ever seen —  which 
makes it hard for me to have to leave.

Despite my great respect for the edito­
rial board and with no doubt as to the sin­
cerity of their intentions, I simply disagree 
with the recent decision to maintain a 
running “Iraq Casualty Counter’’ on the 
front page. Often throughout history bad 
outcomes have resulted from good inten­
tions, and I fear this is one of those cases.

It breab my heart to see America slid­
ing into the same pit we fell into during the 
Vietnam era. Obviously, I wasn’t alive for 
that period in our nation’s histoty, but my 
perceptions of it have been shaped by my 
association with veterans of that conflict. 
One that sticks out is a lectute by Maj. 
Gen. Ken Bowra, U .S. Army (Ret.), I 
remembet vividly.

Bowra served as an infantry adviser 
in Cambodia during the early 1970s, and 
in April 1975 found himself slated for 
withdrawal as part of Operation Eagle 
Pull. The Congress elected the previous 
year had abandoned our pledge to provide 
naval and air support to the government 
of South Vietnam when North Vietnam 
abrogated the Paris Peace Accords. North 
Vietnam’s Cambodian allies, the Khmer 
Rouge, were advancing simultaneously 
and threatened to overwhelm the military 
government of Iron Nol.

The day finally came when Bowra 
learned his evacuation was imminent. 
That night, when he told the Cambodians 
he had spent years fighting alongside he 
would see them in the morning, he knew 
he was lying. Two weeks later, the Cam­
bodian capitol Phnom Penh fell to the 
Khmet Rouge. Under Pol Pot’s leadership, 
the Khmer Rouge would spend the next 
two years murdering a third of Cambodia’s 
population.

After I met Bowra, I pledged that, to 
the extent I had anything to do with it, 
no American service member should ever 
be placed in the position of betraying an 
ally again.

More and more this year. I’m seeing 
signs that the nation that once pledged 
to “pay any price” and “bear any burden” 
is getting ready to tap out. Perversely, the 
advocates of putting our troops through 
another Vietnam-type debacle are claiming 
to speak on their behalf.

First it was Michael Moore cynically 
calling on the readets of his Web site to 
“Help the Soldiets” while displaying a 
photomosaic of pottraits of those killed in 
action made to look like President Bush.

Then it was Cindy Sheehan using the 
very body of her heroic son as a platform 
to dishonor his brothers-in-arms and ad­
vocate all kinds of loony left-wing causes. 
Most recently, the media used the occasion 
of the 2,000th American service member 
being killed in action in Iraq to remind us 
that war comes with a cost in blood and 
tteasure.

Not sutprisingly, decreasing public 
support has marked the rising cost of the 
war. History tells us this is not unusual; as 
Harper’s Magazine editor Michael Lind has 
pointed out, support for the war in Vietnam 
declined in relation to rising casualty figures 
at approximately the same rate as during 
the Korean War.

What disturbs me is our relative lack of 
resolve compared to the past. In Vietnam 
we lost 58,203 Americans. In Korea we 
lost 36,568. A t Cold Harbot, the Union 
troops suffered more than 7,000 combat 
deaths in one hour.

1 often hear neo-isolationist leftists 
repeat the tefrain, “T h e Itaqis need 
to do more.” I wonder what they’re 
expecting —  the Iraqis have sacrificed 
more than we have: 3,526 Iraqi soldiers 
and policemen killed in combat against 
the insurgency. They’ve lost 2,226 this 
year alone.

Every life lost is infinite in its tragedy 
to that service member’s family and friends. 
From time to time, I find myself reading 
about the past lives of the dead, and every 
time 1 have to wondet what the U .S.
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has lost. Each 18-year-old Marine killed 
retaking Fallujah might have been a future 
president. Every 19-year-old soldier lost 
in the Battle of Tal Afar was a potential 
Fortune 500 CEO. Many of the dead had 
children, and I honestly can’t say what is 
more tragic —  the children who lost a 
parent, ot the young men and women who 
never got to be parents.

None of those killed in Iraq wanted to 
be there, but none would have shirked their 
duty either. By definition, every member of 
our all-volunteer military accepts the no­
tion that “mission accomplished” is mote 
important than “returned alive,” which 
is why it distresses me that some think 
we can honor the dead by abandoning 
their cause.

As best I can estimate. I’m just more 
than 180 days from being a commissioned 
officer in the armed forces - God and my 
performance willing. In light of all that has 
been sacrificed to date, with the knowledge 
that the theocratic despots trying to impose 
their dogmas on Iraq desperately want 
the U.S. “peace movement” to succeed, 
and with an eye toward the young men 
and women I might be someday asked to 
lead, I cannot associate my name with the 
casualty counter on the front page without 
some other changes.

