Thore are "Yield RIght-of-Way- " signs at
some of the Intersections,which Is better than
nothing at all, but even this type of sign Isn't
as effective as a stop sign. Traffic on streets
running cast and west have the right-of-wa-

but, as any motorist knows, this Isn't always
easy to rememberwhen there Is no sign of
any type to warn the driver.

Erection of stop signs at all the Intersec-

tions on heavily traveled West 10th, 11th and
lUth streets,would be well worth the cost. In
the Interest of traffic safety, let's hope the
City does something about It In time to keep
the mounting traffic accidenttoll from getting
out of hand.
