Murray told a news conference
the marketing facilities of the
wells were shut off during the
past year as the commission
pressed a growing investigation of
reports that some operators are
illegally taking oil from neighbor
ing leases

Murray said the commission
has reason to believe that some
oil well holes travel almost as f{ar
on a horizontal plane as they do
vertically

Iceland Electlon May Show
PopuIarlty Of US. Trodps

By LYNN HEINZERLING
REYKJAVIK, Iceland (AP)—
The 99,000 voters in this volcano-
scarred island will get a lot of
attention when they choose new

municipal councils May 27.
From the Kremlin to the Pen-

-tagon, soldiers and statesmen are

waiting to learn how the proud
and independent Icehnders will
divide up ideologically in the elec-
tion. A prime question: Are Ice-
land’s Communists getting strong-
er or declining?

Iceland stands like a silent sen-
tinel high up in the North Atlantic,
its§ northern tip jutting into the
Arctic Circle.

The paramount political issue is
the North Atlantic Treaty Organ-
ization’s base at Keflavik, 31
miles through the lava fields from
Reykjavik. It is manned by 4,000
United States sailors and Marines,

The Communists and their left-
wing adherents oppose the base
bitterly and unendingly as a dan-
ger to the country, a blow to na-
tional pride and a threat to the
nation's umme They make their

views heard because they cap-
tured almost a fifth of the vote
at the last general election in-
October, , 1959

The Communists are pounding
hard on a popular theme, Not
many Icelanders like the idea of
having foreign troops stationed in
the country. 2

The Icelanders, descendants of
Norwegians and Celts, have cre-
ated a pleasant society out of a
once. forbidding land studded with
scores of volcanoes and glaciers.
There is little natural wealth ex-
cept the cod and the herring that
surround the island and swarm
obligingly into nets.

With a total population of only
175,000, the nation never has had
its own army, navy or air force.
The NATO force and the extension
of the early warning radar system
to three stations in Iceland are
hard for many Icelanders to
swallow.

National elections are scheduled
for next year.

When Iceland's

voters choose

their town councils next weekend,
they may indicate whetherthe na-
tional government is in danger,
It is a coalition of the Conserva-
tive Independence party, with 24
of the 60 seats in Parliament, and
the Social-Democratic party with
9.

The United People's Socialist
party, which includes the Com-
munists and other left-wing
groups, won 10 seats at the last
national election. It is united in

opposition with the Progressive
party, an agrarian and coopera-
tive grouping which won 17 seats,

What Do The People Say?

The Howard County grand jury, in its
special report to the judge of the 118th
District Court, makes a plain and rather
convincing case for its suggestion that a
county court at law be secured for this
county.,

It is, the report concludes, the most
practical approach to breaking an im-
passe in the county court docket

In a meticulous analysis of the docket
within the past 2% years, the grand jury
showed that one of two cases originating
in the county court was disposed, that
(with one solitary exception' no appealed
cases were heard.. Obviously, when 70 per
cent of the cases filed on a docket with-
in a 2'z - year period are still on the
docket, something needs to be done

The argument for a county court at
law stems primarily from three sources
First, this court deals solely with hearing
and trying cases and not at all with the
constitutional administrative functions of
the county judge; second, that experience
of other places has shown that dockets can
be and are being kept current under such

an arrangement; and third, that such
courts do not incur added expense, but
rather they return fines and costs far in
excess of the amount required to finance
the courts

The strongest argument is for keeping
the docket current, for seeing that de-
fendants are either given a forthright ac-
quittal or are required to settle for their
case by one means or another. The object
should never be for making money out of
the court, although it makes a lot more
sense that those involved bear the costs
rather than the taxpayers as is the pres-
ent situation

There are some problems connected with
this proposal. One of the
requirement of a legislative act authoriz-
ing such a court. Another is to have a
reasonably clear mandate of public opin-
ion supporting this move. Still another is
securing a qualified attorney to serve as
the magistrate. And a as the

Our Involvement In Venezuela

WASHINGTON — Sometimes Commu-
nist, always Leftist but increasingly nation-
alist, Venezuela's President Romulo Bet-
ancourt is a Latin American revolutionary
of familiar form. Today, beset by ene-
mies on both flanks, he tries to hang onto
the office he achieved by election in 1958
And, although forbidden by solemn treaty
from intervention in Venezuela's “inter-
nal” affairs, the Kennedy Administration
has bet a high stack of chips on Betan-
court.

FROM THE FAR Left, Belancourt Is
threatened with the liberalissimos of his
own Democratic Action party and from the
avowed Communist party of Venezuela,
which is taking aid from Castro. It is
always a legitimate question, during this
tormented half-century, whether the dif
ference between democratic liberalissimos
and acknowledged Communists is of any
practical significance. In the U. S. A, we
incline to give the ultra-liberails the benefit
of the doubt, and to graut that they are
not knowingly working for a foreign power
But this is pretty much an Only In Ameri-
ca Juxury,

IN VENEZUELA, if Betancourt is over-
thrown from the Left, it will be because
he has tried to make a distinction between
pink and Red — and learned, to the sorrow
of the Western Hemisphere, that for prac.
tical purposes there isn't any such dis-
tinction. If Betancourt suffers this sort of
downfall, the blame must be shared by
President Kennedy and his colorblind ad-
visors.

