‘‘Export barriers impose a great
burden on America’s privately con-
trolled agricultural sector, from
farmers to grain exporters,’’ accord-
ing to the letter from 19 members of
the Congressional Agricultural For-
um, a bipartisan group led by
Stenholm and Congressman Pat
Roberts (R-Kansas).

The annual world economic summit
will be held in London June 7-9.
Each year leaders of the major
industralized democracies gather to
discuss major economic topics.
President Reagan will represent the
U.S. at the summit, which last year
was held in Williamsburg, Va.

““Too often in the past, agriculture
was neglected at these summit
meetings,"’

Region S said, ‘‘When
driving in the rural area,
slow down before, not
after entering a curve. If
you wait until it seems
urgent to slow down, it is
too late. Your engine
should be pulling your
vehicle through the curve.
This pulling force aids in
directional control, when
you use a safe speed in a
curve.”’

The Major reminds the
Texas motorists to be alert
to the fact that many
people lose their lives
within 25 miles of de-
parture and/or  destin-
ation. This fatal fact of the
road is due in great part to
abusing the speed laws.

Plan your trip so that you
have plenty of time to
reach your destination
and return in comfort.
This means a minimum of
night driving, no speeding
and no driving when

fatigued. Have a happy
and safe school’s out va-
cation.

damage.

Grubs are the larvae or
worm stage of heel flies,
and adult heel flies are
currently active over most
of the state.

The time to control
grubs is during the period
of May through August
when they are small and
before infested animals
suffer stress, weight loss
and decreased feed effi-
ciency.

Heel flies cannot sting,
have no mouth parts and
cause no pain to cattle.
Yet, they frighten
animals, making them dif-
ficult to manage.

Heel flies lay their eggs
on animal’s hairs in the
stomach and leg region,
glued in postion. Tiny lar-
vae hatch in a few days,
crawl down to the base of
the hair and burrow into
the animal’s skin.

Then they begin a
migratory course through
the animal’s body, con-
gregating in the throat
after a few months, and
after six to eight months,
appear in the grub stage in
the animal’s back.

If a producer has a
history of grubs in his cat-
tle herd, Young recom-
mends treating each
animal over three months
of age with one applica-
tion of an approved
systemic insecticide during
the May through August
period.

Systemic insecticides are
absorbed directly through
the animal’s skin, cir-
culate throughout the
body, and kill grubs while
they are small.

These insecticides come
in various forms--dips,
pour-ons, injections and
spot-on treatments. A
listing of approved insec-
ticides and methods for
controlling cattle grubs is
available at the county Ex-
tension office.

Leadership has always
been an important part of
the 4-H program.
