FOUR BAD TEXAS 
MEN CAUGHT IN 
TRAINROBBERY

Former Eastland County Boys 
Alleged Implicated in Mail 

Hold-Up.

New York

. Pour of the men who a few days 
ago are alleged to have held up a 
mail tram on the Chicago, Milwau­
kee and St. Paul railroad and took 
from it more than 70,000 in cash 
and more than $2,000,000 in securi­
ties, were former Eastland county 
boys, according to old timers and for­
mer officials of this county.

The Newton brothers, according to 
former Sheriff Pack Kilborn, were 
reared south of Cisco in the Scran­
ton community and were last in this 
section about five or six years ago. 
Sam Grant, who is said by officers to 
have been one of the main leaders in 
the big holdup, grew to manhood in 
the country south of Carbon.

Have Criminal Records
All four of the Eastland county 

men had criminal records. The New­
ton boys are wanted for a num,ber 
of daring bank robberies in Texas, 
while Grant is an escaped convict 
from the Texas penitentiary, where 
he was serving a life sentence for 
murder, having been convicted in the 
district court here for killing an old 
man by the name of Oats.

On or about the 18th day of Feb­
ruary, an old, decrepit man and a 
stranger in the county, who was 
traveling in an old ramshackle cart 
pulled by a burro, was shot from aimi- 
bush on a road a few miles south 
of Carbon. The weapon used was a 
shotgun and the old man’s body was 
badly mangled. A report of the kill­
ing was sent to Eastland to Sheriff 
Kilborn and Deputy H. E. Lawrence 
went to the scene and spent several 
days working on the case, but were 
unable to find little evidence as to 
who the guilty parties were. A few 
weeks later, however, the sheriff’s 
department found some clews which 
led to the arrest of Sam Grant and 
Bert Carter, young married men liv­
ing in that section. They were ar­
rested and placed in the county jail 
at Eastland. Carter turned state’s 
evidence. Grant was tried on a 
charge of first degree murder, was 
convicted and his punishment assess­
ed at death.

New Trial Obtained
A new trial was refused by Thom­

as L. Blanton, then judge of the For­
ty-second judicial district, and the 
case was appealed. The appeal court 
again, this timii; resulting in a con- 
reversed the case and it was tried 
viction, but punishment was assessed 
at life imprisonment in the state pen­
itentiary from which he escaped 
shortly after entering, and has never 
been apprehended. He escaped in 
1911.

After Grant escaped from the pen­
itentiary at Huntsville it was fre­
quently rumored that he had been 
seen in Eastland county and there is 
reason to believe that he did, at va­
rious times, pay visits to his famiily 
here. Four or five years ago an 
Eastland county man saw Grant in 
a Mexico border town and talked to 
hi'mi. Grant was at that time, ac­
cording to the Eastland county cit­
izen, a captain in the Villa Mexican 
army. He is quoted by the Eastland 
county citizen as saying that being 
in Villa’s army was not a very good 
job, but that it beat being in the 
penitentiary.

KING COTTON WILL INVITE
PRESIDENT TO BE GUEST

WAXAHACHIE, June 21.— Presi­

dent Coolidge and other notables will 
be invited to attend; the plageant 
“ King Cotton” which will be staged 
here July 3.

Despite notice served on Deputy 
Constable John E. Boyd two weeks 
ago by L. E. Davenport, assistant po­
lice chief of Ranger, that the consta­
ble’s office was not expected to en­
force city ordinances, he attempted 
to do so last night with results that 
were satisfactory to none. Thd 
fight in which Boyd and his wife 
were opposed by J. I. Costin, who is 
connected with the Hicks Drug store, 
and Mrs. Costin, attracted an au­
dience that was variously estimated 
at between 500 and 3,000. It was 
not a very gory affair, hut it was 
exciting while it lasted, and especial­
ly so because two of the gentler sex, 
now having the right to vote, dem­
onstrated they could fight, too.

Boyd, who is a deputy under Con­
stable Whitehall, complained that an 
automobile in which Mrs. Costin and 
Mrs. J. L. Hicks were seated, con­
versing, was .packed too near the cor­
ner of Main and Autsin streets. He 
threatened to arrest Mrs. Costin and 
she told him, according to J. L. Hicks, 
who was standing alonside the car 
talking to the two ladies, to bring a 
policeman. Boyd then went away.

In a little while, however, accord­
ing to Hicks, Boyd returned and was 
accompanied by Mrs. Boyd, who en­
gaged in an argument with Mrs. Cos­
tin over what would hannen if the 
deputy constable should arrest her 
for alleged violation of a city ordi­
nance. The words led to action and 
the women fought while the crowd 
gathered. Boyd attempted to sep­
arate them, when Costin stepped into 
the fray and would have won the 
decision, it was said, had there been 
a referee . P olice came up and sep­
arated the men and by-standers sep­
arated the women.

Mrs. Boyd needed some medical at­
tention. Dr. Holland said her nose 
might have been slightly fractured, 
but he thought her injuries not se­
rious. Her nose bled profusely. Mrs. 
Costin’s hair was rumpled, but she 
showed no other marks of battle.

