President Says The
Treasury Already
Far Into Red

MANY BILLS UP

150-Billion Asked In
Measures to Be
Voted On

WASHINGTON, April 21. (&) —
Administration chieftains today
forecast defeat for the proposal of
Congressman Maverick of Texas to
increase ‘by nearly a billion dollars
the appropriation for next year’s re-
lief. The forecast was expressed in
view of the president’s plea for eco-
nomy.

One house group sought to raise
to $3,000,000,000. Congressman Taber
of New York estimated that measur-
es pending in congress call for an
expenditure of $150,000,000,000 but
that few will pass.

PRESIDENT SAYS
HALF BILLION IN RED

WASHINGTON, April 21. (&) —
President Roosevelt told Congress
Monday that latest figures indicate
the Government will go $418,000,000
into the red in the 1938 fiscal year
—the eighth successive year of fed=
eral deficits,

However, he called for economy,
said he would use “every means at
my command” to wipe out the
threatened deficit, and indicated that
new taxes may be sought in the
next session of Congress to close the
gap between income and outgo.

The President laid the figures be-
fore legislators in a message which
called for $1,500,000,000 for work
relief in the 1938 fiscal year—which
begins next July 1.

He overhauled previous financial
estimmates to take account of disap-
pointing tax receipts, which fell be-
low Treasury predictions,

Two ‘‘definite steps” will be taken,
the Chief Executive said, to narrow
the spread between revenue and ex-
penditures:

1. An effort will be made to save
“a substantial percentage” of ap-
Propriations and (2) the flow of cash
into the Treasury will be increased
by liquidating assets of certsin emer-
gency bureaus.

Sinelair-Prairie No. 1-
24 University
Drilling

Sinclair-Prairie No. 1 University
Lease No. 24, new prospect two and
a half miles west of the Waddell
pool in northern Crane county, to-
day is drilling ahead below 3,546
feet in lime after swabbing 117 bar-
rels of oil in 18 hours. Present indi-
cations are that the Sinclair well
will be a larger producer than Clark
& Cooper and Smith No. 1 Jordan,
discovery in the area, a mile and
a half to the west.

Norton, charged with fraud for
claiming that Gable is the father
of her child, was returned to court
today.

Women Mob Gable

An orgy of wild excitement ex-
ploded in the Federal Building Tues-
day as hundreds of women, rang-
ing in age from grammar school stu-
dents - to grandmothers, milled
around the courtroom where Clark
Gable, dark-haired movie hero,
came to play a real role in a drama
or paternity.

Government and studio guards
flanked the actor and brought him
safely through the halls.

His black hair, usually smooth and
shiny as a phonograph record, was

slightly disarranged after he ran the

gauntlet, and his handkerchief was
half out of his breast pocket. Other-
wise, e appeared to be intact.
Claims He’s Child’s Father
Gable was the first witness in the
Government’s case against Mrs. Vio=
let Wells Norton, tall, powerfully-
built English woman ' who claimed
he is the unadmitted father of her
13-year-old daughter, Gwendoline.
She is under indictment for use of
the mails to defraud and for con-
spiracy. Charged with her in the
case are Jack L. Smith, private de-
tective, and Frank Keenan of Winni-
peg, Canada.

Her contention is that she knew
Gable as Frank Billings in Essex,
England, in 1922 and that Gwendo-
line is the child of their illicit ro-
mance. Not until 1931 when, she
said, she saw a picture of Gable
did she believe she had found the
girl’s father again.

Gable denied he had ever been in
England or ever laid eyes on Mrs.
Norton.

BEHIND THE SCENES IN

WASHINGTON

By RODNEY DUTCHER

WASHINGTON, April 21. —The
chief lessons our own military ex-
perts have learned from the warfare
in Spain have to do with psychology
and morale.

Although it has sometimes been
said that Spain has become a prov-
ing ground for the armies of the
world and their weapons of death,
army officers here say little of any-
thing new has been learned ahout
those weapons or their relative effec-
tiveness.

But it has been demonstrated at
Madrid that terrific bombardments
from the aid do not necessarily de-
moralize a civilian population, even
if carried on for months. On the
contrary, it is pointed out inform-
ally at the War Department, bom-
bardment appears to have stiffened
the morale of the madrid popula-
tion by intensifying the anger of
the people.. :

‘Madrid is the . first large -city
ever to sustain such a severe at-
tack from the air and it was never
possible to be sure as to these
points before. The effect might
:have been different had the poison
‘gas bombs been dropped, but the
eéxperts here say poison gas is not
very effective in a city, that it is
hard for planes to achieve con-
centration in a gas bombardment

that Mussolini

and that it is relatively easy for
citizens of a city to protect them-
selves from gas. These considera~
tions, rather than any of human-
ity, are believed to explain the fail-
ure to drop gas on Madrid.

