democracy and democratic freedom. Dr. Fears says that Pericles had an unswerving moral compass, a
sense of absolute right and wrong.

Athens was just one of the independent states of Greece. Sparta was another of those independent states.
Although both were independent democracies, there were differences. Sparta had a balanced democracy
where decisions of the people could be overturned by a supreme court, much like the United States today.
Sparta had two kings, strong commanders-in-chief, along with a educational system which instilled patri-
otism in its citizens. Athens didn’t have a supreme court; majority rule was absolute. Both built empires,
but by different means.

Athens believed in majority rule and a government by the people for the people. Athenians also believed
hard work led to freedom and luxuries. Athenians had rights guaranteed by the law, but they also felt free-
dom carried responsibilities. Only men could vote, and in order for men to vote, they had to have served
in the military. Athenians also had slaves, just as many of our founding fathers did.

Athens and Sparta lived in uneasy peace from 446 to 435 B.C. But Athens began to interfere with other
states, Coycyra particularly, which wasn’t part of either the Spartan or Athenian alliance. Corinth got
involved, and they were an ally of Sparta. Of course, things escalated from there. Athens wouldn’t back
down. Sparta persisted.

Pericles wanted war so that Athens could dominate Greece. He believed Athens could win because of
the advances in technology, and they had more money. But as we have seen
throughout history, advances in technology lead to the same mistakes that
have occurred throughout history. Athens’ downfall came from to plague, ty-
phoid, which hit hard because the citizens had been brought inside the city
walls to protect them from the Spartans.

The Tennessee Titans got their man.

After his breakout season in Nashville, former
Big Spring star quarterback Ryan Tannehill re-
upped with the Titans on a four-year, $118 million
deal that includes $62 million guaranteed.

The deal was announced on Sunday; one day be-
fore the start of the legal tampering period that al-
lows other teams to speak to free agents.

Tannehill’s new contract also came on the one-
year anniversary of his trade from the Miami Dol-

phins to Tennessee.

Tannehill served as the backup to incumbent
starter Marcus Mariota for the first five games of
the season before stepping in against the Denver

Broncos in Week 6.

All the Texas A&M-product did from that point
was throw for 2,742 yards, 22 touchdowns, and only
six interceptions.

Dear Athletic Support: It seems
like every time I turn on the television
or check my Facebook page, there’s
another sporting event cancelled due
to the Cornavirus. Both of my kids are
athletes, and we have multiple tourna-
ments scheduled for the spring. So far,
I've only heard rumors of their tour-
naments being cancelled, but I must
say I am a little hesitant to pack my
family into a gym or sit too close to the
other parents in the stands. Am I over-
reacting at this point? Or not reacting
enough? — Corna-fied Mother

Dear Corna-fied: With basically all
major sporting events cancelled for
the foreseeable future, your question
couldn’t have come at a better time.
Before I go any further, let me make
one point clear: I'm not a doctor. I'm
a former football player and coach.
My family is, however, taking certain
steps to remain safe. Here’s a look at
our daily life:

Ours is a world of hand sanitizer
and Clorox wipes. A fog hangs thick
over our living room from an endless
stream of Lysol spray. My 3-year-old
daughter strips out of her clothes when
she comes home from preschool, and
anyone who wishes to hold our infant
son must wash his hands (actually,
scratch that; nobody’s holding little
for the next couple weeks). We don’t
go over to friends’ houses anymore,
and our kids definitely aren’t going to
be playing in the Chic-fil-A playplace
anytime soon.

At this point, we’re wary too say
the least, but we’re not holed up in a
bunker surrounded by cans of green

beans. My biggest worry is the panic
that comes as a result of COVID-19
will do far more damage than the dis-
ease itself.

There are already reports of people
around the country hoarding vast
quantities of hand sanitizer, bottled
water, and toilet paper. Some have
even gone so far as to steal medical
facemasks and other equipment from
places that really need it, like hospi-
tals.

This sort of behavior makes me
worry far more than the actual virus.
Even if this pandemic dies out sooner
than expected, people’s reaction to
it could cause far more damage than
COVID-19. No matter what, remember
we’re all on the same team.

Looking ahead, I'd be willing to bet
your kids’ upcoming tournaments will
get cancelled. Many schools across my
home state of Arkansas have already
begun to shutter their doors. If your
forthcoming athletic events don’t get
canceled, remember you still have a
choice. Sports are important, sure,
but as we’ve seen from the decision
makers at both the collegiate and pro-
fessional levels, nothing is more im-
portant than player safety.

And, please, don’t feel like your son
or daughter’s athletic careers will
be in jeopardy if they don’t play ball
for the next couple weeks, or months
(hopefully this all blows over by then).
In the meantime, wash your hands
and carry a few extra bottles of hand
sanitizer, if you can still find any.

