DALLAS. Dec. 28.— <JP)—im prov­
ed business and agricultural condi­
tions are shown in the business re­
view of the Federal Reserve Bank 
of Dallas for December released for 
publication today. The report show­
ed that conditions improved the 
first two weeks tn December, due 
to Christmas buying and rains over 
the district, after the depressed con­
ditions ot the latter part of Novem­
ber.

A resume of the review issued by 
the bank follows;

“A further improvement in the 
agricultural and livestock Industrie* 
and in the financial situation was 
in evidence during the past month. 
Deposits of member banks which 
amounted to $907,143,000 on Novem­
ber 9th established a new high level, 
being *22.838.300 greater than on 
October 26th and 1105 726.000 great­
er than on November 24, 1926 Fed­
eral Reserve Bank loans to member 
banks on December 15th amounted 
to $5.632 396 less than on the cor­
responding date a year ago Tlie 
decline in these loans has been due 
entirely to tne liquidation of in­
debtedness by country banks as 
loans to reserve city banks have 
increased. The large increase in 
deposits has created a heavy de­
mand for commercial paper, bank­
ers’ acceptances, and other forms of 
short term investments to serve as 
secondary reserves for these banks. 
Despite the heavy allotments of the 
Treasury issue of November 18th 
subscription to the December 15th 
issue of 35, per cent Treasury Cer­
tificates of Indebtedness rose to

Hickman's type—very young, 
very dapper, very much the 
"sheik'' type— that is the most 
dangerous.

Dr. Oeorge Reeve head of the
Criminal court psychiatric clinic 
here, and a nationally known
psychiatrist, explains it

"The most atrocious crimes 
are almost invariably commit­
ted by young people in the years 
of emotional Instability—be­
tween adolescence and 25." lie 
says.

“ Youth performs the most un­
thinkable crimes. Wlien these 
critical years are passed, if tin 
emotionally defective person is 
stui alive and at large, he has 
generally calmed down until. If 
not actually normal, he is much 
less of a menace to society.

"Criminal types are conscious 
of their maladjustment to other 
social beings and have keen 
feelings Of Wferierttv In an at­
tempt to salve their wounds for 
this feeling they cultivate arti­
ficial effect# ol'supenority. such 
as beuig very careluliabout their 
grooming, wearing Bek clothes, 
vase lining their hair, manicur­
ing their nails and so on.”

Hickman was what would be 
called a “ personable young man" 
good company, in a crowd, fair­
ly popular and. in fact, seeming 
some what above the average 
youth of liis age in ability and 
appearance.

Under Strong Repression
"It is criminals of this very 

social environment who may 
run amuck the worst." says Dr. 
Reeve, "The very repressions ol 
a high-class social group make 
their-criminal desires accumu­
late all the more If a criminal 
ran with a gang that indulged 
in offenses agamst society he 
could gradually work off this 
accumulated sense of repression 
by indulgence in minor vices.

"But If he is classed as ’a gen­
tleman he continues acting the 
part until some day the explo­
sion comes with terrific results."

Hickman's crimp is strikingly 
similar to the murder o l young 
Bobby Franks by Richard Loeb 
and Nathan Leopold in Chicago 
a few years aeo a tic! between 
Hickman and Loeb there is also

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“The only definite decision reach­
ed was that the Baptist Church is 
going to continue in the Christian 
education business in Texas." said 
Dr. Edgar God bo Id president of
Howard Payne couege this morning 
upon his return from Dallas where 
he and other Baptist college heads 
were in conference this week. The 
purpose ot the conference was to 
discuss plans tor a i torganuaUon 
of all the Baptist colleges o f Texas, 
to promote efficiency and economy 
in tlielr operation. Included in the 
plans discussed were proposals for 
the removal of several of the schools 
including Baylor University and 
Howard Payne College.

"We have no idea whether How­
ard Payne is to be moved from 
Brownwood." said Dr. Oodbold this 
momuig. "Something must be 
done, not only for Howard Payne 
but for ail our colleges, because none 
ot them is receiving the kind ot 
moral and financial support that is 
required and a reorganisation of 
the whole Baptist school system has 
become necessary.

Will Take Time

“One thing is sure, however, and 
that is that the work that is now. 
before us can not be done in a day 
Two or three years, or longer, will 
be required to work out the plans 
and put them into operation. Our 
committees have readied no con­
clusions further than that we are to 
continue our efforts to give Baptist 
young people the advantages of 
Christian education, and many con­
ferences will be necessary to develop 
the remainder of the reorganization j 
plan."

The Dallas conference this week 
was held behind closed doors, and 
no reports were available for the 
newspapers until its close. Dr. God- 
bold has furnished The Bulletin 
with the following report which was 
giver, out by the conference chair­
man. which is of particular inter­
est to the people of this territory:

Official Report
"The commission on the relocation 

and consolidation of Southern Bap­
tist educational institutions in Tex­
as has several weeks and probably 
several months work ahead of it be­
fore any definite recommendations 
will be made, it was indicated at the 
close of an all-dav executive session 
of the commission Tuesday at the 
Pirst Baptist Church. The commis­
sion met in the morning and ad­
journed at 7 p. m. subject to the call 
of Its chairman H L Kokernot ot 
San Antonio. Nearly all o f the 
eighteen members were present.

•'Cullen F. Thomas, member of 
the commission apeairing in behalf 
of tlie commission at Its request, 
made the following statement at the 
close of the meeting

"The commission devoted the en­
tire day to earnest consideration of 
the welfare of all Baptist educa­
tional institutions in Texas. The 
members seek all miormation avail­
able from every source. Today they 
were favored by the appearance of 
the presidents of the various de­
nominational schools and had the 
benefit of their long experience in 
educational affairs.

No Definite Action Taken
"No definite action of any kind 

was taken toward disturbing the 
present location or existing status 
of any one of the Baptist schools, 
high or low.

"The problems confronting the

commi?! ion are too serious tot a
half-baked decision or hasty action. 
All rumors of the early removal or
relocation oi any Baptist institution 
are untimely and unauthorized

' The members of the commission 
arc engaged in a careful survey oi 
the whole problem of Christian ed­
ucation under modern conditions 
They leeogiiue the rapid changes 
in tlie field of education during this 
generation. They are confronted 
with the new situation brought 
about in Texas by the ever-increas­
ing number of splendid State schools 
including high schools, junior col­
leges and teachers' normals, with 
the Slate University as the capstone 
of the system.

Members of the commission are 
concerned not only in denomina­
tional advancement, but as lovers of 
Texas hope to further the support 
of first-lass Christian schools as 
framing camps for Christian citi­
zenship in our complex civilisation. 
They are thinking In terms not only 
of today but of the lonfc tomorrow.

"In the very nature of things, no 
definite developments or recom­
mendations can follow without long 
investigation and protracted delib­
eration.

“The commission adjourned witii 
no definite date fixed for another 
session.”
