Hormone unlikely 
to cause changes 
By Peter H.Gout, M.D. 

DEAR DR. GOTT — Two years ago 
I received an injection of the male 

- hormone testosterone to help control 
~ fibrocystic breast disease. Soon after, 
I noticed an increase in body and fa- 
!" cial hair. My periods also last longer 

and my premenstrual symptoms are 
more severe. Could one shot have pro- 
duced all these changes? I'm 35 and 
otherwise healthy. 
DEAR READER — Testosterone 

by injection usually is given in a lorig- 
acting form whose effect lasts for 
several weeks. Depending on the 
amount of male hormone you were 
given, you certainly may have devel- 

"oped increased facial hair and other 
changes. However, any continuing 
changes probably don't result from 
the injection you received two years 
ago. Ask your doctor about this. 
DEAR DR. GOTT — Why do my 

fingers get numb and turn white when 
they get cold? 
DEAR READER — When exposed 

to cold, blood vessels in the extrem- 
ities tend to constrict in order to shunt 
circulation to the body's interior, 
thereby conserving heat. This con- 
striction causes blanching and numb- 
ness in proportion to the degree of 
cold. 
Some people's vessels overrespond 

to modest changes in the outside air; 
dhese people usually are cold sensi- 
tive. Still others have Raynaud's phe- 
nomenon — severe vasoconstriction 
that is unrelated to cold. Raynaud's 
phenomenon often accompanies cir- 
culatory disorders and diseases of the

Other nerve disorders also can 
cause difficulty walking, however, so 
your son should ask his doctor for a 
referral to a neurologist in order to 
establish a precise diagnosis. 
DEAR DR. GOTT — I recently had 

an operation for “trigger thumb.” I've 
had carpal-tunnel syndrome for 
years. Could this could have led to the. 
thumb problem?- 
DEAR READER — Trigger thumb 

is a malfunction of the thumb joint 
due to joint disease or weak: tendons. 
It causes a temporary partial disloca- 
tion of the thumb. Carpal tunnel syn- 
drome is nerve compression caused 
by a constricting band of fibrous tis-. 
sue at the wrist. Both conditions are 
treated by surgery to correct the ab- 
normality. but there is no evidence 
that the two ailments are related.
