Cancer claims John Wayne at 72

LOS ANGELES (AP) — John Wayne, a Hollywood
hero for nearly 50 years and 200 movies, built his
image as a fearless, determined fighter. That was the
way “The Duke’’ died — in a courageous fight with
cancer.

As the disease began its final assault and as the pain
became more severe, Wayne sometimes refused the
drugs that could have eased the way. He wanted, a
hospital official said, ‘‘to be with his children, his
grandchildren.... He would tolerate discomfort just to
be near his family.”

His seven children were at his side when Wayne,
known to friends and fans as ‘“The Duke,"”" died at 5: 30
p.m. Monday at the UCLA Medical Center. His 72nd
birthday was celebrated May 26.

‘‘He was — and is — an American institution," said
actor Charlton Heston. “‘It's not surprising that, to the
end, Duke gave an example of courage that mafle him
more than an actor and friend.”

Hospital administrator Bernard Strohm, announc
ing the death at a news conference three hours later,
said Wayne's family planned a private funeral. An
nouncement of the death was delayed to accomodate
the family, he said.

Reaction was swift as the news of Wayne's death
flashed around the world. Bob Hope: '‘We've lost a big
one, a jumbo in this business." Jack Lemmon: *‘John
Wayne was bigger than life but he never abused it.”
Lloyd Nolan: ‘*‘He was a magnificent man.”’ Lorne
Greene: ‘‘He had true character.”” Buddy Ebsen: ‘‘He

tributes, too. Condolence calls from all over the
country began pouring into the UCLA Medical Center
shortly after Wayne's death and continued today

Before Wayne's death, cards and letters by the
thousands had flooded UCLA from around the country
and the world. Queen Elizabeth even sent her greet-
ings and President Carter paid the Duke a bedside
visit on May 5

Countless fans had been following Wayne's final
battle since Jan. 12, when a routine gallbladder

operation turned into a 9'%-hour ordeal as surgeons
found cancer in his stomac h and removed it

The next five months brought small successes -
release from the hospital, an ovation at the Academy
Awards — and gradual, inexorable deterioration. He
was back in surgery May 2. This time the cancer was
in his intestines

Wayne — who played the cowboy, the marine, the
admiral, the football player — was granted scant
expectation of progress, though he was taking short

"Medical Center from around the country and the

world.

As a measure of Wayne's immense popularity and
almost legendary stature, Congress last month voted
to have a gold medal struck in his honor. Among the
other 83 recipients of the congressional medal were
George Washington and Andrew Jackson.

Death began approaching Saturday, Strohm said,
when ““Mr. Wayne started doing rather poorly.” His
vital signs would not stabilize. He slept for long
periods and, when he woke, **he would look around and
ask for his children

““No one could predict when death would come."

Wayne had faced cancer before. The disease
claimed part of a lung 15 years ago — but the Duke
won. I licked the Big C.” he boasted after that 1964
operation

Then he went to Mexico and began filming ‘‘The
Sons of Katie Elder," another in the long string of
westerns that made Wayne one of the biggest box
office draws in Hollywood history

Wayne's last public appearance was April 9, when
he ambled onstage at the Academy Awards.. He was,
he told a warmly applauding audience, “'mighty
pleased that I can amble down here tonight.”

Wayne presented the award for best picture, for
“The Deerhunter,” and basked in the lengthy stand-
ing ovation, declaring it's “just about the only medi-
cine a fellow'd ever need.”” The face and body were

had a big generous heart and a great soul.”
And the little people, Wayne's fans, offered their

walks near his room, hospital officials said.
Cards and letters by the thousands poured into the

The latest in a series of indicators
on the state of the economy came
Monday from the Commerce Depart
ment, whic h said retail sales nation
wide fell 0.2 percent in May to $71.1
billion

The department also revised its
April sales figure downward by near
Iv $1 billion to $71.2 billion. The re
vised figure represents a drop of 1.1
percent from March

Meanwhile, the Carter administra
tion announced it would step up moni
toring of wholesale and retail food
processors to make sure lower farm
prices are passed along to consumers
And it moved to increase the nation’s
lumber supply by allowing more cut
ting in national forests

The government also began an ap

peal of a recent court ruling that
eliminated the penalties from its vol
untary wage and price program

The retail sales figures represent a
turnaround from modest sales gains
in the first few months of the year and
booming sales in the final mnths of
1978

“It makes the important consumer
sector look weaker than we had here
tofore realized,” said William Cox, a
Commerce Department economist
“And it's a substantial part of the
economy.’

Added Douglas Rice, an economist
with Data Resources Inc., a private
forecasting firm in Lexington, Mass .,
““1 think this is consistent with a fall
Ing economy

Data Resources is among the fore
casters anticipating a mild recession
later this year. President Carter’s
advisers, however, have so far insist
ed there will be only a slowdown

The declining retail sales figures
which both Cox and Rice blamed on
slower growth in Americans’ income,
are but the latest of the government
indicators to turn downward

In recent days the government has
reported declines in its so-called lead
ing indicators, which are a gauge of
future economic activily, consumer
debt repayment; industrial produc
tion; and wholesale prices

It was declining farm prices that
Alfred E. Kahn, the president’s chief
anti-inflation adviser, addressed
Monday

President Carter announces
his national health plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Carter announced his long-overdue,

limited national health plan today,

saying it would combine Medicare for the

elderly and Medicaid for the poor into a single federal program. And it would
guarantee protection for all Americans against the cost of catastrophic

illness

The so-called Phase 1 would cost $23 billion to $25 billion in new federal
spending in 1983, the plan’s first year of operation

Most of the money would be used to double the number of relatively poor
Americans covered by state-run Medicaid programs and fold the various state
programs into a single federally administered HealthCare system encompass

ing Medicare as well

The White House said in documents designed to explain the new plan that
Carter remains committed to the universal, comprehensive national health

plan he promised during his campaign

But ““in a time of budgetary restraint and concern aboul inflation, it is not

possible to enact a full, universal, comprehensive plan,”

the administration

said. It said the pre«ndenl therefore has decided ‘‘to address the most pressing
health needs of the nation’’ in his Phase I proposal, designed to permit eventual
expansion to build the complete plan Carter would like