T h e editors of The DT  are great 
Americans who have earned my respect. 
I’ve spent a lot of time with them and, trust 
me, they’re not the Lubbock chapter of 
the Michael Moote Fan Club. In this one 
instance, 1 simply feel my duty to countty 
conflicts with their duty as journalists.

Much about the way the Iraq War has 
been conducted is deserving of criticism 
—  Ambassador Paul Bremer’s decision to 
disband the old Iraqi army, the decision 
early on to focus the military’s intelligence 
assets in Iraq on the futile search for 
WMDs rather than on getting a grasp on 
the insurgency, the Pentagon’s foolishly 
optimistic initial estimate of the number 
of troops needed for postwar reconstmc- 
tion (made by Deputy Defense Secretary 
Paul Wolfowitz, a McNamara-esque bean 
counter without military experience), just 
to name a few.

But all of these mistakes are reasons 
to rededicate ourselves to our mission, not 
cry “Uncle.”

In Saddam Hussein’s Iraq, the Baath 
Party exercised veto powet over all jour­
nalism. Today, the new Iraq is home to 
dozens of independent newspapers, radio 
and T V  broadcastets, and even bickers, 
all of whom stand to suffer if the insurgency 
prevails.

Nothing Bin Laden or Zarquawi has 
said to date gives me any confidence that 
their version of Iraq would treat journal­
ists better than theocratic Iran, where 
pro-democracy bloggers are imprisoned 
and tortured.

If I were on the editorial board, my 
vote would be to keep the counter or lose 
it, either way, as lor^ as The DT’s position 
on winning in Iraq were clear.

As Ronald Reagan put it in 1976 after 
losing the GOP ptesidential nomination 
to Gerald Ford, “There is no substitute 
for victory, Mr. President.” W ithout 
unequivocal support for victory over the 
Islamofascists, I fear the casualty counter 
will simply become a drag on popular sup­
port for the troops.

I wish I could express in words how 
much this country means to me and how 
much it hurts to see Americans once again 
divided. I wish everyone could feel as I do 
the unlimited potential America possesses 
for all of us.

I owe everything 1 have to the incred­
ible good fortune of being bom here, 
where everything is possible to those who 
believe.

The .political and economic liberty 
that made our prosperity possible is 
neither our exclusive birthright nor is it 
free. If we give up on these things in Iraq, 
our enemies, seeing the discount price of 
defeating America, will surely challenge 
us elsewhere. If that happens, I wonder 
how long it would be before we gave up 
on ourselves.

America now faces a choice between 
what is right and what is easy. I pray we 
choose wisely.

Hip to the hop, you don't stop
Rap music promotes both positive and negative aspects of biack culture

Rap music comes a dime a dozen these 
days. It has splinteted into many different 
factions and has wotked its way in to just 
about every genre of mainstream music. I 
was surprised, but pleased when I heard 
the NellyATim McGraw song last year, but 
I figured it would stop there.

Just a few days ago I saw a country 
western video on C M T in which the 
artist was rapping with a twang. I am glad 
to see the progression and acceptance of 
tap, but I am concerned with its current 
state. W ith so much of it lacking in 
quality, it makes it difficult to discern 
good hip-hop.

Hip'hop is about the 
quality of music; rap 

is about selling the 
product.

Rap seems to be a type of music that 
people either love or hate. 1 have heard 
rap described as innovative and fresh to, 
“nothing but a bunch of nonsense over a 
disco beat.” Despite how you feel about 
it, one thing that must be understood is 
that hip-hop cannot be judged by the 
same standards as other music.

Paramount to the genre is the lyrics. 
Bottom line: If the rhymes are weak, then 
the song sucks. The ability to create good 
story and make smooth transitions is es­
sential to the success of the song.

In fact, I think this is what distin­
guishes hip-hop from Rap music: the 
skill of the artist and the content of his 
or her music.

In hip-hop, you have groups and

artists like a Tribe Called Quest, Tupac, 
Notorious B.I.G., and currently Snoop 
Dogg, 50 Cent, Emenim and Kanye West 
(hate him or love him, respect the skill) 
who have good rhymes and storylines.

In rap you have the infamous Mike 
Jones and the equally annoying Ying

Hip-hop is about the quality of music; 

rap is about selling the product.
Secondary to the rhymes is the beat. 

Let’s face it —  a good beat can transform 
any song from mediocre to excellent. It’s 
what grabs your attention and prompts 
you to listen to the song. The best ex­
ample I can give you of this is one of my 
all-time favorite producers, Timbaland.