‘Growing Pains’ Is A Misnomer

By JOSEPH G. MOLNER, M.D.

Dear Dr. Molner: What causes
“growing pains” in children’ My
son comblains of a pain in the
leg muscles N. K

We should never let
be misied by that false old term,
“growing pains,”’ because there is
no such thing

Growing doesn't hurt

However, ‘children can and do et
times have muscular cramps and
pains, and there are two causes
which outnumber others

One is the fact that active young-
sters sometimes don’t know their
own strength (or limitations) and
keep going until their muscles
“scream fo- mercy.” Muscles will
do that — go into spasm, in pro-
test al being overworked. So take
a canny look: do these muscle
palns come at the end of a highly
strenuous day?

Another frequent cause is putling
some excess strain on the muscles
aside from sheer vigorous activity
Poor posture, weak arches, or oth-
er faults in the feet can throw the
child subtly off balance, force him
to use muscles that are not de-
signed to carry such a burden. The
result, again, is muscular pain.

Therefore 1 suggest these two
rules, first of all, when a child
complains of such pains: If he's
extremely active, see that he gets
8 little more rest, perhaps more
:I.ee‘p at night. It n: J'nap, at

a m "‘H middle
of the day or the afternoon. Sec-
ond, as part of one of
ohysical checkuos that every

ourselves

ought to have, tell the doctor about
these pains, and let him check
posture and, particularly, foot
structure. Do his shoes fit?

There are, naturally, other caus-
es for such pains. If the pain is in
the joints, rather than the mus-
cles, and especially if the child has
a fever or has recently had tonsil-
litis or a sore throat, a medical
checkup would be in order to be
sure that there is no rheumatie
disease

Sometimes it is, for another ap-
proach, important to note whether
the child’'s diet is correct. Diet
deficiencies can contribute to
“growing pains."

There are, as well, a variety of
rarer troubles, but I see no spe-
cial point in fretting about them.
If the usual causes are eliminated
and the pains persist, then il's
time to hunt for the infrequent
sources, and for that you'll have
to depend on your doctor anyway.

Intelligence Tail Wags Policy Dog

WASHINGTON-This is an anniversary
most of us would like to forget. It was just
two years ago that President Eisenhower
returned from Paris after being subjected
by Premier Khrushchev to the violent
and bhumiliating attack that blew up tbe
long-awaited summit meeting

That was the aftermath of the shooling
down of the U2 espionage plane 1300
miles inside the Soviet Union, And the dis-
aster to the U2, with the capture of the
pilot, Francis Gary Powers, set in metion
a chain of consequences only dimly under-
stood in the two years that have passed.

EVER SINCE WORLD WAR II a mys-
terious element called “intelligence” has
figured in American policy decisions. A
huge intelligence apparatus has come into
being. While part of this apparatus is
exposed to public view, as in the big head-
quarters that the Central ln!elliggnce
Agency has built on the Potomac River
near Washington, the mysterious reports
of the CIA and military intelligence are
always shrouded in secrecy.

Despite efforts to cut it back and coordi-
nate it on the military side, there is a
strong suspicion that the intelligence tail
has more often than not wagged the policy
dog. A look backward at intelligence evalu-
ations on which presumably major deci-
sions have been based raises substantial
doubt as to whether this overbancing in-
fluence — formed on information always
denied to the public and in certain in-
stances even to officials of the government
- I8 wise,

THE MARGIN OF ERROR seems al-
ways to have been on the optimistic side.
This goes from the estimate of when
the Soviet Union would obtain the atomic
bomb, a misjudgment of anywhere from

four to 20 years, depending on the intelli-

gence source, to the Cuban fiasco and the
informed conclusion that the landing of
1,200 Cuban patriots at the Bay of Pigs
would touch off a successful uprising
against Fidel Castro.

It certainly covers the latest events in
Soutkeast Asia, Largely through the ma-
chinations of the CIA, a “'strong man,”
Phoumi Nosavan, was put in power in
Laos. He has proved to bé strong chiefly
in pressing very laige demands on the
United States. recently ae a vear agn
or less military intelligence was touting the
Royal Laotian Army as an effertive mili-
tary force.

But it is clear that many im-
rortant persons in the intelligence field
were more concerned with the U2 as a
valuable instrument of espionage than with
its possible elfect on the summit, In other
words, they were worr.ed not so much that
the U2 might endanger the summit as
that the summit might endanger the U-2.

“By May of 1960, intelligence had come
fo dominate policy in the U-2 program.
Instead of serving as a basis for policy-
making, intelligence-gathering had be-
come an end in itself "

THE CIA HAS virtually completed the
move from Washington to the new building
that rises like a big white cliff on the
Potomac. How many employes are housed
there is, of course, secret. But it can be
stated that the building has one million
square feet of floor space, making it a
little less than a third the size of the
Pentagon.