Boyd said later his wife was not 
hurt.

Boyd went to the police station, 
and said he would prefer charges 
against Costin, but later charges 
were preferred against all partici­
pants in the affray except Boyd by 
Officers Ingram and Daniels.

Constable Whitehall said after the 
battle that he did not see why his 
deputy should seek to enforce a city 
ordinance, which was going outside 
the scope of his duties and probably, 
he would not try it again.

Heavy Rains Fall 
Along Coast and 
. Over South Texas

DALLAS, June 21.— A geije^l 
rain, ranging from showers in some 
sections to heavy downpours in oth­
ers, fell in Texas Friday night and 
Saturday, breaking up what was ex­
pected to be a protracted drouth. The 
rain came just in time to save the 
corn crop in north, east and south 
Texas.

The heaviest rains occurred about 
Houston, Corpus Christi and other 
gulf towns. Thirteen inches of rain 
fell at Kingsville this afternoon and 
the cotton fields and roads were 
flooded.

WOMAN ACTING 
GOVERNOR OF 

NEW MEXICO
Mrs. Soledad Chabon State’s 

Chief Executive W hile G ov­
ernor Hinkle Is Aw ay.

ALBUQURQUE, N. M., June 21. 

A new era in American politics was 
marked today when Mrs. Soledad 
Chabon became acting governor of 
New Mexico as the Santa Fe pas­
senger train crossed the Colorado 
boundary, carrying Governor James 
Hinkle to New York to atend the 
democratic convention. She is the 
first woman to act as chief execu­
tive of the state. She will occupy 
the governor’s chair in the state 
house until Governor Hinkle returns 
from the com7ention.

For two weeks New Mexico will 
be ruled by a direct descendent of 
the Spanish adventurers who first 
set foot in this teritory, and claimed 
it in the name of Spain, for Mrs. 
Chabon belongs to one of the fami­
lies of the conquestadors.

A gorgeous bouquet of flowers 
diffused their scent over the sanctum 
of the governor’s office and took 
the place of the cigars that were 
usually placed on the governor’s 
desk when Mrs. Chabon entered upon 
her duties as the first woman gov­
ernor in the union. Public officials 
gathered around and curiously Avatch- 
ed her as she took over the reins 
of the government. Her first of­
ficial act was recognition of the 
press. Without ceremony, she took 
over duties which the death of Lieu­
tenant Governor Baker thrust upon, 
her.

The neAv governor is a beautiful, 
slender, brown eyed and broAvn hair­
ed Avoman given to reticence.

France Wants U. S.
To Join With Her In 

Recognizing Russia

WASHINGTON, June 21— France 
and the United States are exchanging 
views on the recognition of Russia, it 
Avas officially learned here today. 
Details of the exchange are being 
kept secret, but it is understood that 
the Herriot government of France 
took the initiative with a vieAV of 
lining this country with it in a joint 
program of recognition terms to be 
offered Russia.

Premier Herriot’s conversation 
with Premier Macdonald of England 
likeAvise is understood to be on the 
same matter. It is understood that 
the reapproachment of China and 
Russia, which jeopardizes French and 
American interests in China and the 
Chinese Eastern railway situation 
also are being discussed.

Three Issues Must

Of the Democrats
NEW YORK, June 21.— The two 

most deadly rivals in the democratic 
convention, McAdoo and Smith, will 
have a good chance to watch each 
other. In the seating arrangements 
of Madison Square Garden, where 
the convention will be held, Cali­
fornia, which will nominate McAdoo, 
has been allotted seats across the 
aisle from New York, which will nom­
inate Smith. Alabama, which will 
nominate Underwood, v/ill be direct­
ly behind New York, and Ohio, which 
will attend to the Cox boom, is di­
rectly in front. %

While the rival factions “ whoop 
it up” for their favorites, a group 
of the democratic chieftains will be 
hammering into shape the platform 
on which the nominee must stand. 
On the main plank— clean govern­
ment—there is no division among 
the leaders and will be none among 
the delegates, but the lines are be­
ing tightly drawn on three big issues. 
They are: the Ku Klux Klan, the 
League of Nations and prohibition.

All concede that these questions 
must be met in the platform, but the 
task of meeting them in such a man­
ner as to satisfy all elements of the 
party is perplexing the best minds 
of democracy. By all odds the most 
vexatious and the most likely to lead 
to discord, according to some lead­
ers, is the Ku Klux Klan question.

MERGER OF FIVE GRAIN 
HOUSES WITH ELEVATORS 

OF FARMERS PROPOSED

NEW YORK, June 21.— The name 

of Governor Charles W. Bryan of 
Nebraska, a brother of the com­
moner, will be presented to the 
democratic national convention as a 
candidate for the presidency. This 
Avas decided by the Nebraska dele­
gation, which will vote as a unit for 
him and will continue to give him 
support so long as a chance remains 
for his nomination.