On the other hand, the appar-
ently low morale of Italian troops
in Spain when under severe at-
tack has also impressed American
military strategists. It is - believed
failed to ‘“whoop
them up” with the proper amount
of emotion and war hysteria, that
they found themselves on foreign
soil without conviction that they
were fighting for a holy cause of
any sort and that this lack of a
proper admixture of bitterness,
zeal and patriotism helps explain
their willingness to retreat when
fighting becomes fierce.

The Spanish loyalist troops, on
the other hand, have been imbued
wigh hatred and the conviction
that they are fighting for their
lives, homes and freedom against
an invader.

Infantry Still Basic

Stressing the fact that the Span-
ish war would be much more in-
structive if one strong power was
using its best men and materials,
general staff officers nevertheless
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insistent thdt it has demon-
strated their contention that air-
planes, tanks, artillery, machine
guns and all new or improved wrink-
les of warfare are simply auxiliaries
to infantry. No territory or strate-
gic point can be captured or held
without an adcquate force of inh-
fantry, they point out, and the Span-
ish war has shown no change in in-
fantry tactics. Mechanized units,
meaning tanks or other armed and
armored vehicles, are said not to
have proved especially effective, al-
though they’re far speedier and
more deadly than they were in the
World War.

Italian bombers have been con-
spicuous, but Russian pursuit planes
have done the most outstanding
work. The latter appear to be a
combination of pursuit and attack
plane. “Hedge-hopping” and spray-
ing ground troops with machine
gun fire, they have proved that this
method of warfare ¢an be extremely
effective either in delaying reinforce-
ments or in actual attack when sup-
ported by infantry.

Also noteworthy, according to our
army men, are Spanish government’s
20 milimeter machine guns which
can fire 200 shots a minute and are
said to be capable of penetrating
tanks.

“Archies” More Effective

Anti-Aireraft guns are shown to
have developed immensely since the
World War. A new director, cor-
recting the barometric pressure, wind
and many other factors, operates
electrically to keep guns of an entire
battery trained on an enemy plane,
with each gun firing 20 to 25 shots
a minute. The high explosive shells,
when exploding, each -create a
danger area for planes as large as
a football field. Anti-aircraft guns
have brought down 80 per cent of
the planes disabled. At first Franco,
with German batteries and Geman-
trained crews, had a monopoly on
anti-aircraft effectiveness. But
Madrid, which had the equipment
from the beginning, has recently ap-
peared to have effective trained
personnel to man them.

PARIS SUBWAYS IDLE 4 HOURS OF 24;

ALL-NIGHT SERVICE MOVE RIDICULED

PARIS (UP) — All - night subway
service, a convenience unknown to
Paris night-owls, has been pro-
posed for the 1937 Exposition, but

the company which operates the

Metro (short for Metropolitain,
name of the principal subway com-
pany) says.it can’t be done.

Reascn No. 1-is that there isn’t
time to train enough new em-
ployes to run the trains at night.
It would take plenty of them.
There are 400 miles of ftrack, the
longest single line covering some-
what over 10 miles, approximately
the same as the distance from
Paris to Versailles, which it maks:s
in 41 minutes.

Every working day sees 4,800
trains run over the system, cover-
ing a distance equivalent to two
and a half turns around the earih
at the equater. In 1936, the Metro
trains clicked off the distance of
18,000,000 miles.

It takes plenty - of employes *to
operate a system  of this size, and
skilled ones to handle trains trav-
eiing close to one another.

But an’ even more important
objection to running the subway
all night is that it gets a nightly
cleaning, and the four hours when
the trains don’t run are all needed
for the process. Some of the more
complicated processes of upkeep
along the tracks are long slow
jobs, and four hours allows just
about time to finish giving the
system its nightly going over.

One of these coperations is what
is called the “milling”’ of the rails,
performed by a special machine
which can take care of two Kkilo-
meters each night. This machine
runs back and forth some 30 times,
smoothing down any rough spots

that may have developed - in the
rails.
Another curious machine that

rides through the silent tunnels at
night is the whitewashing car,
which sprays the ceilings and walls
of the vault with whitewash, while
in the station wide trucks whose
wheéls run along the platforms on
either side of the rail ditch carry
from one end to another of the
enamel-vaulted stations the men
whose job it is to give them their
nightly bath. .

The subway even possesses a
few snow plows, but they are rarely
used, partly because only for very
brief stretches does the Paris sub-
way emerge into the open, but