After winning the first two tricks
with the K-J of clubs, declarer led a
low heart to the jack, which held. and

next finessed the queen of diamonds,
which also held. By now, East-West
had had four chances to win a trick
and had rejected them all!

Hamman then repeated the dia-
mond finesse, at which point the
defenders brought their big guns into
action, and South never got another
trick! West won the diamond with the
king and played the A-Q and another
spade. East won the third spade with
the king and cashed the ten of spades
and ace of clubs, producing this posi-
tion:

When Gimkiewicz next cashed
the seven of spades, South could not
spare the diamond ace, which would
make West's six a trick. So he dis-
carded the nine of hearts.

Veeraburut then discarded his
diamond, and now dummy was
squeezed. A club discard would make
East’s nine a trick, so Hamman dis-
carded the heart three from dummy.
East thereupon led a heart, and West
took the last two tricks with the A-10
of hearts to put the contract down
three!

Today in History

Today is Monday, March 16,
the 76th day of 2020. There
are 290 days left in the year.
Today’s Highlights in His-
tory:

On March 16, 1926, rocket
science pioneer Robert H.
Goddard successfully tested
the first liquid-fueled rocket
at his Aunt Effie’s farm in Au-
burn, Massachusetts.

On this date:

In 1521, Portuguese explorer
Ferdinand Magellan and his
crew reached the Philip-
pines, where Magellan was
killed during a battle with
natives the following month.
In 1802, President Thomas
Jefferson signed a measure
authorizing the establish-
ment of the US. Military
Academy at West Point, New
York.

In 1850, Nathaniel Haw-
thorne’s novel “The Scarlet
Letter” was first published.
In 1935, Adolf Hitler decided
to break the military terms
set by the Treaty of Versailles
(vehr-SY’) by ordering the
rearming of Germany.

In 1945, during World War
II, American forces declared
they had secured Iwo Jima,
although pockets of Japanese
resistance remained.

In 1966, NASA launched
Gemini 8 on a mission to
rendezvous and dock with
Agena, a target vehicle in
orbit; although the docking
was successful, the joined ve-
hicles began spinning, forc-
ing Gemini to disconnect
and abort the flight.

In 1968, the My Lai (mee
ly) massacre took place dur-
ing the Vietnam War as U.S.
Army soldiers hunting for
Viet Cong fighters and sym-
pathizers killed unarmed vil-
lagers in two hamlets of Son
My (suhn mee) village; esti-
mates of the death toll vary
from 347 to 504. Senator
Robert F. Kennedy of New
York announced his can-
didacy for the Democratic
presidential nomination.

In 1987, Massachusetts Gov.
Michael Dukakis announced
his candidacy for the Demo-
cratic presidential nomina-
tion.

In 1991, a plane carrying
seven members of coun-
try singer Reba McEntire’s
band and her tour manager
crashed into Otay Mountain
in southern California, kill-
ing all on board. U.S. skat-

ers Kristi Yamaguchi, Tonya
Harding and Nancy Kerrigan
swept the World Figure Skat-
ing Championships in Mu-
nich, Germany.

In 1994, figure skater Tonya
Harding pleaded guilty in
Portland, Oregon, to con-
spiracy to hinder prosecu-
tion for covering up an attack
on rival Nancy Kerrigan,
avoiding jail but drawing a
$100,000 fine.

In 2003, American activ-
ist Rachel Corrie, 23, was
crushed to death by an Israeli
military bulldozer while try-
ing to block demolition of a
Palestinian home in the Gaza
Strip.

In 2004, China declared vic-
tory in its fight against bird
flu, saying it had “stamped
out” all its known cases.

Ten years ago: Attorney Gen-
eral Eric Holder told a House
Appropriations subcommit-
tee that Osama bin Laden
would never face trial in the
United States because he
would not be captured alive.
(The al-Qaida leader was
shot dead by Navy SEALs in
Pakistan in May 2011.) Lance
Mackey won the 1,100-mile
Iditarod Trail Sled Dog Race
to become the first musher in
the event’s 38-year history to
win four consecutive races.
Five years ago: Los Angeles
prosecutors filed a first-de-
gree murder charge against
real estate heir Robert Durst
in the killing of his friend,
Susan Berman, who had act-
ed as Durst’s spokeswoman
after his wife, Kathleen, dis-
appeared in 1982. (Durst is
now on trial in Los Angeles.)
One year ago: Relatives wait-
ed for authorities to release
the remains of the 51 Muslim
worshippers killed in mas-
sacres at two mosques in the
New Zealand city of Christ-
church. Dick Dale, whose
power-chord instrumentals
on songs including “Miser-
lou” and “Let’s Go Trippin”™
earned him the title King of
the Surf Guitar, died at the
age of 83.