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass., and a coalition of organized labor, senior
citizens, and religious interest groups broke with Carter after he refused to
commit himself to seek congressional approval of a single comprehensive plan
as he had promised during the presidential campaign

Nicaraguan
evacuation
completed

MANAGUA, Nicaragua (AP) A
U.S. Air Force transport plane today
evacuated 61 Americans, mostly
women and children, from this battle
torn Central American capital and
flew them to the Panama Canal
Zone

The C-130, which had arrived ear
lier from the Canal Zone, picked up
its passengers — many of them fami
lies of U.S. Embassy staff mem
bers — at an airstrip here. U.S
officials asked that its location be
kept secret for the security of future
evacuation operations

Witnesses reported, meanwhile,
that a rocket fired by a govern
ment warplane destroyed the Mana
gua building housing the only oppo
sition newspaper in Nicaragua, La
Prensa

An attempt to airlift the Americans
out Monday failed when a firefight be
tween government troops and guer
rillas blocked the road to the airport
Some embassy dependents had been
flown out over the weekend

Today's evacuation convoy was led
by a truckload of Nicaraguan na
tional guardsmen, and shotgun
armed U.S. Marines also guarded
the operation

After Monday's failure, the evacu
ees spent the night at the hilltop resi
dence of U.S. Ambassador Larry Pez
zullo, who has not arrived yet to take
up his*post

“If we can’t get them to the airport
we won't move them,” an embassy
official had said. “If it's not safe,
they won't go anywhere."

President Anastasio Somoza's na
tional guard, meanwhile, pounded
Sandinista guerrillas with planes and
armored cars in Managua. Fight-
ing also raged in the northern cities of
Esteli, Matagalpa and Leon. Somoza
estimated 1,300 killed in the two
week rebel offensive, raising the 10-
month toll to 4,300.

Large sections of Managua, to
which the rebel offensive spread Sun-
day, were without water and elec-
tricity. Few residents ventured from
their homes and those who did carried
white flags.

Most of the fighting took place
in slum neighborhoods where sym-
pathy for the guerrillas is stron-
gest.

Large columns of black smoke rose
from opposite ends of the city Ma-
jor roads were strewn with debris
left from pitched batttles between the
guerrillas and Somoza's troops. !

County can't take a position

in Hill house condemnation suit

The Midland County Commission
ers’ Court cannot join in opposition
to the Midland Independent School
District’s condemnation proceedings
against the Irene Hill estate because
of potential conflicts of interest, Coun-
ty Judge Bill Ahders said in response
to a request for support Monday

Don McCarty, a member of a group
which calls itself People Resisting
Iminent Domain Exploitation, ap
peared before the commissioners to
ask for support in the group's efforts
to halt condemnation proceedings
concerning the Hill property, whn(h
includes the Hill house

The house was built on the corner of
Illinois Avenue and F Street early in
the 1900s by rancher George F. Cow-
den

The school district is planning to
use that property and other property
between Illinois and Tennessee ave-
nues — from the current Midland
High School campus to F Street — to
build athletic practice fields and
parking lots for MHS students

McCarty, who said he opposes the
eminent domain proceedings, told
commissioners ‘‘there doesn’t appear
to be much rhyme or reasoh’” to
the school district’'s condemnation
plans for the Hill property.

McCarty said the PRIDE group had
collected 3,162 signatures on petitions
opposing condemnation proceedings.
He said he's certain 2,000 of those

signatures are from registered
volers

Ahders told McCarty the court can
not take a prejudicial position in a
case that may eventually end up in
court hearings. He suggested
McCarty present his case before the
school board

PRIDE representatives were sche
duled to appear before the MISD

board at its regular meeting at 1:30
p.m. today.The board was to meet in
the board room of the school district
office at 702 N. N St

“I don't think this commissioners’
court can take a stand with one of our
judges (County. Court-at-Law Judge
Willie DuBose) going to hear the case

Lack of quorum prevents
change in MCAA bylaws

Plagued with an inability to get a quorum for its recent meetings, the
Midland Community Action Agency board of directors had hoped
Monday night to amend the organization's bylaws and make it easier to
get that magic number for a quorum

The bylaws change was on the agenda for Monday's meeting. But
the board couldn't enact the change because not enough directors were
present for a guorum

At the board's May 14 meeting, director Charlie Welch had proposed
a change in the bylaws which would allow the board to conduct business
with only half of ‘the “‘active, qualified board members” present.

Under that change, it would take fewer members to constitute a quo-
rum. Presently it takes 51 percent of the members of the board — or eight
members — to constitute a quorum

All board members reportedly were notified of the impending bylaws
change, and an an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members present
Monday would have been required to effect the change.

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Threatened filibuster may
delay action on draft bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — A bill to
renew peacetime draft registration is
ready for Senate action but may be
held back from debate because of
threats of a filibuster that would tie
up work on a major piece of defense
legislation

The registration bill was approved,
12-5, late Monday by the Senate
Armed Services Committee. The
panel had planned to bring the issue
to the Senate floor, perhaps today, as
an amendment to a bill authorizing
$40.1 billion for weapons purchases
and research.

Whether that still will happen is
unclear now. Any senator could spon
sor the registration bill as an amend
ment to the weapons legislation. The
committee, however, decided not to
take a position on whether to add it to
the weapons bill or to treat it as a
separate item sometime later

The weapons bill was brought up for
debate Monday and is expected to
remain on the Senate floor perhaps
through Wednesday. It contains a
provision that would force the presi-
dent to lift trade sanctions against
Zimbabwe Rhodesia, and also autho-
rizes $670 million for the MX mobile
missile.