Just about anything that man touches, 
(or produces, rather) is a huge hit. He 
knows how to craft a good beat with 
good lyrics to make an even better song. 
Not only that, but he blends, rbythm, 
harmony and originality instead of just 
sampling someone else’s music. If more 
producers took his lead then there would 
be better music out all around.

A huge factor in determining the 
quality of hip-hop is the consistency of 
the artist.

I’m not saying that if you don’t like 
rap music you’re racist, but rap is a genre 
that is based in an urban culture and 
urban economics. It’s understandable that 
an upper-middle-class white kid from the 
suburbs might not relate to a being poor, 
ethnic and from the Bronx.

T h e Houston Texans prob­
ably said it earlier than the Houston A s­
tros this year, and the Texas Tech Lady 
Raiders have come close to greamess 
but surrender to the motto yearly.

Last year, the Lady Raiders made it 
to the semifinals of the Big 12 tourna­
ment and the Sweet 16 of the N C A A  
postseason.

Tech  lost just five regular-season 
games last season and never fell from 
the rankings.

Each season, the Lady Raiders and 
their faithful fans start with high hopes, 
live up to that outlook and then fall just 
short o f the best.

This year’s team, however, will be 
different. But to understand why this 
team of Lady Raiders has a great future 
ahead, let’s first look at the past.

In  the ‘90s, Tech was one of the 
nation’s top teams. T h e Lady Raiders 
boast the fifth-highest winning percent­
age during the decade, bested only by

powerhouses Tennessee, Connecticut, 
Louisiana Tech and Stanford.

In the 2 D  century, the Lady Raiders 
have enjoyed similar success, starting 
each year ranked at least in the Top 13 
in the nation.

In stark contrast to the Tech football 
team, the Lady Raiders preseason fea­
tures games against formidable foes.

Seeing Duke, Louisiana Tech and 
Stanford early in the season has helped 
strengthen the Lady Raiders in past 
years —  even if all three games ended 
in Tech losses.

Also, let’s not forget that no amount 
o f creative scheduling would prevent 
Tech from having to play Texas, Baylor, 
Iowa State and Kansas State at least 
once each season.

Sixteen straight appearances in the 
N C A A  tournament and sbc Sweet 16

trips in the past seven years are proof 
of the strength that the Lady Raiders 
exhibit.

So  what does this year hold? T he 
ESPN/USA Today Coaches’ poll says 
Tech is the 13'^ best team in the na­
tion.

A s for tough schedules, the Lady 
Raiders will open against No. 3 LSU  
in the State Farm W om en’s T ip -C ff 
Classic Nov. 13 at the U nited Spirit 
Arena.

This year’s team is less of a ques­
tion mark than those from previous 
years, and because o f that, I predict 
the women on the team will need less 
time to gel.

W hen you bring back the team-se­
lected M V P from the past two seasons 
and Tech’s all-time assist leader (Erin 
G ran t), the player with the highest

field-goal percentage in Tech history 
(LaToya Davis, 60.6 percent), the player 
who has made the most 3-pointers in 
a single game in Tech history (Alesha 
Robertson, nine) and a second-team 
A ll-Big 12 selection from last season 
(C h esley  D abbs) how  ca n  you go 
wrong?

Let’s not forget the power of Erin 
Myrick, the cunning of Judith Sm ith 
or the skill of Darrice Griffin —  all 
sophomores.

T ech  has exce llen t balance this 
season, from beyond the 3 -point arc 
to inside the painted area; the Lady 
Raiders can  go around, outside of, 
over and through defenses to score the 
basketball.

T h e loss o f 6-foot-5 Cisti Greenwalt 
certainly hurts a little, but the Lady 
Raiders relied on her to do too much 
at times last season and often mimicked 
her streakiness.

T he team went as Greenwalt did last 
season, and now, the Lady Raiders can 
overwhelm teams by not having one 
clear scoring threat.

W henever the Lady Raiders were 
deep in the shot clock or in trouble last 
season, Greenwalt always was a quick 
option in the post. Now, that option 
still exists w ith Davis, but also can 
be found from midrange with Dabbs 
or from pretty m uch anywhere with 
Robertson.

Championship-winning teams are 
balanced teams, and the Lady Raiders 
are balanced this year more than any I 
can remember.

S o  this year I can  see the Lady 
Raiders losing some games during the 
season that they were guaranteed to 
win on paper.

W hat I don’t see happening, how­
ever, is Tech faltering or backing down 
when taking center stage at the Big 12 
or N C A A  tournaments.

This Tech team is too deep and too 
talented to “wait until next year.”