If this overgrown party caucus 
fails to be the greatest convention 
ever held— from any standpoint-—it 
will not be the fault of New York 
City or its civic leaders. They have 
spared_ neither money nor labor to 
make it the absolute “ none-such” of 
all political gatherings.

Host for Each Delegation
Elvery state delegation is being met 

at the train by one member of the 
general entertaining co'mjmittee, who 
makes members of that delegation 
his guests for the entire tenure of 
the fracas here.

He looks after them, he takes 
them, to their hotels and then moves 
right in with them. He provides 
them with free theatre tickets to any 
show they want to see; he arranges 
dances for them in their hotel, stages 
tea parties, provides them with an or­
chestra all their own.

The list of the New York hosts 
reads like a directory of New York’s 
Avealthiest men. It includes: Col. 
William Boyce Thompson, for'mier 
Governor Whitman, Percy S. Straus, 
William Church Osborn, Charles C.

Heated expressions were voiced at 
Carbon yesterday afternoon and sev- 
eral parties came to blows, following 
a discussion of the Ku Klux Klan 
and its policies by Milburn McCarty 
of Eastland, speaking for and as a 
member of the County Constitutional 
club, and Judge J. R. Stubblefield of 
Eastland, who, while declaring he 
was not a klansman, denounced the 
activity of the Constitutional club in 
the present campaign. One of the 
encounters after the speaking was 
the outcome of an argument whether 
or not Judge Stubblefield was a 
member of the klan. No arrests were 
made.

The anti-ldan forces had adver­
tised the meeting at Carbon Avith Mc­
Carty scheduled to speak. The hour 
Avas 3:30 o’clock. It became evident 
very early that the klan had not 
overlooked the event and that it 
Avould not be strictly an anti-klan 
event. Many men from Eastland 
and other points in the county be­
lieved to be klansmen were present 
and, although no previous announce­
ment had been made that Judge Stub­
blefield Avould speak, it was rumored 
around that he had come prepared to 
make a reply to the Constitution 
club’s speaker.

It was an open-air affair, a large 
dray being used for a platform. J. 
S. Davis, editor of the Carbon Mes­
senger, was master of ceremonies 
and introduced Judge Earl Conner 
of Eastland, chairman of the exec­
utive committee of the Constitution­
al club, who stated why it had come 
into existence, told who composed 
the executive committee, and named 
the candidates for county officers 
Avho had received the club’s endorse­
ment. He said all these candidates 
were known to be opposed to the 
klan.

McCarty Condemns Klan. •
 ̂Milburn launched an attack on the 

klan in no uncertain terms. He out­
lined the fundamental principles on 
which this government is founded, 
the constitution declaring every citi­
zen to be free and equal. “ Under 
our system of government every citi­
zen is entitled to a voice in public 
affairs regardless of his religious be­
liefs,” said McCarty, who insisted 
that the klan, in direct opposition to 
the constitution, was founded on re­
ligious and racial lines and violated 
the fundamental principles of free 
government, having capitalized and 
thriving upon religious and racial 
prejudices and hatreds. He declar­
ed it , un-American and un-demo- 
cratic for any secret organization to 
attempt to control affairs of gov­
ernment by electing its members to 
office, and said the most vital issue 
rsoAV before the people of Eastland 
county was whether the klan should 
be alllowed to continue its domina­
tion of the affairs of the county and 
retain members of the order in of­
fice.

McCarty paid his respects to the 
Eastland Daily Oil Belt News, the 
klan organ of Eastland county, and 
said that any paper, which habitually 
made the practice of defaming in its 
editorial columns, as good and up­
right men as there are in Eastland 
county, was not entitled to the sup­
port and respect of the decent citi­
zenship of the county.

McCarty appealed to the voters of 
Carbon to go to the polls in the July 
primary and vote for anti-klansmen 
and thus return to the people of 
Eastland county the control of pub­
lic affairs. He also stated that the 
anti-klan candidates were men of 
honor and integrity and qualified 
for the positions which they were 
seeking, and he predicted that the 
anti-klan candidates would all be suc­
cessful and that the affairs of East- 
land county would no longer be in 
the hands of the Ku Klux organiza­
tion.

Stubblefield Replies.
Judge Stubblefield Avas called for. 

He made a lengthy address and re­
viewed his participation as an attor­
ney in the lav/ suits involving the 
construction of Eastland county’s 
highAvay system. He denied being a 
klansman, but insisted that the klan 
was not the issue. He took up the 
failure of banks in Eastland county 
and severely criticized Joe Burkett, 
Allen Dabney, M. II. Smith and 
other well known citizens of the 
county who were connected with 
hanks that failed. He said that the 
election of the anti-klan candidates 
mean that the affairs of the county 
Avould be turned over to the old gang. 
He asked who the Constitutional club 
had endorsed for state offices and, 
being told that no recommendations 
Avere made except as to Eastland 
county, he launched into a bitter 
personal attack upon Joe Burkett, 
candidate for governor.