Draft registration was halted by
President Ford under an executive
order March 31, 1975, two years after
the end of the draft

The committee's bill would require
that men aged 18 through 26 start
registering next January. It would not
apply to women. Men would not be
classified as to their eligibility for
military service until 1981, unless the

resident certified it was necessary

fore then

The House Armed Services Com
mittee earlier approved its version of
a registration bill, which is awaiting a
full House vote. The House bill would
not start registration until Jan. 1,
1981, and affect only males who turn
I8 after that date

Sen. John Tower of Texas, ranking
Republican on the Senate Armed Ser-
vices Committee, urged that registra-
tion be treated as a separate issue
instead of as an amendment to the
authorization bill.

“I think we may have a filibuster,”
Tower said.'*There are some hot-eyed
pacifists out there."”

Critics of the committee’s bill ar-
gued that the president already has
authority to resume registration.

Doctor’'s second trial ends in
deadlock; Charge dismissed

SANTA ANA, Calif. (AP) — A judge
dismissed murder charges against
Dr. William Waddill after a jury
deadlocked in the doctor's second
trial for the death of a baby who
survived an abortion.

The decision Monday followed the
’ury‘s announcement that it stood 11-1
or acquittal, with the lone holdout
adamant for conviction. A jury last
year ran into an impasse with the vote
7-5 to acquit.

“There comes a time, as in medi-
cine, when someone has to pull the
lug,”” said Superior Court Judge
gym McMillan. “I1 am going to do
that, and on my own motion this case
is dismissed.”

The ruling meant that Waddill can-
not be prosecuted again on the
charge. But for the 43-year-old doctor,
who maintained his inggcence in the
death of “Baby Girl Wélver” for two

years, i§ was not enough

gt nr; very disappointed,’’ said
Waddill, once one of the most promi-
nent obstetrician-gynecologists in Or-
ange County. He said his career would
remain under a cloud without an ac-
quittal.

“I just don’t see how anybody could
have held out on something like this,”
he said, referring to the lone juror
who forced McMillan to declare a
mistrial.

Waddill's attorney, Charles Weed-
man, said, “We are particularly dis-
tressed that we cannot have a verdict
in this case. Dr. Waddill's problems
will continue because we do not have
a clear verdict.”

The jury spent 48 hours over nine
days considering the case against
Waddill, accused of first-degree mur-
der for allegedly strangling the baby
girl when she unexpectﬁly survived
a saline abortion.

and make a.decision,” Ahders told
McCarty.

The judge also said he was not sure
why McCarty had appeared before
commissioners for action.

McCarty had indicated he came
before the commissioners because he
thought they had final jurisdiction
over all such matters.

Organized opposition to the con-
demnation proceedings surfaced re-
cently, Petitions circulated by
PRIDE indicate they want the Hill
house preserved as a historical land-
mark.

In other action, commissioners
agreed to name Tom King apprais-
er for right-of-way property to be
acquired for Loop 250 (North Loop) —
an extension of FM 868 — and Texas
191 (North Route) between Midland
and Odessa.

On law-enforcement matters, Sher-
iff Dallas Smith told the commis-
sioners he has restructured the rank
of a couple of officers in his depart-
ment

Under the old system, separate offi-
cers headed the department’s sec-
tions, but that system no longer is-
needed, Smith said.

Under the new structure, one of the
former section chiefs will become a
chief deputy, said Smith. That posi-
tion will be filled by George Thomp-
son, he announced.

The other section chief will be reas-
signed the rank of lieutenant, said
Smith. Currently no one is in that
position, he noted.

Commissioners approved that
change, retroactively effective June
1.

State Sen. W.E. “*Pete’ Snelson and
State Rep. Tom Craddick talked to
commissioners about legislative ac
tion taken during the recent legisla
tive session.

Both men said that one piece of
legislation which affects Midland
County is the single-appraisal unit
bill

Under that bill, taxing appraisals
would be handled by one appraising
agency. The bill was passed, Crad
dick and Snelson said, in the interest
of saving tax money by avoiding du
plication of services and to equalize
property appraisals

But after the commissioners’ meet
ing, Craddick said he did not support
the measure because it takes the con
trol over property appraisals away
from the local level

fight hospital expenses plan

WASHINGTON (AP) — Freshman
Congressman Phil Gramm, D-Texas,
says he will lead a committee fight
later this month against President
Carter’'s plan aimed at holding down
hospital expenses

Gramm, a member of a key House
health subcommittee, took up the
fight on the hospitals’ side and said
Monday that President Carter’s plan
would result only in the rationing of
medical services to patients

“l am as concerned about saving
money on medical care as anyone,”
Gramm said in a joint news confer-
ence with U.S. Rep. Dave Stockman,
R-Mich., another member of the
health subcommittee

“But I don’t think money can be
saved by taking health care away
from the needy, (and) by putting the
hospitals of this nation on a rationing
program controlled by the Health,
Education and Welfare secretary,”
said the Texas economist and former
consultant to the U.S. Public Health
Service

Gramm said most of the increase in
hospitals’ costs are due to general
inflation

And, he said, the hospital costs
above inflation have been due, in
large measure, to new facilities and
technology that ‘*has greatly added to
the ability of hospitals to provide
quality care.”

He said the new technology in coro
nary care, post-natal units and emer
gency rooms has helped to save the

lives of many who may not have
otherwise survived

Stockman, who was instrumental in
the fight to keep Carter’s hospital bill
from passing last year, said the
American people should be spared yet

another layer of government regula-
tion

Carter’s bill to impose standby
price controls on the hospital industry
would do little to reduce costs, Stock-
man and Gramm said.