Mr, McCarty Avas called upon for 
a rejoinder and responded with a 
brief and spirited talk. He said it was 
the first time that he had ever listen-

In voting to make the matter en­

gaging in “ popular amusements” one 
of individual decision, and removing 
the existing “ ban” the general con­
ference of the Methodist church was 
undoubtedly prompted by the wis­
dom of experience. It must be ad­
mitted that for several years a great 
many communicants of that faith 
have assumed this right, perhaps re­
gretting meanwhile that the claimed 
freedom of conscience has often fail­
ed to bring anticipated pleasure. Thus 
remorse, not the result of engaging 
in diversions which are themselves 
harmless, but of conscious obduracy 
and a premeditated defiance of rec­
ognized authority, has followed 
where there might otherwise have 
been happiness.

Within «the last half century the 
thought of the people as a whole re­
garding amusements has undergone 
mighty changes. Many can remem­
ber the time when the use of a 
piano or organ in the home' on Sun­
day, except for the\ playing of ac­
companied to sacred hymns, was 
strictly forbidden by religious par­
ents. Cards and similar games were 
taboo at all times, and dancing was 
frowned upon as a manifestation of 
evil in its most virulent form, a 
greased toboggan to Hades.

There remain among the member­
ship of the Methodist Episcopal 
church, no-doubt, many who will re­
gard the action of the conference as 
ill-advised, if not actually revolu­
tionary. But, after all in its strict­
est sense, the matter of indulgence, 
whether liquor drinking, cigarette 
smoking, dancing, card playing or 
joy riding on the Sabbath day, must 
finally be settled by the individual. 
In all ages man-made ukase or de­
cree has utterly failed to control the 
individual— evenin committing mur­
der.

PLIGHT OF THE FARMERS
As a result of the study of the 

pried trends of 10 crops and five 
classes of livestock and livestock 
products for the last five years, the 
national industrial conference board 
has come to the conclusion that while 
those things which the farmer buys 
has increased more than 100 per cent 
in price in 1920 over 1914 and stood 
about 86 p.er cent higher in 1923, the 
yalue of an acre of his crops stood 
only 31 per cent higher than in 1914, 
Furthermore, the purchasing value 
was only 71 per cent of the 1914 
yalue. These figures are not quite 
accurate hut have been compiled on 
yery conservative data, and not de­
signed to “ fool” oneself.

For several years the view has 
been widespread that the farmer has 
not been bearing his share of the 
burden of contributing toward the 
support of the federal, state and lo­
cal governments. It will doubtless 
come as a surprise to many econom­
ists, as well as authorities on agri­
culture, to learn that as a matter of 
fact the farmer appears to be over­
taxed rather than undertaxed. The 
conference board in its exhaustive 
analysis on tax burdens and exemp­
tions, finds that as a matter of fact 
the American farmer is paying more 
than his share of the nation’s tax 
bill, and has been for some time.

COLUMBUS,. Ohio, June 21. —  
Cooling winds reaching cyclonic pro­
portions in some sections and bring­
ing fain to others broke the heat 
wave in Ohio after 17 deaths? at­
tributed to the first high tempera­
ture of the season. Seven dead in 
Cleveland, two in Columbus, two in 
East Liverpool, two in Zanesville, 
and one each in Middletown, Galli- 
polis, Toledo and Cincinnati.

Hordes of insects were brought out 
by the stifling humidity after the 
heavy rains and have swarmed over 
the city adding to the discomfort of 
the heat wave. The highest tempera­
ture of the season was 100 degrees 
at Ashtabula.

BRECKENRIDGE, June 21— Sen­
ator Joe Burkett of .Eastland spoke 
to a large crowd of Stephens county 
citizens here Friday night in the in­
terest of his candidacy for governor. 
He spoke from the steps of the court­
house and was introduced by Judge 
C. J. O’Conner.

Mr. Burkett told his hearers that 
he1 had r>o campaign headquarters 
and no campaign manager and that, 
if elected governor, he would be 
under obligations to no man nor any 
set of men. He discussed at length 
the financial problems of the state, 
the educational system, the peniten­
tiary system and said that the in­
terest rate should, be reduced to 8 
per cent. Texas should have a cen­
tral state bank, he said, so as to be 
able to protect the people against 
the monied interests of the east.

Mr. Burkett said that some of his 
opponents were the candidates of 
special interests. Lynch Davidson, 
he charged, was the candidate of the 
lumber interests and of other big 
business, while T. W. Davidson was 
being run by the leaders of the labor 
organizations. He said that he had 
always been a friend to labor, both 
organized and unorganized, and that 
his record as a public official would 
reveal that fact. “ If Mr. Robertson 
should be elected governor he would 
have to wait until he heard from the 
emperor of the invisible empire be­
fore he would know what he could 
do, as he is being run by that bunch 
of klan leaders,” Mr. Burkett said.