Search continues for missing
passengers of crashed plane

GRANGEVILLE, Idaho (AP) A
U.S. Forest Service plane caught fire
and lost an engine before slamming
into a river in the rugged north-cen
tral Idaho mountains Monday, au
thorities said. One person was killed
and nine others were missing

Two of the passengers aboard the
twin-engine DC-3 survived the crash
in the Selwayv-Bitterroot Wilderness
area. Rangers refused to give up on
the missing and ordered an air, water
and land search on the tree-covered
slopes along the Selway River, strewn
with crash debris

Truckers call nationwide strike

Independent truckers who com
plain of rising fuel costs and unfair
regulations say Americans will be
ready to listen when they start feeling
the pinch of food shortages

The Independent Truckers Associa
tion called for a nationwide strike by
100,000 owner-operators Monday, giv
ing a new boost to what had been
loosely organized protests over the
last week

And while reports mounted of
trucks peppered with bullets and
rocks, owner-operators warned the
public was in for a hungry time unless
their grievances were resolved

“We haul at least 90 percent of all
foodstuff,”" said Leonard Barnwell, a
protest leader in Tennessee. “When
we do take it off and you get hungry
enough, the public will do something

The protests so far — blockades at
diesel pumps, slow-moving convoys
or parked rigs to tie up traffic—have
forced a few meat-packing plants in
the West to shut down. Agricultural
officials also say grain elevators were
filling up in some areas

Minnesota produce wholesalers re
ported late deliveries and said they
were having problems placing new
orders with West Coast shippers

“I've gotten lucky and placed a few
orders for fruits and vegetables, but
I'm really on a tight rope," said Jerry
Brooks, of H. Brooks and Co.. which
distributes produce in the Minmneapo
lis-St. Paul area

Mike Parkhurst, head of the 30,000
member Los Angeles-based Indepen
dent Truckers Association, predicted
food shortages would be be felt across
the country within a week
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Parkhurst traveled to Washington
Monday to call for the nationwide
strike, but he would not predict how
many rigs would be shut down
“These are independent truckers," he
said. “‘'We can’t tell these guys what to
do.”

He said the truckers were seeking
an immediate and full allocation of
fuel to truck stops and an increase in
the speed limit to 65 mph on all
federally financed highways

They also want uniform weight and
length laws, permitting trucks up to
60 feet long and a maximum weight of
80,000 pounds. Presently the regula
tions vary from state to state

Denny Bowen, manager of Skelly
Truck Stop on Interstate 90 near
Hampshire, I1l., estimated that a
blockade at his station had cost him
several thousand dollars, but he said
he felt the truckers’ protest was legiti
mate

““The truck drivers are paying
champagne prices and getting beer
for their money,” he said

Meanwhile, scattered violence con
tinued to track the truckers’ protests
Monday after a weekend of sniping,
arson and incidents of nails strewn on
highways

Shots were reported fired at trucks
in Wisconsin, Missouri and Montana
Police monitoring citizens band
broadcasts in the Chicago area said
truckers were broadcasting
“threats’ against drivers still on the
road

Independent truckers drove their

Midlander E.V. Mitchell's
stinging letter of criticism to U.S.
Sen. Howard H. Baker Jr., a copy
of which was published in this
space recently under the heading,
‘““Pure Confiscation,’ has brought
a kind letter of explanation from
the senator from Tennessee.

Mitchell, in his letter, criticized
Baker for some of his comments
made on a television show against
the oil industry and its possible
nationalization. He also men-
tioned several other matters, but
Baker's reply dealt only with the
petroleum aspect and a free
market.

A copy of Baker's letter to
Mitchell has been received by The
Reporter-Telegram. It reads as
follows:

“Thank you for your recent
letter. 1 appreciate your com-
ments on my recent statement
regarding the oil industry. I very
much appreciate hearing your
views, and perhaps I can amplify
my own.

‘““My comments on ABC's
‘Issues and Answers’' have been
widely misquoted, so perhaps you
will permit me the liberty of
quoting myself: ‘I believe in free
enterprise from the top of my
head to the tip of my toes, and |
believe in competition in the oil
business. I want to see them
remain free and competitive.’

“However, my remarks were
indeed intended as a warning to
the professional management of
the oil companies that the tide of
public opinion could run heavily
against them if the public per-
ceives that price gouging and
excessive profits are developing,
with those profits being dissipated
on enterprises other than energy
production.

“Anyone familiar with my long
record supporting the
deregulation of the oil industry
knows that I would be the last one
to call for ‘nationalization’ of the
industry. The chaos of govern-
ment attempts to legislate and
regulate our way out of the con-
tinuing energy crisis is still very
much with us. But there are those
who are calling for a breakup of
the oil companies even now, and
the industry should be fully aware
of thatdanger

‘I believe that the vast
majority of Americans would opt
for a free market in any industry.
If the public sees a fair balance
between prices and profits, with
the profits being returned to in-
creased energy production, then
they will also support the oil in-
dustry, in the knowledge that the
industry has the expertise and
productive capacity to help us
meet this national challenge.”

And there you have the
senator’'s views on the subject.

Income redistribution is
basis of welfare state

ORLANDO, Fla. — Marxism as an
economic theory has been thoroughly
discredited so that all that remains of
the movement among the so-called
intelligentsia are the lame brains who
adopt it as a religion.

Yet is is interesting to note that
many axioms of Marxism have come
to be accepted in a society which
claims to be and is accused by Marx-
ists of being capitalistic.

Income redistribution is one such
concept. It is the basis of the welfare
state. In brief, it is the claim that it is
morally acceptable to take from those
who have and give to those who need
— by force. Without the premise that
need represents a valid claim on an-
other person’s paycheck, welfarism
could not exist.

Please note the difference between
income redistribution and charity.
Charity is the voluntary sharing by
one individual with another. Income
redistribution is the compulsory tak-
ing from one individual to benefit an-
other. Income transfer programs now
make up a bigger portion of the feder-
al budget than defense.

Morally, income redistribution can-
not be defended. If it were done open-
ly — for example, if a poor man
walked into a store and took at gun-
point enough money to buy his chil-
dren school lunches for a year — it
would be called what in fact it is:
robbery.