Mr. Burkett said he believed he 
could cut $4,000,000 from, the state 
appropriations and save at least 
that amount to the state, but that it 
wrould be impossible to save $10,000,- 
000, as -Lynch Davidson claims he 
could do. He challenged Mr. David­
son to show where he could effect 
the saving of $10,000,000. He also 
declared that Davidson did not save 
the state any money in connection 
with the state railroad as is being 
claimed by Davidson.

“ Our farmers and stockmen can 
never prosper so, long as they have 
to pay the high interest rates they 
are now compelled to pay and we 
should have a system of long time 
rural credits so a3 to enable tho 
farmer and stockman to finance him­
self,” Mr. Burkett said. He de­
clared in favor of strict law enforce­
ment by the duly constituted aii- 
thorities and not by mobs. He said 
that if be were elected governor he 
would be the servant of all the peo­
ple and would endeavor to see that 
each and everyone wais given a fair 
and square deal.

ANOTHER DEATH IN THE
“ ARMY OF LITTLE BOYS’

KINSTON, N: C., June 21.— The 
death of Chief Justice Walter Clark 
of North Carolina, just recorded, re­
called the “ Army of Little Boys,” 
the .proudest page in the history of 
the Lost Cause.

In 1864,;; the man-power of the 
rebellion was exhausted. North 
Carolina had already given more men 
to the Confederacy than any other 
state. Still the cry for soldiers came 
from the fast fading lines of gray. 
Whole battalions,. then regiments, of 
lads still in their ‘teens were called 
to the colors. They included boys 
from the cadet-and grammer schools. 
Many still In knee pants and hardly 
able to hold the heavy musket of 
that day. An old chronicle says: 
“ The mothers of the state wept with 
one accord.”

In the Halifax county contingent 
of the junior reserves was Walter 
Clark, 17 years of age. Clark was 
commissioned a major in the 70th 
infantry regiment, June 3, 1864.
Shortly afterward he became a lieu- 
tenant-colonel, the youngest officer 
to hold such rank in either army in 
the civil war. He fought in the bat­
tle of Southwest, which culminated 
in the last imporfauft’ confederate 
victory in North Carolina.

GARWOOD ON CONC1L OF 
AMERICAN INSTITUTE OF LAW

HOUSTON, June 21.— Judge H. 
M. Garwood of Houston has been 
named as a member of the council 
of the American Institute of LhaV, to 
serve for a period of six years.

The institute ' was created by an 
endowment of $1,000,000 made by 
Andrew Carnegie, and has $100,000 
yearly for ten years, given by the 
Carnegie corporation. The council 
is engaged in checking a restatement 
of the camlmon law of the country 
as made up by innumerable deci­
sions.

Newton D. Baker 
Of Ohio Ranks 

As Dark Horse
By United Press.

NEW YORK, June ' 21.— Among 
the dark horses before the demo­
cratic national ‘convention, June 24. 
will be found Newton D. Baker of 
Cleveland, 0., secretary of war in 
the Wilson war cabinet.

Baker was born in Martinsburg, 
W. Va., Dec. 3, 1871, and was 
graduated from Johns Hopkins uni­
versity with an A.B. degree in 1892. 
Two years later he received his LL.B. 
from Washington and Lee univer­
sity.

One of his first official positions 
was when he became secretary to 
Postmaster General Wilson, under 
the administration of Grover Cleve­
land, from 1896 to 1897. In the lat­
ter year he retired to practice law 
in Martinsburg.

In 1902 he became the first assist­
ant city solicitor of Cleveland, 0.,

and was director of law in 1903, be­
coming city solicitor in 1903 and 
serving until 1909,

He was mayor of Cleveland from 
1912 to 1916 and resumed the prac­
tice of law in Cleveland Jan. 1, 
1916.

He was appointed secretary of 
war under the administration of 
Woodrow Wilson on March 9, 1916.

Upon retirement as secretary of 
war he returned to Cleveland and 
engaged in the practice of law.

Baker is physically undersized and 
free mixing in city politics made him 
careless of conventions. He is an 
eloquent and convincing public 
speaker.

As secretary of war in years of 
great stress, Baker unflinchingly 
carried out Wilson policies. He was 
under constant and bitter fire, but 
even his enemies admitted that he 
“ got things done.”

Former President Wilson said of 
him: “ My association and constant 
conference with the secretary of war 
have taught me to regard him as one 
of the ablest public officials I ever 
knew.”

You 
ers a brief history of his life and, gave them a new judge and three 
activities as a lawyer and as a pub-j new members of the commissioners
lie official of the county. He said 
that in 1900 he was elected county 
attorney of Eastland county and 
served four years in that capacity. 
He had practiced law for 20 years 
and the most of that time in this 
county, he said.

In 1920, when the Ninety-first 
district court was created by an act 
of the Texas legislature, he was ap­
pointed by the governor to preside 
over that court. When he learned 
that he was to occupy that responsi­
ble position, he at once began to 
study to better prepare himself for 
the place, he said, and declared that 
he had continued to work at the job 
until the present time and would 
continue to do so so long as he was 
on the bench. Following his appoint­
ment by the governor, he was elected 
to the office by the voters, he said.