WASHINGTON —~ Former
President Gerald Ford received a
$10,000 honorarium last June for a
speech at a conference that was
sponsored by a private South African
trade organization. Ford's remarks
were later used by pro-government
forces as part of the South African
government's massive propaganda
campaign in support of its racially
segregated -apartheid policy, ac-
cording to authoritative U.S. govern-
ment sources

In light of the resignation last week
of South African President John
Vorster for his part in the illegal
government funding of the
propaganda campaign, Ford's ac-
ceptance of a whopping fee is
especially embarrassing to the man
who is still titular head of the
Republican Party

No one is accusing Ford of
dishonesty, hypocrisy or supporting
raclsm. His speech was a reflection of
his previously known views on South
Africa. In the main, he suggested that
the United States should not restrict
business investments in South Africa
or impose other economic sanctions
because of apartheid

But as one authoritative govern-
ment source told our associate Gary
Cohn, "Ford used incredibly bad
political judgment.”

Ford's speech was delivered to a
conference in Houston sponsored by
the South African Foreign Trade
Organization, an ostensibly private
group. But the conference was, ac-
cording to a reliable source, “or-
chestrated’’ in part by South African
Information Minister Cornelius

Mulder. He has since resigned for his
part in the alleged misuse of $60
million to $120 million in secret
government funds to support apar-
theid policies.

The propaganda campaign included
alleged payoffs to foreign politicians
and journalists, secret funding of a
pro-government newspaper in South
Africa, and a reported attempt to
purchase the Washington (D.C.) Star
gresumably as a mouthpiece for

outh African policies in this country

An official of the South African
embassy here insisted that the
Houston conference was run by a
private group, but he admitted that
the trade organization has received
some funds from the South African
government in the past

“The conference and Ford's
speech,” a U.S. government source
told us, “were part of the South
African government's propaganda
effort to use American business and
political leaders for domestic political
ends. The intent of the conference was
to land someone like Ford. It was a
tremendous political coup and an
incredlble blunder on Ford's part."”

Ford's $10,000 speech was used by
the South Africans to show that the
Carter administration’s anti-
apartheid stand is not the only — or
even the predominant — view in the
United States

“For an ex-president of the United
States to go to this conference and
accept a large honorarium, while
knowing that improprieties in the
(South African) Department of In-
formation had been alleged, was
naive to say the least,”” the source
explained,

While
lacking the charisma of Ronald Rea
gan and John Connally, he was slash-
ing away at Carter with unaccus
tomed vigor here and the next day in
Arkansas. If any of the president’s
men had listened, their lingering hope
that eventually Baker will supporl
SALT as he did the Wanama Canal

treaty would have expired

Actually, audiences here and at a
Republican fundraiser in Little Rock,
Ark., were split between Connally
backers (including Reed and Sen
Cochran) and Reaganites. A Baker
for-president supporter in the Deep
South is as rare as an atheist in a
foxhole. If Baker becomes the first
resident of the old Confederacy to be
nominated for president by the Re
publicans, it will be without many
delegates from his home region

Nevertheless, Baker's performance
here and in Arkansas significantly
improved his acceptability. While his
nomination would depend not on the
South but on the big northeastern
and Great Lakes states that backed
Gerald Ford in 1976, Baker cannot
afford to look to Dixie like a southern
fried Nelson Rockefeller.

That this danger exists is less be
cause of Baker's voting record (25
percent “liberal,” 71 percent ‘“‘con
servative' in the last Congress) than
the Panama Canal blot. Deny it
though Baker and his aides do, his
support for that treaty+did him per-

mament damage — especially in the
South

Consequently, his backers in Mis
sissippi have been hard put to find
enough people to fill a committee
When he appeared before the Delty
Council, the prestigious audience was
prepared to sit on its hands. He re
sponded with an obligatory attack on
Carter's energy policy, moving
quickly to SALT 11. Although Howard
Baker could not bring himself to be
100 percent critical, he came close to
90 percent — surprising, considering
his usual style

He revealed that he informed
Carter in the White House May 9, the
day SALT II initialing was an-
nounced: ‘1 don’t want you and me to
get in the same situation as Henry
Cabot Lodge and Woodrow Wilson."
That is, the president had better ac-
cept amendments — Baker's amend
ments — or forget about Senate ratifi-
cation

Baker refuses to define his *‘laun
dry list”" of amendments, but his polit-
ical speeches give two large hints: an
amendment prohibiting concealment
of missile test data or telemetry by
the Russians; an amendment includ
ing the Soviet Backfire bomber as a
strategic weapon

He skillfully fits talk about *‘teleme-
try'" and ““Backfire' into a politically
marketable warning of danger to U.S
security, and he emphasizes it heavi
ly — more than either Reagan or
Connally. Baker regards declining
U S. strength in comparison with the
Soviet Union as a prime political
issue. He also feels that as Republi-
can floor leader whileSALT is being

debated, he is in a better stance to
exploit that issue than the former
governors of Texas and California

What's more, what he said in Cleve
land, Miss., can be repeated in Cleve-
land, Ohio. The Lodge-Wilson analogy
was used not only here but in Wiscon
sin, Indiana, Minnesota and New
Hampshire during his Memorial Day
recess travels. He is considerably
tougher on the oil industry than Rea
gan and Connally, but otherwise says
nothing to annoy hard-shelled conser
vatives

“The floodtide of conservatism is
running,”’ Baker said in Little Rock
That this should come from the man
supposed to represent the Republican
“liberal”” wing shows how far the
center of the Grand Old Party's spec-
trum has shifted rightward. Howard
Baker's “*hardball” will pass inspec-
tion in the Deep South, leaving him
the formidable task of winning the big
state delegates from the front-run-
ning Reagan

A source pointed out that Ford is not
alone in his acceptance of largesse by
supposedly private South African
organizations. Several members of
Congress and congressional aides
have accepted junkets to South
Africa, and in some instances the

“It was inappropriate for Ford to
take a large amount of cash under
questionable circumstances,” - the
government source said. “It could
turn out that the private sponsors
were really a front for the Depart-
ment of Information."