Judge Davenport then took up the 
record he had made in the trial and 
disposition of cases, and, without any 
semblance of boasting, declared that 
he had tried more cases and more 
important cases, had had more cases 
appealed with fewer reversals since 
he had been on the bench than any 
other district judge in Texas. “ My 
opponent seems to pay very little at­
tention to qualifications, but I be­
lieve you people want a man who is 
qualified and I believe I am quali­
fied,” he said.

Campaign Blasts
Mr. Davenport then took up the 

matter of the campaign being waged 
against him at this. time. He was sor­
ry that his opponent, in conection 
wtih the Oil Belt News, had made 

| charges that Eastland county had lost 
huge sums because of the courts per­
mitting grafters, 1 a w violator, 
crooks and bank wreckers to operate 
in the county, could not be present 
to prosecute the charges that had 
been made. “ None of these charges 
are being taken seriously, though,” 
he said. “ After making these charg­
es from the stump all over the coun­
ty, my opponent could find no one 
to agree with him, and be his witness, 
so he sent to Parker county and se­
cured one J. L. Tullis whom he 
brought to Eastland and made editor 
of the Oil Belt News that he might 
have a witness and supporter of the 
unreasonable, absurb and false charg­
es he is making. Neither my oppo­
nent nor the editor of the Oil Belt 
News has any evidence that the 
charges they make are true and they 
care for none, simply they admit it 
is tiue and let it go at that.”

Calling the attention of his hear­
ers to what is known in this county 
as the Starnes ouster suit, of which 
Judge Jones is having much to say, 
Mr. Davenport went into the matter 
in detail and explained his every act 
in connection with the matter. He 
was criticized by his opponent and 
the Oil Belt News because he did 
not order a citation issued against 
Starnes when the case was filed, he 
said. He then explained the duties 
of the court in such matters, pointed 
out where the petition in the case 
was insufficient in that it sought to 
hold Starnes for the acts of the en­
tire commissioners’ court, and or­
dered the grand jury to assist him 
in his investigation of the facts in 
the only sufficient charge in the peti­
tion that was lodged against Starnes. 
The attorneys for the plaintiff, act­
ing- on his suggestion, amended their 
petition and refiled the case, which 
was transferred to Parker county by 
agreement of all parties and there 
tried with the result that the court, 
after hearing all of the testimony, 
gave instructions to the jury to re­
turn a verdict in favor of Starnes 
and other members of the commis 
sioners court because of the lack of 
evidence to support the charges, he 
said.

Jones Asks About Law
“Judge Jones has said that if I 

would show any law for having the 
grand jury investigate the charges 
•made in the petition filed in the 
Starnes ouster suit or show where

court, all of whom are honorable, up­
right and honest men, but I tell you 
that not on,e of these men have filed 
any charges against anyone in con­
nection with the roadbuilding nor the 
failing of the many banks of the 
county nor have they asked this court 
to investigate them,” Mr. Davenport 
said.

Again referring to the Oil Belt 
News, Judge Davenport said that a 
short while ago after the suit brought 
by Eastland county against G. A. 
Davission had been tried in his court, 
that paper published the statement 
that Judge Davenport had allowed 
more challenges of jurors to the de­
fendants than to the plaintiff, East- 
land county, which was favorable to 
the defendant. This, he said, was 
untrue and explained the facts and 
the law governing in such matters.

The audience gave Mr. Davenport 
close attention and gave prolonged 
applause at the conclusion of his ad­
dress.

Sewell and Been.
Following Judge Davenport’s ad­

dress Judge W. H. Sewell and Judge 
Elzo Been, opposing candidates for 
iudge of the 88th district court, spoke 
for fifteen minutes each, Judge Se­
well speaking first. He stated that 
he was 47 years old and that he had 
been practicing law, both civil and 
criminal, for twenty years, that he 
had served as prosecuting attorney 
and had tried many important cases. 
He said that he was not a member 
of the Ku Klux Klan and believed 
that such an organization had no 
place in this country. He said that 
he was a prohibitionist and had al­
ways fought whiskey.

Mr. Been said that he had been 
elected district . clerk of Eastland 
county and has also served as* as­
sistant county attorney. While he 
was clerk he handled many and 
varied cases, he said, which experi­
ence ho believed fitted him for the 
position of district judge. He said 
that he believed that if a man’s heart 
was right that it didn’t make so 
much difference as to other qualifica­
tions that a man would not go very 
far wrong. He s&id he was not a 
klansman, had never been and never 
expected to be.

Barnes and Judkins.
W. J. Barnes, present county at­

torney, and Frank Judkins, opposing 
him for re-election, followed the 
speakers for the 88th district court. 
They became rather heated in their 
remarks about each other and created 
much applause. Mr. Barnes spoke 
first and then had a few minutes 
rejoinder after Mr. Judkins had spok­
en.