Footnote: A spokesman forForf
acknowledged the indisputable facts
of Ford's speech and the honorarium
involved. But while admitting that the
situation was known to be “fraught
with peril,”” the spokesman insisted
there was no wrongdolng, because
Ford was paid by individual firms and
conference participants, not a foreign
government

FORKED TONGUE? American
Indians have grown accustomed — if
not resigned — to the U.S. govern-
ment's perfidy and indifference over
the years.

And many go hungry because they
have no transportation to faraway
food stamp centers. Some of the more
desperately hungry trade part of their
food stamp allotment in return for a
ride to pick up the groceries

Department of Agriculture officials
insisted that these rules have a high
priority; they wlll be published and
implemented as soon as possible
After 200 years of broken promises,
the Indians may be forgiven if they
take the bureaucrats’ assurances
with a large grain of salt.

Crane County's flyers feel
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airport leaves much desired

-

CRANE — Charles Passur, like other “‘winging"
men around here, has definite ideas on what makes a
town more than just another mud hole or sand
trap.

““You show me a good, prosperous town," he said,
**and I'll show you a good airport.”

Now, Crane is fairly prosperous for an oil-patch
town, but certainly it's not turning into an industrial
mecca.

Passur, who happens to be a pilot without an
airplane for the time being, cited Andrews as an
example of a prosperous town and the Andrews
County Airport as an excellent example of a good
airport. Like Crane, Andrews is a well-to-do oil
town but is about three or four times the size of
Crane.

Andrews has new hangars and three paved run-
ways, including a 6,000-foot lighted strip. “*We've got
the same kind of money they have,” he said. *‘We
could have the same facilities they have.”

But they don't.

THE PROBLEM with Crane’s airport lies with its
three paved landing strips: To varying degrees,
they're cursed with gremlins called loose gravel, a
few potholes, patches of grass and one strip is
sidelined with mesquite shrubs and high-line poles.

The most “‘messed-up’’ strip is the 2,700-foot east-
west runway.

“I won't land on that little one,” said Eddie
Galindo. *'I had rather make a cross-wind landing
than land on that little one."”

And on the 3,200-foot north-south runway, ‘‘they
need to cut some mesquites,” he said. Running
parallel to that strip are some highline poles
which, so far, haven’'t clipped any wings off aircraft
that might drift off center for one reason, such a stiff
wind, or another

The **main drag" is the the 4,200-foot southeast
northwest runway, which needs the gravel and any
rocks swept off and a new paving job; the founda
tion's okay, said businessman-pilot J.D. Richardson
The runway is lighted for night landings

BUT THE PRIMARY villain is the east-west
strip.

“It should be condemned,” said Richardson, who
flies a 1978 Cessna 210 Turbo Centurion. “Rocks are
all over it. You just slip and slide. I won’'t land
onit.”

At least not any more, he won’t. He did once

“I almost lost a $100,000 airplane,”
said, when he dropped his single-engine Centurion
onto that short strip

Richardson, who runs several businesses, includ
ing oil-field well serving, trucking, an automobile
truck parts supply house and a cafe, flies a
good deal in his work

“Aw,"" said he, “‘that (flying) is all right if a feller
likes it. I love to fly. It helps me in my business. It
just saves us a bunch of running.”

Richardson flies out of the Crane County Airpert;
he has little choice as long as Crane is his home and
work base

In addition to his near crack-up on the east-west
strip, his airplane’s three-bladed propeller has many
nicks inflicted by flying gravel, and his paint job is
chipped. But he said the mesquite-lined north-south
landing strip “‘is a pretty good runway.”

“YOU CAN GO out there (to the airport) and see
some new airplanes and see what kind of shape the
airport is in,"” said Ray Littlefield, another airport
Ssupporter

“My prop was eat up all the time,"
Vernon Black.

“I'll tell you what,”" said flier Buster Bowman,
“‘that airport needs something done to it."

Admittedly, upgraded runways and the apron
would be of benefit to Richardson and others who
hangar or tie-down their general aviation air
craft out here. A good, safe airport would benefit
townspeople whether or not they fly, said Richard
son. The asset would be economical — more business
all around

Bucky Scarborough agrees to that

“We need our airport fixed up,” he said. “'I think a
lot of people around here don’t realize what an asset
a good airport would be. A lot of people familiar with
this place won't come in here, because it damages
their propeller.”

“They don’t want to land when it does harm to
their airplane. You can’t blame them for that.”

Now, Scarborough doesn’t have an airplane to fly
since he got rid of his Piper Tri-Pacer in a “*‘weak mo
ment.” Some “ol’ boy who had more money than he
knew what to do with'' bought the craft from him
But he'd like to have the flying machine back
or another one in its place

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THE CONDITION of the runways discourages
repeat customers, especially out-of-town visitors and
businessmen

“You get a lot of the one-shot deals,” Scarborough
said. A lot of guys will land here one time. And the
next time, they'll land in Odessa and drive here.”

J.T. Byrd is fairly new to the flying scene. And he
allowed that the airport ‘“‘could use” some fixing
up.

“I don't want to say too much about it,”" he said,
“because they (Crane County Commissioners) let us
use it. It's the county airport.”

Commissioner R.F. “Tip" Tipton, whose Precinct
3 takes in the airport, is a pilot himself

“I do think it (the airport) needs fixing real
bad.”

However, he said the Commissioners’ Court plans
to wait until October or later to start upgrading the
main runway and lengthening it by 1,000 feet to
easily accommodate larger aircraft, such as execu
tive jets and prop jobs. By October, the county
expects to get matching funds from the Texas
Aeronautics Commission and thus will be able to
more than double what it could now spend on
airport improvements. With matching funds,. the
county would have between $75,000 and $90,000 for
upgrading the airport

*I THINK it would be real dumb to spend" the
county’s money now and to forego the matching TAC
funds, the commissioner said

Though the runways could use repaving, Tipton
said ‘‘there’s no rocks out there.”

Unlike other aviators, he said the airport “would
benefit about 15 people,” instead of the community
as a whole

“Everything is ‘free’ in Crane County,” Tipton
said, "*and they (aviation buffs) want everything
done for them."”