Mr. Barnes told of his having come 
to Cisco from the army about five 
years ago and of the conditions with 
reference to law violation he found 
here. He at once took steps to as­
sist to enforce the laws and by do­
ing so acquired the opposition of a 
certain bunch in the county and that 
the bunch was still opposing him. 
He told of his record as county at­
torney and of the notorious bootleg­
gers he had secured sentences in the 
penitentiary for. He said that he 
was a klansman, but that he did not 
believe the klan should be in politics. 
He referred to Judkins’ record as 
chairman of the county democratic 
executive committee and criticized 
his actions in appointing many of the 
men he did: to fill vacancies on the 
committee. He also stated that Jud­
kins was a re-constructed Ku Klux, 
that he had joined and quit, but that 
he was blackballed four times be­
fore he got in.

When Mr. Judkins came on the 
stand following Mr. Barnes, he said, 
“ Ladies and gentlemen, there is go­
ing to be a hot time in the old town 
tonight,”  He then launched into a 
scathing denunciation of Barnes and 
his records as a prosecuting attorney 
and of the Ku Klux Klan. He ad­
mitted that he had been a member of 
the klan, but said that God had for­
given him for joining and he would 
never be guilty of such a thing again. 
“ Barnes has told you that I was 
blackballed four times before I got 
into the klan,” he said. “ I don’t know 
about that, for I was not there, but 
I do know this that I never mad- 
application to join the thing. A 
preacher and a banker took me up to 
the Masonic hall and took me 
through,” he said. “ I attended three 
meetings of the klan and then quit 
for I saw what I had gotten into and 
when Barnes tells you that I was 
blackballed by the klan, he is either 
violating a solomn oath he took when 
ihe joined to keep such things secret 
or he is falsifying.

“ Barnes is asking you people for a 
second term, but his hair will be as 
white as the driven snow before he 
is even county attorney or any other 
officer in this county again.” Jud­
kins said. “ He got his first office by 
fraud for if he had not gone about 
the county telling people that he was 
a member of the Ku Klux Klan when 
he was, he would never have been 
elected county attorney. There are 
fifty people here tonight who voted 
for you last time that would not have 
done so had you told them the truth,” 
he said.

PRICE CUTTING SEEN AS
EVIL TO BE ABOLISHED

]A joke that was an old standby in 
vaudeville some years ago had it that 
a customer breezed into a store and 
inquired absent mindedly, “ How 
much are your five^-cent cigars?” 
But that was in the days before price- 
cutting became so universal, or it 
wouldn’t have seemed like a joke at 
all.

Today, however, the retail prices 
on standard articles vary so widely 
that it is regarded by many econom­
ists as an evil in business which must 
be eliminated.. Of the proposed leg­
islation to remledy the situation, the 
Merritt bill, under consideration by 
congress, is widely regarded as a step 
in the right direction, reports a writ­
er in Good Hardware.

Some of the features of the bill, as 
mentioned in this article are:

1. The bill would allow the man­
ufacturer to establish a fair retail 
price for his article, to be observed 
by all retailers handling it.

2. The manufacturer could estab­
lish a price for each class of distrib­
utor. If he should want to set one 
retail price for the merchant who 
gives his customers delivery, and an­
other price for the retailer who does 
not provide service, that would be 
left with the manufacturer to decide 
and announce.

3. He could refuse to take orders 
from any retailer who would not 
abide by the fair retail price at

And though 
Candler at the time he sold the ship 
declared he had not abandoned his 
idea, what is left of the Logan seems 
to ponder forlornly on the brilliant 
history it just missed making when it; 
went to the junk pile.

But the hull of the Lo—J 
gan is a graveyard of a more gran- j 
diose dream than those that are 
buried in most ships. It was to be 1 
the first of a fleet of palatial float- \ 
ing colleges in which the sons of 
wealthy men would travel as they 
studied.

Had the dream of Asa G. Candler 
Jr., son of the “ coca-cola king” of 
Atlanta, Ga., and Willis A. Sutton, 
superintendent of the Atlantic 
schools, not gone the way of so many j 
others, the Logan would be now i 
steaming towards/1 port", with the first; 
term of the college almost over. | 

Candler Buys Ship.
It was almost two years ago that 

Candler bought the ship for $180,- 
000 and had her brought here for re­
fitting. With the millions which the 
popularity of his soft drink had 
brought to his father, young Candler 
planned to finance the first of a 
number of “ floating colleges.”

The idea was originally that of 
Sutton. As a boy, Mr. Sutton had 
studied geography with the aid of a 
globe on which the countries of the 
world were only queer patches of 
different colors. But this method of 
study was not satisfactory to him 
and gradually the idea of a floating 
college which would touch at all 
points on the globe grew in his mind.

It was his belief that a good edu­
cation could be combined with travel 
to the great benefit of' the student, 
and he convinced Candler that his 
plan was practical.

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NEW OPEN GOLF 
CHAMPION WINS 
DESPITE STRAIN

Cyril W alker Lacks Physique, 
but Makes It Up in Brains 

and Gameness.

By FRANK GETTY
NEW YORK, June 18.— A hip- 

pocket size “pro” is our new open 
golf champ.