The airport’s runways were first hard-topped in
the early 1970s, said Smokey Swift, a rancher who
was a commissioner from 1950 until his retirement in
1976. Tipton succeeded him

“The whole County Commissioners’ Court has got
to have credit for it (the paving). I think it's a great
benefit,”” Swift said

Johnny Griffin, an instructor-pilot who is president
of the Crane Independent School District's board of
trustees, favors a better airport for Crane

“IT NEEDS some work done on it, especially the
parking area

“For our population (4,175 county), we've got a
real high interest (in flying).,” Griffin said. “It's
growing all the time. It's just the best way to go.”

Jim Fowler is another fellow who had “‘rather be
flying.”" He's the airport manager and is a master
parachutist. He, too, is concerned about the safety of
the airport

“Idon’t give a damn how many hours you've got or
how long you've been flying, some day vou're going
to come in ‘hot’ and hit a rock the wrong way'' and
crash or do a ground loop, said Fowler. “*Some other
runways across the country are just as bad or

worse, but two wrongs don't make a right.”

OF COURSE, more people don’t fly than do. And
some may be like Ray Bland, who doesn't fly. “I've
got that basket truck out there, and, hell, that's too
high for me.” But he's pro-aviation in Crane County:
““Oh, it's a good thing. It's something we do
need...because a lot of oil field people fly and need a
(safe) place to land.”

Another non-flier is J.B. Rogers Sr

“1 don’t want no part of it,"” he said. His son, J.B
Rogers Jr., however, flies and reportedly is interest
ed in a better airport here. But his father takes a
hands-off approach. *'It makes no difference to me,”
said the senior Rogers. *'I don't fly anything
anyway."”

Others may be like Passur, who was flying before
he got his license in 1946. He started flying in a J3
Piper Cub and worked his way up to aerobatics in the
Stearman biplane and other airworthy crafts and
crates. “'You name it, and I've had it

“I dop't have all that many hours,” Passur said,
“but\Sure have been flying a long time.”

Be careful using that lawn mower
According to the Consumer Product
Safety Commission, about 62,000 per
sons were treated in hospital emer

gency rooms last year for injuries
related to lawn mowers

Most serious injuries are caused
by

Stones, wire, cans and bottles run
over by the lawn mower being pro
pelled at high velocity and striking
the operator or a bystander

— Operating riding mowers in re
verse, striking unseen bystanders

- Riding mowers which may over

turn when operated on steep slopes

— Contact with a mower blade
when cleaning plugged grass from the
discharge chute

— Adjusting riding or push mowers
while the blade is still revolving

Buy a mower that meets specific
safety standards. These will have an
Outdoor Power Equipment Institute
(OPEI) certificate or seal

Take time before mowing to rake up
rocks, cans, branches or other debris
on the lawn. Watch out for children’s
toys

Turn off the mower and disconnect
the spark plug or electric plug before
unclogging or adjusting the machine
Even a slight rotation of the ‘blade
could start the engine

Don’t refuel when the engine is hot
Don’t smoke near gasoline

Don't be alarmed, but Midland is
sinking. It won't fall into the sea like
California, it's too far from the Gulf
Coast, but Midland is sinking. If you
don’'t believe it, just go out to Cubs
Stadium

At 2,900 feet above sea level, the
baseball carries and games are 12-10,
10-7 and 18-11, but the last two nights
are proof that the Tall City is slowly
siinking. Skeptics argue it's just the
wind blowing in from center, but if it
gets much worse, we'll be swimming
in oil instead of drilling for it

Still, not convinced. Well, Sunday
Midland won 3-1, but without the
whole-hearted cooperation of the op
position it would have wound up 0-0

Monday night the Cubs and
Dodgers battled 11 innings, some 3
hours and 17 minutes, and managed
only seven runs between them. That
is not the kind of baseball West
Texans know, but it was beautiful
nevertheless, especially since the
Cubs came out on top

QOutfielder Brian Rosinski deliverd
a one-out bases-loaded single to right
todrive in Midland's second run of the
inning. It squared the series for the
Texas League West Division lead at
2-2, which leaves the Cubs just three
percentage points behind the Dodgers
going into tonight's windup game
That, however, is one percentage
point better than they were going into

Fred Martin left his mark

For most of the Midland Cubs’ seven-year lifetime,
the tall, white-haired man with the proud and digni
fied posture was a familiar part of the Cubs Stadium
scenery, both in uniform on the field before the game
and later in the stands as he searched for flaws in the
performance of his pitching proteges

Monday Fred Martin, who had been pitching coach
for the Chicago White Sox this season, died of cancer
in a Windy City hospital at age 63, but most of his
coaching career had been with the Cubs

He was a member of Chicago’s ill-fated Coaching
Faculty back in the 1960s, that noble experiment in
which head coaches were rotated monthly. It was
abandoned after a few seasons for Leo Durocher and
labeled a failure...but was it?

Every major league organization worth its salt
a rotating coaching staff now for its minor
league organizations, where before the Chicago ex
periment there had been none. And those close to the
Cubs, say it wasn't so much Durocher's genius that
made the Cubs a contender in the late 1960's as the
groundwork laid by the Cubs’ faculty of coaches,
maligned though it was

uses

AFTER THE faculty, Martin managed the Cubs’
Texas League club and later became the roving
pitching coach, where he was most effective

Martin was a product of the St. Louis Cardinals’
farm system of the prewar era which churned out
pitching prospects like Detroit produces autos. If
you are old enough, perhaps you remember
some... Alpha Brazle, John Beasley, Mort Cooper,
Ernie White, Harry Brecheen, Howie Pollet, Max
Lanier, those who made it with varying degrees of
success, and then there were the Gornickis and
Grodzickis who never realized their promise

Fred was one of those who succumbed to the big
money temptation of the Mexican League and the
Pasqual brother promises of everlasting wealth. For
anyone toiling for the latter day Simon Legree, Sam
Breadon, it must have sounded like immancipa
tion