But what little Cyril Walker of 
Englewood, N. J., lacks in physique 
he makes up in gameness.

Few golfers ever achieved the open 
title under a mental handicap such 
as the diminutive star overcame.

One of a field of 84 crack pro­
fessionals and amateurs who met in 
championship play over the long and 
difficult course at Oakland Hills in 
June, Walker drew a late starting 
time for the closing day’s play.

, As a result, throughout the entire 
nine holes of his final round, he was 
subjected to a handicap which has 
beaten many a famous golfer. He 
knew just what he had to beat.

Every time Walker was in trouble 
he had to figure:

“Jones is in with 300 and I’ve 
played so and so and if I miss this 
and take a par four on the next, etc., 
etc.”

The gallery was counting, too, with 
evey stoke.

But little Walker plugged right 
ahead. A day before the tournament 
started, few had figured him as a 
strong contender. At the end of the 
first day’s play he was up with the 
leaders, but it wasn’t until the end 
of his morning round on the closing 
day that the New Jersey “ pro” loom­
ed up as the darkest of dark horses, 
threatening Bobby Jones’ title.

Walker’s last nine holes were play­
ed with consummate courage, but 
there was one 'shot that sticks out, 
and which will go down in golfing 
history.

The sixteenth hole at Oakland 
Hills is a terror. It was the bane 
of existence to a majority of the 
field this year, and at the bottom of 
the water hazard which traps many 
a second shot, lies a ball of Walter 
Hagen’s, marking the " spot where 
Hagen cracked and threw away his 
chances.

No. 16 is a nasty water hole, the 
hazard coming on the second shot. A 
long drive and a second shot equally 
long are necessary to effect a par- 
four.

Walker had an advantage of one 
stroke over Jones at this point. Par 
golf would bring him in victor.

His drive was o ff t© the right, 
badly placed. There was the green, 
with the treacherous water hazard 
intervening, a high wind whistling 
across the fairway. To the right of 
the green were some bunkers, to 
which Walker could play, chancing a 
five and making of his stroke ad­
vantage, rather than risk six or sev­
en from a sunken ball.

The new champion hesitated, fid­
dled. with a mid-iron, then with a 
driving iron. Finally he set himself 
and played his shot straight for the 
pin. It soared over the yawning wat­
er and rolled and rolled, right up 
to the cup, stopping jusy eight feet 
short. Walker said never a word, 
sank the putt for a three anti put the 
title in his pocket right then and 
there.

It is always a source of satisfac­
tion to professionals when a “ pro” 
takes the open title. It means so 
much money to him, a year’s occu­
pation as an exhibition player and 
other material advantages, whereas 
to an amateur it brings a little glory.

However, no amateur ever won the 
title twice in succession. Ouimet 
tried, Travers tried, Chick Evans 
tried. Jones, finishing second, came 
closer than any of them.

This was Walker’s first title. He 
was twenty-third in last year’s open 
with a card of 314. In the profes­
sional golfers’ championship that 
year he was eliminated by Jim 
Barnes, 8 to 6, in the third round.

LIONS TO OPEN

OMAHA. MONDAY
Dr. H. A . Logsdon and Robert

Price Of Gasoline 
Down In Georgia To 

24 Cents a Gallon
By United Press.

ATLANTA, Ga., June 21.— The 
retail price of gasoline ,at service sta­
tions of the five largest companies 
dropped 2 cents a gallon this morn­
ing. The cut was first put into ef­
fect by the Standard Oil company 
and was followed quickly by others, 
with indications that it would be gen­
eral before night. The price is now 
24 cents a gallon here.

A further reduction of 2 cents a 
gallon might be made soon, officials 
o f  some of the companies said.

The Hagamq.n lake watershed 
from which the town of Ranger gets 
its water supply is due for a clean­
up, the city board of commissioners 
decided at a recent meeting. F. A. 
Brown, city water commissioner, in­
formed the commission that E. V. 
Ehlers, state sanitary engineer, told 
him Ranger had a dirty watershed, 
and something should be done.

The watershed takes in a portion 
of Rdnger and extends south of the 
town to the edge of Cooper addition, 
east of town to the first range of 
hills, about three miles from town, 
west to Eastland hill and Ranger 
heights, and north* to Bullock. This j 
is approximately 25 square miles.

This is one of the largest water­
sheds in this part of the state, it is 
claimed, and there is no reason why, 
with the proper filtration of the 
water and sanitary methods used in 
'watershed district, Ranger should 
not have sufficient water pure 
enough for all purposes, including 
drinking.

Wade Swift was instructed to 
make an inspection of the Watershed 
district controlled by the city au­
thorities and to take whatever action 
was necessary to make it sanitary. 
Mr. Brown told the city commission­
ers that if the city did not put the 
watershed in a sanitary condition 
the state would do it for them and 
that would mean considerable finan­
cial outlay as it would cost the city 
a gre^t deal more money if the state 
did the work than if it was done by 
the city.