The jumpers were branded as renegades, but as it
turned out they were just 25 years before their time
and the court decision that made them possi
ble

Yet, Fred ran a tight ship as a coach when it came
to rules and regulations. And maybe he was a
little too outspoken for his own good, but then
pitching coaches always were a somewhat unique
breed. Johnny Sain used to work miracles with
pitching staffs, but he was independent and for some
reason never lasted long

AS CHICAGO'S minor league pitching coach, Mar
tin made believers of his young pitchers. Some took
his advice as gospel and when someone higher up
tried to make a change, the answer often was,

That's not the way Fred showed us

It may have been one of the reasons, Martin was
released by Chicago in 1975. Midland was in El Paso
ready to clinch the pennant. One night Fred was
there, the next night he was gone..released. The
players were incensed and dedicated the clincher to
Fred

The kind of confidence pitchers had in Fred per
haps is best exemplified by Bruce Sutter, one of
Martin's most successful reclamation projects. Fred
taught Bruce the split-finger fastball, a pitch that

f WASHINGTON (AP) — The House
tWays and Means Committee, in a
t decision that could-ease the political
pressure on Democrats, appears de
' termined to write a stronger “‘wind
+fall profits™ tax on the oil industry
than President Carter recommend
ed.

As a starter, the panel agreed Mon
day that the tax should cost the oil
companies at least 10 percent more
than Carter proposed.

A tough tax making its way through
Congress could cool some of the politi
cal heat being felt by Democrats who
sense voters oppose Carter’s decision
to phase out federal price controls on
domestic oil. Decontrol means more
money for the oil industry; the tax
would take away part of that wind
fall.

Several votes Monday indicated
Carter may get the tax he wants — so
long as he is willing to be tougher on
the oil industry

Awaiting action is an effort by Rep.
Charles Vanik, D-Ohio, to substitute a
far simpler tax than Carter proposed
— and to make it far more costly to
the oil industry. The Carter adminis
tration opposes this amendment on
grounds it would deny, pil companies
the money they need to increase pro
duction

As Congress sought answers to the
nation’s energy problems, there were
these other developments Monday:

—Alfred Dougherty of the Federal
Trade Commission’s Bureau of Com
petition told a House Government Op
erations subcommittee the current
gasoline shortage is traceable, in
part, to a decision by the oil compan
ies earlier this year to stockpile crude
oil rather than refine it

But, Dougherty added, he can’t
prove that allegation because the En
ergy Department tightly guards such
information

-In New York, an American Petro
leum Institute spokesman who asked
to remain anonymous said crude oil
stocks fell to low levels last winter
and the Energy Department asked oil
companies to rebuild their inven
tories. The trade group spokesman
added gasoline demand was unusual
ly high in the first quarter of 1979

Qil slick may head
for coast of Texas

CAMBRIDGE, Mass. (AP) — Anoil
slick, which may become the biggest
spill in history, could hit the coasts of
Texas and Louisiana next month, pe
troleum experts are warning

A ruptured, burning Mexican off
shore well is unleashing about 1.25
million gallons of oil a day into the
Gulf of Mexico off the Yucatan Penin
sula, the director of the Center for
Short-Lived Phenomena said Mon
day

The exploratory well blew out on
June 3, and the uncontrolled gush of
oil is escaping through a flaming
torch of natural gas, said Richard
Golob, whose organization provides
information to scientists about natu
ral and manmade changes in the en
vironment and produces a newsletter
on oil spills

“If the oil continues to escape at the
current rate and if the well is not
capped before the estimated time of

control, this will become the biggest
spill in history,” Golob said

So far, a slick estimated at 10 miles
wide and 100 miles long stretches
westward away from the oil well,
Golob said. But the slick has already
reached offshore shrimping grounds
and threatens other important
shrimping grounds, he adde

(iolob said the prevailing currents
will eventually carry the oil along the
Mexican coast toward Texas and Lou
isiana. It will probably take the oil 25
days to drift 700 miles to Texas, he
said

“By then it will have weathered
considerably into tar balls," Golob
said

However, the threat to American
beaches would be worse if a hurricane
speeded the oil fMlow, he said

“*“May and June are the start of the
hurricane season,’” Golob said. *'This
potential could bring to the U.S. coast
a significant amount of oil.”

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — For all his coolness-under-fire image on the
screen, John Wayne was a passionate man in his personal life

In his Western movies, he instructed his men to hold their fire until the
Indians approached the circle of wagons. In interviews, he- shot from
the hip at almost every topic that was tossed at him. During a third of a
century 1 found him consistently the most provocative intervieW subject in
Hollywood.

He had enormous dislikes: Communism, the welfare;state, rude direc-
tors, upstart actors, discourtesy to women. He also had immense likes:
the United States of America, the movie industry, the University of
Southern California, John Ford and Latin women.

Wayne's marriages were to: 1. the daughter of a Dominican diplomat; 2.
a Mexican film actress; 3. a Peruvian beauty. After the third marriage he
told me: “They say a man follows a pattern, but'l haven't been aware of it
myself. Each of the women I married have been entirely different.

“I certainly don’t have anything against American women. As a ‘mat-
ter of fact, my wives have been as much American as they have been
Latin. None of them speaks with an accent.”

All three marriages failed. In his last years Wayne was closest to Pat
Stacy, who managed his personal (though not business) affairs and his
Balboa Bay house. The devotion between them, particularly during his
sieges of illness, was touching. She accdmpanied him to Hollywood award
dinners, and she tried to conserve his depleted energies

During his long career in Hollywood, John Wayne seemed to enjoy
the controversies that rolled around him. Unlike some headline-grabbing
stars who were professional provocateurs;, Wayne always spoke out from
his own principles, which his critics termed hide-bound

He enjoyed the fray. He had been contending most of his life:
playing fields of the University of Southern California, in the hard world
of low-budget westerns, in the arena of superstardom, through stormy
marriages and saloon brawls. «Controversy came naturally to him
